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the time of spiritual decline and the servitude under their enemies, during over 300 
years in a theocracy. The 12 judges in the Book of Judges, if we consider Barak as 
Deborah’s assistant, and in 1 Samuel 1:12, 28, 2 other judges, Eli and Samuel, were 
raised up to lead the entire nation by God before the monarchy of Saul in 1050 BC 
(Exodus 1446 BC; Israelites Enter Canaan 1406 BC; Judges Begin 1375 BC; Saul King 
1050 BC).  
 
In the last time, Judges 4:24, “And the hand of the children of Israel grew stronger and 
stronger against Jabin king of Canaan, until they had destroyed Jabin king of Canaan,” 
Israelites was able to destroy Jabin king of Cannan by God, after the death of Sisera the 
commander of his army

1=Now Deborah, a prophetess and a judge, sang this 
song. It proclaims the greatness of God by giving Him 
full credit for the victory and was likely composed by 
Deborah together with Barak. The song calls God’s 
people to remember His faithfulness and His righteous 
character as well as His greatness. . 

 

 

 

 

 

 

6=Q1 It was a dangerous time because the people had 
been subdued by their enemies. They no longer 
traveled on the main roads but took small side paths to 
move from place to place. They avoided the highways 
because their enemies controlled them. As Scripture 
says, “the travelers walked through the byways.” 

 

8= War was the inevitable result when Israel chose to 
follow false gods. Although God had given them clear 
instructions, the people failed to put His words into 
practice. Without God at the center of their national life, 
and under pressure from outside forces, they became 
easy prey for their enemies. 
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people. 
Bless the Lord! 

10 “Speak, you who ride on white donkeys, 
Who sit in judges’ attire, 
And who walk along the road. 
11 Far from the noise of the archers, among 
the watering places, 
There they shall recount the righteous acts of 
the Lord, 
The righteous acts for His villagers in Israel; 
Then the people of the Lord shall go down to 
the gates. 

12 “Awake, awake, Deborah! 
Awake, awake, sing a song! 
Arise, Barak, and lead your captives away, 
O son of Abinoam! 

13 “Then the survivors came down, the people 
against the nobles; 
The Lord came down for me against the 
mighty. 
14 From Ephraim were those whose roots 
were in Amalek. 
After you, Benjamin, with your peoples, 
From Machir rulers came down, 
And from Zebulun those who bear the 
recruiter’s staff.

13-14= Even against overwhelming odds, the Lord 
helped His people prevail “against the mighty” when 
they turned back to God and to His word—the 
Scriptures—for strength, guidance, and 
encouragement. 

 

 

15= Now she speaks about those who sent help to the 
battle and those who did not come. Concerning 
Reuben, she says there were “great resolves of heart.” 
Reuben at least expressed verbal support—saying, in 
effect, “Go for it; we are with you.” Yet this support 
remained only in words, unlike others who were willing 
to act. 

16= You stayed on the other side, you didn't come to 
help. 

 

 

17= “Dan remained in his ships,” meaning he stayed 
with his trading and did not trouble himself to help. 
“Asher continued by the seashore and stayed by his 
inlets.” Thus, four tribes—Reuben, Gilead (either Gad 
or Manasseh), Dan, and Asher—were rebuked for 
failing to come to the aid of their brothers in the battle. 
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19 “The kings came and fought, 
Then the kings of Canaan fought 
In Taanach, by the waters of Megiddo; 
They took no spoils of silver. 
20 They fought from the heavens; 
The stars from their courses fought against 
Sisera. 
21 The torrent of Kishon swept them away, 
That ancient torrent, the torrent of Kishon. 
O my soul, march on in strength! 
22 Then the horses’ hooves pounded, 
The galloping, galloping of his steeds. 
23 ‘Curse Meroz,’ said the angel of the Lord, 
‘Curse its inhabitants bitterly, 
Because they did not come to the help of 
the Lord, To the help of the Lord against the 
mighty.’ 24 “Most blessed among women is 
Jael, The wife of Heber the Kenite; 
Blessed is she among women in tents. 
25 He asked for water, she gave milk; 
She brought out cream in a lordly bowl. 
26 She stretched her hand to the tent peg, 
Her right hand to the workmen’s hammer; 
She pounded Sisera, she pierced his head, 
She split and struck through his temple. 
27 At her feet he sank, he fell, he lay still; 
At her feet he sank, he fell; 
Where he sank, there he fell dead.28 “The 
mother of Sisera looked through the window, 
And cried out through the lattice, 
‘Why is his chariot so long in coming? 
Why tarries the clatter of his chariots?’ 
29 Her wisest ladies answered her, 
Yes, she answered herself, 
30 ‘Are they not finding and dividing the spoil: 
To every man a girl or two; 
For Sisera, plunder of dyed garments, 
Plunder of garments embroidered and dyed, 
Two pieces of dyed embroidery for the neck 
of the looter?’31 “Thus let all Your 
enemies perish, O Lord! 
But let those who love Him be like the sun 
When it comes out in full strength.” [the land 
had rest for forty years, KJV]. 

