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“Jonathan & David” 1 Samuel 20-21     1/11/26 

Today, we’d like to see the title of “Jonathan & David”  in 1 Samuel 20-21. 

To the souls on this Online Word through Podcast or YouTube Channel, on the earth, 
we’d like to suggest the 3 expositional Questions.

Q1.  In 20:3,  “ Then David took an oath again, and said, ‘Your father certainly knows that I 
have found favor in your eyes, and he has said, Do not let Jonathan know this, lest he be 
grieved. But truly, as the Lord lives and as your soul lives, there is but a step between me and 

death’,” what does it mean? And what can we learn from here?  

Q2. In 20:15, “but you shall not cut off your kindness from my house forever, no, not when 

the Lord has cut off every one of the enemies of David from the face of the earth,”  what does 
it mean in the context?  And how can we apply it to our lives? 

Q3. In 21:6,  “So the priest gave him holy bread; for there was no bread there but the 
showbread which had been taken from before the Lord, in order to put hot bread in its place on 

the day when it was taken away,” what does it mean in the context? And how can we 
apply it to our lives? 

(Background for context of this text on Daily Bible Reading and Studying Weekly Book Basis)  

In the last time, 1 Samuel 19:24, “And he also stripped off his clothes and prophesied 
before Samuel in like manner, and lay down naked all that day and all that night. 
Therefore they say, “Is Saul also among the prophets?” God 's powerful protection 
consistently shielded David from Saul's murderous intent. Despite Saul repeatedly 
sending messengers, and eventually coming himself, the Spirit of God incapacitated 
them all, causing them to prophesy and become helpless to harm David. This divine 
intervention, however, highlights a crucial point: even after witnessing God's clear 
deliverance, David, in a lapse of faith and trust, still chose his own methods to escape 
from Saul into Ramah without prayer requests. This pattern underscores a common 
human tendency to quickly forget God's promises and past deliverances, turning to 
human solutions in times of trouble or despair. Notably, in both this instance and an 
earlier one in 1 Samuel 10, Saul, though far from God's heart, was compelled to speak 
God's words ("prophesy") under the Spirit's power, demonstrating God's sovereign 
control even over those opposing His will. 1 Sam 10:11

6 If your father misses me at all, then say, ‘David 
earnestly asked permission of me that he might run over to 
Bethlehem, his city, for there is a yearly sacrifice there for all 
the family.’ 7 If he says thus: ‘It is well,’ your servant will be 
safe. But if he is very angry, be sure that evil is determined by 
him. 8 Therefore you shall deal kindly with your servant, 
for you have brought your servant into a covenant of 
the Lord with you. Nevertheless, if there is iniquity in me, kill 
me yourself, for why should you bring me to your father?” 9 But 
Jonathan said, “Far be it from you! For if I knew certainly that 
evil was determined by my father to come upon you, then 
would I not tell you?” 10 Then David said to Jonathan, “Who 
will tell me, or what if your father answers you roughly?” 11 And 
Jonathan said to David, “Come, let us go out into the field.” So 
both of them went out into the field. 12 Then Jonathan said to 
David: “The Lord God of Israel is witness! When I 
have sounded out my father sometime tomorrow, or the 
third day, and indeed there is good toward David, and I do not 
send to you and tell you, 13 may the Lord do so and much 
more to Jonathan. But if it pleases my father to do you evil, 
then I will report it to you and send you away, that you may go 
in safety. And the Lord be with you as He has been with my 
father. 14 And you shall not only show me the kindness of 
the Lord while I still live, that I may not die;  

15 but you shall not cut off your kindness from my house 
forever, no, not when the Lord has cut off every one of the 
enemies of David from the face of the earth.” 16 So Jonathan 
made a covenant with the house of David, saying, “Let 
the Lord require it at the hand of David’s enemies.” 17 Now 
Jonathan again caused David to vow, because he loved 

 

3=Q1 The passage reflects on the 
spiritual discipline of living with an 
awareness of mortality and the 
imminence of the divine. This 
consciousness, illustrated by 
David’s realization of his own 
fragility and the New Testament’s 
expectation of Christ’s return, 
serves as a moral and ethical 
compass. By acknowledging that 
life exists on the "border of 
eternity," the believer is motivated 
to maintain a state of "purifying 
hope." This perspective does not 
instill fear, but rather encourages a 
disciplined and upright life; the 
uncertainty of the timing ensures 
that one’s current actions remain 
consistently aligned with their 
ultimate values.1 John 3:2-31 

5= Monthly, the Israelites observed 
the New Moon festival to worship 
God as the Creator. 

