Q1.  In 20:1,  “ And there happened to be there a rebel, whose name was Sheba the son of 
Bichri, a Benjamite. And he blew a trumpet, and said: ‘We have no share in David, 

Nor do we have inheritance in the son of Jesse; Every man to his tents, O Israel!’,” what does 
it mean in the context? And what can we learn from here?  

Q2. In 20:10, “But Amasa did not notice the sword that was in Joab’s hand. And he struck him 
with it in the stomach, and his entrails poured out on the ground; and he did not strike him 

again. Thus he died. Then Joab and Abishai his brother pursued Sheba the son of Bichri,”  
what does it mean in the context?  And how can we apply it to our lives? 

Q3. In 21:1,  “Now there was a famine in the days of David for three years, year after year; and 
David inquired of the Lord. And the Lord answered, ‘It is because of Saul and his bloodthirsty 

house, because he killed the Gibeonites’,” what does it mean in the context? And how can 
we apply it to our lives? 

(Background for context of this text on Daily Bible Reading and Studying Weekly Book Basis)  

 
In the last time, 2 Samuel 19:43, “And the men of Israel answered the men of Judah, 
and said, “We have ten shares in the king; therefore we also have more right to David 
than you. Why then do you despise us—were we not the first to advise bringing back 
our king?” Yet the words of the men of Judah were fiercer than the words of the men of 
Israel.” Even when David from the tribe of Judah was king, Israel (the 10 northern 
tribes) and Judah (the southern tribe – Judah & Benjamin tribes) weren't fully united. 
They became a bit more together under King Solomon. However, after Solomon's son 
became king, the split was complete. The problems that started earlier kept getting 
worse, leading to a full break between the northern and southern kingdoms. This then 
caused civil wars within Israel.

1=Q1 The united twelve tribes of 
Israel often struggled to remain one 
nation. After David defeated 
Absalom and returned from 
Mahanaim to Jerusalem, divisions 
immediately resurfaced among the 
tribes Although this tension was 
largely restrained during Solomon’s 
reign because of his power, 
wisdom, and wealth, it was not truly 
healed. When Solomon died, the 
old fractures re-emerged and

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2 So every man of Israel deserted David, and followed Sheba 
the son of Bichri. But the men of Judah, from the Jordan as far 
as Jerusalem, remained loyal to their king. 3 Now David came 
to his house at Jerusalem. And the king took the ten 
women, his concubines whom he had left to keep the house, 
and put them in seclusion and supported them, but did not go 
in to them. So they were shut up to the day of their death, 
living in widowhood. 

4 And the king said to Amasa, “Assemble the men of Judah for 
me within three days, and be present here yourself.” 5 So 
Amasa went to assemble the men of Judah. But he delayed 
longer than the set time which David had appointed him. 6 And 
David said to Abishai, “Now Sheba the son of Bichri will do us 
more harm than Absalom. Take your lord’s servants and 
pursue him, lest he find for himself fortified cities, and escape 
us.” 7 So Joab’s men, with the Cherethites, the Pelethites, 
and all the mighty men, went out after him. And they went out 
of Jerusalem to pursue Sheba the son of Bichri. 8 When 
they were at the large stone which is in Gibeon, Amasa came 
before them. Now Joab was dressed in battle armor; on it was 
a belt with a sword fastened in its sheath at his hips; and as 
he was going forward, it fell out. 9 Then Joab said to Amasa, 
“Are you in health, my brother?” And Joab took Amasa by the 
beard with his right hand to kiss him. 10 But Amasa did not 
notice the sword that was in Joab’s hand. And he struck him 
with it in the stomach, and his entrails poured out on the 
ground; and he did not strike him again. Thus he died. Then 
Joab and Abishai his brother pursued Sheba the son of 
Bichri. 11 Meanwhile one of Joab’s men stood near Amasa, 
and said, “Whoever favors Joab and whoever is for David—
follow Joab!” 12 But Amasa wallowed in his blood in the middle 
of the highway. And when the man saw that all the people 
stood still, he moved Amasa from the highway to the field and 
threw a garment over him, when he saw that everyone who 
came upon him halted. 13 When he was removed from the 
highway, all the people went on after Joab to pursue Sheba 
the son of Bichri. 14 And he went through all the tribes of Israel 
to Abel and Beth Maachah and all the Berites. So they were 
gathered together and also went after Sheba. 15 Then they 
came and besieged him in Abel of Beth Maachah; and 
they cast up a siege mound against the city, and it stood by 
the rampart. And all the people who were with Joab battered 
the wall to throw it down. 16 Then a wise woman cried out from 
the city, “Hear, hear! Please say to Joab, ‘Come nearby, that I 
may speak with you.’ ” 17 When he had come near to her, the 
woman said, “Are you Joab?” 

