Q1.  In 21:4,  “ So Ahab went into his house sullen and displeased because of the word which 
Naboth the Jezreelite had spoken to him; for he had said, ‘I will not give you the inheritance of 
my fathers.’ And he lay down on his bed, and turned away his face, and would eat no food,” 
what does it mean in the context? And what can we learn from here?  

Q2. In 21:29, “See how Ahab has humbled himself before Me? Because he has 
humbled himself before Me, I will not bring the calamity in his days. In the days of his 
son I will bring the calamity on his house,” what does it mean in the context?  And how 
can we apply it to our lives? 

Q3. In 22:34,  “Now a certain man drew a bow at random, and struck the king of Israel 
between the joints of his armor. So he said to the driver of his chariot, ‘Turn around and take me 

out of the battle, for I am wounded,’” what does it mean in the context? And how can we 
apply it to our lives? 

(Background for context of this text on Daily Bible Reading and Studying Weekly Book Basis)  

 
In the last time, 1 Kings 20:42-43, “Then he said to him, ‘Thus says the Lord: Because 
you have let slip out of your hand a man whom I appointed to utter destruction, 
therefore your life shall go for his life, and your people for his people.’ 43 So the king of 
Israel went to his house sullen and displeased, and came to Samaria, “ normally, kings 
weren't merciful, yet Ahab, facing his enemy, chose to show mercy. It's tough to explain 
why Ahab let Ben-Hadad go, especially after all the trouble Syria had caused him. God 
had helped Ahab crush the Syrian army to prove to both Ahab and Syria that He was 
the one true God. But Ahab failed to destroy the king, his biggest enemy. Because of 
this, God told Ahab he would die instead. This prophecy came true when Ahab was 
later killed in battle. God often uses people to accomplish His work, but there's a 
downside: humans don't always stay faithful Because we make our own choices, our 
lives often become difficult due to disobeying God. So, even when we're celebrating a 
big victory, our failure to obey can turn our joy into sadness and sorrow.1 Kings 22:36

4 So Ahab went into his house sullen and displeased because 
of the word which Naboth the Jezreelite had spoken to him; 
for he had said, “I will not give you the inheritance of my 
fathers.” And he lay down on his bed, and turned away his 
face, and would eat no food. 5 But Jezebel his wife came to 
him, and said to him, “Why is your spirit so sullen that you eat 
no food?” 

6 He said to her, “Because I spoke to Naboth the Jezreelite, 
and said to him, ‘Give me your vineyard for money; or else, if 
it pleases you, I will give you another vineyard for it.’ And he 
answered, ‘I will not give you my vineyard.’ ” 

7 Then Jezebel his wife said to him, “You now exercise 
authority over Israel! Arise, eat food, and let your heart be 
cheerful; I will give you the vineyard of Naboth the Jezreelite.” 

8 And she wrote letters in Ahab’s name, sealed them with his 
seal, and sent the letters to the elders and the nobles 
who were dwelling in the city with Naboth. 9 She wrote in the 
letters, saying, 

Proclaim a fast, and seat Naboth with high honor among the 
people; 10 and seat two men, scoundrels, before him to bear 
witness against him, saying, “You have blasphemed God and 
the king.” Then take him out, and stone him, that he may die. 

11 So the men of his city, the elders and nobles who were 
inhabitants of his city, did as Jezebel had sent to them, as 
it was written in the letters which she had sent to them. 12 They 
proclaimed a fast, and seated Naboth with high honor among 
the people. 

 

 

 

 

4=Q1 Ahab’s reaction to Naboth’s 
refusal reveals how covetousness 
moves from inward desire to 
outward destruction. When Naboth 
would not sell his vineyard, Ahab 
became sullen and displeased, but 
Naboth’s refusal was rooted in 
reverence for God, saying, “The 
Lord forbid,” because the Law of 
Moses forbade selling away the 
family inheritance entrusted by God 
(Lev 25:23). Jezebel then turned 
Ahab’s wounded desire into 
deliberate hatred and murder, 
exposing the cruel partnership of 
two of the most wicked leaders in 
Israel’s history. Ahab’s sulking over 
what did not belong to him directly 
violated God’s command, “You 
shall not covet” (Exod 20:17; Deut 
5:21). Scripture treats coveting not 
as a small fault but as a serious 
heart-sin, listing it alongside 
fornication, uncleanness, passion, 
and evil desire, and even calling it 
idolatry (Col 3:5). Jesus warned, 
“Beware of covetousness” (Luke 
12:15), because it begins with 
Satan’s lie—“you would be happy if 
you just had…”—and then stirs 
craving, scheming, and eventually 
injustice. Coveting is therefore not 
merely wanting more; it is the 
displacement of God by desire, and 
from it many other sins are born. 
Lev 25:23; Ex 20:17; Deu 5:21; Col 
3:5; Luke 12:15 1 

