Q1.  In 24:4,  “ and also because of the innocent blood that he had shed; for he had filled 

Jerusalem with innocent blood, which the Lord would not pardon,” what does it mean in the 
context? And what can we learn from here?  

Q2. In 24:20, “For because of the anger of the Lord this happened in Jerusalem and 
Judah, that He finally cast them out from His presence. Then Zedekiah rebelled against 
the king of Babylon,” what does it mean in the context?  And how can we apply it to our 
lives? 

Q3. In 25:21,  “Then the king of Babylon struck them and put them to death at Riblah in the 

land of Hamath. Thus Judah was carried away captive from its own land,” what does it mean 
in the context? And how can we apply it to our lives? 

(Background for context of this text on Daily Bible Reading and Studying Weekly Book Basis)  

 
In the last time, 2 Kings 23:37 , “And he did evil in the sight of the Lord, according to all 
that his fathers had done, “ Jehoiakim was a wicked ruler who murdered the prophet 
Urijah and ruled with dishonesty, greed, and injustice toward his people. He rebelled 
against Babylon by aligning himself with Egypt, which ultimately led to his defeat and 
exile under Nebuchadnezzar. His life shows that even good and faithful parents, like his 
father Josiah the good king, do not automatically produce godly children. Faith is not 
inherited; it must be taught. Parents cannot assume others will pass on what they 
believe. They must live out their faith, explain it clearly, and intentionally teach it to their 
children. Jeremiah 22:17-19; Jeremiah 26:20-23; 2 Chro 36:5-6

1In his days Nebuchadnezzar king of Babylon 
came up, and Jehoiakim became his 
vassal for three years. Then he turned and 
rebelled against him. 2 And the Lord sent against 
him raiding bands of Chaldeans, bands of 
Syrians, bands of Moabites, and bands of the 
people of Ammon; He sent them against Judah 
to destroy it, according to the word of 
the Lord which He had spoken by His servants 
the prophets. 3 Surely at the commandment of 
the Lord this came upon Judah, to 
remove them from His sight because of the sins 
of Manasseh, according to all that he had done, 

 

4 and also because of the innocent blood that he 
had shed; for he had filled Jerusalem with 
innocent blood, which the Lord would not pardon. 

5 Now the rest of the acts of Jehoiakim, and all 
that he did, are they not written in the book of the 
chronicles of the kings of Judah? 

 

 

 

 

 

24  

1= After Babylon defeated Assyria in 612 BC and 
then crushed Egypt at the Battle of Carchemish in 
605 BC, it became the new world power and took 
control of former Egyptian territories, including 
Judah. Babylon invaded Judah in 606 and 597 BC 
and eventually destroyed Jerusalem in 586 BC. 
Josiah was the last righteous king of Judah, and 
after his death his son Jehoahaz was taken captive 
by Pharaoh. Another son, Eliakim, was placed on 
the throne. When Nebuchadnezzar came to 
Jerusalem, he subdued the city, made Judah a 
vassal state, renamed Eliakim as Jehoiakim, and 
allowed him to rule. Jehoiakim was twenty-five 
years old when he became king and reigned for 
eleven years, a period that overlaps with much of 
Jeremiah’s prophetic ministry. During his reign, 
Jehoiakim did evil in the sight of the Lord, leading 
the nation back into idolatry and reviving the sins of 
Manasseh, which ultimately brought God’s 
judgment upon Judah. 

4=Q1 In Jeremiah 26:20–23, we read of the 
prophet Urijah, who prophesied against King 
Jehoiakim and was put to death by the king, who 
also sought to kill Jeremiah and his scribe Baruch, 
though they were hidden and escaped. During 
Jehoiakim’s reign, Jeremiah dictated to Baruch the 
judgments God pronounced against Jerusalem, 
and Baruch publicly read this scroll in the temple. 
When officials heard the message, they brought it 
before the princes and then to the king; as the 
scroll was read to Jehoiakim, he cut it with a knife 
and burned it in the fire. In response, Jeremiah and 
Baruch produced a second scroll containing the 
same judgments, declaring that the word of God 
could not be destroyed and that divine judgment 
could not be escaped by rejecting or burning it. 
Thus Jehoiakim stood guilty of shedding innocent 
blood, reviving child sacrifice to Molech, and 
persecuting and killing the prophets of God who 
spoke against these abominations.  Jer 26:20-232 

