the Lord.,” what does it mean in the context? And how can we apply it to our lives? 

Q2. In 26:29, “Of the Izharites, Chenaniah and his sons performed duties as officials 
and judges over Israel outside Jerusalem,” what does it mean in the context?  And what 
can we learn from here?  

Q3. In 27:33-34,  “Ahithophel was the king’s counselor, and Hushai the Archite was the king’s 
companion. 34 After Ahithophel was Jehoiada the son of Benaiah, then Abiathar. And the 

general of the king’s army was Joab.,” what do these mean in the context? And what can 
we learn from here? 

(Background for context of this text on Daily Bible Reading and Studying Weekly Book Basis)  

 
In the last time, 1 Chronicles 25: 31 “the twenty-fourth for Romamti-Ezer, his sons and his 
brethren, twelve,”  To provide structural order for the temple's musical service, the musicians 
were organized into 24 groups, paralleling the 24 divisions of priests. This system simplified the 
planning of temple duties, promoted excellence through specialized training, offered variety in 
worship by having different groups serve at different times, and allowed many individuals to 
participate. This division of labor was determined by casting lots. There were a total of 4,000 
musicians who participated. These groups served in rotations, ensuring that there was continual 
music, worship, and praise offered to God at the temple, day and night. This constant stream of 
music, played on various instruments, would have created a profound experience for anyone 
coming to worship in the temple. In the New Testament, the Holy Spirit leads believers to 
worship God together in spirit and truth, while also guiding each individual’s life as a continual 
act of worship and praise to Him wherever. A Christian daily life is directed by the Spirit, rooted 
in the seed of faith, which is the truth of the Word of God. 1 Chron 23:5; John 4:23

1=The 4,000 gatekeepers were all 
Levites. Other Levites were assigned 
specific daily responsibilities: some

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the firstborn, Jediael the second, Zebadiah the third, 
Jathniel the fourth, 3 Elam the fifth, Jehohanan the sixth, 
Eliehoenai the seventh. 4 Moreover the sons of Obed-
Edom were Shemaiah the firstborn, Jehozabad the 
second, Joah the third, Sacar the fourth, Nethanel the 
fifth, 

 5 Ammiel the sixth, Issachar the seventh, Peulthai the 
eighth; for God blessed him. 6 Also to Shemaiah his son 
were sons born who governed their fathers’ houses, 
because they were men of great ability. 7 The sons of 
Shemaiah were Othni, Rephael, Obed, and Elzabad, 
whose brothers Elihu and Semachiah were able men. 
8 All these were of the sons of Obed-Edom, they and their 
sons and their brethren, able men with strength for the 
work: sixty-two of Obed-Edom. 9 And Meshelemiah had 
sons and brethren, eighteen able men. 10 Also Hosah, of 
the children of Merari, had sons: Shimri the first 
(for though he was not the firstborn, his father made him 
the first), 11 Hilkiah the second, Tebaliah the third, 
Zechariah the fourth; all the sons and brethren of 
Hosah were thirteen.  

12 Among these were the divisions of the gatekeepers, 
among the chief men, having duties just like their 
brethren, to serve in the house of the Lord.  

13 And they cast lots for each gate, the small as well as 
the great, according to their father’s house. 14 The lot for 
the East Gate fell to Shelemiah. Then they cast 
lots for his son Zechariah, a wise counselor, and his lot 
came out for the North Gate; 15 to Obed-Edom the South 
Gate, and to his sons the storehouse. 16 To Shuppim and 
Hosah the lot came out for the West Gate, with the 
Shallecheth Gate on the ascending highway—watchman 
opposite watchman. 17 On the east were six Levites, on 
the north four each day, on the south four each day, and 
for the storehouse two by two.  

18 As for the Parbar on the west, there were four on the 
highway and two at the Parbar. 19 These were the 

inspected the equipment and utensils 
used in worship and ensured they were 
properly returned; others stored, 
organized, and maintained the food 
supplies used by the priests and for 
sacrifices; some cared for the Temple 
furniture; and others kept accurate 
records of the offerings and gifts that were 
brought to the Lord 1 Chronicles 23:4–51 
 
5= God blesses His people, and children 
are described as a blessing from the Lord. 
God never views children as a burden; 
rather, He welcomes them and values 
them deeply Psalm 127:3; Mark 10:13–
152 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
12= That describes the maintenance side 
of the work. In addition, there was the 
responsibility of guarding the Temple 
gates. Certain men were stationed to 
stand watch at the entrances. The Temple 
had an outer court—the Court of the 
Gentiles—where Gentiles were permitted 
to enter, but only up to a clearly marked 
boundary. Beyond that point, Gentiles 
were forbidden to pass, and warning 
signs were posted with the penalty of 
death for trespassing. Beyond this 
boundary was the inner court and the 
gates leading directly into the Temple. 
Specific families were assigned the duty 
of guarding these gates and controlling 
access to the sacred areas. 
 
