Today, we’d like to see the title of “The Reign of Uzziah & Jotham”  in 2 Chronicles 26-27. 

To the souls on this Online Word through Podcast or YouTube Channel, on the earth, 
we’d like to suggest the 3 expositional Questions.

Q1.  In 26:5,  “ He sought God in the days of Zechariah, who had understanding in 
the visions of God; and as long as he sought the Lord, God made him prosper,” what 
does it mean in the context? And how can we apply it to our lives? 

Q2. In 26:16, “But when he was strong his heart was lifted up, to his destruction, for he 
transgressed against the Lord his God by entering the temple of the Lord to burn 
incense on the altar of incense,” what does it mean in the context?  And what can we 
learn from here?  

Q3. In 27:6,  “So Jotham became mighty, because he prepared his ways before 
the Lord his God,” what does it mean in the context? And what can we learn from here? 

(Background for context of this text on Daily Bible Reading and Studying Weekly Book Basis)  

 
In the last time, 2 Chronicles 25: 25-28 “25 Amaziah the son of Joash, king of Judah, 
lived fifteen years after the death of Joash the son of Jehoahaz, king of Israel. 26 Now 
the rest of the acts of Amaziah, from first to last, indeed are they not written in the book 
of the kings of Judah and Israel? 27 After the time that Amaziah turned away from 
following the Lord, they made a conspiracy against him in Jerusalem, and he fled to 
Lachish; but they sent after him to Lachish and killed him there. 28 Then they brought 
him on horses and buried him with his fathers in the City of Judah,”  Amaziah, like many 
kings after a military defeat, was assassinated. Despite his victory over the Edomites 
and the praise he received, he foolishly started a conflict with King Joash. He ignored 
warnings from prophets, demonstrating that a person who won't listen to God is unlikely 
to listen to anyone else. This headstrong behavior led to his downfall. It is crucial to 
heed God's voice and listen to His warnings

As the Book of Chronicles introduces each king, it highlights the most important aspect of their 
lives—their relationship with God. More than achievements or military success, what ultimately 
matters is whether a person does what is right in the sight of the Lord. In general, Uzziah also 
known as Azariah and Jotham were good kings.

1 Now all the people of Judah took Uzziah, 
who was sixteen years old, and made him king 
instead of his father Amaziah. 2 He built Elath and 
restored it to Judah, after the king rested with his 
fathers. 3 Uzziah was sixteen years old when he 
became king, and he reigned fifty-two years in 
Jerusalem. His mother’s name was Jecholiah of 
Jerusalem. 4 And he did what was right in the sight of 
the Lord, according to all that his father Amaziah had 
done. 

 5 He sought God in the days of Zechariah, who had 
understanding in the visions of God; and as long as 
he sought the Lord, God made him prosper. 

6 Now he went out and made war against the 
Philistines, and broke down the wall of Gath, the wall 
of Jabneh, and the wall of Ashdod; and he built 
cities around Ashdod and among the 
Philistines. 7 God helped him against the Philistines, 
against the Arabians who lived in Gur Baal, and 
against the Meunites. 8 Also the Ammonites brought 
tribute to Uzziah. His fame spread as far as the 
entrance of Egypt, for he became exceedingly strong. 
9 And Uzziah built towers in Jerusalem at the Corner 
Gate, at the Valley Gate, and at the corner buttress of 
the wall; then he fortified them.  

10 Also he built towers in the desert. He dug many 
wells, for he had much livestock, both in the lowlands 
and in the plains; he also had farmers and 
vinedressers in the mountains and in Carmel, for he 
loved the soil. 11 Moreover Uzziah had an army of 
fighting men who went out to war by companies, 
according to the number on their roll as prepared by 
Jeiel the scribe and Maaseiah the officer, under the 
hand of Hananiah, one of the king’s captains.  

12 The total number of chief officers of the mighty men 
of valor was two thousand six hundred. 13 And under 
their authority was an army of three hundred and 
seven thousand five hundred, that made war with 
mighty power, to help the king against the

1= Uzziah became the 9th king of Judah after 
the assassination of his father Amaziah the 8th 
king.   
 
