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“Revive Us Again” Psalms 84-87   4/20/25 

Today, we’d like to see the title of “Revive Us Again”  in Psalms 84-87. 
To the souls on this Online Word through Podcast or YouTube Channel, on the earth, we’d like to suggest 

the 3 expositional Questions. (Maranatha Worship Songs : Videos are watchable upon the click on the

Q1.  In  84:2, “My soul longs, yes, even faints For the courts of the Lord; My heart and my flesh 
cry out for the living God,” what does it mean in the context?  And what can we learn from here? 

Q2. In 86:2,  “Preserve my life, for I am holy; You are my God; Save Your servant who trusts in 
You!,” Explain it with verses 15 & 16 in the context? And what can we learn from here? 

Q3. In 87:2, “The Lord loves the gates of Zion More than all the dwellings of Jacob,”  what does 
it mean in the context? And how can we apply it to our lives? 

(Background for context of this text on Daily Bible Reading and Studying Weekly Book Basis)  
 

These psalms were written by the sons of Korah the Levite, except the Psalm 86 the 
author of David.   The “revive” is always the sense of bringing new life to us. 
 
In the last time, in Psalm 83:17-18, “Let them be confounded and dismayed forever; 
Yes, let them be put to shame and perish, 18 That they may know that You, whose name 
alone is the Lord, Are the Most High over all the earth,” the psalmist prayed for God’s 
blowing out all surrounding enemies. Sometimes we must be humbled by adversity before 
we can have the ultimate victory. The name of God, our God JEHOVAH, let them know 
that He is the most high over all the earth..

1= (lovely is amiable; tabernacle is dwelling place; 
The ark of covenant was in the tabernacle. In OT, 
the place which the ark of covenant was located 
was a reference to the presence of God. It’s a 
foreshadow of the heavenly dwelling place) 
 
2= Q1 (The body, soul, and spirit the 3 parts of a 
person are integrated into one unit. I am a spirit, I 
dwell in a body and I possess consciousness, 
mind, emotion, or soul. Any drinks or food can’t 
satisfy you and any emotional experience can’t 
satisfy you, because you are thirsty again. But 
living water or the Spirit leads to the spiritual life 
and the fellowship with God. The living water 
comes first, having its fulfilment in you, and its 
satisfaction more. And it overflows to others and to 
God, and so Agape love the fruit of the Spirit 
overflows to neighbors and to God, i.e., love your 
neighbor as yourself and love God mostly. 1 Thes 
5:23; Mat 5:6; John 4:13-14; John 7:37-391 ) 

 
1 1 Thes 5:23  Now may the God of peace Himself sanctify you completely; and may your whole spirit, soul, and 
body be preserved blameless at the coming of our Lord Jesus Christ; Mat 5:6 Blessed are those who hunger and 
thirst for righteousness, For they shall be filled.; John 4:13-14 Jesus answered and said to her, “Whoever drinks of 
this water will thirst again, 14 but whoever drinks of the water that I shall give him will never thirst. But the water that I

3= (Those little creatures were hanging around the 
courts of the Lord all the time) 
 
 
 
 
4= (The psalmist longed to meet God inside His 
holy tabernacle, His dwelling place, because the 
ark of covenant as a reference of God’s presence 
was there.)  
 
5-6=(Baca means “weeping.” When you know that 
you are weak and fragile, you are not relying upon 
yourself. Then, you are relying upon God whose 
strength rests upon you. So, God’s strength is 
made perfect in your weakness. Through the 
difficult places of life, God’s strength is upon them.  
2 Cor 12:92 ) 
 

7= (The blessed man whose strength is in the Lord 
turns the weeping or sorrowful areas of life into a 
place of refreshment, a well, pools in those dry 
places. How good it is to know God’s strength.) 

9= (Asaph was praying for the king who had been 
anointed) 

 

10= (My heart and my life were in harmony and 
within accord of God  such as (1) in God’s courts 
other than anyplace else and (2) a doorkeeper in 
the house of God rather than any disobedient 
place.) 
 
 
 
11= (When we walk uprightly before the Lord and 
walk with the Lord, God will not hold any good 
things back that will help us serve Him.) 
 
 
 
 
12= (Whoever just put the trust in the Lord is 
blessed.) 
 
 
 
 
 

 
shall give him will become in him a fountain of water springing up into everlasting life.” ; John 7:37-39 On the last day, 
that great day of the feast, Jesus stood and cried out, saying, “If anyone thirsts, let him come to Me and drink. 38 He 
who believes in Me, as the Scripture has said, out of his heart will flow rivers of living water.”

