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“No Wisdom Against the Lord” Proverbs 20-21   4/27/25 

Today, we’d like to see the title of “No Wisdom Against the Lord”  in Proverbs 20-21. 
To the souls on this Online Word through Podcast or YouTube Channel, on the earth, we’d like to suggest 

the 3 expositional Questions. (Maranatha Worship Songs : Videos are watchable upon the click on the

Q1.  In  20:9, “Who can say, ‘I have made my heart clean, I am pure from my sin’?,” 
what does it mean?  And what can we learn from here? 

Q2. In 20:22,  “Do not say, ‘I will recompense evil’; Wait for the Lord, and He will save 
you,” what does it mean?  And what can we learn from here? 

Q3. In 21:30, “There is no wisdom or understanding Or counsel against the Lord,”  what 
does it mean? And how can we apply it to our lives? 

(Background for context of this text on Daily Bible Reading and Studying Weekly Book Basis)  
 

Solomon the king wrote 3,000 proverbs, but on the book of proverbs, the 29 of 31 
proverbs on the book of Proverbs are recorded in the Scripture. And he wrote 1,005 
songs but on the book of Psalms, 2 of 150 Psalms – maybe Psalms 72,  and 127 -- are 
recorded in the Scripture, in the light of 1 Kings 4:32, ”He spoke three thousand 
proverbs, and his songs were one thousand and five.”  
 
In the last time, in Proverb 19:29, “Judgments are prepared for scoffers, And beatings 
for the backs of fools,” Scoffers reserve judgments and fools reserve their backs to be 
beaten. All of them will stand before the judgment of the Lord after all last breath.

It can 
influence your body. It is lawful for you but it 
doesn’t edify. I want a life completely committed to 
God without under its influence.  Eph 5:18; 1 Tim 
5:23; 1 Cor 19:231 
 
2= (So, don’t make a king anger.) 
 
 
 
 
3= (Don’t get involved in strife because a wise 
person can find a way out of a quarrel.) 
 
 
4= (Solomon the author showed many causes of 
the lazy person.  The laziness of the lazy man 
caused not to plow with the excuse of cold 
weather. During harvest, he would not receive any 
crops even if he begs.) 
 
 

 
1 Eph 5:18 And do not be drunk with wine, in which is dissipation; but be filled with the Spirit; 1 Tim 5:23 No longer drink 
only water, but use a little wine for your stomach’s sake and your frequent infirmities; 1 Cor 10:23 All things are lawful for 
me, but not all things are helpful; all things are lawful for me, but not all things edify..

5 Counsel in the heart of man is like deep water, 
But a man of understanding will draw it out. 

6 Most men will proclaim each his own goodness, 
But who can find a faithful man? 

7 The righteous man walks in his integrity; 
His children are blessed after him.

17 Bread gained by deceit is sweet to a man, 
But afterward his mouth will be filled with gravel. 

 
 
5= (Draw out wisdom from persons or sources 
such as counsels, teachings, search engines, AI 
assistants, etc. Note wisdom is the understood 
known word of God applicable to an opened door 
or a given situation.) 
 
6= (Most people brag about how good they are, 
how smart they are, or what they did, But it is hard 
for us to find who is faithful.) 
 
7= (The man who lives by faith, the just or 
righteous man, walks in his integrity, honesty, or 
uprightness before the Lord. And his children follow 
after him, as a role model,) 
 
8= (God makes a king a judge who makes 
judgment according to God’s word. And so all evil 
is destroyed by his judgment.) 
 
9=Q1 (No one, because you can’t cleanse your 
own heart of evil. That’s the work of God’s Spirit. 
My heart has been cleansed by the blood of Jesus 
Christ. He is the only one who has washed me 
from my sins,) 
 
10= (For a profit by cheat, a merchant has two or 
more weights or measures. The weights or 
measures of purchase proceeds are different from 
the things of the sale proceeds for his or her 
fraudulent profit.  God hates any lie or dishonesty 
because it is impossible for God to lie. Heb 6:182 ) 
 
11= (Even a child knows what the character flaws 
or what needs to be worked with. A parent need to 
start admonishing from here.) 
 
