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“Sennacherib the King of Assyria” Isaiah 36: 1-22  5/04/25 

Today, we’d like to see the title of “Sennacherib the King of Assyria”  in Isaiah 36:1-22. 
To the souls on this Online Word through Podcast or YouTube Channel, on the earth, 
we’d like to suggest the 3 expositional Questions. (Maranatha Worship Songs : Videos

Q1.  In  verse 6 “Look! You are trusting in the staff of this broken reed, Egypt, on which 
if a man leans, it will go into his hand and pierce it. So is Pharaoh king of Egypt to all 
who trust in him,” what does it mean?  And how can we apply it to our lives? 

Q2. In verse 10,  “Have I now come up without the Lord against this land to destroy it? 
The Lord said to me, ‘Go up against this land, and destroy it’,” what does it mean?  And 
what can we learn from here? 

Q3. In verse 17, “until I come and take you away to a land like your own land, a land of 
grain and new wine, a land of bread and vineyards,”  what does it mean in the context? 
And what can we learn from here? 

(Background for context of this text on Daily Bible Reading and Studying Weekly Book Basis)  
 

In the last time, in Isaiah 35:10, “And the ransomed of the Lord shall return, And come 

to Zion with singing, With everlasting joy on their heads. They shall obtain joy and 

gladness, And sorrow and sighing shall flee away,” under the perfect law of God we 

could be living in a utopia now. . God was just trying to protect us! As God in His law is 

seeking to protect us from destroying ourselves, from misery, pain, or suffering that sin 

always brings. God has shown us what is good, but we have rebelled against the law of 

God and so we are suffering the consequences in this world in which we live. In the new 

world, we sincerely repent, love Jesus, and place our trust in Him. We are redeemed, 

ransomed, and will not experience the consequences of sin. We will rejoice everlasting 

joy in communion and fellowship with God. There is no sorrow, no pain, no death, for 

the former things have passed away! Maranatha! Oh Lord come! This is our heart for 

daily life Psalm 19:7; Rev 21:4. 

In this chapter 36, from the same mistakes of the history, we might know how to live. So, 

now we are looking at the historical background when Isaiah was writing these things. 

 

TEXT: NKJV [KJV]                                                  Inductive  Explanation in context & syntax 

 

1  Now it came to pass in the fourteenth year of 
King Hezekiah that Sennacherib king of Assyria 
came up against all the fortified cities of Judah 
and took them.   

 
 
 
1 = (Hezekiah was the 12th good king of Judah (716 
–687 BC) ; Sennacherib was the king of Assyria, 
who already conquered Israel the northern kingdom 
in 722BC. Assyria, Babylon, and Kedar were today 
in the area of Iraq. In 702 BC Sennacherib had 
conquered Judah except the capital city of 
Jerusalem.)

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2 Then the king of Assyria sent the Rabshakeh 
with a great army from Lachish to King Hezekiah 
at Jerusalem. And he stood by the aqueduct from 
the upper pool, on the highway to the Fuller’s 
Field.  

3 And Eliakim the son of Hilkiah, who was over 
the household, Shebna the scribe, and Joah the 
son of Asaph, the recorder, came out to him. 

4 Then the Rabshakeh said to them, “Say now to 
Hezekiah, ‘Thus says the great king, the king of 
Assyria: “What confidence is this in which you 
trust? 5 I say you speak of having plans and 
power for war; but they are mere words. Now in 
whom do you trust, that you rebel against me? 

6 Look! You are trusting in the staff of this broken 
reed, Egypt, on which if a man leans, it will go 
into his hand and pierce it. So is Pharaoh king of 
Egypt to all who trust in him. 

 

 

 

 
 
 
2= (Rabshakeh was a title for the chief commander. 

Lachish was one of the major Philistine cites. He 

had taken the country of the Philistines, today Gaza 

area.) 

 

 
3=(The chief commander of Assyria came to 
Jerusalem and these heads of Jerusalem came out 
to the top on the wall surrounding Jerusalem City 
to talk with him. Previously Isaiah stated God’s 
punishment to Shebna, but His commendation to 
Eliakim. Isaiah 22:15-251  ) 
 
 
4-5= (The Rabshakeh delivered the message of 
Sennacherib the king of Assyria.) 
 