 

 

 

 

 

23= Meroz was likely a city near the site of the great 
battle between the Israelites and the Canaanites, and it 
appears to have been an Israelite city because it was 
cursed for failing to send help against Sisera’s forces. 
Throughout Scripture, God repeatedly exhorts His 
people to be doers of the Word, not merely hearers. We 
are warned against hearing without doing and are 
called to put God’s Word into action (James 1:22). 
Jesus Himself emphasized this truth, saying that the 
one who hears His words and does not do them is like 
a foolish man who built his house on sand (Matthew 
7:26–27), and that not everyone who says, “Lord, Lord,” 
will enter the kingdom of heaven, but only those who do 
the will of the Father (Matthew 7:21). In this light, the 
curse against Meroz stands as a solemn warning: they 
were condemned not for opposing God, but for doing 
nothing. James 1:22; Mat 7:26-27; Mat 7:212 

 

28= Now she thinks of the mother of Sisera, waiting for 
her son to come home from battle. 

 

 

 

31= Deborah concludes her song with this declaration: 
“Thus let all Your enemies perish, O LORD; but let 
those who love Him be like the sun when it comes out 
in full strength” . These are beautiful and poetic words 
of triumph and devotion. The chapter then closes by 
noting in KJV, “And the land had rest for forty years.” 
Judges chapter 5 records the song that arose from the 
victory God gave Israel over Jabin, king of Hazor, and 
Sisera, the commander of his army. With the words 
“and the land had rest forty years,” the account of that 
victory comes to an end, and chapter 6 then begins a 
new section of Israel’s history. 

 
2 James 1:22 But be doers of the word, and not hearers only, deceiving yourselves.; Mat 7:26-27 “But everyone who 
hears these sayings of Mine, and does not do them, will be like a foolish man who built his house on the sand: 27 and 
the rain descended, the floods came, and the winds blew and beat on that house; and it fell. And great was its fall.”; 
Mat 7:21 “Not everyone who says to Me, ‘Lord, Lord,’ shall enter the kingdom of heaven, but he who does the will of 
My Father in heaven.

1Then the children of Israel did evil in the 
sight of the Lord. So the Lord delivered them

2 and the hand of Midian prevailed against 
Israel. Because of the Midianites, the children 
of Israel made for themselves the dens, the 
caves, and the strongholds which are in the 
mountains. 3 So it was, whenever Israel had 
sown, Midianites would come up; also 
Amalekites and the people of the East would 
come up against them. 4 Then they would 
encamp against them and destroy the 
produce of the earth as far as Gaza, and 
leave no sustenance for Israel, neither sheep 
nor ox nor donkey. 5 For they would come up 
with their livestock and their tents, coming in 
as numerous as locusts; both they and their 
camels were without number; and they would 
enter the land to destroy it. 6 So Israel was 
greatly impoverished because of the 
Midianites, and the children of Israel cried out 
to the Lord. 7 And it came to pass, when the 
children of Israel cried out to 
the Lord because of the Midianites,