 

 

 

 

 

15=Q2 Recognizing David’s future 
as the king of Israel, Jonathan 
established a formal covenant to 
ensure the safety and kind 
treatment of his descendants. This 
proactive agreement was rooted in 
Jonathan's acceptance of David’s 
divine appointment and a desire to 
preserve his family line. David later 
fulfilled this obligation by bringing 
Jonathan’s son, Mephibosheth, into 
the royal palace to live as a 
member of his own household, 
thereby honoring the covenant 
through tangible provision and 
protection.  2 Sam 9:132 

 
1 1 John 3:2-3 Beloved, now are we the sons of God, and it doth not yet appear what we shall be: but we know that, 
when he shall appear, we shall be like him; for we shall see him as he is. 
And every man that hath this hope in him purifieth himself, even as he is pure. 
2 2 Sam 9:13  So Mephibosheth dwelt in Jerusalem, for he ate continually at the king’s table. And he was lame in both 
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him; for he loved him as he loved his own soul. 18 Then 
Jonathan said to David, “Tomorrow is the New Moon; and you 
will be missed, because your seat will be empty. 
19 And when you have stayed three days, go down quickly and 
come to the place where you hid on the day of the deed; and 
remain by the stone Ezel. 20 Then I will shoot three arrows to 
the side, as though I shot at a target; 21 and there I will send a 
lad, saying, ‘Go, find the arrows.’ If I expressly say to the lad, 
‘Look, the arrows are on this side of you; get them and 
come’—then, as the Lord lives, there is safety for you and no 
harm. 22 But if I say thus to the young man, ‘Look, the 
arrows are beyond you’—go your way, for the Lord has sent 
you away. 23 And as for the matter which you and I have 
spoken of, indeed the Lord be between you and me 
forever.”24 Then David hid in the field. And when the New 
Moon had come, the king sat down to eat the feast. 25 Now the 
king sat on his seat, as at other times, on a seat by the wall. 
And Jonathan arose, and Abner sat by Saul’s side, but 
David’s place was empty. 

 26 Nevertheless Saul did not say anything that day, for he 
thought, “Something has happened to him; he is unclean, 
surely he is unclean.” 27 And it happened the next day, the 
second day of the month, that David’s place was empty. And 
Saul said to Jonathan his son, “Why has the son of Jesse not 
come to eat, either yesterday or today?” 28 So 
Jonathan answered Saul, “David earnestly 
asked permission of me to go to Bethlehem. 29 And he said, 
‘Please let me go, for our family has a sacrifice in the city, and 
my brother has commanded me to be there. And now, if I 
have found favor in your eyes, please let me get away and 
see my brothers.’ Therefore he has not come to the king’s 
table.” 30 Then Saul’s anger was aroused against Jonathan, 
and he said to him, “You son of a perverse, 
rebellious woman!

26= The Mosaic Law mandated 
ritual cleansing during the New 
Moon festival (Numbers 28:11–15) 
to serve as an external symbol of a 
worshipper's internal desire for 
spiritual purity and a right 
relationship with God. In the New 
Testament context, this physical 
ritual is superseded by a spiritual 
reality: hearts are purified through 
faith in the sacrificial death of 
Jesus Christ (Hebrews 10:10, 22). 
This ongoing sanctification is 
further maintained through the 
active reading of and commitment 
to God’s Word, which serves to set 
the believer in truth (John 17:17).

31 For as long as the son of Jesse lives on the earth, you shall 
not be established, nor your kingdom. Now therefore, send 
and bring him to me, for he shall surely die.” 32 And Jonathan 
answered Saul his father, and said to him, “Why should he be 
killed? What has he done?” 33 Then Saul cast a spear at him 
to kill him, by which Jonathan knew that it was determined by 
his father to kill David. 34 So Jonathan arose from the table in 
fierce anger, and ate no food the second day of the month, for 
he was grieved for David, because his father had treated him 
shamefully. 35 And so it was, in the morning, that Jonathan 
went out into the field at the time appointed with David, and a 
little lad was with him. 36 Then he said to his lad, “Now run, 
find the arrows which I shoot.” As the lad ran, he shot an 
arrow beyond him. 37 When the lad had come to the place 
where the arrow was which Jonathan had shot, Jonathan 
cried out after the lad and said, “Is not the arrow beyond 
you?” 38 And Jonathan cried out after the lad, “Make haste, 
hurry, do not delay!” So Jonathan’s lad gathered up the 
arrows and came back to his master. 39 But the lad did not 
know anything. Only Jonathan and David knew of the 
matter. 40 Then Jonathan gave his weapons to his lad, and 
said to him, “Go, carry them to the city.” 