resulted in the permanent split 
between the northern and southern 
kingdoms. This movement of 
disunity was already at work in 
David’s time. It was in this context 
of fragile unity that Sheba rebelled 
against David’s reign, prompting 
David to send Joab, Abishai, and 
the army in pursuit of him. 

3=The concubines were raped by 
Absalom 2 Sam 16:221 

4= Amasa, David’s cousin, had 
been appointed commander of the 
army because David was angry 
with Joab for killing Absalom 
against his explicit orders. 

 

 

 

 

 

10=Q2 This was effectively the 
third murder committed by Joab, a 
man who repeatedly eliminated 
anyone who threatened his 
position. When David sought to 
reconcile with Abner, the former 
commander of Saul’s army, Joab 
murdered him (2 Sam 3:26–27). 
Later, he killed Absalom in direct 
disobedience to David’s command, 
and now he murdered Amasa, 
whom David intended to appoint as 
commander of the army. Once 
again, Joab’s violent act initially 
went unpunished, as had been the 
case with Abner. Yet justice was 
not ultimately avoided. As David 
lay dying, he instructed Solomon to 
deal wisely with Joab, reminding 
him that Joab had shed much 
innocent blood and warning, “Do 
not let his gray hair go down to the 
grave in peace.” In due time, 
judgment came upon Joab (1 Kgs 
2:32–35), demonstrating that even 
when earthly justice is delayed, it is 
never escaped, for all must finally 

 
1 2 Sam 16:22 So they pitched a tent for Absalom on the top of the house, and Absalom went in to his father’s 
concubines in the sight of all Israel. 
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He answered, “I am.”  Then she said to him, “Hear the words 
of your maidservant.” And he answered, “I am listening.” 

18 So she spoke, saying, “They used to talk in former times, 
saying, ‘They shall surely seek guidance at Abel,’ and so they 
would end disputes. 19 I am among the peaceable and faithful 
in Israel. You seek to destroy a city and a mother in Israel. 
Why would you swallow up the inheritance of the Lord?” 

20 And Joab answered and said, “Far be it, far be it from me, 
that I should swallow up or destroy!

So the 
woman said to Joab, “Watch, his head will be thrown to you 
over the wall.”  

22 Then the woman in her wisdom went to all the people. And 
they cut off the head of Sheba the son of Bichri, and 
threw it out to Joab. Then he blew a trumpet, and they 
withdrew from the city, every man to his tent. So Joab 
returned to the king at Jerusalem. 

23 And Joab was over all the army of Israel; Benaiah the son of 
Jehoiada was over the Cherethites and the 
Pelethites; 24 Adoram was in charge of revenue; Jehoshaphat 
the son of Ahilud was recorder; 25 Sheva was scribe; Zadok 
and Abiathar were the priests; 26 and Ira the Jairite was a chief 
minister under David.

19= When Joab began to attack 
the city, a wise woman called out to 
him and appealed for peace. She 
reminded him that the city was one 
of the historic cities of Israel, “a 
mother in Israel,” and questioned 
why he would seek to destroy “the 
inheritance of the LORD.” Through 
her wisdom and discernment, she 
restrained Joab and brought the 
attack to a halt, demonstrating how 
wise words can accomplish what 
force cannot. 

22= She advised the people, “Let 
us cut off his head and throw it 
over the wall, and they will 
withdraw.” The citizens followed 
her counsel, executed Sheba, and 
threw his head to Joab. When Joab 
saw it, he blew the trumpet, called 
off the attack, and the army 
withdrew from the city. 