 

 

 

 
1 Lev 25:23 The land shall not be sold permanently, for the land is Mine; for you are strangers and sojourners with Me; 
Ex 20:17  “You shall not covet your neighbor’s house; you shall not covet your neighbor’s wife, nor his male servant, 
nor his female servant, nor his ox, nor his donkey, nor anything that is your neighbor’s.”; Deu 5:21  ‘You shall not covet 
your neighbor’s wife; and you shall not desire your neighbor’s house, his field, his male servant, his female servant, his 
ox, his donkey, or anything that is your neighbor’s.’; Col 3:5 Therefore put to death your members which are on the 
earth: fornication, uncleanness, passion, evil desire, and covetousness, which is idolatry.; Luke 12:15  And He said to 
them, “Take heed and beware of covetousness, for one’s life does not consist in the abundance of the things he 
possesses.” 
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 13 And two men, scoundrels, came in and sat before him; and 
the scoundrels witnessed against him, against Naboth, in the 
presence of the people, saying, “Naboth has blasphemed God 
and the king!” Then they took him outside the city and stoned 
him with stones, so that he died. 14 Then they sent to Jezebel, 
saying, “Naboth has been stoned and is dead.” 

15 And it came to pass, when Jezebel heard that Naboth had 
been stoned and was dead, that Jezebel said to Ahab, “Arise, 
take possession of the vineyard of Naboth the Jezreelite, 
which he refused to give you for money; for Naboth is not 
alive, but dead.” 16 So it was, when Ahab heard that Naboth 
was dead, that Ahab got up and went down to take 
possession of the vineyard of Naboth the Jezreelite. 

17 Then the word of the Lord came to Elijah the Tishbite, 
saying,  

 

 

 

18 “Arise, go down to meet Ahab king of Israel, who lives in 
Samaria. There he is, in the vineyard of Naboth, where he has 
gone down to take possession of it.  

 

19 You shall speak to him, saying, ‘Thus says the Lord: “Have 
you murdered and also taken possession?” ’ And you shall 
speak to him, saying, ‘Thus says the Lord: “In the place where 

 

13= Under the Law of Moses, the 
death penalty for blasphemy 
required the testimony of two or 
three witnesses (Lev 24:16; Deut 
17:6). Jezebel exploited this very 
safeguard by arranging false 
witnesses to carry out her scheme. 
Thus, from Ahab’s coveting flowed 
a chain of evil: deceit, false 
testimony, and finally murder. 
Jezebel orchestrated the 
accusation so that Naboth would 
appear guilty of blaspheming God, 
a charge that, if established by 
witnesses, demanded stoning. Two 
wicked men were therefore set 
forward to testify falsely, and on the 
basis of their fabricated testimony 
Naboth was taken outside the city 
and stoned to death—likely along 
with his sons—so that Ahab might 
seize the inheritance. What God 
had designed to protect justice was 
twisted into a tool of injustice, 
showing how covetous desire, 
once embraced, produces cruel 
and deadly fruit. Lev 24:16; Deu 
17:62 

18= Elijah had run away from Ahab 
and gone north. There, he anointed 
Hazael to become king of Syria, 
and he anointed Elisha to take his 
place as prophet. Now the Lord is 
sending Elijah back to meet Ahab 
again. God tells him exactly where 
Ahab is: he is in the field he took 
over—the field that once belonged 
to Naboth. 

19= This prophecy—that dogs 
would lick up Ahab’s blood—was 
later fulfilled in 1 Kings 22:383. 

 

2 Lev 24:16  And whoever blasphemes the name of the Lord shall surely be put to death. All the congregation shall 

certainly stone him, the stranger as well as him who is born in the land. When he blasphemes the name of the Lord, 
he shall be put to death.; Deu 17:6 Whoever is deserving of death shall be put to death on the testimony of two or 
three witnesses; he shall not be put to death on the testimony of one witness. 