 

2 Jer 26:20-23 Now there was also a man who prophesied in the name of the Lord, Urijah the son of Shemaiah of 

Kirjath Jearim, who prophesied against this city and against this land according to all the words of Jeremiah. 21 And 
when Jehoiakim the king, with all his mighty men and all the princes, heard his words, the king sought to put him to 
death; but when Urijah heard it, he was afraid and fled, and went to Egypt. 22 Then Jehoiakim the king sent men to 
Egypt: Elnathan the son of Achbor, and other men who went with him to Egypt. 23 And they brought Urijah from Egypt 
and brought him to Jehoiakim the king, who killed him with the sword and cast his dead body into the graves of 
the common people. 
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 6 So Jehoiakim rested with his fathers. Then 
Jehoiachin his son reigned in his place.7 And the 
king of Egypt did not come out of his land 
anymore, for the king of Babylon had taken all 
that belonged to the king of Egypt from the Brook 
of Egypt to the River Euphrates. 
8 Jehoiachin was eighteen years old when he 
became king, and he reigned in Jerusalem three 
months. His mother’s name was Nehushta the 
daughter of Elnathan of Jerusalem. 9 And he did 
evil in the sight of the Lord, according to all that 
his father had done. 

10 At that time the servants of Nebuchadnezzar 
king of Babylon came up against Jerusalem, and 
the city was besieged. 11 And Nebuchadnezzar 
king of Babylon came against the city, as his 
servants were besieging it.  

 

 

12 Then Jehoiachin king of Judah, his mother, his 
servants, his princes, and his officers went out to 
the king of Babylon; and the king of Babylon, in 
the eighth year of his reign, took him prisoner. 
13 And he carried out from there all the treasures 
of the house of the Lord and the treasures of the 
king’s house, and he cut in pieces all the articles 
of gold which Solomon king of Israel had made in 
the temple of the Lord, as the Lord had 
said. 14 Also he carried into captivity all 
Jerusalem: all the captains and all the mighty 
men of valor, ten thousand captives, and all the 
craftsmen and smiths. None remained except the 
poorest people of the land. 15 And he carried 
Jehoiachin captive to Babylon. The king’s 

 

 

6=Jehoiachin, the son of Jehoiakim, was also 
known as Jechoniah and, in some passages, as 
Coniah. 

 

 

 

10= Babylonian forces were already advancing to 
suppress Jehoiakim’s rebellion when he died, after 
which his son Jehoiachin (also called Jechoniah) 
briefly reigned as king of Judah. During this short 
reign, Jeremiah pronounced judgment against 
Jechoniah, declaring that none of his descendants 
would prosper or sit on the throne of David 
(Jeremiah 22:24–30), saying, “Write this man … as 
childless… For none of his descendants shall 
prosper, Sitting on the throne of David, And ruling 
anymore in Judah” (v. 30). Consequently, 
Jehoiachin did not have a son succeed him; 
instead, he was taken captive to Babylon, and 
Nebuchadnezzar placed his uncle Zedekiah, 
another son of Josiah, on the throne as king of 
Judah.  Jer 22:24-303 

12= This occurred in the eighth year of 
Nebuchadnezzar’s reign and only the third month 
of Jehoiachin’s rule, when Nebuchadnezzar took 
him captive to Babylon and confined him in prison; 
however, in his later years, Jehoiachin was 
released from captivity. See verse 25:30.  

14= The leaders were taken to Babylonian cities, 
where they were allowed to live together, work, and 
become productive members of society. This 
resettlement policy helped preserve the unity of the 
Jewish community and sustain their faith in God 
throughout the captivity, making their eventual 
return under Ezra possible, as recorded in the book 
of Ezra. 