 
 
18= This passage speaks specifically 
about the guards who were stationed at 
the gate on the west side. It focuses only 
on those assigned to stand watch at that 
entrance and does not address the other 
gates or broader duties.  
 

 
1 1 Chronicles 23:4–5  Of these, twenty-four thousand were to look after the work of the house of the Lord, six 

thousand were officers and judges, 5 four thousand were gatekeepers, and four thousand praised  
the Lord with musical instruments, “which I made,” said David, “for giving praise.” 
2 Psalm 127:3 Behold, children are a heritage from the Lord, The fruit of the womb is a reward.; Mark 10:13–15  Then 
they brought little children to Him, that He might touch them; but the disciples rebuked those who brought them. 14 But 
when Jesus saw it, He was greatly displeased and said to them, “Let the little children come to Me, and do not forbid 
them; for of such is the kingdom of God. 15 Assuredly, I say to you, whoever does not receive the kingdom of God as 
a little child will by no means enter it.” 
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divisions of the gatekeepers among the sons of Korah 
and among the sons of Merari. 

20 Of the Levites, Ahijah was over the treasuries of the 
house of God and over the treasuries of 
the dedicated things. 21 The sons of Laadan, the 
descendants of the Gershonites of Laadan, heads of their 
fathers’ houses, of Laadan the Gershonite: Jehieli. 22 The 
sons of Jehieli, Zetham and Joel his brother, were over 
the treasuries of the house of the Lord. 23 Of 
the Amramites, the Izharites, the Hebronites, and the 
Uzzielites: 24 Shebuel the son of Gershom, the son of 
Moses, was overseer of the treasuries. 25 And his 
brethren by Eliezer were Rehabiah his son, Jeshaiah his 
son, Joram his son, Zichri his son, and Shelomith his son. 
26 This Shelomith and his brethren were over all the 
treasuries of the dedicated things which King David and 
the heads of fathers’ houses, the captains over 
thousands and hundreds, and the captains of the army, 
had dedicated. 27 Some of the spoils won in battles they 
dedicated to maintain the house of the Lord. 28 And all 
that Samuel the seer, Saul the son of Kish, Abner the son 
of Ner, and Joab the son of Zeruiah had dedicated, every 
dedicated thing, was under the hand of Shelomith and his 
brethren. 

29 Of the Izharites, Chenaniah and his 
sons performed duties as officials and judges over Israel 
outside Jerusalem. 30 Of the Hebronites, Hashabiah and 
his brethren, one thousand seven hundred able men, had 
the oversight of Israel on the west side of the Jordan for 
all the business of the Lord, and in the service of the 
king. 31 Among the Hebronites, Jerijah was head of the 
Hebronites according to his genealogy of the fathers. In 
the fortieth year of the reign of David they were sought, 
and there were found among them capable men at Jazer 
of Gilead. 32 And his brethren were two thousand seven 
hundred able men, heads of fathers’ houses, whom King 
David made officials over the Reubenites, the Gadites, 
and the half-tribe of Manasseh, for every matter 
pertaining to God and the affairs of the king.

29-32: Magistrates: 
 
29= Q2 The next list concerns the officers 
and judges, who also came from the tribe 
of Levi. They were responsible for 
rendering judgments in matters related to 
the law of God as well as the affairs of the 
king. To judge rightly, the Levites were 
required to be thoroughly familiar with the 
Scripture.