5=Q1 Uzziah illustrates a clear spiritual 
principle: when God is given first place, He 
orders the rest of life. When people reverse 
this priority—focusing first on money, 
responsibilities, and daily pressures—they 
often become consumed with earthly 
concerns and neglect their relationship with 
God. Yet when God is sought first, God 
assumes responsibility for the needs of life. 
Uzziah is a classic example: as long as he 
sought the Lord, God made his ways prosper. 
His success was not self-generated but 
divinely granted—God was with him, blessing 
him and granting him victory in battle and 
success over his enemies. Matthew 6:331  
 
6= The historical comparison draws a parallel 
between modern Israeli settlement policy in 
the West Bank and the military strategies of 
King Uzziah of Judah. According to biblical 
accounts, following his conquest of the 
Philistine stronghold of Ashdod, Uzziah 
consolidated Judah's control over the coastal 
plain by establishing strategic Jewish 
settlements and fortifications within the 
conquered territory. Proponents of this 
historical view argue that the contemporary 
practice of "planting" populations in disputed 
areas is not a modern innovation, but rather a 
continuation of an ancient geopolitical tactic 
used to secure borders and integrate newly 
acquired regions into a national sphere of 
influence. 
 
 
 
10= The reign of King Uzziah is characterized 
by a period of significant agrarian expansion 
and economic prosperity. This era was marked 
by the intensive cultivation of the landscape, 
where cattle populated the fertile valleys while 
vineyards and orchards transformed the 
hillsides into productive agricultural hubs. 
Under his leadership, these advancements in 
land management and resource development 
fostered a robust national economy, defining 
his rule as one of the most affluent periods in 
the history of the kingdom. 
 
12= Many of the 2,600 captains were present 
over 307,500. 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 
1 Matthew 6:33 But seek first the kingdom of God and His righteousness, and all these things shall be added to you. 
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enemy. 14 Then Uzziah prepared for them, for the 
entire army, shields, spears, helmets, body armor, 
bows, and slings to cast stones.  

15 And he made devices in Jerusalem, invented 
by skillful men, to be on the towers and the corners, 
to shoot arrows and large stones. So his fame spread 
far and wide, for he was marvelously helped till he 
became strong. 

16 But when he was strong his heart was lifted up, 
to his destruction, for he transgressed against 
the Lord his God by entering the temple of the Lord to 
burn incense on the altar of incense. 17 So Azariah the 
priest went in after him, and with him were eighty 
priests of the Lord—valiant men. 18 And they 
withstood King Uzziah, and said to him, “It is not for 
you, Uzziah, to burn incense to the Lord, but for 
the priests, the sons of Aaron, who are consecrated 
to burn incense. Get out of the sanctuary, for you 
have trespassed! You shall have no honor from 
the Lord God.” 19 Then Uzziah became furious; and 
he had a censer in his hand to burn incense. And 
while he was angry with the priests, leprosy broke out 
on his forehead, before the priests in the house of 
the Lord, beside the incense altar.  

20 And Azariah the chief priest and all the priests 
looked at him, and there, on his forehead, 
he was leprous; so they thrust him out of that place. 
Indeed he also hurried to get out, because 
the Lord had struck him. 

21 King Uzziah was a leper until the day of his death. 
He dwelt in an isolated house, because he was a 
leper; for he was cut off from the house of the Lord. 
Then Jotham his son was over the king’s house, 
judging the people of the land. 

 
 
 
 
 
 
15= They designed various inventions and 
machines, likely similar to crossbows, for 
shooting arrows. These devices were built to 
launch arrows or sling stones over long 
distances. They allowed people to attack 
enemies from far away with greater power and 
accuracy. 
 
 
16=Q2 Here was the king entering the temple 
to burn incense on the altar—something God 
had not authorized him to do. In his pride he 
thought, “I am the king. I have conquered my 
enemies. I am prosperous and powerful. I can 
do anything.” He acted as if he were 
independent of God and His Word. Often, 
when we are confronted about wrongdoing, 
our first response is anger rather than 
repentance. After God granted Uzziah great 
success and strength, he became proud.. 
Scripture warns that pride goes before 
destruction. Pride exalts self above God, and 
because of this, God hates it.  Prov 16:182 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
20= Moses’ sister Miriam was struck with 
leprosy after she spoke against Moses, yet 
when she confessed and repented, God 
healed her (The same mercy could have been 
shown to Uzziah; however, there is no record 
of repentance in his case. Numbers 12:8–143 
 
 
 
21= When people gain power, they often begin 
to think they are above God’s law. Yet even 
kings are subject to His authority, as Uzziah 
learned through judgment. No matter one’s 
status or position in society, God requires 
everyone to honor Him, worship Him rightly, 
and walk in obedience to His Word. 
 