1= (It’s thanksgiving to God probably for bringing 
people back from their Babylonian captivity.) 
 
 
2= (Despite the prophets’ constant warnings, they 
did not repent and thus they did go into captivity. 
Now they had the confession and the 
acknowledgement that God has forgiven their 
iniquity and covered their sin.) 
 
3-4= (God’s wrath/anger has been upon all 
ungodliness and unrighteousness from the OT time 
to NT time. Thus, we should the more earnest 
heed to the things we have heard in the whole 
Scripture. Rom 1:18-22; Heb 2:1-43) 
 
5=(Even if they returned to Jerusalem from their 
captivity, it was a mess and really bad. They were 
discouraged and demoralized, not amounting to a 
complete restoration yet.) 
 
6= (The “revive” is always the sense of bringing 
new life to us. Every life was not enough new life 
yet.   Lord, are we going to have to endure this kind 
of hardship from now on?  So, it’s the plea for God 
to turn again in blessing upon His people.) 
 
7= (The psalmist is asking the Lord to revive and to 
bring back to spiritual life, through His mercy and 
salvation from the messed and demoralized life, 
God can pour out His Spirit upon us, overflowing 
the Agape love the fruit of the Spirit to others and 
to God, renewing our Agape love for neighbors and 
for God.)  
 
8=  (The psalmist heard of God’s answer in heart. 
We pray so many issues before the Lord, but we 
never wait around to hear the answer. It’s 
important to wait to see what God’s going to say 
like this psalmist. God’s word to us is always peace 
because God wants peace with you.  God has 
provided a basis for peace with you through the 
work of Jesus Christ on the cross followed by 
resurrection.  God speaks peace with them, not 
turn again to the folly that brought them to the 
place of judgment of God upon the nation.) 
 
 

 
3 Rom 1:18-22 For the wrath of God is revealed from heaven against all ungodliness and unrighteousness of men, 
who suppress the truth in unrighteousness, 19 because what may be known of God is manifest in them, for God has 
shown it to them. 20 For since the creation of the world His invisible attributes are clearly seen, being understood by 
the things that are made, even His eternal power and Godhead, so that they are without excuse, 21 because, although 
they knew God, they did not glorify Him as God, nor were thankful, but became futile in their thoughts, and their 
foolish hearts were darkened. 22 Professing to be wise, they became fools,; Heb 2:1-4 Therefore we must give the 
more earnest heed to the things we have heard, lest we drift away. 2 For if the word spoken through angels proved 
steadfast, and every transgression and disobedience received a just reward, 3 how shall we escape if we neglect so 
great a salvation, which at the first began to be spoken by the Lord, and was confirmed to us by those who 
heard Him, 4 God also bearing witness both with signs and wonders, with various miracles, and gifts of the Holy 
Spirit, according to His own will?

10 Mercy and truth have met together;

10= (It’s sort of prophecy here. Mercy, truth, 
righteousness and peace all together meet in the 
person of Jesus because He is the way, the truth, 
and the life. The truth is Jesus whom the scripture 
testifies of.  You can come to the righteous God 
peacefully, not in wrath upon unrighteousness, only 
through Jesus who paid your all deadly and 
nondeadly sin with His blood.  Justice or 
righteousness demands the penalty be exacted for 
the sin.  Mercy is the forgiveness for the sin. So, I 
can have peace with God through Jesus Christ. I 
can be righteous before God through Jesus Christ.  
John 14:65) 
 
11-13= (This psalm ends with the confidence..  
There will be revival, the restoration. It’s a glorious 
psalm) 
 
 
86   
 
1= (David made this psalm in his earlier time of 
difficulty before sitting actually on throne under 
Saul and others’ threat on his life.)  
 
2=Q2 (David’s prayer first was on the basis of what 
David deserved, ‘I am poor, needy, and holy. I cry 
to You daily and I lift up my soul to You’  But David 
was getting worse.  David’s prayer later in verses 
15-16, was changed to the basis of what God 
deserves from the basis of what he deserved, 
‘ Lord, You are full of compassion, You are 
gracious, You are longsuffering, and You are full of 
mercy and truth.’  Then, David was getting better 
because the Lord worked through David’s 
weakness. Here, we should learn and can apply it 
to our lives.) 
 