12= (We have the ear to hear and the eye to see. 
They have come from God.) 
 
13= (Here is another cause of a lazy man with the 
verse 4. Don’t oversleep. Get up and go to work.) 
 
14= (It’s a dishonest purchase of goods.  You 
depreciate the goods and you bought at cheaper 
price, Then, Man! What a deal I got!  It is against 
the character of Christ, who has no dishonest 
character but honest character.  And so a person 
like Christ or a Christian is exhorted not to have 
any dishonesty character.) 
 
15= (Gold and rubies are precious but the lips of 
knowledge or the words of knowledge are like a 
precious jewel. The latter things are imperishable 
but the former things are perishable.) 
 
16= (Surety or guarantor for a debt of a known 
person is bound to pay it off timely by the creditor 
of the debtor or a stranger. Surety is like a pledge 
or collateral for a seductress.) 
 
17= (You might enjoy your gains by deceit. But in 
the end, it’s going to be like a mouthful gravel.) 
 
 
 
 

 
2 Heb 6:18 that by two immutable things, in which it is impossible for God to lie, we might have strong consolation, who 
have fled for refuge to lay hold of the hope set before us. 
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18 Plans are established by counsel; 
By wise counsel wage war. 

 

19 He who goes about as a talebearer reveals 
secrets; Therefore do not associate with one who 
flatters with his lips. 

20 Whoever curses his father or his mother, 
His lamp will be put out in deep darkness. 

21 An inheritance gained hastily at the beginning 
Will not be blessed at the end. 

22 Do not say, “I will recompense evil”; 
Wait for the Lord, and He will save you. 

23 Diverse weights are an abomination to 
the Lord, 
And dishonest scales are not good. 

24 A man’s steps are of the Lord; 
How then can a man understand his own way? 

 

25 It is a snare for a man to devote 
rashly something as holy, 
And afterward to reconsider his vows. 

 

 

 
 
18=(Purposes are established with counsel. Before 
a battle, you take wise counsel about it for a 
victory. Without careful consideration, you would 
lose in the battle. E.g. opened door or shut door by 
our Lord – examine the situation; given talents or 
time – check availability; applicable written word of 
God – is there?; Is it for God’s glory or a human 
profit? Luke 14:283 ) 
 
19= (Avoid those who reveal secrets or who flatter 
with their lips.) 
 
 
20= (When a child becomes so rebellious, he 
begins to curse his parents. Their lamp will be put 
out in obscure darkness,) 
 
21= (upon  hastily gains without careful 
consideration, like drug traffic, the house will not be 
blessed in the end.) 
 
 
22=Q2 (Don’t go around threatening to get even 
but just commit it to the Lord because vengeance 
is God’s and God will repay. Let the Lord take care 
of it. Deu 32:35; Rom 12:194 ) 
 
 
23= (See verse 10, diverse weights and 
measures.) 
 
 
24= (God’s sovereign is over my life and He is in 
control. He’s guiding and directing my life. Often I 
don’t know what God is doing in my life. I don’t 
know what the purpose of God is, but I just have to 
trust in the Lord. God has a purpose and a plan in 
it. Psalm 37:235 ) 
 
25=(Vows are serious to God. Abstain from vowing 
beyond your knowledge, and so let your ‘Yes’ be 
‘Yes,’ and your ‘No,’ ‘No. When you feel something 
rashly or without serious consideration as holy,  
you vows to devote it to the Lord. It is surely 
required of you. And so it’s a snare for you. E.g., in 
a heretic conference, he vowed to dedicate his 
house hastily to the Lord for a mission field. Deu 
23:21-23; Mat 5: 33,34, 37; James 5:126 ) 
 
 
 
 
 

 
3 Luke 14:28 For which of you, intending to build a tower, does not sit down first and count the cost, whether he 
has enough to finish it— 
4 Deu 32:35 Vengeance is Mine, and recompense; Their foot shall slip in due time; For the day of their calamity is at 
hand, And the things to come hasten upon them.’; Rom 12:19 Beloved, do not avenge yourselves, but rather give 
place to wrath; for it is written, “Vengeance is Mine, I will repay,” says the Lord. 
5 Psalm 37:23 The steps of a good man are ordered by the Lord, And He delights in his way. 