6=Q1 (Hezekiah sent treasures to Egypt who 
would help Israel against the Assyrians. Hezekiah 
and the people of Judah trusted horses, chariots, 
and horsemen of the Egypt but not God. Egypt was 
a pagan nation. It’s unequal yoke. It is always a 
sad day when the servants of God are rebuked by 
the pagan world. Where men who were supposed 
servants of God have done unbiblical things, and 
they have received the rebuke of the pagan world, 
like the lost flavor of salt or no light.. Here is 
Hezekiah, basically a good king, but he is receiving 
rebuke from this pagan king Sennacherib. And so, 
don’t lose our flavor of the salt of the earth and the 
light of the world but be keep the flavor of the salt 
and the light in the world by the Spirit whose sword 
is the word of God. Isaiah 31:1-3; 2 Cor 6:14; Mat 
5:13-162 ) 
 
 
 

 
1 Isaiah 22:15-25  Thus says the Lord God of hosts: “Go, proceed to this steward, To Shebna, who is over the 
house, and say: 16 ‘What have you here, and whom have you here, That you have hewn a sepulcher here, 
As he who hews himself a sepulcher on high, Who carves a tomb for himself in a rock? 17 Indeed, the Lord will throw 
you away violently, O mighty man, And will surely seize you. 18 He will surely turn violently and toss you like a ball 
Into a large country; There you shall die, and there your glorious chariots Shall be the shame of your master’s house. 
19 So I will drive you out of your office, And from your position he will pull you down. 20 ‘Then it shall be in that day, 
That I will call My servant Eliakim the son of Hilkiah; 21 I will clothe him with your robe And strengthen him with your 
belt; I will commit your responsibility into his hand. He shall be a father to the inhabitants of Jerusalem 
And to the house of Judah. 22 The key of the house of David I will lay on his shoulder; So he shall open, and no one 
shall shut; And he shall shut, and no one shall open. 23 I will fasten him as a peg in a secure place, And he will 
become a glorious throne to his father’s house. 24 ‘They will hang on him all the glory of his father’s house, the 
offspring and the posterity, all vessels of small quantity, from the cups to all the pitchers. 25 In that day,’ says 
the Lord of hosts, ‘the peg that is fastened in the secure place will be removed and be cut down and fall, and the 
burden that was on it will be cut off; for the Lord has spoken.’ ”  
2 Isaiah 31:1-3 Woe to those who go down to Egypt for help, And rely on horses, Who trust in chariots because they 
are many, And in horsemen because they are very strong, But who do not look to the Holy One of Israel, Nor seek 
the Lord! 2 Yet He also is wise and will bring disaster, And will not call back His words, But will arise against the house 
of evildoers, And against the help of those who work iniquity.3 Now the Egyptians are men, and not God; 
And their horses are flesh, and not spirit. When the Lord stretches out His hand, Both he who helps will fall, 
And he who is helped will fall down; They all will perish together.; 2 Cor 6:14 Do not be unequally yoked together with 
unbelievers. For what fellowship has righteousness with lawlessness? And what communion has light with 
darkness?; Mat 5:13-16 You are the salt of the earth; but if the salt loses its flavor, how shall it be seasoned? It is 
then good for nothing but to be thrown out and trampled underfoot by men. 14 “You are the light of the world. A city 
that is set on a hill cannot be hidden. 15 Nor do they light a lamp and put it under a basket, but on a lampstand, and it 
gives light to all who are in the house. 16 Let your light so shine before men, that they may see your good works 
nd glorify your Father in heaven. 
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7 “But if you say to me, ‘We trust in the Lord our 
God,’ is it not He whose high places and whose 
altars Hezekiah has taken away, and said to 
Judah and Jerusalem, ‘You shall worship before 
this altar’?” ’  

8 Now therefore, I urge you, give a pledge to my 
master the king of Assyria, and I will give you two 
thousand horses—if you are able on your part to 
put riders on them! 9 How then will you repel one 
captain of the least of my master’s servants, and 
put your trust in Egypt for chariots and 
horsemen?  

10 Have I now come up without the Lord against 
this land to destroy it? The Lord said to me, ‘Go 
up against this land, and destroy it.’ ” 

11 Then Eliakim, Shebna, and Joah said 
to the Rabshakeh, “Please speak to your 
servants in Aramaic, for we understand it; and do 
not speak to us in Hebrew in the hearing of the 
people who are on the wall.” 