1=After a time of peace, “the children of Israel did evil in 
the sight of the LORD,” and the nation entered another 
downward cycle. This marks the 5th apostasy and the 
5th period of servitude resulting from their disobedience 
& unfaithfulness. At this point, God raises up Gideon, 
who becomes the 5th  judge of Israel. The book of 
Judges consistently reveals this pattern: Israel turns 
from God, ignores His warnings, falls into bondage, 
cries out, and God mercifully sends deliverance. This 
story stands as a testimony to humanity’s failure to 
keep covenant with God and to heed His voice. It 
shows the tragic consequences that follow when people 
turn from the true and living God to serve other “gods.” 
Today, we often let things like money, possessions, 
status, or physical pleasure become the most important 
things in our lives. However, when we treat these things 
as more important than God, an idol, it leads to trouble 
and eventually makes us feel trapped or controlled by 
our own desires. The stories in the Bible serve as a 
warning for us to avoid these traps. Instead of turning 
away from God, we are encouraged to focus our lives 
on Him and serve Him with everything we have—our 
emotions, our thoughts, and our actions. 

2= The Midianites were desert people descended from 
Abraham through his second wife, Keturah (Genesis 
25:1–2). Because Israel had failed to completely 
destroy them, the Midianites continued to grow in 
number. Here in Judges, they appear once again as 
oppressors of Israel.  Gen 25:1-23 

4= The Midianites came from the north and swept 
across the land, reaching as far south as Gaza. They 
were nomadic, living in tents rather than building cities, 
moving from place to place much like the Amalekites. In 
this way, they essentially invaded and settled in the 
land temporarily. Whenever the Israelites planted crops, 
the Midianites would raid the fields and steal the 
harvest. 

6= The pattern is clear: God blesses Israel, they turn 
away from Him, and He allows them to be oppressed 
by their enemies. When they finally cry out, God 
delivers them, and they prosper as they serve Him—
until they forget Him and fall into captivity once more. 
Too often, the Israelites hit rock bottom before returning 
to God. But turning to Him should never be a last resort; 
we should seek God’s help daily and call on Him first in 
every situation, rather than waiting until we are at the 
end of our rope.

8 that the Lord sent a prophet to the children 
of Israel, who said to them, “Thus says 
the Lord God of Israel: ‘I brought you up from 
Egypt and brought you out of the house 
of bondage; 9 and I delivered you out of the 
hand of the Egyptians and out of the hand of 
all who oppressed you, and drove them out 
before you and gave you their land. 10 Also I 
said to you, “I am the Lord your God; do not 
fear the gods of the Amorites, in whose land 
you dwell.” But you have not obeyed 
My voice.’ ” 

11 Now the Angel of the Lord came and sat 
under the terebinth tree which was in Ophrah, 
which belonged to Joash the Abiezrite, while 
his son Gideon threshed wheat in the 
winepress, in order to hide it from the 
Midianites. 12 And the Angel of 
the Lord appeared to him, and said to him, 
“The Lord is with you, you mighty man of 
valor!” 

13 Gideon said to Him, “O my lord, if 
the Lord is with us, why then has all this 
happened to us? And where are all His 
miracles which our fathers told us about, 
saying, ‘Did not the Lord bring us up from 
Egypt?’ But now the Lord has forsaken us 
and delivered us into the hands of the 
Midianites.” 14 Then the Lord turned to him 
and said, “Go in this might of yours, and you 
shall save Israel from the hand of the 
Midianites. Have I not sent you?” 

15 So he said to Him, “O my Lord, how can I 
save Israel? Indeed my clan is the weakest in 
Manasseh, and I am the least in my father’s 
house.” 

 

 

 

8-9= The unknown prophet delivered God’s word not to 
predict the future, but to call the people to repentance 
and turn from their sins. As the Israelites cried out to 
the LORD, God sent this prophet to rebuke them 
because they had not obeyed God’s voice This truth 
applies to our own lives as well: many of our troubles 
arise when we forsake the Lord and turn to other 
“gods,” often materialistic in nature. In the midst of 
these difficulties, we cry out to God, realizing that true 
help comes only from Him. 

 

 

11= Threshing was the process of separating the wheat 
grains from the worthless outer husk, called chaff. 