41 As soon as the lad had gone, David arose from a 
place toward the south, fell on his face to the ground, and 
bowed down three times. And they kissed one another; and 
they wept together, but David more so. 

 

 42 Then Jonathan said to David, “Go in peace, since we have 
both sworn in the name of the Lord, saying, ‘May the Lord be 
between you and me, and between your descendants and my 
descendants, forever.’ ” So he arose and departed, and 
Jonathan went into the city. 

 

 

31-32= Despite the divine decree 
that his dynasty would end (1 
Samuel 13:13–14), Saul attempted 
to secure his throne by positioning 
his son, Jonathan, as his 
successor. However, Jonathan 
voluntarily relinquished his claim to 
the throne out of a superior 
devotion to God’s will and his 
covenantal love for David. This act 
illustrates a fundamental principle 
of discipleship later echoed in the 
New Testament: genuine love for 
God must supersede allegiance to 
self and family (Luke 14:26), 
requiring the subordination of 
personal ambition to divine 
purposes.  1 Sam 13:13-14; Luke 
14:264 

41= This final encounter between 
David and Jonathan marks the 
emotional and definitive conclusion 
of their companionship. Their 
shared weeping signifies the 
profound personal cost of their 
loyalty to God’s plan, which 
necessitated a permanent 
separation. Despite the grief of 
their parting, the moment serves as 
a final seal on their covenant, 
demonstrating that their spiritual 
bond remained intact even as their 
paths diverged—David toward his 
destiny as king and Jonathan 
toward his commitment to his 
family and his eventual death. 

42= This final meeting between 
David and Jonathan was their last 
encounter, marked by an intense 
display of "pathos" and shared 
grief. Their mutual weeping 
underscored the profound 
emotional weight of a friendship 
severed by political circumstances 
and Saul's hostility. Although their 
paths were forced apart, this 
moment solidified the depth of their 
bond, showing that while they were 
physically separated, their 

 
4 1 Sam 13:13-14 And Samuel said to Saul, “You have done foolishly. You have not kept the commandment of 

the Lord your God, which He commanded you. For now the Lord would have established your kingdom over Israel 
forever. 14 But now your kingdom shall not continue. The Lord has sought for Himself a man after His own heart, and 
the Lord has commanded him to be commander over His people, because you have not kept what 
the Lord commanded you.”; Luke 14:26  “If anyone comes to Me and does not hate his father and mother, wife and 
children, brothers and sisters, yes, and his own life also, he cannot be My disciple.

And the vessels of the young men are holy, and the bread 
is in effect common, even though it was consecrated in the 
vessel this day.”

2= Although David attempted to 
justify his deception as a "white lie" 
to escape Saul’s pursuit, the divine 
moral consequences were 
catastrophic and scripturally 
indefensible. Under the Mosaic 
Law, lying is strictly prohibited 
(Leviticus 19:11), and David’s lack 
of transparency with the priest 
Ahimelech directly triggered a 
chain of events that led to the 
massacre of eighty-five priests by 
Doeg the Edomite (1 Samuel 
22:18–19). This passage illustrates 
that even for a "man after God’s 
own heart," a lapse in integrity can 
have devastating, unintended 
consequences, proving that ethical 
compromise—even for self-
preservation—is never truly 
justified in the sight of God.  Lev 
19: 11; 1 Sam 22:18-195 

5= Because the men had 
maintained ceremonial purity by 
refraining from sexual intercourse 
during their 3 days journey, the 
priest determined they met the 
basic requirements for holiness 
(Leviticus 15:18). Consequently, in 
an act of "hungry necessity," the 
priest permitted David and his men 
to consume the consecrated bread, 
which was normally reserved for 
the priesthood. This decision 
prioritized the immediate 
preservation of life over the strict 
ritual letter of the law, provided that 
the physical and ceremonial 
conditions for sanctity were 
satisfied.  Lev 15:18 6 

 

 

 
5 Lev 19:11 You shall not steal, nor deal falsely, nor lie to one another.; 1 Sam 22:18-19  And the king said to Doeg, 

“You turn and kill the priests!” So Doeg the Edomite turned and struck the priests, and killed on that day eighty-five men 
who wore a linen ephod. 19 Also Nob, the city of the priests, he struck with the edge of the sword, both men and women, 
children and nursing infants, oxen and donkeys and sheep—with the edge of the sword. 
6 Lev 15:18 Also, when a woman lies with a man, and there is an emission of semen, they shall bathe in water, and be 

unclean until evening. 
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6 So the priest gave him holy bread; for there was no bread 
there but the showbread which had been taken from before 
the Lord, in order to put hot bread in its place on the day when 
it was taken away. 