23= Benaiah was the commander 
of David’s elite bodyguards—“the 
mighty men,” including the 
Cherethites and the Pelethites—
and he remained loyal to David 
during Absalom’s rebellion. He also 
played a key role in establishing 
Solomon as king. At this stage, 
Benaiah served over David’s 
personal guard, while Joab 
remained commander of the army. 
Later, under Solomon’s reign, 
Benaiah was appointed chief over 
the entire army. It was Benaiah 
who carried out Solomon’s 

 

2 2 Sam 3:26-27 And when Joab had gone from David’s presence, he sent messengers after Abner, who brought him 

back from the well of Sirah. But David did not know it. 27 Now when Abner had returned to Hebron, Joab took him 
aside in the gate to speak with him privately, and there stabbed him in the stomach, so that he died for the blood 
of Asahel his brother; 1 Kings 2:32-35 So the Lord will return his blood on his head, because he struck down two men 
more righteous and better than he, and killed them with the sword—Abner the son of Ner, the commander of the 
army of Israel, and Amasa the son of Jether, the commander of the army of Judah—though my father David did not 
know it. 33 Their blood shall therefore return upon the head of Joab and upon the head of his descendants 
forever. But upon David and his descendants, upon his house and his throne, there shall be peace forever from 
the Lord.” 34 So Benaiah the son of Jehoiada went up and struck and killed him; and he was buried in his own house 
in the wilderness. 35 The king put Benaiah the son of Jehoiada in his place over the army, and the king put Zadok the 
priest in the place of Abiathar.

3 Therefore David said to the Gibeonites, “What shall I do for 
you? And with what shall I make atonement, that you may 
bless the inheritance of the Lord?” 

4 And the Gibeonites said to him, “We will have no silver or 
gold from Saul or from his house, nor shall you kill any man in 
Israel for us.” So he said, “Whatever you say, I will do for you.” 

5 Then they answered the king, “As for the man who 
consumed us and plotted against us, that we should be

1=Q3 The three-year famine 
recorded in this section is not 
presented in strict chronological 
order but appears among various 
events from David’s reign that 
complete the narrative of his life. 
When the famine persisted year 
after year, David recognized that 
this was not mere coincidence but 
a national calamity with a spiritual 
cause. He sought the face of the 
LORD, and the LORD revealed 
that the famine was a judgment 
because of Saul’s bloodguilt toward 
the Gibeonites. Long before, the 
Gibeonites had deceived Joshua 
into making a covenant with them, 
pretending they came from a 
distant land; nevertheless, Israel 
had sworn an oath of peace to 
them (Josh 9:16–18). Though 
Scripture does not record the 
specific acts, Saul had later 
violated this covenant and sought 
to destroy them. In doing so, he 
broke a sacred vow, an act that 
constituted a serious offense 
against God’s law (Num 30:2), and 
it was this sin that brought the 
famine upon the land. The oath 
even after deceit should have been 
kept by the Israelite in the OT time 
because apparent God’s 
foolishness is wiser than men. 
Joshua 9:16-18; Num 30:24; 1 Cor 
1:25 

 

3 1 Kings 1:32-34  And King David said, “Call to me Zadok the priest, Nathan the prophet, and Benaiah the son of 

Jehoiada.” So they came before the king. 33 The king also said to them, “Take with you the servants of your lord, and 
have Solomon my son ride on my own mule, and take him down to Gihon.] 34 There let Zadok the priest and Nathan 
the prophet anoint him king over Israel; and blow the horn, and say, ]‘Long live King Solomon!’; 1 Kings 2:35   The 
king put Benaiah the son of Jehoiada in his place over the army, and the king put Zadok the priest in the place 
of Abiathar; 1 Cor 1:25  Because the foolishness of God is wiser than men, and the weakness of God is stronger than 
men.. 