3 1 Kings 22:38  Then someone washed the chariot at a pool in Samaria, and the dogs licked up his blood while the 

harlots bathed, according to the word of the Lord which He had spoken. 
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dogs licked the blood of Naboth, dogs shall lick your blood, 
even yours.” ’ ” 

 

20 So Ahab said to Elijah, “Have you found me, O my enemy?” 

And he answered, “I have found you, because you have sold 
yourself to do evil in the sight of the Lord: 21 ‘Behold, I will 
bring calamity on you. I will take away your posterity, and will 
cut off from Ahab every male in Israel, both bond and free.  

22 I will make your house like the house of Jeroboam the son 
of Nebat, and like the house of Baasha the son of Ahijah, 
because of the provocation with which you have 
provoked Me to anger, and made Israel sin.’  

 

23 And concerning Jezebel the Lord also spoke, saying, ‘The 
dogs shall eat Jezebel by the wall of Jezreel.’ 24 The dogs 
shall eat whoever belongs to Ahab and dies in the city, and 
the birds of the air shall eat whoever dies in the field.” 
25 But there was no one like Ahab who sold himself to do 
wickedness in the sight of the Lord, because Jezebel his 
wife stirred him up. 26 And he behaved very abominably in 
following idols, according to all that the Amorites had done, 
whom the Lord had cast out before the children of Israel. 

27 So it was, when Ahab heard those words, that he tore his 
clothes and put sackcloth on his body, and fasted and lay in 
sackcloth, and went about mourning. 

28 And the word of the Lord came to Elijah the Tishbite, 
saying, 29 “See how Ahab has humbled himself before Me? 
Because he has humbled himself before Me, I will not bring 
the calamity in his days. In the days of his son I will bring the 
calamity on his house.” 

 

 

20= Ahab still would not admit that 
he had sinned against God. 
Instead, he blamed Elijah and 
called him his enemy. When 
people are blinded by 
covetousness and hatred, they can 
hardly see their own sin. 

22= Before Ahab, Jeroboam and 
Baasha were kings of Israel. Both 
of them were completely 
destroyed—their families were 
wiped out because of their 
wickedness. Now God is promising 
the same fate to Ahab. His family 
line will be completely cut off 
because of this sin and all the other 
sins he has committed against the 
Lord. 

23= It’s fulfilled in 2 Kings 9:364. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

29= Q2 Ahab was more wicked 
than any other king of Israel (16:30; 
21:25). Yet when he humbled 
himself and repented, God forgave 
him. No matter how great our sins, 
it is never too late to humble 
ourselves, confess, and seek 
God’s forgiveness. The mercy and 
grace of God are always awesome. 
1 Kings 16:30; 21:255 

 
4 2 Kings 9:36  Therefore they came back and told him. And he said, “This is the word of the Lord, which He spoke by 

His servant Elijah the Tishbite, saying, ‘On the plot of ground at Jezreel dogs shall eat the flesh of Jezebel; 

5 1 Kings 16:30 Now Ahab the son of Omri did evil in the sight of the Lord, more than all who were before him.; 1 

Kings 21:25 But there was no one like Ahab who sold himself to do wickedness in the sight of the Lord, because 
Jezebel his wife stirred him up.

1 Now three years passed without war between Syria and 
Israel. 2 Then it came to pass, in the third year, 
that Jehoshaphat the king of Judah went down to visit the king 
of Israel. 

 

3 And the king of Israel said to his servants, “Do you know 
that Ramoth in Gilead is ours, but we hesitate to take it out of 
the hand of the king of Syria?” 4 So he said to Jehoshaphat, 
“Will you go with me to fight at Ramoth Gilead?” 

Jehoshaphat said to the king of Israel, “I am as you are, my 
people as your people, my horses as your horses.” 5 Also 
Jehoshaphat said to the king of Israel, “Please inquire for the 
word of the Lord today.” 

6 Then the king of Israel gathered the prophets together, about 
four hundred men, and said to them, “Shall I go against 
Ramoth Gilead to fight, or shall I refrain?” So they said, “Go 
up, for the Lord will deliver it into the hand of the king.” 