 
3 Jer 22:24-30  “As I live,” says the Lord, “though Coniah the son of Jehoiakim, king of Judah, were the signet on My 

right hand, yet I would pluck you off; 25 and I will give you into the hand of those who seek your life, and into the 
hand of those whose face you fear—the hand of Nebuchadnezzar king of Babylon and the hand of 
the Chaldeans. 26 So I will cast you out, and your mother who bore you, into another country where you were not 
born; and there you shall die. 27 But to the land to which they desire to return, there they shall not return. 
28 “Is this man Coniah a despised, broken idol— A vessel in which is no pleasure? Why are they cast out, he and his 
descendants, And cast into a land which they do not know? 29 O earth, earth, earth, Hear the word of the Lord! 
30 Thus says the Lord: ‘Write this man down as childless, A man who shall not prosper in his days; For none of his 
descendants shall prosper, Sitting on the throne of David, And ruling anymore in Judah.’ ” 
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mother, the king’s wives, his officers, and the 
mighty of the land he carried into captivity from 
Jerusalem to Babylon. 16 All the valiant men, 
seven thousand, and craftsmen and smiths, one 
thousand, all who were strong and fit for war, 
these the king of Babylon brought captive to 
Babylon. 17 Then the king of Babylon made 
Mattaniah, Jehoiachin’s uncle, king in his place, 
and changed his name to Zedekiah. 
18 Zedekiah was twenty-one years old when he 
became king, and he reigned eleven years in 
Jerusalem. His mother’s name was Hamutal the 
daughter of Jeremiah of Libnah. 19 He also did 
evil in the sight of the Lord, according to all that 
Jehoiakim had done.  

20 For because of the anger of 
the Lord this happened in Jerusalem and Judah, 
that He finally cast them out from His 
presence. Then Zedekiah rebelled against the 
king of Babylon. 

25  

1Now it came to pass in the ninth year of his 
reign, in the tenth month, on the tenth day of the 
month, that Nebuchadnezzar king of Babylon and 
all his army came against Jerusalem and 
encamped against it; and they built a siege wall 
against it all around. 2 So the city was besieged 
until the eleventh year of King Zedekiah. 3 By the 
ninth day of the fourth month the famine had 
become so severe in the city that there was no 
food for the people of the land. 4 Then the city 
wall was broken through, and all the men of 
war fled at night by way of the gate between two 
walls, which was by the king’s garden, even 
though the Chaldeans were still encamped all 
around against the city. And the king went by 
way of the plain. 5 But the army of the Chaldeans 
pursued the king, and they overtook him in the 
plains of Jericho. All his army was scattered from 
him. 6 So they took the king and brought him up 
to the king of Babylon at Riblah, and they 
pronounced judgment on him.  

 

 

 

 

20=Q2 Zedekiah was installed as king, yet he too 
rebelled against Babylon, a development the writer 
notes was “the anger of the Lord….finally..,” for 
God had repeatedly given Judah opportunities to 
repent and turn from sin. Though the Lord is slow 
to anger and abundant in mercy, He continually 
warned the nation through the prophets to return to 
Him, reminding them of the covenant established 
from the beginning: obedience would bring 
blessing and prosperity, but rebellion would result 
in captivity and removal from the land. Like all 
people, Judah struggled with the flesh, yet instead 
of seeking God’s forgiveness, transformation, and 
deliverance through His Spirit, they yielded to sinful 
desires and refused to repent. Consequently, God 
allowed them to fall into the captivity of the enemy, 
for Judah’s downfall was ultimately the result of 
persistent unrepentance and submission to the 
flesh rather than to the Spirit. 

 

25  

1= The Babylonians attacked the kingdom of 
Judah three different times before finally destroying 
it. This pattern matched what had happened earlier 
to the kingdom of Israel when the Assyrians 
invaded them in three stages. These repeated 
attacks weren't just military defeats; they were 
seen as a sign of God’s patience. By not allowing 
the nations to be wiped out all at once, God gave 
the people several chances to change their ways 
and return to Him, showing mercy even while they 
were being punished for their actions. 