1 And the children of Israel, according to their number, 
the heads of fathers’ houses, the captains of thousands 
and hundreds and their officers, served the king in every 
matter of the military divisions. These divisions came in 
and went out month by month throughout all the months 
of the year, each division having twenty-four thousand. 
2 Over the first division for the first month was Jashobeam 
the son of Zabdiel, and in his division were twenty-four 
thousand; 3 he was of the children of Perez, and the chief 
of all the captains of the army for the first month. 4 Over 
the division of the second month was Dodai an Ahohite, 
and of his division Mikloth also was the leader; in his 
division were twenty-four thousand. 5 The third captain of 
the army for the third month was Benaiah, the son of 
Jehoiada the priest, who was chief; in his 
division were twenty-four thousand. 6 This was the 
Benaiah who was mighty among the thirty, and was over 
the thirty; in his division was Ammizabad his son. 7 The 
fourth captain for the fourth month was Asahel the brother 
of Joab, and Zebadiah his son after him; in his 
division were twenty-four thousand. 8 The fifth captain for 
the fifth month was Shamhuth the Izrahite; in his division 
were twenty-four thousand. 9 The sixth captain for the 
sixth month was Ira the son of Ikkesh the Tekoite; in his 
division were twenty-four thousand. 10 The 
seventh captain for the seventh month was Helez the 
Pelonite, of the children of Ephraim; in his 
division were twenty-four thousand. 11 The 
eighth captain for the eighth month was Sibbechai the 
Hushathite, of the Zarhites; in his division were twenty-
four thousand. 12 The ninth captain for the ninth 
month was Abiezer the Anathothite, of the Benjamites; in 
his division were twenty-four thousand. 13 The 
tenth captain for the tenth month was Maharai the 
Netophathite, of the Zarhites; in his division were twenty-
four thousand. 14 The eleventh captain for the eleventh 
month was Benaiah the Pirathonite, of the children of 
Ephraim; in his division were twenty-four thousand. 15 The 
twelfth captain for the twelfth month was Heldai the 
Netophathite, of Othniel; in his division were twenty-four 
thousand. 

16 Furthermore, over the tribes of Israel: the officer over 
the Reubenites was Eliezer the son of Zichri; over the 
Simeonites, Shephatiah the son of Maachah; 17 over the

Aaronites, Zadok; 18 over Judah, Elihu, one of David’s 
brothers; over Issachar, Omri the son of 
Michael; 19 over Zebulun, Ishmaiah the son of 
Obadiah; over Naphtali, Jerimoth the son of 
Azriel; 20 over the children of Ephraim, Hoshea the son of 
Azaziah; over the half-tribe of Manasseh, Joel the son of 
Pedaiah; 21 over the half-tribe of Manasseh in Gilead, 
Iddo the son of Zechariah; over Benjamin, Jaasiel the son 
of Abner; 22 over Dan, Azarel the son of Jeroham. 
These were the leaders of the tribes of Israel. 23 But David 
did not take the number of those twenty years old and 
under, because the Lord had said He would multiply 
Israel like the stars of the heavens.  

24 Joab the son of Zeruiah began a census, but he did not 
finish, for wrath came upon Israel because of this census; 
nor was the number recorded in the account of the 
chronicles of King David. 

25 And Azmaveth the son of Adiel was over the king’s 
treasuries; and Jehonathan the son of Uzziah was over 
the storehouses in the field, in the cities, in the villages, 
and in the fortresses. 26 Ezri the son of Chelub was over 
those who did the work of the field for tilling the 
ground. 27 And Shimei the Ramathite was over the 
vineyards, and Zabdi the Shiphmite was over the produce 
of the vineyards for the supply of wine. 28 Baal-Hanan the 
Gederite was over the olive trees and the sycamore trees 
that were in the lowlands, and Joash was over the store 
of oil. 29 And Shitrai the Sharonite was over the herds that 
fed in Sharon, and Shaphat the son of Adlai was over the 
herds that were in the valleys. 30 Obil the 
Ishmaelite was over the camels, Jehdeiah the 
Meronothite was over the donkeys, 31 and Jaziz 
the Hagrite was over the flocks. All these were the 
officials over King David’s property. 

32 Also Jehonathan, David’s uncle, was a counselor, a 
wise man, and a scribe; and Jehiel the son of 
Hachmoni was with the king’s sons. 33 Ahithophel was the 
king’s counselor, and Hushai the Archite was the king’s 
companion. 34 After Ahithophel was Jehoiada the son of 
Benaiah, then Abiathar. And the general of the king’s 
army was Joab.