 

 
2 Prov 16:18 Pride goes before destruction, And a haughty spirit before a fall. 

3 Numbers 12:8–14 I speak with him face to face, Even plainly, and not in dark sayings; And he sees the form of 

the Lord. Why then were you not afraid To speak against My servant Moses?” 9 So the anger of the Lord was aroused 
against them, and He departed. 10 And when the cloud departed from above the tabernacle, suddenly 
Miriam became leprous, as white as snow. Then Aaron turned toward Miriam, and there she was, a leper. 11 So Aaron 
said to Moses, “Oh, my lord! Please do not lay this sin on us, in which we have done foolishly and in which we have 
sinned. 12 Please do not let her be as one dead, whose flesh is half consumed when he comes out of his mother’s 
womb!” 13 So Moses cried out to the Lord, saying, “Please heal her, O God, I pray!” 14 Then the Lord said to Moses, “If 
her father had but spit in her face, would she not be shamed seven days? Let her be shut[d] out of the camp seven 
days, and afterward she may be received again.”

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22 Now the rest of the acts of Uzziah, from first to last, 
the prophet Isaiah the son of Amoz wrote.  

23 So Uzziah rested with his fathers, and they buried 
him with his fathers in the field of burial 
which belonged to the kings, for they said, “He is a 
leper.” Then Jotham his son reigned in his place. 

 

27  

1 Jotham was twenty-five years old when he became 
king, and he reigned sixteen years in Jerusalem. His 
mother’s name was Jerushah the daughter of 
Zadok. 2 And he did what was right in the sight of 
the Lord, according to all that his father Uzziah had 
done (although he did not enter the temple of 
the Lord). But still the people acted corruptly. 

3 He built the Upper Gate of the house of the Lord, 
and he built extensively on the wall 
of Ophel. 4 Moreover he built cities in the mountains of 
Judah, and in the forests he built fortresses and 
towers.  

 

 

5 He also fought with the king of the Ammonites and 
defeated them. And the people of Ammon gave him in 
that year one hundred talents of silver, ten thousand 
kors of wheat, and ten thousand of barley. The people 
of Ammon paid this to him in the second and third 
years also. 

 
22= Uzziah’s reign included significant 
reforms that pleased the Lord (2 Chron. 26:4), 
yet his arrogance in attempting to enter the 
temple brought leprosy that lasted the rest of 
his life. God calls for consistent, lifelong 
obedience; brief periods of faithfulness are 
insufficient. 2 Chron 26:4; Mark 13:134 . 
 
23= This was the year that God called Isaiah 
to be a prophet. Isaiah began his prophetic 
ministry in the year King Uzziah died. In 
chapter six of Isaiah, he records his vision of 
the Lord and his divine commission. Isaiah 
6:15 
 

27  
 
 
 
2= Jotham was generally a good king, yet the 
people became increasingly corrupt. Those 
you lead will not always follow your example, 
but that should not change how you live 
before God. The leaders or parents might 
influence people or children but ultimately 
salvation, sanctification, or glorification is 
subject to individual fellowship with the Lord. 
The moral and spiritual decline of Judah 
during Jotham’s reign is vividly portrayed in 
Isaiah 1–5; 2 Kings 15:346 
 
3= Ophel is the ridge that descends 
southward from the Temple Mount into the 
Kidron Valley, bordered by the Kidron Valley 
on the east and the Tyropoeon Valley on the 
west. This area formed part of the original 
City of David and was once the site of the 
ancient Jebusite city. Extensive 
archaeological excavations have been 
conducted there in recent years, revealing 
significant remains from Jerusalem’s earliest 
periods. Jotham strengthened this area by 
extending the wall down toward the Spring of 
Gihon and fortifying the lower sections of the 
valley. 

5= One talent weighed approximately 75 
pounds, which is about 34.02 kilograms. 
One kor was a unit of dry measure equal to 
about 6 bushels, or approximately 211.20 
liters. 
 
 
 
 

 
4 2 Chron 26:4 And he did what was right in the sight of the Lord, according to all that his father Amaziah had done.; 

Mark 13:13  And you will be hated by all for My name’s sake. But he who [a]endures to the end shall be saved. . 
5 Isaiah 6:1  In the year that King Uzziah died, I saw the Lord sitting on a throne, high and lifted up, and the train of 

His robe filled the temple. 

6 2 Kings 15:34  And he did what was right in the sight of the Lord; he did according to all that his father Uzziah had 
done.

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 6 So Jotham became mighty, because he prepared 
his ways before the Lord his God. 7 Now the rest of 
the acts of Jotham, and all his wars and his ways, 
indeed they are written in the book of the kings of 
Israel and Judah. 8 He was twenty-five years old when 
he became king, and he reigned sixteen years in 
Jerusalem.  