7=(In our trouble, difficulty, or pain which might be 
so great, our conviction that God answers our 
prayer will sustain us, like Jeremiah, in the 
fellowship with the true and living God. It’s most 
glorious thing in the word, God’s word in the 
answer, against the biggest lie of Satan. .  Jer 31:1; 
Jer 33:16 ) 
 

 
4 Rom 10:9-10  that if you confess with your mouth the Lord Jesus and believe in your heart that God has raised Him 
from the dead, you will be saved. 10 For with the heart one believes unto righteousness, and with the mouth confession 
is made unto salvation. 
5 John 14:6  Jesus said to him, “I am the way, the truth, and the life. No one comes to the Father except through Me. 
6 Jer 31:1 “At the same time,” says the Lord, “I will be the God of all the families of Israel, and they shall be My people.”; 
Jer 33:1 Moreover the word of the Lord came to Jeremiah a second time, while he was still shut up in the court of the 
prison, saying, 
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8 Among the gods there is none like You, O Lord; 
Nor are there any works like Your works. 

 
9 All nations whom You have made

9=(God wants to be glorified by more than just the 
nation of Israel, i.e., every tongue and every 
creature.  Phil 2:9-11; Psalm 22:29; Isaiah 45:238 ) 
 
 
 
 
11= (Give me an undivided heart or undivided 
loyalty to the Lord. One of biggest problems is 
divided heart today.  There is a warfare that goes 
on within us. The flesh is against the spirit, the 
spirit is against the flesh, and two are contrary. Gal 
5:179 ) 
 
12-13=(I acknowledge the fact about the rich man 
and Lazarus. I deserve the lowest hell but thank 
God that He has delivered my soul from the lowest 
hell through Jesus Christ upon faith,  Luke

15-16 = (Here the basis of what God deserves.

17= (You are my help, my comfort, and my 
strength.

1= (It’s the Psalm to devote the city of God, 
Jerusalem. There are the holy mountains -- mount 
Zion, Moriah mount, mount of Olives. That city in 
the early Jerusalem is a foreshadowing of the New 
Jerusalem that will be coming down from God out 
of heaven  Rev 21:1-211 ) 
 
2-3= Q3 (The city of Jerusalem was God’s 
preference for the place of the Ark of Covenant to 
rest as a reference to God’s presence. God has 
chosen to place His name in Jerusalem by His 
word. The Mount Zion is a typical of the holy 
mountains in Jerusalem. So, Zion, Jerusalem, and 
temple represent the future community of all 
believers.  All whose names written in the Lamb’s 
book of life will be given the honor of living there. 
Psalm 78:67-68; Rev 21:2712 ) 
 
 
4=(Rahab means pride. You have broken Rahab in 
pieces, as one who is slain. You have scattered 
Your enemies with Your mighty arm.  Also, it is 
used to refer Egypt on Psalm 89:10; Isaiah 51:9 
13  ) 
 
5= (God will establish Zion or Jerusalem above the 
other places.) 
 
 
 
 
6= (The book of Life mentioned “whose names” 
written in the “Book of Life.” And anyone not found 
written in the Book of Life was cast into the lake of 
fire) 
 
7= (The singers and the instrument players 
together praise God, as the root of our lives goes 
down to draw from Him. All of our springs is in You. 
Every child of God is able to declare this glorious 
song.) 
 
 

 
Note: Most Christians say the Scripture is important, but rarely study every word in the Scripture 
and commit it to the Lord. So, it’s better to study it and live accordingly after the Spirit for the Lord 
(2 Tim 2:15).  This online word for global crusade in effect develops from the expositional sermon

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Q 1. How many members or offerings are at CCAH? 

A 1. People say, "How many people have been saved?" we don’t know, but God knows, although we 
acknowledge that God has arranged over 1,000 units of communities, 7 sober living facilities, over 200 
units of veteran community, KJV English & RVR Spanish Scriptures & 200 lunches per week for the 
homeless, and over a million online visitors (Mat 25:40 “unto one of the least of these”). It doesn’t 
matter. It’s something we leave the numbers with God. He knows those that are His and that’s the 
important thing (e.g. David's motive for census in 1 Chro 21:1). Therefore, we don't worry about the 
numbers of the members and of tithes and offerings because the Lord has given the increase, He has 
added them to CCAH so far (1 Cor 3:7; Acts 2:47; 2 Sam 24:1-3), not as we have done at all, and CCAH is 
His own church (souls), the Lord's church, "Jesus is all in all," purchased with His blood (Mat 16:18; 1 
Cor 6:20; Acts 20:28). Since His foolishness is wiser than men, such as all men's visions/ plans/ 
programs (1 Cor 1:25; Zechariah 4:6), and His thoughts unto each soul are more in number than the sand 
(Psalm 139:17-18), we are just active obedient followers of the Lord, venturing out in faith, "Let CCAH 
go, let God." 