6 Deu 23:21-23  “When you make a vow to the Lord your God, you shall not delay to pay it; for the Lord your God will 
surely require it of you, and it would be sin to you. 22 But if you abstain from vowing, it shall not be sin to you. 23 That 
which has gone from your lips you shall keep and perform, for you voluntarily vowed to the Lord your God what you 
have promised with your mouth; Mat 5: 33,34, 37 33 “Again you have heard that it was said to those of old, ‘You shall 
not swear falsely, but shall perform your oaths to the Lord.’ 34 But I say to you, do not swear at all: neither by heaven, 
for it is God’s throne; 37 But let your ‘Yes’ be ‘Yes,’ and your ‘No,’ ‘No.’ For whatever is more than these is from the evil 
one; James 5:12 But above all, my brethren, do not swear, either by heaven or by earth or with any other oath. But let 
your “Yes” be “Yes,” and your “No,” “No,” lest you fall into judgment. 
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26 A wise king sifts out the wicked, 
And brings the threshing wheel over them. 

27 The spirit of a man is the lamp of the Lord, 
Searching all the inner depths of his heart. 

28 Mercy and truth preserve the king, 
And by lovingkindness he upholds his throne. 

29 The glory of young men is their strength, 
And the splendor of old men is their gray head. 

30 Blows that hurt cleanse away evil, 
As do stripes the inner depths of the heart. 

 

21 

1  The king’s heart is in the hand of the Lord, 
Like the rivers of water; 
He turns it wherever He wishes. 

2 Every way of a man is right in his own eyes, 
But the Lord weighs the hearts. 

 

3 To do righteousness and justice 
Is more acceptable to the Lord than sacrifice. 

 

4 A haughty look, a proud heart, 
And the plowing of the wicked are sin. 

 

 
 
26= (The wheel of justice grinds slow, but 
exceedingly fine. So a wise king will bring this 
wheel of justice over the wicked.) 
 
27= (The spirit of a man is the deepest part of your 
being. The Spirit of God is searching it like the 
lamp of the Lord to show or reveal it.) 
 
 
28=(Mercy, truth, and lovingkindness are important 
for a king. They preserve the king and upholds his 
throne,) 
 
29= (The merit of young men is strength, while the 
merit of old men is gray head or long life 
experiences.) 
 
30= (To cleanse away evil from inward part of a 
person’s life, we had used blows or stripes as 
discipline methods while today we use in different 
ways in most countries.) 
 
 
 
21 
 
1=(God is sovereign. God is in control, even over 
the king’s heart. God turns it however He will. For 
example, God used to judge and punish Israel the 
northern kingdom for idolatry with Assyria the evil 
instrument. Later, God destroyed Assyria through 
Babylon, showing Assyria under God’s control. 
Isaiah 10:5-87 ) 
 
2= (We can make an excuse or justify anything we 
do. There was a reason for it. But God knows the 
motives or the hearts,) 
 
 
3= (Without hearts for God, the sacrifice does not 
please God. The hearts for God are the heart to do 
righteousness and justice, the heart to obey God, 
or the heart to do justice, mercy, and faith --- 
mostly love for God. E.g.  God said over a period of 
time in Israel that He abhorred their sacrifices 
because they were just doing but they were 
deliberating rebellion against God.  2 Sam 15:22; 
Mat 23:238 ) 
 
4= (A haughty look or a high look comes out of the 
proud heart.  The proud heart causes you to rely 
upon yourself. You don’t rely upon any others or 
even God. You are disobedient to God. That’s why 
God resists the proud, but gives grace to the 
humble. Everything the wicked do is sin. So, the 
plowing of the wicked is sin. James 4:6-79 ) 
 