12 But the Rabshakeh said, “Has my master sent 
me to your master and to you to speak these 
words, and not to the men who sit on the wall, 
who will eat and drink their own waste with you?” 

13 Then the Rabshakeh stood and called out with 
a loud voice in Hebrew, and said, “Hear the words 
of the great king, the king of Assyria! 14 Thus says 
the king: ‘Do not let Hezekiah deceive you, for he 
will not be able to deliver you; 15 nor let Hezekiah 
make you trust in the Lord, saying, “The Lord will 
surely deliver us; this city will not be given into the 
hand of the king of Assyria.” ’  

 
 
7=(Sennacherib knew God’s name but he didn’t 
know His ways, because he thought Yahweh is 
one of gods as today many polytheists. Hezekiah 
destroyed all altars for idols, throughout the land, 
centering worship for God at the altar of the temple 
at Jerusalem. Sennacherib saw this as a 
weakness, that he thought that Yahweh would be 
angry in the sense. But Hezekiah was actually 
seeking the law of God against other gods in a part 
of the Spiritual reformation Ex 20:3-63 ) 
 
8-9= (Now Rabshakeh says defamation against 
hearers. If you could put two thousand riders on 
the horses that we would give you, you still don’t 
have a chance against us even upon your trust in 
the chariots and horsemen from Egypt.) 
 
10=Q2 (Here, Rabshakeh says blasphemy against 
God. “Hey you think I’m here without your God? 
Your God is the one that sent me here to destroy 
you!” Now at this point he convinced the people of 
Judah that God had turned against them. The 
Assyrians hoped to convince the people of Judah 
to surrender without fighting. But Isaiah already 
delivered the word of God that God would destroy 
Assyrians, like Median and Egypt, and further they 
would not destroy Jerusalem. So the people of 
Judah were not afraid of them.  It’s lessened that 
when you know what God says, you will not fall for 
Satan’s lies, here, beyond Rabshakeh’s blasphemy 
against God. Isaiah 10:24-274 ) 
 
11=(The heads of Jerusalem asked to the 
Rabshakeh to speak in Aramaic language, not in 
Hebrew language because there were a lot of 
Hebrew people from Jerusalem were standing on 
the wall and listening to him. Then, Aramaic 
language of Assyria was a common language like 
English today..) 
 
12= (Hey, my message isn’t for you and your king, 
but my message is for the common people on the 
wall to be eating and drinking their own waste with 
the head because Assyrian soldiers are 
surrounding the wall of the city..) 
 
13-15= (Rabshakeh directed now to the people of 
Judah. Assyrians knew what Hezekiah had done 
because they must have had some spies in the city 
of Jerusalem. Don’t trust Hezekiah’s saying, ”Trust 
in the Lord.”) 
 
 
 
 
 

 
3 Ex 20:3-6 “You shall have no other gods before Me. 4 “You shall not make for yourself a carved image—any 
likeness of anything that is in heaven above, or that is in the earth beneath, or that is in the water under the 
earth; 5 you shall not bow down to them nor serve them. For I, the Lord your God, am a jealous God, visiting the 
iniquity of the fathers upon the children to the third and fourth generations of those who hate Me, 6 but showing mercy 
to thousands, to those who love Me and keep My commandments.  
4 Isaiah 10:24-27 Therefore thus says the Lord God of hosts: “O My people, who dwell in Zion, do not be afraid of the 
Assyrian. He shall strike you with a rod and lift up his staff against you, in the manner of Egypt. 25 For yet a very little 
while and the indignation will cease, as will My anger in their destruction.” 26 And the Lord of hosts will stir up a 
scourge for him like the slaughter of Midian at the rock of Oreb; as His rod was on the sea, so will He lift it up in the 
manner of Egypt. 27 It shall come to pass in that day That his burden will be taken away from your shoulder, 
And his yoke from your neck, And the yoke will be destroyed because of the anointing oil. ; Isaiah 29:5-8 “Moreover 
the multitude of your foes Shall be like fine dust, And the multitude of the terrible ones.