12=Q2 The angel called Gideon a “mighty man of valor” 
because God is with him. Similarly, Paul wrote to the 
church at Ephesus to remind them of God’s giving “the  
riches of the glory of His inheritance in the saints” 
(Ephesians 1:18)  —essentially saying, “you should 
know how much God values you” God looked at Gideon 
and saw a man of courage and strength, even though 
Gideon saw himself as “the weakest,” “the least,” in 
verse 15, or “nobody.” This highlights the contrast 
between how we often view ourselves and how God 
perceives us. E.g. we are created God’s image rather 
than we are one of animals.  Eph 1:184 

13= When Gideon spoke with the angel, the angel said, 
“The LORD is with you” in verse 12.  But Gideon 
replied, basically,  “If the LORD is with us, why are we 
suffering all this trouble? Where are the miracles our 
fathers told us about? We have been oppressed by the 
Midianites.” In doing so, Gideon wrongly questioned 
God for their problems instead of recognizing their own 
sins, mistakenly assuming that God had abandoned His 
people 

15= When God called Moses at the burning bush, 
Moses said, “I am slow of speech and slow of tongue” 
(Exodus 4:10). When God called Jeremiah, he said, “I 
can’t  speak, for I am a youth” (Jeremiah 1:6). When 
God called Gideon, he replied, “Indeed my clan is the 
weakest in Manasseh, and I am the least in my father’s 
house” here. Similarly, when Samuel told Saul that God 
had chosen him as Israel’s first king, Saul answered, 
“Am I not a Benjamite, of the smallest of the tribes of 
Israel, and my family the least of all the families of the 
tribe of Benjamin?” (1 Samuel 9:21). Yet in each case, 
God chose humble individuals to accomplish His 
purposes, showing that He often looks for humility in

16 And the Lord said to him, “Surely I will be 
with you, and you shall defeat the Midianites 
as one man.” 17 Then he said to Him, “If now I 
have found favor in Your sight, then show me 
a sign that it is You who talk with me. 18 Do 
not depart from here, I pray, until I come to 
You and bring out my offering and 
set it before You.” And He said, “I will wait 
until you come back.” 19 So Gideon went in 
and prepared a young goat, and unleavened 
bread from an ephah of flour. The meat he 
put in a basket, and he put the broth in a pot; 
and he brought them out to Him under the 
terebinth tree and presented them.  

20 The Angel of God said to him, “Take the 
meat and the unleavened bread 
and lay them on this rock, and pour out the 
broth.” And he did so. 

21 Then the Angel of the Lord put out the end 
of the staff that was in His hand, and touched 
the meat and the unleavened bread; and fire 
rose out of the rock and consumed the meat 
and the unleavened bread. And the Angel of 
the Lord departed out of his sight. 

22 Now Gideon perceived that He was the 
Angel of the Lord. So Gideon said, “Alas, O 
Lord God! For I have seen the Angel of 
the Lord face to face.” 

23 Then the Lord said to him, “Peace be with 
you; do not fear, you shall not die.”  

 

those He calls to serve Him. Ex 4:10; Jer 1:6 ; 1 Sam 
9:215 

16= God told Gideon, “Surely I will be with you” here, 
promising the strength he needed to overcome his 
enemies. Yet Gideon focused on his own limitations 
and weaknesses, asking for signs to reassure himself. 
This reflects a timeless principle: whenever we feel 
weak or inadequate, God’s answer is always the 
same—“I will be with you.” That presence is enough. 
When we trust that God is for us, no opposition can 
ultimately prevail. Rom 8:316 

 

 

 

20-21=Gideon brought a basket containing a young 
goat prepared for sacrifice, along with unleavened 
bread and some broth. He placed them on a rock and 
poured the broth over them. This acted as a complete 
offering: the goat served as the burnt offering, the bread 
from an ephah of flour as the grain offering (an ephah is 
about 5 gallons), and the poured broth as the drink 
offering. 

 

22= This was a remarkable manifestation. Later, when 
we study Samson, we will see a similar event, where 
the angel ascends to heaven in the fire. Perhaps the 
same angel appeared to Gideon in a similar way. The 
important point is that Gideon became aware that he 
had seen the angel of the LORD. 