7 Now a certain man of the servants of Saul was there that 
day, detained before the Lord. And his name was Doeg, an 
Edomite, the chief of the herdsmen who belonged to Saul. 

8 And David said to Ahimelech, “Is there not here on hand a 
spear or a sword? For I have brought neither my sword nor 
my weapons with me, because the king’s business required 
haste.” 

 

9 So the priest said, “The sword of Goliath the Philistine, whom 
you killed in the Valley of Elah, there it is, wrapped in a cloth 
behind the ephod. If you will take that, take it. For there is no 
other except that one here.” 

And David said, “There is none like it; give it to me.” 

10 Then David arose and fled that day from before Saul, and 
went to Achish the king of Gath. 11 And the servants of Achish 

 

 

6=Q3 By providing the consecrated 
bread to David and his men, 
Ahimelech the priest demonstrated 
that the moral obligation of "love for 
neighbor" (Leviticus 19:18) 
supersedes strict ritual adherence 
in cases of urgent physical 
necessity. Although the Law 
typically reserved this bread 
exclusively for the priesthood 
(Leviticus 24:5–9), the preservation 
of human life took precedence over 
ceremonial protocol. Jesus later 
cited this specific historical event to 
silence his critics. (Matthew 12:1–
8; Luke 6:1–5).  Lev 19:18; Lev 
24:6-9; Mat 12:1-8; Luke 6:1-57 

 

9= The ephod was a sacred 
vestment worn by the Israelite 
priesthood, serving both a ritualistic 
and functional role in divine service 
(1 Samuel 2:18). Interestingly, 
David appeared unaware that 
Goliath’s sword was being stored 
at the sanctuary in Nob; this lack of 
knowledge likely stems from the 
significant passage of time since 
his victory over the giant. Having 
been a young man at the time of 
the battle, David had transitioned 
through years of service in Saul's 

 
7 Lev 19:18 You shall not take vengeance, nor bear any grudge against the children of your people, but you shall love 

your neighbor as yourself: I am the Lord.; Lev 24:6-9 You shall set them in two rows, six in a row, on the pure gold table 
before the Lord. 7 And you shall put pure frankincense on each row, that it may be on the bread for a memorial, an 
offering made by fire to the Lord. 8 Every Sabbath he shall set it in order before the Lord continually, being taken from 
the children of Israel by an everlasting covenant. 9 And it shall be for Aaron and his sons, and they shall eat it in a holy 
place; for it is most holy to him from the offerings of the Lord made by fire, by a perpetual statute.”; Mat 12:1-8 At that 
time Jesus went through the grainfields on the Sabbath. And His disciples were hungry, and began to pluck heads of 
grain and to eat. 2 And when the Pharisees saw it, they said to Him, “Look, Your disciples are doing what is not lawful 
to do on the Sabbath!” 3 But He said to them, “Have you not read what David did when he was hungry, he and those 
who were with him: 4 how he entered the house of God and ate the showbread which was not lawful for him to eat, nor 
for those who were with him, but only for the priests? 5 Or have you not read in the law that on the Sabbath the priests 
in the temple profane the Sabbath, and are blameless? 6 Yet I say to you that in this place there is One greater than the 
temple. 7 But if you had known what this means, ‘I desire mercy and not sacrifice,’ you would not have condemned the 
guiltless. 8 For the Son of Man is Lord even of the Sabbath.” ; Luke 6:1-5 Now it happened on the second Sabbath after 
the first that He went through the grainfields. And His disciples plucked the heads of grain and 
ate them, rubbing them in their hands. 2 And some of the Pharisees said to them, “Why are you doing what is not lawful 
to do on the Sabbath?” 3 But Jesus answering them said, “Have you not even read this, what David did when he was 
hungry, he and those who were with him: 4 how he went into the house of God, took and ate the showbread, and also 
gave some to those with him, which is not lawful for any but the priests to eat?” 5 And He said to them, “The Son of Man 
is also Lord of the Sabbath.” 
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said to him, “Is this not David the king of the land? Did they 
not sing of him to one another in dances, saying: 

‘Saul has slain his thousands, 
And David his ten thousands’?” 