4 Joshua 9:16-18 And it happened at the end of three days, after they had made a covenant with them, that they 

heard that they were their neighbors who dwelt near them. 17 Then the children of Israel journeyed and came to their 
cities on the third day. Now their cities were Gibeon, Chephirah, Beeroth, and Kirjath Jearim. 18 But the children of 
Israel did not attack them, because the rulers of the congregation had sworn to them by the Lord God of Israel. And 
all the congregation complained against the rulers; Num 30:2 If a man makes a vow to the Lord, or swears an oath to 
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destroyed from remaining in any of the territories of Israel, 6 let 
seven men of his descendants be delivered to us, and we will 
hang them before the Lord in Gibeah of 
Saul, whom the Lord chose.” And the king said, “I will 
give them.” 7 But the king spared Mephibosheth the son of 
Jonathan, the son of Saul, because of the Lord’s oath 
that was between them, between David and Jonathan the son 
of Saul. 8 So the king took Armoni and Mephibosheth, the two 
sons of Rizpah the daughter of Aiah, whom she bore to Saul, 
and the five sons of Michal the daughter of Saul, whom 
she brought up for Adriel the son of Barzillai the 
Meholathite; 9 and he delivered them into the hands of the 
Gibeonites, and they hanged them on the hill before the Lord. 
So they fell, all seven together, and were put to death in the 
days of harvest, in the first days, in the beginning of barley 
harvest. 10 Now Rizpah the daughter of Aiah took sackcloth 
and spread it for herself on the rock, from the beginning of 
harvest until the late rains poured on them from heaven. And 
she did not allow the birds of the air to rest on them by day nor 
the beasts of the field by night. 11 And David was told what 
Rizpah the daughter of Aiah, the concubine of Saul, had 
done. 12 Then David went and took the bones of Saul, and the 
bones of Jonathan his son, from the men of Jabesh Gilead 
who had stolen them from the street of Beth Shan, where 
the Philistines had hung them up, after the Philistines had 
struck down Saul in Gilboa. 13 So he brought up the bones of 
Saul and the bones of Jonathan his son from there; and they 
gathered the bones of those who had been hanged. 14 They 
buried the bones of Saul and Jonathan his son in the country 
of Benjamin in Zelah, in the tomb of Kish his father. So they 
performed all that the king commanded. And after that God 
heeded the prayer for the land. 

15 When the Philistines were at war again with Israel, David 
and his servants with him went down and fought against the 
Philistines; and David grew faint. 16 Then Ishbi-Benob, 
who was one of the sons of the giant, the weight of whose 
bronze spear was three hundred shekels, who was bearing a 
new sword, thought he could kill David. 17 But Abishai the son 
of Zeruiah came to his aid, and struck the Philistine and killed 
him. Then the men of David swore to him, saying, “You shall 
go out no more with us to battle, lest you quench the lamp of 
Israel.” 18 Now it happened afterward that there was again a 
battle with the Philistines at Gob. Then Sibbechai the 
Hushathite killed Saph, who was one of the sons of the 
giant. 19 Again there was war at Gob with the Philistines, 

2-6= They said, “We want seven of 
Saul’s descendants to be handed 
over to us to be executed.” And 
David agreed to their request. 

9= The barley harvest was from 
March to April. 

11= When Saul and Jonathan fell 
on Mount Gilboa, it was near the 
city of Beth-shan, located at the 
northern end of the mountain. 

14= After Saul and Jonathan were 
killed, the Philistines hung their 
bodies on the wall of Beth-shan. 
The men of Jabesh-gilead later 
came by night, took the bodies 
down, and buried them in Jabesh-
gilead. Now, when David heard 
about the seven descendants who 
had been executed and about 
Rizpah remaining in the open field, 
guarding the bodies as they 
decayed and protecting them from 
birds and beasts, he was deeply 
moved. David gathered the bones 
of Saul and Jonathan along with 
the bones of the seven executed 
men to give the entire family a 
respectful burial in the tomb of 
Saul’s father, Kish, located in the 
land of Benjamin. By fulfilling this 
duty and showing honor to Saul’s 
house, David satisfied the 
requirements of justice, and God 
subsequently ended the famine by 
answering the prayers for the land. 

15= Another incident from this 
period sheds light on some of 
David’s ongoing conflicts, 
particularly with the descendants of 
Goliath, providing additional insight 
into the challenges he faced even 
after his victory over the Philistine 
giant. 