7 And Jehoshaphat said, “Is there not still a prophet of 
the Lord here, that we may inquire of Him?” 8 So the king of 
Israel said to Jehoshaphat, “There is still one man, Micaiah 
the son of Imlah, by whom we may inquire of the Lord; but I 
hate him, because he does not prophesy good concerning 
me, but evil.”  And Jehoshaphat said, “Let not the king say 
such things!”  9 Then the king of Israel called an officer and 
said, “Bring Micaiah the son of Imlah quickly!” 10 The king of 
Israel and Jehoshaphat the king of Judah, having put 
on their robes, sat each on his throne, at a threshing floor at 
the entrance of the gate of Samaria; and all the prophets 
prophesied before them.  

 

 

22 

1= At this time, the Assyrian 
empire was growing stronger, and 
Syria was at war with Assyria. This 
likely explains the peace with 
Israel. Ben-Hadad the Syrian king  
was fully occupied fighting the 
Assyrians, so he had to pause his 
annual conflicts with Israel. As a 
result, there was no war for three 
years. 

3= After Ahab captured the king of 
Syria, he chose to let him go. The 
Syrian king promised to make a 
treaty and return the cities his 
father had taken from Ahab’s 
father, including Ramoth-Gilead. 
However, he did not keep his 
word—Ramoth-Gilead remained 
under Syrian control. This city, 
located in what is now Jordan, was 
fortified. When Jehoshaphat saw 
this, Ahab said, “This belongs to 
us, but we do not control it.” 1 
Kings 20:346 

6= 400 prophets were not the 
prophets of the Lord, but heathen 

prophets. 

7= Jehoshaphat understood that 
there was a difference between 
false prophets and the true 
prophets of the Lord. So, he asked 
for God’s guidance. 

 

10= Threshing floors were built on 
high ground. 

 

 

6 1 Kings 20:34  So Ben-Hadad said to him, “The cities which my father took from your father I will restore; and you 

may set up marketplaces for yourself in Damascus, as my father did in Samaria.”Then Ahab said, “I will send you 
away with this treaty.” So he made a treaty with him and sent him away. 
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11 Now Zedekiah the son of Chenaanah had made horns of 
iron for himself; and he said, “Thus says the Lord: ‘With these 
you shall gore the Syrians until they are destroyed.’ ” 12 And all 
the prophets prophesied so, saying, “Go up to Ramoth Gilead 
and prosper, for the Lord will deliver it into the king’s hand.” 

13 Then the messenger who had gone to call Micaiah spoke to 
him, saying, “Now listen, the words of the prophets with one 
accord encourage the king. Please, let your word be like the 
word of one of them, and speak encouragement.” 14 And 
Micaiah said, “As the Lord lives, whatever the Lord says to 
me, that I will speak.” 15 Then he came to the king; and the 
king said to him, “Micaiah, shall we go to war against Ramoth 
Gilead, or shall we refrain?” And he answered him, “Go and 
prosper, for the Lord will deliver it into the hand of the king!” 
16 So the king said to him, “How many times shall I make you 
swear that you tell me nothing but the truth in the name of 
the Lord?” 17 Then he said, “I saw all Israel scattered on the 
mountains, as sheep that have no shepherd. And 
the Lord said, ‘These have no master. Let each return to his 
house in peace.’ ” 18 And the king of Israel said to 
Jehoshaphat, “Did I not tell you he would not prophesy good 
concerning me, but evil?” 

19 Then Micaiah said, “Therefore hear the word of the Lord: I 
saw the Lord sitting on His throne, and all the host of heaven 
standing by, on His right hand and on His left. 20 And 
the Lord said, ‘Who will persuade Ahab to go up, that he may 
fall at Ramoth Gilead?’ So one spoke in this manner, and 
another spoke in that manner. 21 Then a spirit came forward 
and stood before the Lord, and said, ‘I will persuade 
him.’ 22 The Lord said to him, ‘In what way?’ So he said, ‘I will 
go out and be a lying spirit in the mouth of all his prophets.’ 
And the Lord said, ‘You shall persuade him, and also prevail. 
Go out and do so.’ 23 Therefore look! The Lord has put a lying 
spirit in the mouth of all these prophets of yours, and 
the Lord has declared disaster against you.” 