 

 

 

5= As everyone fled for himself, King Zedekiah was 
captured by the Babylonians, also known as the 
Chaldeans, near Jericho. 
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7 Then they killed the sons of Zedekiah before his 
eyes, put out the eyes of Zedekiah, bound him 
with bronze fetters, and took him to Babylon. 
8 And in the fifth month, on the seventh day of the 
month (which was the nineteenth year of King 
Nebuchadnezzar king of Babylon), Nebuzaradan 
the captain of the guard, a servant of the king of 
Babylon, came to Jerusalem. 9 He burned the 
house of the Lord and the king’s house; all the 
houses of Jerusalem, that is, all the houses of 
the great, he burned with fire. 10 And all the army 
of the Chaldeans who were with the captain of 
the guard broke down the walls of Jerusalem all 
around. 11 Then Nebuzaradan the captain of the 
guard carried away captive the rest of the 
people who remained in the city and the 
defectors who had deserted to the king of 
Babylon, with the rest of the multitude. 12 But the 
captain of the guard left some of the poor of the 
land as vinedressers and farmers. 13 The 
bronze pillars that were in the house of the Lord, 
and the carts and the bronze Sea that were in the 
house of the Lord, the Chaldeans broke in 
pieces, and carried their bronze to 
Babylon. 14 They also took away the pots, the 
shovels, the trimmers, the spoons, and all the 
bronze utensils with which the priests 
ministered. 15 The firepans and the basins, the 
things of solid gold and solid silver, the captain of 
the guard took away. 16 The two pillars, one Sea, 
and the carts, which Solomon had made for the 
house of the Lord, the bronze of all these articles 
was beyond measure. 17 The height of one 
pillar was eighteen cubits, and the capital on 
it was of bronze. The height of the capital was 
three cubits, and the network and pomegranates 
all around the capital were all of bronze. The 
second pillar was the same, with a network. 
18 And the captain of the guard took Seraiah the 
chief priest, Zephaniah the second priest, and the 
three doorkeepers. 19 He also took out of the city 
an officer who had charge of the men of war, five 
men of the king’s close associates who were

9= When Nebuzaradan came, he destroyed the 
temple, the city, and the houses. 

 

 

 

 

 

13= The Bronze Sea, a large reservoir used by the 
priests for ritual cleansing, was taken in broken 
pieces to Babylon. 

14= The gold and silver vessels used by 
Belshazzar during his great feast are recorded in 
Daniel 5, and as the accounts are examined 
together, the events begin to form a cohesive 
narrative. Daniel 5:25 

 

 

17= 1 cubit is 18 inches or 45.72 cm. 

 

 

 

 

 
4 Ezekiel 12:13  I will also spread My net over him, and he shall be caught in My snare. I will bring him to Babylon, to the 

land of the Chaldeans; yet he shall not see it, though he shall die there. 
5 Daniel 5:2 While he tasted the wine, Belshazzar gave the command to bring the gold and silver vessels which 

his father Nebuchadnezzar had taken from the temple which had been in Jerusalem, that the king and his lords, his 
wives, and his concubines might drink from them. 
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found in the city, the chief recruiting officer of the 
army, who mustered the people of the land, and 
sixty men of the people of the land who 
were found in the city. 20 So Nebuzaradan, 
captain of the guard, took these and brought 
them to the king of Babylon at Riblah. 21 Then the 
king of Babylon struck them and put them to 
death at Riblah in the land of Hamath. Thus 
Judah was carried away captive from its own 
land. 

22 Then he made Gedaliah the son of Ahikam, the 
son of Shaphan, governor over the people who 
remained in the land of Judah, whom 
Nebuchadnezzar king of Babylon had left. 23 Now 
when all the captains of the armies, they 
and their men, heard that the king of Babylon had 
made Gedaliah governor, they came to Gedaliah 
at Mizpah—Ishmael the son of Nethaniah, 
Johanan the son of Careah, Seraiah the son of 
Tanhumeth the Netophathite, and Jaazaniah the 
son of a Maachathite, they and their men. 24 And 
Gedaliah took an oath before them and their 
men, and said to them, “Do not be afraid of the 
servants of the Chaldeans. Dwell in the land and 
serve the king of Babylon, and it shall be well 
with you.” 25 But it happened in the seventh 
month that Ishmael the son of Nethaniah, the son 
of Elishama, of the royal family, came with ten 
men and struck and killed Gedaliah, the Jews, as 
well as the Chaldeans who were with him at 
Mizpah. 26 And all the people, small and great, 
and the captains of the armies, arose and went to 
Egypt; for they were afraid of the Chaldeans. 