33-34=Q3 When Absalom rebelled 
against David, Ahitophel betrayed the 
king and joined the rebellion. Meanwhile, 
Hushai pretended to support Absalom, 
and the counsel he gave ultimately led to 
Absalom’s defeat 2 Samuel 17:14.5 

   

 
4 1 Kings 14:19  Now the rest of the acts of Jeroboam, how he made war and how he reigned, indeed they are written 

in the book of the chronicles of the kings of Israel. 
5 2 Samuel 17:14   So Absalom and all the men of Israel said, “The advice of Hushai the Archite is better than the 

advice of Ahithophel.” For the Lord had purposed to defeat the good advice of Ahithophel, to the intent that 
the Lord might bring disaster on Absalom.

Instead, we are reminded that we ourselves are the church—not a building—as 
we gather together in Jesus' name. At present, the Lord has graciously provided at least 
seven meeting places among fifteen available each week. And if the Lord desires for 
CCAH to have a permanent building in the future, He will provide it in His time, for CCAH 
belongs wholly to Jesus, who is all in all.

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Q 1. How many members or offerings are at CCAH? 

A 1. People say, "How many people have been saved?" we don’t know, but God knows, although we 
acknowledge that God has arranged over 1,000 units of communities, 7 sober living facilities, over 200 
units of veteran community, KJV English & RVR Spanish Scriptures & 200 lunches per week for the 
homeless, and over a million online visitors (Mat 25:40 “unto one of the least of these”). It doesn’t 
matter. It’s something we leave the numbers with God. He knows those that are His and that’s the 
important thing (e.g. David's motive for census in 1 Chro 21:1). Therefore, we don't worry about the 
numbers of the members and of tithes and offerings because the Lord has given the increase, He has 
added them to CCAH so far (1 Cor 3:7; Acts 2:47; 2 Sam 24:1-3), not as we have done at all, and CCAH is 
His own church (souls), the Lord's church, "Jesus is all in all," purchased with His blood (Mat 16:18; 1 
Cor 6:20; Acts 20:28). Since His foolishness is wiser than men, such as all men's visions/ plans/ 
programs (1 Cor 1:25; Zechariah 4:6), and His thoughts unto each soul are more in number than the sand 
(Psalm 139:17-18), we are just active obedient followers of the Lord, venturing out in faith, "Let CCAH 
go, let God." 

And if you did indeed receive the increase, why do you boast as if you had not received it? (1 Cor 4:7) 
For we are not, as so many, peddling the word of God; but as of sincerity, but as from God, we speak in 
the sight of God in Christ (2 Cor 2:17), CCAH continues faithfully in teaching the entire Scripture simply 
without alteration, fellowship, communion, and prayers, being the witnesses to Christ, powered with the 
Spirit, in Jerusalem, all Judea, Samaria, and to the end of the earth (Acts 1:8; 2:42, 47). The truth the 
Word of God matters wherever - offline, indoor, outdoor, online, at sea, or in sky - and whenever - 
Sunday, Saturday, weekday, every day, this generation time, or the future generation time (John 5:39; 
17:17). The truth shall make us free (John 8:32), from where Christ is named, where commercial 
capitalism is controlling, where territorial boundaries are lined, or where racial, material, or hereditary 
partiality underscores. Every Christian is exhorted to go to church at any convenient place unless she is 
against "the principles of doctrine of Christ" (Heb 6:1) because of "one church (Eklesia) on the earth" 
(Eph 1:22-23). Touchable over 1,000 souls by offline and foreseeable over 1 million souls by online at 
CCAH are being fed by the whole counsel of God throughout the Spirit, living by every His word (1 John 
2:27; Luke 4:4). CCAH does care about each soul because we believe that everybody is impartially created 
by God in His image (Gen 1:26) -- regardless of race, gender, age, wealth, or education such as Caucasian, 
male, youth, rich, Ivy league graduate, or not-- and that the eternal value of each soul is much greater 
than the value of any material/ temporal/ perishable things on the earth (James 3:17; Mat 16:26). 
When God leads, God provides (1 Chronicles 22:11). So, we don't seek money because it follows the faith 
in the almighty Lord by the love of God. Therefore, we never ask people for money, but would offer what 
we have to the Lord and pray Him to handle the issues (like Andrew rather than Philip in John 6:6-9). 
Individually, we can discern our each mind before the Lord, as how much love for Him can be observed 
(1) by the money index to divide willing expenditures to God by total expenditures (Luke 12:34; 21:2-
3), as well as (2) by how much the words of God we love (John 1:1). We know that any offering to God 
without willing mind is not accepted by God (2 Cor 8:12). The public love money especially in capitalism 
society because without money capitalism would not exist. However, we as Christians should not love 
money but should know its nature (1 Timothy 6:10). CCAH has been controlled not by money even in the 
capitalism society but by sovereign almighty God. The foundation of CCAH finance has begun from a 
homeless person's 2 dime offering to the Lord for CCAH at the Rock Fortress facility. The willing mind 
part for an offering should always prevail over its money part. An offering box in a church service or a 
donation button on websites through CCAH is a way to express a donor’s love for God by willing donation, 
the 1st part rather than 2nd money part, according to the Scripture (Mark 12:43; Luke 21:3-4). In fact, 
the fund raising or the fund seeking is not necessary for CCAH but the Lord seeking is sufficient because 
God is continually working through His church, CCAH, in Acts 29 (1 Chronicles 28:9; 2 Chronicles 15:1-
2). We have spent offerings/donations about 40% for external ministries (for missions in Philippians 
4:15-19 & for charity in Matthew 25:40) based upon our faith of "one church (Eklesia) on the earth" -- 
the holy universal church, not unholy ecumenical church -- (e.g. 1st Quarter 2014, 43.15%; 4st Quarter 
2013, 55.6 %; 3rd Quarter 2013, 20.11%; 2nd Quarter 2013, 55.91%; 1st Quarter, 2013 43.26%; 4th 
Quarter, 2012 45.57%, etc.), rather than spent them for additional social/cultural/popular internal 
programs. But about 60% for the internal ministries following the model of the early church in the Book 