9 So Jotham rested with his fathers, and they buried 
him in the City of David. Then Ahaz his son reigned in 
his place. 

 
 
 
6= Q3 Jotham established his ways before the 
Lord, and this was the secret of his success. 
By deliberately ordering his life in obedience to 
Jehovah his God—following the godly 
example of his father—he grew strong and 
became mighty. The principle is clear: as long 
as he sought the Lord, God caused him to 
prosper. His strength was not merely political 
or military, but spiritual, rooted in a life firmly 
established before the Lord. 
 
 
9= Jotham did not reign very long. His rule 
lasted only sixteen years, and since he began 
to reign at the age of twenty-five, he died at 
forty-one. Thus, he was still a relatively young 
man at the time of his death. Ahaz was an evil 
king the father of Hezekiah the good king.  
 

 
Note: Most Christians say the Scripture is important, but rarely study every word in the Scripture 
and commit it to the Lord. So, it’s better to study it and live accordingly after the Spirit for the Lord 
(2 Tim 2:15).  This online word for global crusade in effect develops from the expositional sermon 
(KJV), into spiritual transformation in daily love fellowship with the Lord throughout the Scripture 
Study (NKJV) -- All Scripture Expositional Study from verse by verse Inductive Studies -- of which 
application is the Discipleship and Spiritual Formation, closer to the image of Christ. Also the 
whole verses of NIV as a reference are observed equally to KJV and NKJV for every online word.  
We think that “Any human opinion is not really important rather than what God says. So, the best 
commentary on the Scripture is the Scripture per se. But the opinion to make us understand God’s 
Word is acceptable (2 Corinthians 10:5).” Further, for the application, a life or spiritual experience 
might be helpful to understand how to apply an understood word in the text column, but it is 
temperately used like Paul, because nobody should think above that literal experience (2 Cor 
12:6, Jer 23:28; Ne 8:8).

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Q 1. How many members or offerings are at CCAH? 

A 1. People say, "How many people have been saved?" we don’t know, but God knows, although we 
acknowledge that God has arranged over 1,000 units of communities, 7 sober living facilities, over 200 
units of veteran community, KJV English & RVR Spanish Scriptures & 200 lunches per week for the 
homeless, and over a million online visitors (Mat 25:40 “unto one of the least of these”). It doesn’t 
matter. It’s something we leave the numbers with God. He knows those that are His and that’s the 
important thing (e.g. David's motive for census in 1 Chro 21:1). Therefore, we don't worry about the 
numbers of the members and of tithes and offerings because the Lord has given the increase, He has 
added them to CCAH so far (1 Cor 3:7; Acts 2:47; 2 Sam 24:1-3), not as we have done at all, and CCAH is 
His own church (souls), the Lord's church, "Jesus is all in all," purchased with His blood (Mat 16:18; 1 
Cor 6:20; Acts 20:28). Since His foolishness is wiser than men, such as all men's visions/ plans/ 
programs (1 Cor 1:25; Zechariah 4:6), and His thoughts unto each soul are more in number than the sand 
(Psalm 139:17-18), we are just active obedient followers of the Lord, venturing out in faith, "Let CCAH 
go, let God." 