And if you did indeed receive the increase, why do you boast as if you had not received it? (1 Cor 4:7) 
For we are not, as so many, peddling the word of God; but as of sincerity, but as from God, we speak in 
the sight of God in Christ (2 Cor 2:17), CCAH continues faithfully in teaching the entire Scripture simply 
without alteration, fellowship, communion, and prayers, being the witnesses to Christ, powered with the 
Spirit, in Jerusalem, all Judea, Samaria, and to the end of the earth (Acts 1:8; 2:42, 47). The truth the 
Word of God matters wherever - offline, indoor, outdoor, online, at sea, or in sky - and whenever - 
Sunday, Saturday, weekday, every day, this generation time, or the future generation time (John 5:39; 
17:17). The truth shall make us free (John 8:32), from where Christ is named, where commercial 
capitalism is controlling, where territorial boundaries are lined, or where racial, material, or hereditary 
partiality underscores. Every Christian is exhorted to go to church at any convenient place unless she is 
against "the principles of doctrine of Christ" (Heb 6:1) because of "one church (Eklesia) on the earth" 
(Eph 1:22-23). Touchable over 1,000 souls by offline and foreseeable over 1 million souls by online at 
CCAH are being fed by the whole counsel of God throughout the Spirit, living by every His word (1 John 
2:27; Luke 4:4). CCAH does care about each soul because we believe that everybody is impartially created 
by God in His image (Gen 1:26) -- regardless of race, gender, age, wealth, or education such as Caucasian, 
male, youth, rich, Ivy league graduate, or not-- and that the eternal value of each soul is much greater 
than the value of any material/ temporal/ perishable things on the earth (James 3:17; Mat 16:26). 
When God leads, God provides (1 Chronicles 22:11). So, we don't seek money because it follows the faith 
in the almighty Lord by the love of God. Therefore, we never ask people for money, but would offer what 
we have to the Lord and pray Him to handle the issues (like Andrew rather than Philip in John 6:6-9). 
Individually, we can discern our each mind before the Lord, as how much love for Him can be observed 
(1) by the money index to divide willing expenditures to God by total expenditures (Luke 12:34; 21:2-
3), as well as (2) by how much the words of God we love (John 1:1). We know that any offering to God 
without willing mind is not accepted by God (2 Cor 8:12). The public love money especially in capitalism 
society because without money capitalism would not exist. However, we as Christians should not love 
money but should know its nature (1 Timothy 6:10). CCAH has been controlled not by money even in the 
capitalism society but by sovereign almighty God. The foundation of CCAH finance has begun from a 
homeless person's 2 dime offering to the Lord for CCAH at the Rock Fortress facility. The willing mind 
part for an offering should always prevail over its money part. An offering box in a church service or a 
donation button on websites through CCAH is a way to express a donor’s love for God by willing donation, 
the 1st part rather than 2nd money part, according to the Scripture (Mark 12:43; Luke 21:3-4). In fact, 
the fund raising or the fund seeking is not necessary for CCAH but the Lord seeking is sufficient because 
God is continually working through His church, CCAH, in Acts 29 (1 Chronicles 28:9; 2 Chronicles 15:1-
2). We have spent offerings/donations about 40% for external ministries (for missions in Philippians 
4:15-19 & for charity in Matthew 25:40) based upon our faith of "one church (Eklesia) on the earth" -- 
the holy universal church, not unholy ecumenical church -- (e.g. 1st Quarter 2014, 43.15%; 4st Quarter 
2013, 55.6 %; 3rd Quarter 2013, 20.11%; 2nd Quarter 2013, 55.91%; 1st Quarter, 2013 43.26%; 4th 
Quarter, 2012 45.57%, etc.), rather than spent them for additional social/cultural/popular internal 
programs. But about 60% for the internal ministries following the model of the early church in the Book 

of Acts is spent for sheep to be fed with spiritual food (Galatians 6:6) and for staff (1 Timothy 5:17-18). 

CCAH is the poor in material and spirit, but is the rich to give it away for Christ's sake, e.g., about 40% 
of annual offerings, with the poor hearts in spirit. The Lord is the shepherd of CCAH who is "as sorrowful, 
yet always rejoicing; as poor, yet making many rich; as having nothing, and yet possessing all things" (2 
Cor 6:10).