 
7 Isaiah 10:5-8 “Woe to Assyria, the rod of My anger And the staff in whose hand is My indignation. 6 I will send him 
against an ungodly nation, And against the people of My wrath I will give him charge, To seize the spoil, to take the 
prey, And to tread them down like the mire of the streets. 7 Yet he does not mean so, Nor does his heart think so; 
But it is in his heart to destroy, And cut off not a few nations. 8 For he says, ‘Are not my princes altogether kings? 
8 1 Sam 15:22  So Samuel said: “Has the Lord as great delight in burnt offerings and sacrifices, As in obeying the 
voice of the Lord? Behold, to obey is better than sacrifice, And to heed than the fat of rams; Mat 23:23  “Woe to you, 
scribes and Pharisees, hypocrites! For you pay tithe of mint and anise and cummin, and have neglected the 
weightier matters of the law: justice and mercy and faith. These you ought to have done, without leaving the others 
undone.  
9 James 4:6-7  But He gives more grace. Therefore He says: “God resists the proud, But gives grace to the humble.” 
7 Therefore submit to God. Resist the devil and he will flee from you.  
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5 The plans of the diligent lead surely to plenty, 
But those of everyone who is hasty, surely to 
poverty. 

6 Getting treasures by a lying tongue Is the 
fleeting fantasy of those who seek death. 

7 The violence of the wicked will destroy them, 
Because they refuse to do justice. 

8 The way of a guilty man is perverse; 
But as for the pure, his work is right. 

9 Better to dwell in a corner of a housetop, 
Than in a house shared with a contentious 
woman. 

10 The soul of the wicked desires evil; 
His neighbor finds no favor in his eyes. 

11 When the scoffer is punished, the simple is 
made wise; 
But when the wise is instructed, he receives 
knowledge. 

 

12 The righteous God wisely considers the house 
of the wicked, Overthrowing the wicked 
for their wickedness. 

13 Whoever shuts his ears to the cry of the poor 
Will also cry himself and not be heard. 

14 A gift in secret pacifies anger, 
And a bribe behind the back, strong wrath. 

15 It is a joy for the just to do justice, 
But destruction will come to the workers of 
iniquity. 

 
5= (In the book of Proverbs, there is the constant 
commending of a diligent person, while there is the 
constant condemning of a lazy person. The 
diligence causes plenty assets. Hasty decision, 
without careful consideration, causes poverty.) 
 
 
6= (Here is dishonesty issue again, see chapter 20 
verse 10 above. Getting treasure by deceit, fraud, 
lies is an emptiness like the fleeting fantasy of 
those who seek death, mirage.)  
 
7= (The wicked will ultimately be destroyed by his 
own violence according to just judgment.) 
 
 
8= (A perverse man is contrasted with a pure man.) 
 
 
 
9= (The life with a harmonious or peaceful woman 
even in a corner of housetop is better than the life 
with a contentious or brawling woman in a house.) 
 
 
 
10= (The inner heart of the wicked is the desire for 
evil and so his neighbor doesn’t get favor from the 
wicked person.) 
 
 
11= (When the scoffer, the arrogant, or the proud is 
punished, the simple or the foolish learns a wisdom 
from the punishment. But when the wise person is 
instructed, he receives knowledge because 
knowledge develops toward wisdom. And so the 
wise person would get more wisdom.) 
 
 
 
 
12= (The righteous God considers wisely the 
wicked, ultimately bringing them to death and 
overthrowing to the lake of fire, beyond the 
physical death.) 
 
13= (Solomon takes up so many causes of the 
poor in the Proverbs. Here is another cause. If you 
stop your ears at the cry of the poor, then when 
you are in need and are crying, there will be no one 
to listen to you.)  
 
14= (So it’s the way to appease. Watch for a bribe 
or a gift. A bribe is an illegal or dishonest gift. E.g., 
most husbands to take some flowers home.) 
 