16 Do not listen to Hezekiah; for thus says the 
king of Assyria: ‘Make peace with me by 
a present and come out to me; and every one of 
you eat from his own vine and every one from his 
own fig tree, and every one of you drink the 
waters of his own cistern;  

17 until I come and take you away to a land like 
your own land, a land of grain and new wine, a 
land of bread and vineyards.  

 

 

18 Beware lest Hezekiah persuade you, saying, 
“The Lord will deliver us.” Has any one of 
the gods of the nations delivered its land from the 
hand of the king of Assyria? 19 Where are the 
gods of Hamath and Arpad? Where are the gods 
of Sepharvaim? Indeed, have they 
delivered Samaria from my hand? 20 Who among 
all the gods of these lands have delivered their 
countries from my hand, that the Lord should 
deliver Jerusalem from my hand?’ ” 

21 But they held their peace and answered him 
not a word; for the king’s commandment was, 
“Do not answer him.”  

22 Then Eliakim the son of Hilkiah, who was over 
the household, Shebna the scribe, and Joah the 
son of Asaph, the recorder, came to Hezekiah 
with their clothes torn, and told him the words 
of the Rabshakeh. 

 

 
 
 
16= (Surrender, give up to Assyria, and you may 
have the present from vine and fig tree to be 
owned around Assyrian conquered land. It’s 
scheme to conquer Jerusalem city without further 
battle.) 
 
 

17=Q3 (Now the Assyrians, when they conquered 
people, had taking them, and carried them to 
another land. They would transfer people around. 
They were separated from their families, own 
people, culture, or belief. This repopulating 
movement of the people to another land was for the 
purposes of demoralizing them from the divine 
morality of the Scripture, and for making them 
incapable of rebelling against Assyria. The scheme 
was beyond Satan’s scheme against God’s people 
in Judah.  Let’s exhort one another to assemble 
ourselves on the Day approaching. Heb 10:255 ) 

 
18-20 = (The gods of the other cities which Assyria 
had conquered had not been able to help their 
people. You are trusting in Yahweh. He is no better 
than these other gods. The other gods weren’t able 
to help them. Neither will Yahweh help you. The 
pride of Sennacherib the King of Assyria would go 
before destruction, His haughty spirit would go 
before a fall, as Isaiah delivered God’s word 
against Assyria not to come into the city for His 
own sake and for His servant David’s sake – Judah 
the southern nation through David’s lineage other 
than Israel the northern nation already conquered 
by Assyria in 722BC. Prov 15:18; Isaiah 37:33-
356 ) 
 

21= (So the people of Judah obeyed the king 
Hezekiah, and they just sat there, and they listened, 
but they didn’t answer.) 
 
 
 
22= (Tearing their clothes was a sign of grief. There 
seems to be no way out. Let’s see what Hezekiah 
did in the next chapter.) 

 

 
Note: Most Christians say the Scripture is important, but rarely study every word in the Scripture 
and commit it to the Lord. So, it’s better to study it and live accordingly after the Spirit for the Lord

Please pray 
through our love for each other as long as we the one body of Christ on the earth are not 
against the principles of the doctrine of Christ.

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Q 1. How many members or offerings are at CCAH? 

A 1. People say, "How many people have been saved?" we don’t know, but God knows, although we 
acknowledge that God has arranged over 1,000 units of communities, 7 sober living facilities, over 200 
units of veteran community, KJV English & RVR Spanish Scriptures & 200 lunches per week for the 
homeless, and over a million online visitors (Mat 25:40 “unto one of the least of these”). It doesn’t 
matter. It’s something we leave the numbers with God. He knows those that are His and that’s the 
important thing (e.g. David's motive for census in 1 Chro 21:1). Therefore, we don't worry about the 
numbers of the members and of tithes and offerings because the Lord has given the increase, He has 
added them to CCAH so far (1 Cor 3:7; Acts 2:47; 2 Sam 24:1-3), not as we have done at all, and CCAH is 
His own church (souls), the Lord's church, "Jesus is all in all," purchased with His blood (Mat 16:18; 1 
Cor 6:20; Acts 20:28). Since His foolishness is wiser than men, such as all men's visions/ plans/ 
programs (1 Cor 1:25; Zechariah 4:6), and His thoughts unto each soul are more in number than the sand 
(Psalm 139:17-18), we are just active obedient followers of the Lord, venturing out in faith, "Let CCAH 
go, let God." 