23= Gideon was afraid to seek the angel because, as 
God said in Exodus 33:20, “No man shall see Me, and 
live.” Yet time and again, God reassures His people 
with words of comfort: “Peace be with you” and “Do not 
fear.” These promises bring calm to troubled hearts and 
courage in the face of life’s uncertainties, reminding us 
that God’s presence overcomes our fears about the 
future. Ex 33:207 

 

5  Ex 4:10  Then Moses said to the Lord, “O my Lord, I am not eloquent, neither before nor since You have spoken to 

Your servant; but I am slow of speech and slow of tongue.”; Jer 1:6 Then said I: “Ah, Lord God! 
Behold, I cannot speak, for I am a youth.” ; 1 Sam 9:21  And Saul answered and said, “Am I not a Benjamite, of 
the smallest of the tribes of Israel, and my family the least of all the families of the tribe of Benjamin? Why then do 
you speak like this to me?” 

6 Rom 8:31 What then shall we say to these things? If God is for us, who can be against us? 
7 Ex 33:20  But He said, “You cannot see My face; for no man shall see Me, and live.” 
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24 So Gideon built an altar there to the Lord, 
and called it The-Lord-Is-Peace [Jehovah-
shalom, KJV]. To this day it is still in Ophrah 
of the Abiezrites. 

25 Now it came to pass the same night that 
the Lord said to him, “Take your father’s 
young bull, the second bull of seven years 
old, and tear down the altar of Baal that your 
father has, and cut down the wooden image 
that is beside it; 26 and build an altar to 
the Lord your God on top of this rock in the 
proper arrangement, and take the second bull 
and offer a burnt sacrifice with the wood of 
the image which you shall cut down.” 27 So 
Gideon took ten men from among his 
servants and did as the Lord had said to him. 
But because he feared his father’s household 
and the men of the city too much to do it by 
day, he did it by night. 28 And when the men 
of the city arose early in the morning, there 
was the altar of Baal, torn down; and the 
wooden image that was beside it was cut 
down, and the second bull was being offered 
on the altar which had been built.  

29 So they said to one another, “Who has 
done this thing?” And when they had inquired 
and asked, they said, “Gideon the son of 
Joash has done this thing.” 30 Then the men 
of the city said to Joash, “Bring out your son, 
that he may die, because he has torn down 
the altar of Baal, and because he has cut 
down the wooden image that was beside it.” 

31 But Joash said to all who stood against 
him, “Would you plead for Baal? Would you 
save him? Let the one who would plead for 
him be put to death by morning! If he is a 
god, let him plead for himself, because his 
altar has been torn down!” 32 Therefore on 
that day he called him Jerubbaal, saying, “Let 
Baal plead against him, because he has torn 
down his altar.” 

 

 

24= Gideon responded to God’s words, “Jehovah-
Shalom, meaning “The LORD is our peace” here. 
Though he was called to lead Israel into battle against 
the Midianites, Gideon, by faith, looked, beyond the 
coming conflict, to the peace God would provide. The 
entire experience highlights faith—trusting God’s 
promise and acknowledging that, despite the trials 
ahead, the Lord Himself brings lasting peace. 

25-28= The Israelites had become deeply involved in 
the worship of Baal, so much so that confronting them 
openly would have sparked a battle. God immediately 
instructed Gideon, Israel’s chosen deliverer, to tear 
down the altar of the heathen god—a task that would 
test his faith and commitment. Gideon carried out the 
command at night while the people were asleep, 
breaking down Baal’s altar and using the wood from the 
Asherah pole to build an altar to the LORD on the same 
rock, where he offered a bullock as a sacrifice.

To grow in guidance and 
understanding, we need not ask for signs; instead, we 
should study Scripture (2 Timothy 3:16–17) and seek 
God in prayer. 2 Tim 3:16-179 

40=Q3 Even after Deborah and Barak’s victory against 
Cannanites the Midianties troubled the fertile region. 
God appeared to Gideon at Ophrah and called him to 
deliver Israel from the Midianites. Trusting God’s 
guidance, Gideon assembled only 300 men, yet by 
God’s power, they routed thousands of Midianites and 
pursued them to Zererah and Abel Meholah (Judges 6–
7). This account highlights that God’s direction and 
blessing, rather than human strength or numbers, are 
decisive in accomplishing His purposes.  It is noted that 
in the New Testament, casting lots was used only 
occasionally, such as when the early disciples cast lots 
to choose a replacement for Judas Iscariot, resulting in 
Matthias being numbered with the twelve (Acts 1:26). 
However, after Pentecost, this practice is no longer 
mentioned, because the Holy Spirit began to guide 
believers directly. For example, God’s Spirit clearly 
directed the early church: “And the Spirit said, ‘Now 
separate to Me Barnabas and Saul  for the work to 
which I have called them” (Acts 13:2).One of the 
greatest challenges for a believer is discerning whether 
God is at work in a particular situation. Many ask, “How 
can I know God’s will? I feel led to do this, but I’m not 
sure it is from God.” While certainty is not always 
immediate, Jesus encourages us to seek Him: “Ask, 
and it will be given to you; seek, and you will  find; 
knock, and it will be opened to you” (Matthew 7:7). 
Practically, this means prayerfully seeking God’s 
direction and observing the opportunities He opens. We 
should not try to force doors open or pursue our plans