12 Now David took these words to heart, and was very much 
afraid of Achish the king of Gath.

12= The biblical principle that "the 
fear of man brings a snare" 
(Proverbs 29:25) is vividly 
illustrated by David’s lapse in faith 
while seeking refuge with Achish, 
the King of Gath. Driven by a 
debilitating fear of the Philistine 
leader, David—the divinely 
anointed future king—resorted to a 
humiliating ruse, feigning insanity 
by scratching at walls and letting 
saliva run down his beard. This 
behavior demonstrates how the 
fear of human authority can 
degrade a noble character into that 
of a fool. However, Psalm 34, the 
heading is noticed “A Psalm of 
David when he pretended madness 
before Abimelech, who drove him 
away, and he departed” Abimelech 
is the title for the king, whose name 
was likely Achish.”  Prov 29:25; 
Psalm 34 heading9 

13-15= In a calculated act of self-
preservation, David feigned 
insanity before the Philistine king to 
exploit a cultural taboo against 
harming the mentally unstable. 
This ancient social custom allowed 
David to escape a life-threatening 
situation, much as the modern 
legal concept of an insanity 
defense can mitigate criminal death 
penalty liability in the U.S. judicial 
system. However, David’s 
temporary display of weakness 
stood in stark contrast to his 
established reputation as a 
formidable warrior; he had 
previously slain thousands of 
Philistines (1 Samuel 18:6–7), 
making his survival through such a 
humiliating ruse both a strategic 
necessity and a profound moment 
of personal desperation. 1 Sam 
18:6-710 

 
8 1 Sam 2:18  But Samuel ministered before the Lord, even as a child, wearing a linen ephod. 
9 Prov 29:25 The fear of man brings a snare, But whoever trusts in the Lord shall be safe.; Psalm 34 heading  “A 

Psalm of David when he pretended madness before Abimelech, who drove him away, and he departed.” 
10  1 Sam 18:6-7  Now it had happened as they were coming home, when David was returning from the slaughter of 

the Philistine, that the women had come out of all the cities of Israel, singing and dancing, to meet King Saul, with 
tambourines, with joy, and with musical instruments. 7 So the women sang as they danced, and said: “Saul has slain 
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Note: Most Christians say the Scripture is important, but rarely study every word in the Scripture 
and commit it to the Lord. So, it’s better to study it and live accordingly after the Spirit for the Lord 
(2 Tim 2:15).  This online word for global crusade in effect develops from the expositional sermon 
(KJV), into spiritual transformation in daily love fellowship with the Lord throughout the Scripture 
Study (NKJV) -- All Scripture Expositional Study from verse by verse Inductive Studies -- of which 
application is the Discipleship and Spiritual Formation, closer to the image of Christ. Also the 
whole verses of NIV as a reference are observed equally to KJV and NKJV for every online word.  
We think that “Any human opinion is not really important rather than what God says. So, the best 
commentary on the Scripture is the Scripture per se. But the opinion to make us understand God’s 
Word is acceptable (2 Corinthians 10:5).” Further, for the application, a life or spiritual experience 
might be helpful to understand how to apply an understood word in the text column, but it is

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Q 1. How many members or offerings are at CCAH? 

A 1. People say, "How many people have been saved?" we don’t know, but God knows, although we 
acknowledge that God has arranged over 1,000 units of communities, 7 sober living facilities, over 200 
units of veteran community, KJV English & RVR Spanish Scriptures & 200 lunches per week for the 
homeless, and over a million online visitors (Mat 25:40 “unto one of the least of these”). It doesn’t 
matter. It’s something we leave the numbers with God. He knows those that are His and that’s the 
important thing (e.g. David's motive for census in 1 Chro 21:1). Therefore, we don't worry about the 
numbers of the members and of tithes and offerings because the Lord has given the increase, He has 
added them to CCAH so far (1 Cor 3:7; Acts 2:47; 2 Sam 24:1-3), not as we have done at all, and CCAH is 
His own church (souls), the Lord's church, "Jesus is all in all," purchased with His blood (Mat 16:18; 1 
Cor 6:20; Acts 20:28). Since His foolishness is wiser than men, such as all men's visions/ plans/ 
programs (1 Cor 1:25; Zechariah 4:6), and His thoughts unto each soul are more in number than the sand 
(Psalm 139:17-18), we are just active obedient followers of the Lord, venturing out in faith, "Let CCAH 
go, let God." 