16= 1 Shekel is 2/5 ounce or 11.34 
gram; 9 feet 9 inches or 2.97 
meters <- 18 inches/cubit; 9 
inches/span .

bind himself by some agreement, he shall not break his word; he shall do according to all that proceeds out of his 
mouth.

killed the brother of Goliath the Gittite, the shaft of whose 
spear was like a weaver’s beam. 20 Yet again there was war at 
Gath, where there was a man of great stature, who had six 
fingers on each hand and six toes on each foot, twenty-four in 
number; and he also was born to the giant. 21 So when 
he defied Israel, Jonathan the son of Shimea, David’s brother, 
killed him. 

22 These four were born to the giant in Gath, and fell by the 
hand of David and by the hand of his servants.

22= David and his warriors 
ultimately eliminated Goliath’s 
family along with the other giants, 
completing the story of their 
destruction. This account highlights 
how the threat of these formidable 
foes was fully removed during 
David’s reign.

Instead, we are reminded that we ourselves are the church—not a building—as 
we gather together in Jesus' name. At present, the Lord has graciously provided at least 
seven meeting places among fifteen available each week. And if the Lord desires for 
CCAH to have a permanent building in the future, He will provide it in His time, for CCAH 
belongs wholly to Jesus, who is all in all.

Thirdly, it was noted 
that upon sharing the words of God, many individuals displayed unexpected curiosity or 
interest. Lastly, leveraging artificial intelligence (AI) tools, the dissemination of God's 
words can be accelerated significantly, aligning with the prophecy of Daniel 12:4b, "many 
shall run to and fro, and knowledge shall be increased." 

These findings serve as a compelling motivation for us, as debtors of Jesus' love, to 
endeavor to spread the entirety of God's words throughout the EU whenever providence 
allows.

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Q 1. How many members or offerings are at CCAH? 

A 1. People say, "How many people have been saved?" we don’t know, but God knows, although we 

acknowledge that God has arranged over 1,000 units of communities, 7 sober living facilities, over 200 

units of veteran community, KJV English & RVR Spanish Scriptures & 200 lunches per week for the 

homeless, and over a million online visitors (Mat 25:40 “unto one of the least of these”). It doesn’t 

matter. It’s something we leave the numbers with God. He knows those that are His and that’s the 

important thing (e.g. David's motive for census in 1 Chro 21:1). Therefore, we don't worry about the 

numbers of the members and of tithes and offerings because the Lord has given the increase, He has 

added them to CCAH so far (1 Cor 3:7; Acts 2:47; 2 Sam 24:1-3), not as we have done at all, and CCAH is 

His own church (souls), the Lord's church, "Jesus is all in all," purchased with His blood (Mat 16:18; 1 

Cor 6:20; Acts 20:28). Since His foolishness is wiser than men, such as all men's visions/ plans/ 

programs (1 Cor 1:25; Zechariah 4:6), and His thoughts unto each soul are more in number than the sand 

(Psalm 139:17-18), we are just active obedient followers of the Lord, venturing out in faith, "Let CCAH 

go, let God." 

And if you did indeed receive the increase, why do you boast as if you had not received it? (1 Cor 4:7) 

For we are not, as so many, peddling the word of God; but as of sincerity, but as from God, we speak in 

the sight of God in Christ (2 Cor 2:17), CCAH continues faithfully in teaching the entire Scripture simply 

without alteration, fellowship, communion, and prayers, being the witnesses to Christ, powered with the 

Spirit, in Jerusalem, all Judea, Samaria, and to the end of the earth (Acts 1:8; 2:42, 47). The truth the 

Word of God matters wherever - offline, indoor, outdoor, online, at sea, or in sky - and whenever - 

Sunday, Saturday, weekday, every day, this generation time, or the future generation time (John 5:39; 

17:17). The truth shall make us free (John 8:32), from where Christ is named, where commercial 

capitalism is controlling, where territorial boundaries are lined, or where racial, material, or hereditary 

partiality underscores. Every Christian is exhorted to go to church at any convenient place unless she is 

against "the principles of doctrine of Christ" (Heb 6:1) because of "one church (Eklesia) on the earth" 

(Eph 1:22-23). Touchable over 1,000 souls by offline and foreseeable over 1 million souls by online at 

CCAH are being fed by the whole counsel of God throughout the Spirit, living by every His word (1 John 

2:27; Luke 4:4). CCAH does care about each soul because we believe that everybody is impartially created 

by God in His image (Gen 1:26) -- regardless of race, gender, age, wealth, or education such as Caucasian, 

male, youth, rich, Ivy league graduate, or not-- and that the eternal value of each soul is much greater 

than the value of any material/ temporal/ perishable things on the earth (James 3:17; Mat 16:26). 