24 Now Zedekiah the son of Chenaanah went near and struck 
Micaiah on the cheek, and said, “Which way did the spirit from 
the Lord go from me to speak to you?” 25 And Micaiah said, 
“Indeed, you shall see on that day when you go into an inner 
chamber to hide!” 26 So the king of Israel said, “Take Micaiah, 
and return him to Amon the governor of the city and to Joash 
the king’s son; 27 and say, ‘Thus says the king: “Put 
this fellow in prison, and feed him with bread of affliction and 

 

11-12= The two kings were 
watching as the prophets put on a 
display. One prophet made iron 
horns, placed them on his head, 
and declared, “This is how you will 
defeat the Syrians completely.” The 
other prophets echoed him, 
encouraging the kings, saying, 
“Yes, go into battle—God will 
deliver them!” 

13-16= He likely spoke 
sarcastically, so the king could see 
he wasn’t sincere. His response—
“Yes, go ahead. May the Lord 
prosper you…”—was clearly 
insincere, and Ahab could tell that 
he was not speaking the truth.  

17-18= prophecy not for Ahab 

 

19-23= This is a difficult passage to 
understand. The prophet said, “I 
saw the Lord in a heavenly council. 
God was asking, ‘Who will go and 
persuade Ahab to go into battle so 
that he may be killed?’” God’s 
purpose was to carry out judgment 
against the wicked king. Various 
spirits suggested different ways to 
accomplish this, and then one spirit 
volunteered, saying, “I will 
persuade him.” God asked how, 
and the spirit replied, “I will be a 
lying spirit in the mouths of his 
prophets.” God allowed, saying, 
“You will succeed. Go and do it.” 
Thus, the Lord allowed a lying spirit 
to influence Ahab’s prophets, and 
through them, He pronounced 
judgment against Ahab. As Job 1:9 
and 1:12 show, God permits 
Satan’s power over Joab and 
governs all actions of created 
beings, and Matthew 10:29 of “a 
falling sparrow” reminds us that 
nothing happens outside His 
sovereign knowledge and authority. 
Job 1:9,12; Mat 10:297 

 
7 Job 1:9,12 9 So Satan answered the Lord and said, “Does Job fear God for nothing? 12 And the Lord said to Satan, 

“Behold, all that he has is in your power; only do not lay a hand on his person.” So Satan went out from the presence 
of the Lord; Mat 10:29 Are not two sparrows sold for a copper coin? And not one of them falls to the ground apart from 
your Father’s will. 
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water of affliction, until I come in peace.” ’ ” 28 But Micaiah 
said, “If you ever return in peace, the Lord has not spoken by 
me.” And he said, “Take heed, all you people!” 29 So the king 
of Israel and Jehoshaphat the king of Judah went up to 
Ramoth Gilead. 30 And the king of Israel said to Jehoshaphat, 
“I will disguise myself and go into battle; but you put on your 
robes.” So the king of Israel disguised himself and went into 
battle. 31 Now the king of Syria had commanded the thirty-
two captains of his chariots, saying, “Fight with no one small 
or great, but only with the king of Israel.” 32 So it was, when the 
captains of the chariots saw Jehoshaphat, that they said, 
“Surely it is the king of Israel!” Therefore they turned aside to 
fight against him, and Jehoshaphat cried out. 33 And it 
happened, when the captains of the chariots saw that 
it was not the king of Israel, that they turned back from 
pursuing him.  

34 Now a certain man drew a bow at random, and struck the 
king of Israel between the joints of his armor. So he said to the 
driver of his chariot, “Turn around and take me out of the 
battle, for I am wounded.” 

35 The battle increased that day; and the king was propped up 
in his chariot, facing the Syrians, and died at evening. The 
blood ran out from the wound onto the floor of the 
chariot. 36 Then, as the sun was going down, a shout went 
throughout the army, saying, “Every man to his city, and every 
man to his own country!” 

37 So the king died, and was brought to Samaria. And they 
buried the king in Samaria. 38 Then someone washed the 
chariot at a pool in Samaria, and the dogs licked up his blood 
while the harlots bathed, according to the word of 
the Lord which He had spoken. 