 

 

21=Q3 Like Israel, Judah was unfaithful to God, 
and as He had warned, God allowed Judah to be 
destroyed and taken into captivity (Deuteronomy 
28; Lamentations 1:1; 2:1-2). The book of 
Lamentations captures Jeremiah’s profound sorrow 
over the destruction of Jerusalem. Deu 28:2,15;  
Lam 1:1; 2:1-26 

22= After King Zedekiah was deported to Babylon, 
Nebuchadnezzar appointed Gedaliah as governor 
to faithfully oversee the administration of 
Babylonian policies. 

 

 

 

 

24= Gedaliah, showing practical wisdom, 
encouraged the people by saying, “They have 
conquered us, but do not be afraid to settle here; 
they will be reasonable and not harsh 
taskmasters.” 

26= Judah’s earthly kingdom was completely 
destroyed, yet through prophets like Daniel and 
Ezekiel, who were themselves captives, God 
preserved the faith of many exiles. Recognizing the 
danger following Judah’s rebellion against Babylon, 
by killing Gedaliah, Jews, and Chaldeans at 
Mizpah, many fled to Egypt for safety, and tradition 
holds that Jeremiah may have fled there as well, 
though this is not certain. 

 

6 Deu 28:2,15 2 And all these blessings shall come upon you and overtake you, because you obey the voice of 

the Lord your God. 15 “But it shall come to pass, if you do not obey the voice of the Lord your God, to observe 
carefully all His commandments and His statutes which I command you today, that all these curses will come upon 
you and overtake you;  Lam 1:1 How lonely sits the city That was full of people! How like a widow is she, 
Who was great among the nations! The princess among the provinces Has become a slave!; Lam 2:1-2 How the Lord 
has covered the daughter of Zion With a cloud in His anger! He cast down from heaven to the earth 
The beauty of Israel, And did not remember His footstool In the day of His anger. 2 The Lord has swallowed up and 
has not pitied All the dwelling places of Jacob. He has thrown down in His wrath The strongholds of the daughter of 
Judah; He has brought them down to the ground; He has profaned the kingdom and its princes. 
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27 Now it came to pass in the thirty-seventh year 
of the captivity of Jehoiachin king of Judah, in the 
twelfth month, on the twenty-seventh day of the 
month, that Evil-Merodach king of Babylon, in the 
year that he began to reign, released Jehoiachin 
king of Judah from prison. 28 He spoke kindly to 
him, and gave him a more prominent seat than 
those of the kings who were with him in 
Babylon. 29 So Jehoiachin changed from his 
prison garments, and he ate bread regularly 
before the king all the days of his life.  

30 And as for his provisions, there was a regular 
ration given him by the king, a portion for each 
day, all the days of his life. 

 

 

30= Jehoiachin was released from prison and 
treated kindly by the king of Babylon, 
Nebuchadnezzar’s successor Evil-Merodach king. 
This marks the close of Judah’s early history, 
which continues in Daniel and Ezekiel during the 
Babylonian captivity, and later in Ezra and 
Nehemiah after the exile, carrying the narrative to 
the end of the Old Testament period when God 
spoke through the prophets up to Zechariah and 
Malachi, followed by a 400-year silence before the 
announcement of John the Baptist’s birth. The 
book of 2 Kings opens with Elijah taken up to 
heaven, symbolizing the destiny of those who 
faithfully follow God, but it closes with Judah’s 
people exiled as debased slaves due to their 
disobedience. In Ezra, when the people confessed 
their sins, God welcomed them back to their land to 
start anew—a principle that remains: whenever we 
sin, confessing leads to God’s forgiveness and the 
opportunity to begin again with Him.

Despite this, it is 
deeply committed to serving not just a community but also those in need, providing free 
Bibles, food, and support to the most marginalized members of society—including drug 
addicts, the homeless, the elderly, veterans, and the indigent.