of Acts is spent for sheep to be fed with spiritual food (Galatians 6:6) and for staff (1 Timothy 5:17-18). 

CCAH is the poor in material and spirit, but is the rich to give it away for Christ's sake, e.g., about 40% 
of annual offerings, with the poor hearts in spirit. The Lord is the shepherd of CCAH who is "as sorrowful, 
yet always rejoicing; as poor, yet making many rich; as having nothing, and yet possessing all things" (2 
Cor 6:10).

In today's world, shaped by capitalism and materialism, money has become 
central to human life. However, how we allocate our financial resources reflects 
the priorities of our heart. As Matthew 6:21 states, "For where your treasure is, 
there your heart will be also." CCAH uses a donation basket or online donation 
button as a way for individuals to examine their love for God, gauging it through 
their willingness to support His work. These tools are not for fundraising but 
rather to encourage believers to align their financial priorities with their faith, 
recognizing that where one’s money goes often indicates where their heart lies. 

CCAH follows a Spirit-led approach, relying on God's provision rather than 
human efforts to seek funds. Therefore, donations at CCAH serve as a personal 
testament to one’s love for God, and are gratefully accepted as an act of faith and 
commitment to advancing His kingdom.

1. Topical Sermon: From a few words of God to an explanation.  
2. Custom: From a few words of God, through generations, to a lifestyle.

These practices are preferred over secular activities.  
 
Within the syntax and context of all Scripture, these are good and 
accepted. Outside their syntax and context of all Scripture (“peddling the 
word of God”):  
 
1. If they go against the principles of the doctrine of Christ (Hebrews 6:1), 
we cast them down (2 Corinthians 10:5). 
 
2. If they contradict Scripture, we cast them down and, if the Lord permits, 
convince people with Scripture.  
 
3. Otherwise, we tolerate them because of the supremacy of Agape love in 
the body of Christ on earth (Ephesians 1:22-23). 
 
4. We embrace an expository and inductive approach to teaching every 
word in Scripture, because studying each word for understanding is rare 
today (2 Corinthians 2:17: ‘not peddling the word of God’; 2 Timothy 2:15: 
‘study to show yourself approved unto God’).                  
 
5. We reference the four types of false pastors in Jeremiah 23:  

o Verse 13: Prophesying in Baal.  
o Verse 16: Following the imagination of their own heart.  
o Verse 28: Sharing dreams rather than the Word of God.  
o Verse 36: Perverting the words of God.  
o We also reference Jesus' sayings in Luke 4:4 (‘live by every word of 
God’) and Matthew 28:20 (‘teach them to observe all things’).