And if you did indeed receive the increase, why do you boast as if you had not received it? (1 Cor 4:7) 
For we are not, as so many, peddling the word of God; but as of sincerity, but as from God, we speak in 
the sight of God in Christ (2 Cor 2:17), CCAH continues faithfully in teaching the entire Scripture simply 
without alteration, fellowship, communion, and prayers, being the witnesses to Christ, powered with the 
Spirit, in Jerusalem, all Judea, Samaria, and to the end of the earth (Acts 1:8; 2:42, 47). The truth the 
Word of God matters wherever - offline, indoor, outdoor, online, at sea, or in sky - and whenever - 
Sunday, Saturday, weekday, every day, this generation time, or the future generation time (John 5:39; 
17:17). The truth shall make us free (John 8:32), from where Christ is named, where commercial 
capitalism is controlling, where territorial boundaries are lined, or where racial, material, or hereditary 
partiality underscores. Every Christian is exhorted to go to church at any convenient place unless she is 
against "the principles of doctrine of Christ" (Heb 6:1) because of "one church (Eklesia) on the earth" 
(Eph 1:22-23). Touchable over 1,000 souls by offline and foreseeable over 1 million souls by online at 
CCAH are being fed by the whole counsel of God throughout the Spirit, living by every His word (1 John 
2:27; Luke 4:4). CCAH does care about each soul because we believe that everybody is impartially created 
by God in His image (Gen 1:26) -- regardless of race, gender, age, wealth, or education such as Caucasian, 
male, youth, rich, Ivy league graduate, or not-- and that the eternal value of each soul is much greater 
than the value of any material/ temporal/ perishable things on the earth (James 3:17; Mat 16:26). 
When God leads, God provides (1 Chronicles 22:11). So, we don't seek money because it follows the faith 
in the almighty Lord by the love of God. Therefore, we never ask people for money, but would offer what 
we have to the Lord and pray Him to handle the issues (like Andrew rather than Philip in John 6:6-9). 
Individually, we can discern our each mind before the Lord, as how much love for Him can be observed 
(1) by the money index to divide willing expenditures to God by total expenditures (Luke 12:34; 21:2-
3), as well as (2) by how much the words of God we love (John 1:1). We know that any offering to God 
without willing mind is not accepted by God (2 Cor 8:12). The public love money especially in capitalism 
society because without money capitalism would not exist. However, we as Christians should not love 
money but should know its nature (1 Timothy 6:10). CCAH has been controlled not by money even in the 
capitalism society but by sovereign almighty God. The foundation of CCAH finance has begun from a 
homeless person's 2 dime offering to the Lord for CCAH at the Rock Fortress facility. The willing mind 
part for an offering should always prevail over its money part. An offering box in a church service or a 
donation button on websites through CCAH is a way to express a donor’s love for God by willing donation, 
the 1st part rather than 2nd money part, according to the Scripture (Mark 12:43; Luke 21:3-4). In fact, 
the fund raising or the fund seeking is not necessary for CCAH but the Lord seeking is sufficient because 
God is continually working through His church, CCAH, in Acts 29 (1 Chronicles 28:9; 2 Chronicles 15:1-
2). We have spent offerings/donations about 40% for external ministries (for missions in Philippians 
4:15-19 & for charity in Matthew 25:40) based upon our faith of "one church (Eklesia) on the earth" -- 
the holy universal church, not unholy ecumenical church -- (e.g. 1st Quarter 2014, 43.15%; 4st Quarter 
2013, 55.6 %; 3rd Quarter 2013, 20.11%; 2nd Quarter 2013, 55.91%; 1st Quarter, 2013 43.26%; 4th 
Quarter, 2012 45.57%, etc.), rather than spent them for additional social/cultural/popular internal 
programs. But about 60% for the internal ministries following the model of the early church in the Book 

of Acts is spent for sheep to be fed with spiritual food (Galatians 6:6) and for staff (1 Timothy 5:17-18). 

CCAH is the poor in material and spirit, but is the rich to give it away for Christ's sake, e.g., about 40% 
of annual offerings, with the poor hearts in spirit. The Lord is the shepherd of CCAH who is "as sorrowful, 
yet always rejoicing; as poor, yet making many rich; as having nothing, and yet possessing all things" (2 
Cor 6:10).

1. Topical Sermon: From a few words of God to an explanation.  
2. Custom: From a few words of God, through generations, to a lifestyle. 
3. Testimony: Personal life experience with a few words of God.  
4. Sharing the Gospel of Jesus Christ: Using a few words of God.

These practices are preferred over secular activities.  
 
Within the syntax and context of all Scripture, these are good and 
accepted. Outside their syntax and context of all Scripture (“peddling the 
word of God”):  
 
1. If they go against the principles of the doctrine of Christ (Hebrews 6:1), 
we cast them down (2 Corinthians 10:5). 
 
2. If they contradict Scripture, we cast them down and, if the Lord permits, 
convince people with Scripture.  
 
3. Otherwise, we tolerate them because of the supremacy of Agape love in 
the body of Christ on earth (Ephesians 1:22-23). 
 
4. We embrace an expository and inductive approach to teaching every 
word in Scripture, because studying each word for understanding is rare 
today (2 Corinthians 2:17: ‘not peddling the word of God’; 2 Timothy 2:15: 
‘study to show yourself approved unto God’).                  
 
5. We reference the four types of false pastors in Jeremiah 23:  

o Verse 13: Prophesying in Baal.  
o Verse 16: Following the imagination of their own heart.  
o Verse 28: Sharing dreams rather than the Word of God.  
o Verse 36: Perverting the words of God.  
o We also reference Jesus' sayings in Luke 4:4 (‘live by every word of 
God’) and Matthew 28:20 (‘teach them to observe all things’).