 
15= (Don’t you feel good when you’ve done right 
things?  When you commit iniquity or sin, it will be 
full-grown destruction or death unless you confess 
it before the faithful Lord. James 1:1510 ) 
 

 
10 James 1:15, 24,25  Then, when desire has conceived, it gives birth to sin; and sin, when it is full-grown, brings forth 
death. 24 Then Joshua, and all Israel with him, took Achan the son of Zerah, the silver, the garment, the wedge of 
gold, his sons, his daughters, his oxen, his donkeys, his sheep, his tent, and all that he had, and they brought them 
to the Valley of Achor. 25 And Joshua said, “Why have you troubled us? The Lord will trouble you this day.” So all 
Israel stoned him with stones; and they burned them with fire after they had stoned them with stones. 
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16 A man who wanders from the way of 
understanding 
Will rest in the assembly of the dead. 

17 He who loves pleasure will be a poor man; 
He who loves wine and oil will not be rich. 

18 The wicked shall be a ransom for the righteous, 
And the unfaithful for the upright. 

 

 

19 Better to dwell in the wilderness, 
Than with a contentious and angry woman. 

20 There is desirable treasure, 
And oil in the dwelling of the wise, 
But a foolish man squanders it. 

21 He who follows righteousness and mercy 
Finds life, righteousness, and honor. 

 

22 A wise man scales the city of the mighty, 
And brings down the trusted stronghold. 

23 Whoever guards his mouth and tongue 
Keeps his soul from troubles. 

24 A proud and haughty man—“Scoffer” is his 
name; He acts with arrogant pride. 

25 The desire of the lazy man kills him, 
For his hands refuse to labor. 

 
 
 
16= (If you wander out of the path of understanding 
the known word of God, you will live in the 
community of the spiritual dead people.)  
 
 
17= (The person who lives for pleasure or who 
loves wine and oil will not save anything, resulting 
in poverty.) 
 
18= (The wicked shall be a ransom for the 
righteous, And the unfaithful shall be a ransom for 
the upright. For example, Achan’s trespass about 
secretly possession of spoils caused Israel’s  
defeat at Ai. After Israelites removed all evil of 
Achan out of their camp, they were able to make Ai 
fall. Here, the wicked or the unfaithful Achan 
became a ransom for the righteous or the upright.   
Joshua 7:1, 24,2511 ) 
 
 
 
19= (See the verse 6, above. The life with the 
harmonious or peaceful woman is blessed.) 
 
 
 
20= (The importance is saving for the future. Unlike 
the wise man, the foolish man spends everything 
he has, such as foolish virgins.   Mat 25:8-912 ) 
 
 
21= (Whoever seeks righteousness and mercy is 
going to find life, righteousness, and honor, If you 
seek first His kingdom and righteousness, all these 
things, not only tangible things but here intangible 
things, shall be added to you according to His good 
purpose.  Mat 6:3313)  
 
22= (A wise man carefully scales the city of the 
mighty, not hastily without careful observation of 
the city, and brings down the stronghold of that 
city.) 
 
23=( How many times have you gotten in trouble 
because you said something? It is wise to be slow 
to speak. James 1:1914 ) 
 
 
24= (See above verse 4.) 
 
 
 
25= (you are too lazy to work. So the desire of 
laziness kills you.) 
 
 
 
 
 

 
11 Joshua 7:1 But the children of Israel committed a trespass regarding the accursed things, for Achan the son of Carmi, 
the son of Zabdi, the son of Zerah, of the tribe of Judah, took of the accursed things; so the anger of the Lord burned 
against the children of Israel. 
12 Mat 25:8-9 And the foolish said to the wise, ‘Give us some of your oil, for our lamps are going out.’ 9 But the wise 
answered, saying, ‘No, lest there should not be enough for us and you; but go rather to those who sell, and buy for 
yourselves.’ 
13 Mat 6:33 But seek first the kingdom of God and His righteousness, and all these things shall be added to you. 
14 James 1:19 So then, my beloved brethren, let every man be swift to hear, slow to speak, slow to wrath; 
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26 He covets greedily all day long, 
But the righteous gives and does not spare. 