And if you did indeed receive the increase, why do you boast as if you had not received it? (1 Cor 4:7) 
For we are not, as so many, peddling the word of God; but as of sincerity, but as from God, we speak in 
the sight of God in Christ (2 Cor 2:17), CCAH continues faithfully in teaching the entire Scripture simply 
without alteration, fellowship, communion, and prayers, being the witnesses to Christ, powered with the 
Spirit, in Jerusalem, all Judea, Samaria, and to the end of the earth (Acts 1:8; 2:42, 47). The truth the 
Word of God matters wherever - offline, indoor, outdoor, online, at sea, or in sky - and whenever - 
Sunday, Saturday, weekday, every day, this generation time, or the future generation time (John 5:39; 
17:17). The truth shall make us free (John 8:32), from where Christ is named, where commercial 
capitalism is controlling, where territorial boundaries are lined, or where racial, material, or hereditary 
partiality underscores. Every Christian is exhorted to go to church at any convenient place unless she is 
against "the principles of doctrine of Christ" (Heb 6:1) because of "one church (Eklesia) on the earth" 
(Eph 1:22-23). Touchable over 1,000 souls by offline and foreseeable over 1 million souls by online at 
CCAH are being fed by the whole counsel of God throughout the Spirit, living by every His word (1 John 
2:27; Luke 4:4). CCAH does care about each soul because we believe that everybody is impartially created 
by God in His image (Gen 1:26) -- regardless of race, gender, age, wealth, or education such as Caucasian, 
male, youth, rich, Ivy league graduate, or not-- and that the eternal value of each soul is much greater 
than the value of any material/ temporal/ perishable things on the earth (James 3:17; Mat 16:26). 
When God leads, God provides (1 Chronicles 22:11). So, we don't seek money because it follows the faith 
in the almighty Lord by the love of God. Therefore, we never ask people for money, but would offer what 
we have to the Lord and pray Him to handle the issues (like Andrew rather than Philip in John 6:6-9). 
Individually, we can discern our each mind before the Lord, as how much love for Him can be observed 
(1) by the money index to divide willing expenditures to God by total expenditures (Luke 12:34; 21:2-
3), as well as (2) by how much the words of God we love (John 1:1). We know that any offering to God 
without willing mind is not accepted by God (2 Cor 8:12). The public love money especially in capitalism 
society because without money capitalism would not exist. However, we as Christians should not love 
money but should know its nature (1 Timothy 6:10). CCAH has been controlled not by money even in the 
capitalism society but by sovereign almighty God. The foundation of CCAH finance has begun from a 
homeless person's 2 dime offering to the Lord for CCAH at the Rock Fortress facility. The willing mind 
part for an offering should always prevail over its money part. An offering box in a church service or a 
donation button on websites through CCAH is a way to express a donor’s love for God by willing donation, 
the 1st part rather than 2nd money part, according to the Scripture (Mark 12:43; Luke 21:3-4). In fact, 
the fund raising or the fund seeking is not necessary for CCAH but the Lord seeking is sufficient because 
God is continually working through His church, CCAH, in Acts 29 (1 Chronicles 28:9; 2 Chronicles 15:1-
2). We have spent offerings/donations about 40% for external ministries (for missions in Philippians 
4:15-19 & for charity in Matthew 25:40) based upon our faith of "one church (Eklesia) on the earth" -- 
the holy universal church, not unholy ecumenical church -- (e.g. 1st Quarter 2014, 43.15%; 4st Quarter 
2013, 55.6 %; 3rd Quarter 2013, 20.11%; 2nd Quarter 2013, 55.91%; 1st Quarter, 2013 43.26%; 4th 
Quarter, 2012 45.57%, etc.), rather than spent them for additional social/cultural/popular internal 
programs. But about 60% for the internal ministries following the model of the early church in the Book 

of Acts is spent for sheep to be fed with spiritual food (Galatians 6:6) and for staff (1 Timothy 5:17-18). 

CCAH is the poor in material and spirit, but is the rich to give it away for Christ's sake, e.g., about 40% 
of annual offerings, with the poor hearts in spirit. The Lord is the shepherd of CCAH who is "as sorrowful, 
yet always rejoicing; as poor, yet making many rich; as having nothing, and yet possessing all things" (2 
Cor 6:10).