This actually frees the 
fellowship from the burden of mortgage or rental payments tied to maintaining such a 
property. Instead, we are reminded that we ourselves are the church—not a building—as 
we gather together in Jesus' name. At present, the Lord has graciously provided at least 
seven meeting places among fifteen available each week. And if the Lord desires for 
CCAH to have a permanent building in the future, He will provide it in His time, for CCAH 
belongs wholly to Jesus, who is all in all.

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Q 1. How many members or offerings are at CCAH? 

A 1. People say, "How many people have been saved?" we don’t know, but God knows, although we 
acknowledge that God has arranged over 1,000 units of communities, 7 sober living facilities, over 200 
units of veteran community, KJV English & RVR Spanish Scriptures & 200 lunches per week for the 
homeless, and over a million online visitors (Mat 25:40 “unto one of the least of these”). It doesn’t 
matter. It’s something we leave the numbers with God. He knows those that are His and that’s the 
important thing (e.g. David's motive for census in 1 Chro 21:1). Therefore, we don't worry about the 
numbers of the members and of tithes and offerings because the Lord has given the increase, He has 
added them to CCAH so far (1 Cor 3:7; Acts 2:47; 2 Sam 24:1-3), not as we have done at all, and CCAH is 
His own church (souls), the Lord's church, "Jesus is all in all," purchased with His blood (Mat 16:18; 1 
Cor 6:20; Acts 20:28). Since His foolishness is wiser than men, such as all men's visions/ plans/ 
programs (1 Cor 1:25; Zechariah 4:6), and His thoughts unto each soul are more in number than the sand 
(Psalm 139:17-18), we are just active obedient followers of the Lord, venturing out in faith, "Let CCAH 
go, let God." 

And if you did indeed receive the increase, why do you boast as if you had not received it? (1 Cor 4:7) 
For we are not, as so many, peddling the word of God; but as of sincerity, but as from God, we speak in 
the sight of God in Christ (2 Cor 2:17), CCAH continues faithfully in teaching the entire Scripture simply 
without alteration, fellowship, communion, and prayers, being the witnesses to Christ, powered with the 
Spirit, in Jerusalem, all Judea, Samaria, and to the end of the earth (Acts 1:8; 2:42, 47). The truth the 
Word of God matters wherever - offline, indoor, outdoor, online, at sea, or in sky - and whenever - 
Sunday, Saturday, weekday, every day, this generation time, or the future generation time (John 5:39;