And if you did indeed receive the increase, why do you boast as if you had not received it? (1 Cor 4:7) 
For we are not, as so many, peddling the word of God; but as of sincerity, but as from God, we speak in 
the sight of God in Christ (2 Cor 2:17), CCAH continues faithfully in teaching the entire Scripture simply 
without alteration, fellowship, communion, and prayers, being the witnesses to Christ, powered with the 
Spirit, in Jerusalem, all Judea, Samaria, and to the end of the earth (Acts 1:8; 2:42, 47). The truth the 
Word of God matters wherever - offline, indoor, outdoor, online, at sea, or in sky - and whenever - 
Sunday, Saturday, weekday, every day, this generation time, or the future generation time (John 5:39; 
17:17). The truth shall make us free (John 8:32), from where Christ is named, where commercial 
capitalism is controlling, where territorial boundaries are lined, or where racial, material, or hereditary 
partiality underscores. Every Christian is exhorted to go to church at any convenient place unless she is 
against "the principles of doctrine of Christ" (Heb 6:1) because of "one church (Eklesia) on the earth" 
(Eph 1:22-23). Touchable over 1,000 souls by offline and foreseeable over 1 million souls by online at 
CCAH are being fed by the whole counsel of God throughout the Spirit, living by every His word (1 John 
2:27; Luke 4:4). CCAH does care about each soul because we believe that everybody is impartially created 
by God in His image (Gen 1:26) -- regardless of race, gender, age, wealth, or education such as Caucasian, 
male, youth, rich, Ivy league graduate, or not-- and that the eternal value of each soul is much greater 
than the value of any material/ temporal/ perishable things on the earth (James 3:17; Mat 16:26). 
When God leads, God provides (1 Chronicles 22:11). So, we don't seek money because it follows the faith 
in the almighty Lord by the love of God. Therefore, we never ask people for money, but would offer what 
we have to the Lord and pray Him to handle the issues (like Andrew rather than Philip in John 6:6-9). 
Individually, we can discern our each mind before the Lord, as how much love for Him can be observed 
(1) by the money index to divide willing expenditures to God by total expenditures (Luke 12:34; 21:2-
3), as well as (2) by how much the words of God we love (John 1:1). We know that any offering to God 
without willing mind is not accepted by God (2 Cor 8:12). The public love money especially in capitalism 
society because without money capitalism would not exist. However, we as Christians should not love 
money but should know its nature (1 Timothy 6:10). CCAH has been controlled not by money even in the 
capitalism society but by sovereign almighty God. The foundation of CCAH finance has begun from a 
homeless person's 2 dime offering to the Lord for CCAH at the Rock Fortress facility. The willing mind 
part for an offering should always prevail over its money part. An offering box in a church service or a 
donation button on websites through CCAH is a way to express a donor’s love for God by willing donation, 
the 1st part rather than 2nd money part, according to the Scripture (Mark 12:43; Luke 21:3-4). In fact, 
the fund raising or the fund seeking is not necessary for CCAH but the Lord seeking is sufficient because 
God is continually working through His church, CCAH, in Acts 29 (1 Chronicles 28:9; 2 Chronicles 15:1-
2). We have spent offerings/donations about 40% for external ministries (for missions in Philippians 
4:15-19 & for charity in Matthew 25:40) based upon our faith of "one church (Eklesia) on the earth" -- 
the holy universal church, not unholy ecumenical church -- (e.g. 1st Quarter 2014, 43.15%; 4st Quarter 
2013, 55.6 %; 3rd Quarter 2013, 20.11%; 2nd Quarter 2013, 55.91%; 1st Quarter, 2013 43.26%; 4th 
Quarter, 2012 45.57%, etc.), rather than spent them for additional social/cultural/popular internal 
programs. But about 60% for the internal ministries following the model of the early church in the Book 

of Acts is spent for sheep to be fed with spiritual food (Galatians 6:6) and for staff (1 Timothy 5:17-18). 

CCAH is the poor in material and spirit, but is the rich to give it away for Christ's sake, e.g., about 40% 
of annual offerings, with the poor hearts in spirit. The Lord is the shepherd of CCAH who is "as sorrowful, 
yet always rejoicing; as poor, yet making many rich; as having nothing, and yet possessing all things" (2 
Cor 6:10).