When God leads, God provides (1 Chronicles 22:11). So, we don't seek money because it follows the faith 

in the almighty Lord by the love of God. Therefore, we never ask people for money, but would offer what 

we have to the Lord and pray Him to handle the issues (like Andrew rather than Philip in John 6:6-9). 

Individually, we can discern our each mind before the Lord, as how much love for Him can be observed 

(1) by the money index to divide willing expenditures to God by total expenditures (Luke 12:34; 21:2-

3), as well as (2) by how much the words of God we love (John 1:1). We know that any offering to God 

without willing mind is not accepted by God (2 Cor 8:12). The public love money especially in capitalism 

society because without money capitalism would not exist. However, we as Christians should not love 

money but should know its nature (1 Timothy 6:10). CCAH has been controlled not by money even in the 

capitalism society but by sovereign almighty God. The foundation of CCAH finance has begun from a 

homeless person's 2 dime offering to the Lord for CCAH at the Rock Fortress facility. The willing mind 

part for an offering should always prevail over its money part. An offering box in a church service or a 

donation button on websites through CCAH is a way to express a donor’s love for God by willing donation, 

the 1st part rather than 2nd money part, according to the Scripture (Mark 12:43; Luke 21:3-4). In fact, 

the fund raising or the fund seeking is not necessary for CCAH but the Lord seeking is sufficient because 

God is continually working through His church, CCAH, in Acts 29 (1 Chronicles 28:9; 2 Chronicles 15:1-

2). We have spent offerings/donations about 40% for external ministries (for missions in Philippians 

4:15-19 & for charity in Matthew 25:40) based upon our faith of "one church (Eklesia) on the earth" -- 

the holy universal church, not unholy ecumenical church -- (e.g. 1st Quarter 2014, 43.15%; 4st Quarter 

2013, 55.6 %; 3rd Quarter 2013, 20.11%; 2nd Quarter 2013, 55.91%; 1st Quarter, 2013 43.26%; 4th 

Quarter, 2012 45.57%, etc.), rather than spent them for additional social/cultural/popular internal 

programs. But about 60% for the internal ministries following the model of the early church in the Book 

of Acts is spent for sheep to be fed with spiritual food (Galatians 6:6) and for staff (1 Timothy 5:17-18). 

CCAH is the poor in material and spirit, but is the rich to give it away for Christ's sake, e.g., about 40% 

of annual offerings, with the poor hearts in spirit. The Lord is the shepherd of CCAH who is "as sorrowful, 

yet always rejoicing; as poor, yet making many rich; as having nothing, and yet possessing all things" (2 

Cor 6:10).

Therefore, offerings, tithes, gifts, 
or donations are not payments to God but expressions of love, faith, and 
obedience to His Word. God desires our hearts, and giving is a demonstration of 
where our heart is with Him. As Jesus taught in Matthew 10:37, loving God above 
all else—including family and possessions—is essential to being worthy of Him. 
It is not the amount we give but the love and devotion that accompany our giving. 

3. A Donation Basket or Online Donation Button as a Reflection of Your Love for 
God 

In today's world, shaped by capitalism and materialism, money has become 
central to human life. However, how we allocate our financial resources reflects 
the priorities of our heart. As Matthew 6:21 states, "For where your treasure is, 
there your heart will be also." CCAH uses a donation basket or online donation 
button as a way for individuals to examine their love for God, gauging it through 
their willingness to support His work. These tools are not for fundraising but 
rather to encourage believers to align their financial priorities with their faith, 
recognizing that where one’s money goes often indicates where their heart lies. 

CCAH follows a Spirit-led approach, relying on God's provision rather than 
human efforts to seek funds. Therefore, donations at CCAH serve as a personal 
testament to one’s love for God, and are gratefully accepted as an act of faith and 
commitment to advancing His kingdom. Note that we do tolerate others’ fund 
raising for Godly things which are in Jesus, because of the supremacy of Agape 
love.