39 Now the rest of the acts of Ahab, and all that he did, the 
ivory house which he built and all the cities that he 
built, are they not written in the book of the chronicles of the 
kings of Israel? 40 So Ahab rested with his fathers. 
Then Ahaziah his son reigned in his place. 41 Jehoshaphat the 
son of Asa had become king over Judah in the fourth year of 
Ahab king of Israel. 42 Jehoshaphat was thirty-five years old 
when he became king, and he reigned twenty-five years in 
Jerusalem. His mother’s name was Azubah the daughter of

34=Q3 Ahab could not escape 
God’s judgment. While the chariots 
were chasing the wrong king, 
Jehoshaphat, a random arrow—
shot carelessly by someone—
struck Ahab between the armor 
and fatally wounded him. Even 
though the soldiers tried to get him 
out of danger, God’s will could not 
be avoided. God sees and judges 
the motives of every person, and 
no attempt to hide or escape is 
effective. 

35= As the prophet had prophesied,

8 1 Kings 20:42  Then he said to him, “Thus says the Lord: ‘Because you have let slip out of your hand a man whom I 

appointed to utter destruction, therefore your life shall go for his life, and your people for his people.’ ” 
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43 And he walked in all the ways of his father Asa. He did not 
turn aside from them, doing what was right in the eyes of 
the Lord. Nevertheless the high places were not taken 
away, for the people offered sacrifices and burned incense on 
the high places.  

44 Also Jehoshaphat made peace with the king of Israel. 
45 Now the rest of the acts of Jehoshaphat, the might that he 
showed, and how he made war, are they not written in the 
book of the chronicles of the kings of Judah? 46 And the rest of 
the perverted persons, who remained in the days of his father 
Asa, he banished from the land.

51 Ahaziah the son of Ahab 
became king over Israel in Samaria in the seventeenth year of 
Jehoshaphat king of Judah, and reigned two years over 
Israel. 52 He did evil in the sight of the Lord, and walked in the 
way of his father and in the way of his mother and in the way 
of Jeroboam the son of Nebat, who had made Israel 
sin; 53 for he served Baal and worshiped him, and provoked 
the Lord God of Israel to anger, according to all that his father 
had done.

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Q 1. How many members or offerings are at CCAH? 

A 1. People say, "How many people have been saved?" we don’t know, but God knows, although we 
acknowledge that God has arranged over 1,000 units of communities, 7 sober living facilities, over 200 
units of veteran community, KJV English & RVR Spanish Scriptures & 200 lunches per week for the 
homeless, and over a million online visitors (Mat 25:40 “unto one of the least of these”). It doesn’t 
matter. It’s something we leave the numbers with God. He knows those that are His and that’s the 
important thing (e.g. David's motive for census in 1 Chro 21:1). Therefore, we don't worry about the 
numbers of the members and of tithes and offerings because the Lord has given the increase, He has 
added them to CCAH so far (1 Cor 3:7; Acts 2:47; 2 Sam 24:1-3), not as we have done at all, and CCAH is 
His own church (souls), the Lord's church, "Jesus is all in all," purchased with His blood (Mat 16:18; 1 
Cor 6:20; Acts 20:28). Since His foolishness is wiser than men, such as all men's visions/ plans/ 
programs (1 Cor 1:25; Zechariah 4:6), and His thoughts unto each soul are more in number than the sand 
(Psalm 139:17-18), we are just active obedient followers of the Lord, venturing out in faith, "Let CCAH 
go, let God." 