Recently, an online supporter generously donated to sustain the teaching 
of God’s Word, recognizing that CCAH’s 15 ministers provide verse-by-verse inductive 
Bible teaching—unlike most local churches, which focus on brief topical messages—while 
faithfully preaching the gospel of Jesus Christ anytime and anywhere.  
 
Note: The open, connected members of CCAH should not be discouraged by the fact that 
the church neither owns nor possesses a physical building. This actually frees the 
fellowship from the burden of mortgage or rental payments tied to maintaining such a 
property. Instead, we are reminded that we ourselves are the church—not a building—as 
we gather together in Jesus' name. At present, the Lord has graciously provided at least 
seven meeting places among fifteen available each week. And if the Lord desires for 
CCAH to have a permanent building in the future, He will provide it in His time, for CCAH 
belongs wholly to Jesus, who is all in all.

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Q 1. How many members or offerings are at CCAH? 

A 1. People say, "How many people have been saved?" we don’t know, but God knows, although we 
acknowledge that God has arranged over 1,000 units of communities, 7 sober living facilities, over 200 
units of veteran community, KJV English & RVR Spanish Scriptures & 200 lunches per week for the 
homeless, and over a million online visitors (Mat 25:40 “unto one of the least of these”). It doesn’t 
matter. It’s something we leave the numbers with God. He knows those that are His and that’s the 
important thing (e.g. David's motive for census in 1 Chro 21:1). Therefore, we don't worry about the 
numbers of the members and of tithes and offerings because the Lord has given the increase, He has 
added them to CCAH so far (1 Cor 3:7; Acts 2:47; 2 Sam 24:1-3), not as we have done at all, and CCAH is 
His own church (souls), the Lord's church, "Jesus is all in all," purchased with His blood (Mat 16:18; 1 
Cor 6:20; Acts 20:28). Since His foolishness is wiser than men, such as all men's visions/ plans/ 
programs (1 Cor 1:25; Zechariah 4:6), and His thoughts unto each soul are more in number than the sand 
(Psalm 139:17-18), we are just active obedient followers of the Lord, venturing out in faith, "Let CCAH 
go, let God." 

And if you did indeed receive the increase, why do you boast as if you had not received it? (1 Cor 4:7) 
For we are not, as so many, peddling the word of God; but as of sincerity, but as from God, we speak in 
the sight of God in Christ (2 Cor 2:17), CCAH continues faithfully in teaching the entire Scripture simply 
without alteration, fellowship, communion, and prayers, being the witnesses to Christ, powered with the 
Spirit, in Jerusalem, all Judea, Samaria, and to the end of the earth (Acts 1:8; 2:42, 47). The truth the 
Word of God matters wherever - offline, indoor, outdoor, online, at sea, or in sky - and whenever - 
Sunday, Saturday, weekday, every day, this generation time, or the future generation time (John 5:39; 
17:17). The truth shall make us free (John 8:32), from where Christ is named, where commercial 
capitalism is controlling, where territorial boundaries are lined, or where racial, material, or hereditary 
partiality underscores. Every Christian is exhorted to go to church at any convenient place unless she is 
against "the principles of doctrine of Christ" (Heb 6:1) because of "one church (Eklesia) on the earth" 
(Eph 1:22-23). Touchable over 1,000 souls by offline and foreseeable over 1 million souls by online at 
CCAH are being fed by the whole counsel of God throughout the Spirit, living by every His word (1 John 
2:27; Luke 4:4). CCAH does care about each soul because we believe that everybody is impartially created 
by God in His image (Gen 1:26) -- regardless of race, gender, age, wealth, or education such as Caucasian, 
male, youth, rich, Ivy league graduate, or not-- and that the eternal value of each soul is much greater 
than the value of any material/ temporal/ perishable things on the earth (James 3:17; Mat 16:26). 
When God leads, God provides (1 Chronicles 22:11). So, we don't seek money because it follows the faith 
in the almighty Lord by the love of God. Therefore, we never ask people for money, but would offer what 
we have to the Lord and pray Him to handle the issues (like Andrew rather than Philip in John 6:6-9). 
Individually, we can discern our each mind before the Lord, as how much love for Him can be observed 
(1) by the money index to divide willing expenditures to God by total expenditures (Luke 12:34; 21:2-
3), as well as (2) by how much the words of God we love (John 1:1). We know that any offering to God 
without willing mind is not accepted by God (2 Cor 8:12). The public love money especially in capitalism 
society because without money capitalism would not exist. However, we as Christians should not love 
money but should know its nature (1 Timothy 6:10). CCAH has been controlled not by money even in the 
capitalism society but by sovereign almighty God. The foundation of CCAH finance has begun from a 
homeless person's 2 dime offering to the Lord for CCAH at the Rock Fortress facility. The willing mind 
part for an offering should always prevail over its money part. An offering box in a church service or a 
donation button on websites through CCAH is a way to express a donor’s love for God by willing donation, 
the 1st part rather than 2nd money part, according to the Scripture (Mark 12:43; Luke 21:3-4). In fact, 
the fund raising or the fund seeking is not necessary for CCAH but the Lord seeking is sufficient because 
God is continually working through His church, CCAH, in Acts 29 (1 Chronicles 28:9; 2 Chronicles 15:1-
2). We have spent offerings/donations about 40% for external ministries (for missions in Philippians 
4:15-19 & for charity in Matthew 25:40) based upon our faith of "one church (Eklesia) on the earth" -- 
the holy universal church, not unholy ecumenical church -- (e.g. 1st Quarter 2014, 43.15%; 4st Quarter 
2013, 55.6 %; 3rd Quarter 2013, 20.11%; 2nd Quarter 2013, 55.91%; 1st Quarter, 2013 43.26%; 4th 
Quarter, 2012 45.57%, etc.), rather than spent them for additional social/cultural/popular internal 
programs. But about 60% for the internal ministries following the model of the early church in the Book 