27 The sacrifice of the wicked is an abomination; 
How much more when he brings it with wicked 
intent! 

28 A false witness shall perish, 
But the man who hears him will speak endlessly 
[consistently]. 

29 A wicked man hardens his face, 
But as for the upright, he establishes his way. 

30 There is no wisdom or understanding 
Or counsel against the Lord. 

 

31 The horse is prepared for the day of battle, 
But deliverance is of the Lord. 

 

 
26= (To covet is sin -- worse, greedily, To give 
away to the needy people or to be generous is a 
divine character of Agape love. Ex 20:17; Mat 
25:4015 ) 
 
27= (God know your heart. Sacrifice must follow 
the heart for God which is the heart to do 
righteousness and justice, the heart to obey God, 
or the heart to do justice, mercy, and faith. See 
verse 3 above.   Prov 21:3; 2 Sam 15:2216 ) 
 
 
28= (The liar’s testimony, inconsistent with the fact, 
is disproved by the witness’ testimony, consistent 
with the fact.) 
 
29= (The wicked get hardened in their hearts, 
Often they get hardened their faces too. But the 
one who walk uprightly before God walks his way 
being established by God, without his hardened 
face.) 
 
30=Q3 (Now it is an important proverb that we all 
should take and really put to heart. Any human 
wisdom, understanding, or counsel is not against 
the Lord because the foolishness of God is wiser 
than men. Can the unlimited God the creator be 
compared with the limited humans the creatures? 
NEVER! 1 Cor 1:2517 ) 
 
31= (Then, the horse was used for battle. All our 
preparation for any tasks is useless without God. 
Don’t look first to material thing or whatever, but 
look to the Lord first!) 

 
Note: Most Christians say the Scripture is important, but rarely study every word in the Scripture 
and commit it to the Lord. So, it’s better to study it and live accordingly after the Spirit for the Lord 
(2 Tim 2:15).  This online word for global crusade in effect develops from the expositional sermon 
(KJV), into spiritual transformation in daily love fellowship with the Lord throughout the Scripture 
Study (NKJV) -- All Scripture Expositional Study from verse by verse Inductive Studies -- of which 
application is the Discipleship and Spiritual Formation, closer to the image of Christ. Also the 
whole verses of NIV as a reference are observed equally to KJV and NKJV for every online word.  
We think that “Any human opinion is not really important rather than what God says. So, the best 
commentary on the Scripture is the Scripture per se. But the opinion to make us understand God’s 
Word is acceptable (2 Corinthians 10:5).” Further, for the application, a life or spiritual experience 
might be helpful to understand how to apply an understood word in the text column, but it is 
temperately used like Paul, because nobody should think above that literal experience (2 Cor 
12:6, Jer 23:28; Ne 8:8).   
 
All quotations are taken, except King James Version (KJV), from New King James Version 
(NKJV) -- All Scripture Expositional Study from verse by verse Inductive Studies -- of which  
application is the Discipleship and Spiritual Formation, closer to the image of Christ. Also the

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Q 1. How many members or offerings are at CCAH? 

A 1. People say, "How many people have been saved?" we don’t know, but God knows, although we 
acknowledge that God has arranged over 1,000 units of communities, 7 sober living facilities, over 200 
units of veteran community, KJV English & RVR Spanish Scriptures & 200 lunches per week for the 
homeless, and over a million online visitors (Mat 25:40 “unto one of the least of these”). It doesn’t 
matter. It’s something we leave the numbers with God. He knows those that are His and that’s the 
important thing (e.g. David's motive for census in 1 Chro 21:1). Therefore, we don't worry about the 
numbers of the members and of tithes and offerings because the Lord has given the increase, He has 
added them to CCAH so far (1 Cor 3:7; Acts 2:47; 2 Sam 24:1-3), not as we have done at all, and CCAH is 
His own church (souls), the Lord's church, "Jesus is all in all," purchased with His blood (Mat 16:18; 1 
Cor 6:20; Acts 20:28). Since His foolishness is wiser than men, such as all men's visions/ plans/ 
programs (1 Cor 1:25; Zechariah 4:6), and His thoughts unto each soul are more in number than the sand 
(Psalm 139:17-18), we are just active obedient followers of the Lord, venturing out in faith, "Let CCAH 
go, let God." 