CCAH does care about each soul because we believe that everybody is impartially created 
by God in His image (Gen 1:26) -- regardless of race, gender, age, wealth, or education such as Caucasian, 
male, youth, rich, Ivy league graduate, or not-- and that the eternal value of each soul is much greater 
than the value of any material/ temporal/ perishable things on the earth (James 3:17; Mat 16:26). 
When God leads, God provides (1 Chronicles 22:11). So, we don't seek money because it follows the faith 
in the almighty Lord by the love of God. Therefore, we never ask people for money, but would offer what 
we have to the Lord and pray Him to handle the issues (like Andrew rather than Philip in John 6:6-9). 
Individually, we can discern our each mind before the Lord, as how much love for Him can be observed 
(1) by the money index to divide willing expenditures to God by total expenditures (Luke 12:34; 21:2-
3), as well as (2) by how much the words of God we love (John 1:1). We know that any offering to God 
without willing mind is not accepted by God (2 Cor 8:12). The public love money especially in capitalism 
society because without money capitalism would not exist. However, we as Christians should not love 
money but should know its nature (1 Timothy 6:10). CCAH has been controlled not by money even in the 
capitalism society but by sovereign almighty God. The foundation of CCAH finance has begun from a 
homeless person's 2 dime offering to the Lord for CCAH at the Rock Fortress facility. The willing mind 
part for an offering should always prevail over its money part. An offering box in a church service or a 
donation button on websites through CCAH is a way to express a donor’s love for God by willing donation, 
the 1st part rather than 2nd money part, according to the Scripture (Mark 12:43; Luke 21:3-4). In fact, 
the fund raising or the fund seeking is not necessary for CCAH but the Lord seeking is sufficient because 
God is continually working through His church, CCAH, in Acts 29 (1 Chronicles 28:9; 2 Chronicles 15:1-
2). We have spent offerings/donations about 40% for external ministries (for missions in Philippians 
4:15-19 & for charity in Matthew 25:40) based upon our faith of "one church (Eklesia) on the earth" -- 
the holy universal church, not unholy ecumenical church -- (e.g. 1st Quarter 2014, 43.15%; 4st Quarter 
2013, 55.6 %; 3rd Quarter 2013, 20.11%; 2nd Quarter 2013, 55.91%; 1st Quarter, 2013 43.26%; 4th 
Quarter, 2012 45.57%, etc.), rather than spent them for additional social/cultural/popular internal 
programs. But about 60% for the internal ministries following the model of the early church in the Book 

of Acts is spent for sheep to be fed with spiritual food (Galatians 6:6) and for staff (1 Timothy 5:17-18). 

CCAH is the poor in material and spirit, but is the rich to give it away for Christ's sake, e.g., about 40% 
of annual offerings, with the poor hearts in spirit. The Lord is the shepherd of CCAH who is "as sorrowful, 
yet always rejoicing; as poor, yet making many rich; as having nothing, and yet possessing all things" (2 
Cor 6:10).

1. CCAH is the Lord's Church 

Calvary Chapel Anaheim Hills (CCAH) belongs to God, as expressed when Jesus 
told Peter, "I will build My church" (Matthew 16:18). This affirms that CCAH is not 
a human institution seeking financial gain but a group where followers of Christ 
gather to worship Him and advance His kingdom. The church's focus is to fulfill 
God's calling, ministering through the provision and guidance He provides, rather 
than through conventional fundraising methods or material wealth. 

2. The Lord Doesn't Need Money but Your Heart 

God, being self-sufficient, does not require human wealth. In Acts 17:25, Paul 
reminds us that God is not served by human hands, "as though He needed 
anything," because He gives life and all things. Therefore, offerings, tithes, gifts, 
or donations are not payments to God but expressions of love, faith, and 
obedience to His Word. God desires our hearts, and giving is a demonstration of 
where our heart is with Him. As Jesus taught in Matthew 10:37, loving God above 
all else—including family and possessions—is essential to being worthy of Him. 
It is not the amount we give but the love and devotion that accompany our giving. 

3. A Donation Basket or Online Donation Button as a Reflection of Your Love for 
God 

In today's world, shaped by capitalism and materialism, money has become 
central to human life. However, how we allocate our financial resources reflects 
the priorities of our heart. As Matthew 6:21 states, "For where your treasure is, 
there your heart will be also." CCAH uses a donation basket or online donation 
button as a way for individuals to examine their love for God, gauging it through 
their willingness to support His work. These tools are not for fundraising but 
rather to encourage believers to align their financial priorities with their faith, 
recognizing that where one’s money goes often indicates where their heart lies. 

CCAH follows a Spirit-led approach, relying on God's provision rather than 
human efforts to seek funds. Therefore, donations at CCAH serve as a personal 
testament to one’s love for God, and are gratefully accepted as an act of faith and 
commitment to advancing His kingdom. Note that we do tolerate others’ fund 
raising for Godly things which are in Jesus, because of the supremacy of Agape 
love.

May we 
dedicate every moment, thought, and action to living as He lived, so that when we are called 
home, we may hear His welcome, “Well done, good and faithful servant.” Let us go on, not merely 
to live on earth, but to live in Christ, reflecting His character, until we inherit the fullness of His 
eternal kingdom.