And if you did indeed receive the increase, why do you boast as if you had not received it? (1 Cor 4:7) 
For we are not, as so many, peddling the word of God; but as of sincerity, but as from God, we speak in 
the sight of God in Christ (2 Cor 2:17), CCAH continues faithfully in teaching the entire Scripture simply 
without alteration, fellowship, communion, and prayers, being the witnesses to Christ, powered with the 
Spirit, in Jerusalem, all Judea, Samaria, and to the end of the earth (Acts 1:8; 2:42, 47). The truth the 
Word of God matters wherever - offline, indoor, outdoor, online, at sea, or in sky - and whenever - 
Sunday, Saturday, weekday, every day, this generation time, or the future generation time (John 5:39; 
17:17). The truth shall make us free (John 8:32), from where Christ is named, where commercial 
capitalism is controlling, where territorial boundaries are lined, or where racial, material, or hereditary 
partiality underscores. Every Christian is exhorted to go to church at any convenient place unless she is 
against "the principles of doctrine of Christ" (Heb 6:1) because of "one church (Eklesia) on the earth" 
(Eph 1:22-23). Touchable over 1,000 souls by offline and foreseeable over 1 million souls by online at 
CCAH are being fed by the whole counsel of God throughout the Spirit, living by every His word (1 John 
2:27; Luke 4:4). CCAH does care about each soul because we believe that everybody is impartially created 
by God in His image (Gen 1:26) -- regardless of race, gender, age, wealth, or education such as Caucasian, 
male, youth, rich, Ivy league graduate, or not-- and that the eternal value of each soul is much greater 
than the value of any material/ temporal/ perishable things on the earth (James 3:17; Mat 16:26). 
When God leads, God provides (1 Chronicles 22:11). So, we don't seek money because it follows the faith 
in the almighty Lord by the love of God. Therefore, we never ask people for money, but would offer what 
we have to the Lord and pray Him to handle the issues (like Andrew rather than Philip in John 6:6-9). 
Individually, we can discern our each mind before the Lord, as how much love for Him can be observed 
(1) by the money index to divide willing expenditures to God by total expenditures (Luke 12:34; 21:2-
3), as well as (2) by how much the words of God we love (John 1:1). We know that any offering to God 
without willing mind is not accepted by God (2 Cor 8:12). The public love money especially in capitalism 
society because without money capitalism would not exist. However, we as Christians should not love 
money but should know its nature (1 Timothy 6:10). CCAH has been controlled not by money even in the 
capitalism society but by sovereign almighty God. The foundation of CCAH finance has begun from a 
homeless person's 2 dime offering to the Lord for CCAH at the Rock Fortress facility. The willing mind 
part for an offering should always prevail over its money part. An offering box in a church service or a 
donation button on websites through CCAH is a way to express a donor’s love for God by willing donation, 
the 1st part rather than 2nd money part, according to the Scripture (Mark 12:43; Luke 21:3-4). In fact, 
the fund raising or the fund seeking is not necessary for CCAH but the Lord seeking is sufficient because 
God is continually working through His church, CCAH, in Acts 29 (1 Chronicles 28:9; 2 Chronicles 15:1-
2). We have spent offerings/donations about 40% for external ministries (for missions in Philippians 
4:15-19 & for charity in Matthew 25:40) based upon our faith of "one church (Eklesia) on the earth" -- 
the holy universal church, not unholy ecumenical church -- (e.g. 1st Quarter 2014, 43.15%; 4st Quarter 
2013, 55.6 %; 3rd Quarter 2013, 20.11%; 2nd Quarter 2013, 55.91%; 1st Quarter, 2013 43.26%; 4th 
Quarter, 2012 45.57%, etc.), rather than spent them for additional social/cultural/popular internal 
programs. But about 60% for the internal ministries following the model of the early church in the Book 

of Acts is spent for sheep to be fed with spiritual food (Galatians 6:6) and for staff (1 Timothy 5:17-18). 

CCAH is the poor in material and spirit, but is the rich to give it away for Christ's sake, e.g., about 40% 
of annual offerings, with the poor hearts in spirit. The Lord is the shepherd of CCAH who is "as sorrowful, 
yet always rejoicing; as poor, yet making many rich; as having nothing, and yet possessing all things" (2 
Cor 6:10).

The church's focus is to fulfill 
God's calling, ministering through the provision and guidance He provides, rather 
than through conventional fundraising methods or material wealth. 

2. The Lord Doesn't Need Money but Your Heart 

God, being self-sufficient, does not require human wealth. In Acts 17:25, Paul 
reminds us that God is not served by human hands, "as though He needed 
anything," because He gives life and all things. Therefore, offerings, tithes, gifts, 
or donations are not payments to God but expressions of love, faith, and 
obedience to His Word. God desires our hearts, and giving is a demonstration of 
where our heart is with Him. As Jesus taught in Matthew 10:37, loving God above 
all else—including family and possessions—is essential to being worthy of Him. 
It is not the amount we give but the love and devotion that accompany our giving. 

3. A Donation Basket or Online Donation Button as a Reflection of Your Love for 
God 

In today's world, shaped by capitalism and materialism, money has become 
central to human life. However, how we allocate our financial resources reflects 
the priorities of our heart. As Matthew 6:21 states, "For where your treasure is, 
there your heart will be also."