of Acts is spent for sheep to be fed with spiritual food (Galatians 6:6) and for staff (1 Timothy 5:17-18). 

CCAH is the poor in material and spirit, but is the rich to give it away for Christ's sake, e.g., about 40% 
of annual offerings, with the poor hearts in spirit. The Lord is the shepherd of CCAH who is "as sorrowful, 
yet always rejoicing; as poor, yet making many rich; as having nothing, and yet possessing all things" (2 
Cor 6:10).

For I am not ashamed of the gospel of Christ, for it is the power of God to salvation for everyone 
who believes, for the Jew first and also for the Greek. 17 For in it the righteousness of God is 

revealed from faith to faith; as it is written, The just shall live by faith (Romans 1:16-17).

1. Topical Sermon: From a few words of God to an explanation.  
2. Custom: From a few words of God, through generations, to a lifestyle. 
3. Testimony: Personal life experience with a few words of God.  
4. Sharing the Gospel of Jesus Christ: Using a few words of God.  
5. Songs: Including Hymns and Spiritual Songs with a few words of God.  
6. Quiet Time (QT): From a few words of God to an explanation.  
7. Plays or Stories: With a few words of God.  
 
These practices are preferred over secular activities.  
 
Within the syntax and context of all Scripture, these are good and 
accepted. Outside their syntax and context of all Scripture (“peddling the 
word of God”):  
 
1. If they go against the principles of the doctrine of Christ (Hebrews 6:1), 
we cast them down (2 Corinthians 10:5). 
 
2. If they contradict Scripture, we cast them down and, if the Lord permits, 
convince people with Scripture.  
 
3. Otherwise, we tolerate them because of the supremacy of Agape love in 
the body of Christ on earth (Ephesians 1:22-23). 
 
4. We embrace an expository and inductive approach to teaching every 
word in Scripture, because studying each word for understanding is rare 
today (2 Corinthians 2:17: ‘not peddling the word of God’; 2 Timothy 2:15: 
‘study to show yourself approved unto God’).                  
 
5. We reference the four types of false pastors in Jeremiah 23:  

o Verse 13: Prophesying in Baal.  
o Verse 16: Following the imagination of their own heart.  
o Verse 28: Sharing dreams rather than the Word of God.  
o Verse 36: Perverting the words of God.  
o We also reference Jesus' sayings in Luke 4:4 (‘live by every word of 
God’) and Matthew 28:20 (‘teach them to observe all things’).