And if you did indeed receive the increase, why do you boast as if you had not received it? (1 Cor 4:7) 
For we are not, as so many, peddling the word of God; but as of sincerity, but as from God, we speak in 
the sight of God in Christ (2 Cor 2:17), CCAH continues faithfully in teaching the entire Scripture simply 
without alteration, fellowship, communion, and prayers, being the witnesses to Christ, powered with the 
Spirit, in Jerusalem, all Judea, Samaria, and to the end of the earth (Acts 1:8; 2:42, 47). The truth the 
Word of God matters wherever - offline, indoor, outdoor, online, at sea, or in sky - and whenever - 
Sunday, Saturday, weekday, every day, this generation time, or the future generation time (John 5:39; 
17:17). The truth shall make us free (John 8:32), from where Christ is named, where commercial 
capitalism is controlling, where territorial boundaries are lined, or where racial, material, or hereditary 
partiality underscores. Every Christian is exhorted to go to church at any convenient place unless she is 
against "the principles of doctrine of Christ" (Heb 6:1) because of "one church (Eklesia) on the earth" 
(Eph 1:22-23). Touchable over 1,000 souls by offline and foreseeable over 1 million souls by online at 
CCAH are being fed by the whole counsel of God throughout the Spirit, living by every His word (1 John 
2:27; Luke 4:4). CCAH does care about each soul because we believe that everybody is impartially created 
by God in His image (Gen 1:26) -- regardless of race, gender, age, wealth, or education such as Caucasian, 
male, youth, rich, Ivy league graduate, or not-- and that the eternal value of each soul is much greater 
than the value of any material/ temporal/ perishable things on the earth (James 3:17; Mat 16:26). 
When God leads, God provides (1 Chronicles 22:11). So, we don't seek money because it follows the faith 
in the almighty Lord by the love of God. Therefore, we never ask people for money, but would offer what 
we have to the Lord and pray Him to handle the issues (like Andrew rather than Philip in John 6:6-9). 
Individually, we can discern our each mind before the Lord, as how much love for Him can be observed 
(1) by the money index to divide willing expenditures to God by total expenditures (Luke 12:34; 21:2-
3), as well as (2) by how much the words of God we love (John 1:1). We know that any offering to God 
without willing mind is not accepted by God (2 Cor 8:12). The public love money especially in capitalism 
society because without money capitalism would not exist. However, we as Christians should not love 
money but should know its nature (1 Timothy 6:10). CCAH has been controlled not by money even in the 
capitalism society but by sovereign almighty God. The foundation of CCAH finance has begun from a 
homeless person's 2 dime offering to the Lord for CCAH at the Rock Fortress facility. The willing mind 
part for an offering should always prevail over its money part. An offering box in a church service or a 
donation button on websites through CCAH is a way to express a donor’s love for God by willing donation, 
the 1st part rather than 2nd money part, according to the Scripture (Mark 12:43; Luke 21:3-4). In fact, 
the fund raising or the fund seeking is not necessary for CCAH but the Lord seeking is sufficient because 
God is continually working through His church, CCAH, in Acts 29 (1 Chronicles 28:9; 2 Chronicles 15:1-
2). We have spent offerings/donations about 40% for external ministries (for missions in Philippians 
4:15-19 & for charity in Matthew 25:40) based upon our faith of "one church (Eklesia) on the earth" -- 
the holy universal church, not unholy ecumenical church -- (e.g. 1st Quarter 2014, 43.15%; 4st Quarter 
2013, 55.6 %; 3rd Quarter 2013, 20.11%; 2nd Quarter 2013, 55.91%; 1st Quarter, 2013 43.26%; 4th 
Quarter, 2012 45.57%, etc.), rather than spent them for additional social/cultural/popular internal 
programs. But about 60% for the internal ministries following the model of the early church in the Book 

of Acts is spent for sheep to be fed with spiritual food (Galatians 6:6) and for staff (1 Timothy 5:17-18). 

CCAH is the poor in material and spirit, but is the rich to give it away for Christ's sake, e.g., about 40% 
of annual offerings, with the poor hearts in spirit. The Lord is the shepherd of CCAH who is "as sorrowful, 
yet always rejoicing; as poor, yet making many rich; as having nothing, and yet possessing all things" (2 
Cor 6:10).
