Today, we’d like to see the title of “Into the House of the Lord  in Isaiah 37:1-38

Q1.  In  verse 1,  “And so it was, when King Hezekiah heard it, that he tore his clothes, 
covered himself with sackcloth, and went into the house of the Lord,” what does it 
mean?  And how can we apply it to our lives? 

Q2. In verse 16,  “O Lord of hosts, God of Israel, the One who dwells between the 
cherubim, You are God, You alone, of all the kingdoms of the earth. You have made 
heaven and earth,” what does it mean?  And what can we learn from here? 

Q3. In verse 36, “Then the angel of the Lord went out, and killed in the camp of the 
Assyrians one hundred and eighty-five thousand; and when people arose early in the 
morning, there were the corpses—all dead,”  what is the result of Hezekiah’s prayer? 
And what can we learn from here? 

(Background for context of this text on Daily Bible Reading and Studying Weekly Book Basis)  

 
In the last time, in Isaiah 36:22, “Then Eliakim the son of Hilkiah, who was over the household, 

Shebna the scribe, and Joah the son of Asaph, the recorder, came to Hezekiah 

with their clothes torn, and told him the words of the Rabshakeh,” the servants of Hezekiah  had 

talked with this chief commander upon the top of the wall. When they heard these demands for 

unconditional surrender, they tore their clothes, expressing their grief. They came to Hezekiah, 

and they told him the words of the chief commander of the Assyrian armies.  

There seems to be no way out. Today, we observe what Hezekiah did in this chapter 37.  2 

Kings 19:20-37 covers the same portion of this chapter 37:21-38.  

1-7: Hezekiah into the House of God 

8-13: Sennacherib’s Threat 

14-20: Hezekiah’s prayer 

21-35: Isaiah’s delivery of God’s word about Assyrians’ defeat  
(21-38 verses are the same as 2 Kings 19:20-37 ) 
 

36-38: Sennacherib’s death

1  And so it was, when King Hezekiah 
heard it, that he tore his clothes, covered himself 
with sackcloth, and went into the house of 
the Lord. 

1-7: Hezekiah into the House of God 
 
1= Q1 (Hezekiah’s 1st reaction and response to this 
very troubling news of the demand for unconditional 
surrender was to go into the house of the Lord, 
where he would gain the eternal perspective. When 
we face a very troubling news not to be way out, we 
lose easily the consciousness of the eternal. We are

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 2 Then he sent Eliakim, who was over the 
household, Shebna the scribe, and the elders of 
the priests, covered with sackcloth, to Isaiah the 
prophet, the son of Amoz. 3 And they said to him, 
“Thus says Hezekiah: ‘This day is a day 
of trouble and rebuke and blasphemy; for the 
children have come to birth, but there is no 
strength to bring them forth.  

4 It may be that the Lord your God will hear the 
words of the Rabshakeh, whom his master the 
king of Assyria has sent to reproach the living 
God, and will rebuke the words which 
the Lord your God has heard. Therefore lift 
up your prayer for the remnant that is left.’ ” 

5 So the servants of King Hezekiah came to 
Isaiah. 6 And Isaiah said to them, “Thus you shall 
say to your master, ‘Thus says the Lord: “Do not 
be afraid of the words which you have heard, 
with which the servants of the king of Assyria 
have blasphemed Me. 7 Surely I will send a spirit 
upon him, and he shall hear a rumor and return 
to his own land; and I will cause him to fall by the 
sword in his own land.” ’ ” 

8 Then the Rabshakeh returned, and found the 
king of Assyria warring against Libnah, for he 
heard that he had departed from Lachish. 9 And 
the king heard concerning Tirhakah king of 
Ethiopia, “He has come out to make war with 
you.” So when he heard it, he sent messengers 
to Hezekiah, saying,  

 

 

short sighted, and we can only see the immediate 
consequence, effect, or result. Now this makes it 
difficult for us to understand the work of God in our 
own lives, because God is working in your life, He is 
in the eternal, and He always working the eternal 
plan. He is interested in your eternal welfare. In the 
OT time, Hezekiah immediately went to the house of 
the Lord where the ark of covenant was a reference 
of God’s presence in Jerusalem.  Today, in the 
coming hours, we are not limited to a place but 
wherever we may pray/pray with melody/worship or 
do supplication to the Lord immediately without 
being anxious in spirit and truth, and in everything, 
let your requests be made known to God. John 4:21, 
23,24; Phil 4:61 ) 
 
2= (Hezekiah sent the chief cabinets to Isaiah) 
 
3= (Hezekiah was compared this no way out or 
hopeless circumstance to a woman who is trying to 
give birth to a child but is too weak to deliver. 
However, he didn’t give up. Instead, he asked the 
prophet Isaiah to pray that God would help His 
people. No matter how bad your circumstances, 
don’t be anxious. Today, turn to God and pray 
wherever. You may ask others for intercessional 
prayers of your issue.) 
 
4= (The remnants were those in Jerusalem because 
all residents in the other cities of Judah had already 
fallen to Assyria. Pray. Pray to God, and lift up the 
prayer!) 
 
 
 
5-7 = (From Isaiah, the chief cabinets heard of God’s 
word about Assyrians’ defeat) 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
8-13: Sennacherib’s Threat 
 
 
8-9= (This is about 702 BC. Sennacherib was in the 
process of taking the Philistine city of Lachish and it 
is true he heard the rumor of Tirhakah king of 
Ethiopia’s coming out to make war that caused him 
to depart from the battle against Lachish, and to war 
against Libnah and to reburn back to Assyria. 
Rabshakeh the chief commander heard of Isaiah’s 
word and sent his messengers to Hezekiah.) 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 
1 John 4:21, 23,24 21 Jesus said to her, “Woman, believe Me, the hour is coming when you will neither on this mountain, 
nor in Jerusalem, worship the Father. 23 But the hour is coming, and now is, when the true worshipers will worship the 
Father in spirit and truth; for the Father is seeking such to worship Him. 24 God is Spirit, and those who worship Him 
must worship in spirit and truth; Phil 4:6 Be anxious for nothing, but in everything by prayer and supplication, 
with thanksgiving, let your requests be made known to God; 
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10 “Thus you shall speak to Hezekiah king of 
Judah, saying: ‘Do not let your God in whom you 
trust deceive you, saying, “Jerusalem shall not be 
given into the hand of the king of 
Assyria.” 11 Look! You have heard what the kings 
of Assyria have done to all lands by utterly 
destroying them; and shall you be 
delivered? 12 Have the gods of the nations 
delivered those whom my fathers have 
destroyed, Gozan and Haran and Rezeph, and 
the people of Eden who were in 
Telassar? 13 Where is the king of Hamath, the 
king of Arpad, and the king of the city of 
Sepharvaim, Hena, and Ivah?’ ” 

14 And Hezekiah received the letter from the hand 
of the messengers, and read it; and Hezekiah 
went up to the house of the Lord, and spread it 
before the Lord. 15 Then Hezekiah prayed to 
the Lord, saying: 16 “O Lord of hosts, God of 
Israel, the One who dwells between the 
cherubim, You are God, You alone, of all the 
kingdoms of the earth. You have made heaven 
and earth. 17 Incline Your ear, O Lord, and hear; 
open Your eyes, O Lord, and see; and hear all 
the words of Sennacherib, which he has sent to 
reproach the living God. 18 Truly, Lord, the kings 
of Assyria have laid waste all the nations and 
their lands, 19 and have cast their gods into the 
fire; for they were not gods, but the work of men’s 
hands—wood and stone. Therefore they 
destroyed them. 20 Now therefore, O Lord our 
God, save us from his hand, that all the 
kingdoms of the earth may know that 
You are the Lord, You alone.” 

21 Then Isaiah the son of Amoz sent to Hezekiah, 
saying, “Thus says the Lord God of Israel, 
‘Because you have prayed to Me against 
Sennacherib king of Assyria, 22 this is the word 
which the Lord has spoken concerning him: 

“The virgin, the daughter of Zion, 
Has despised you, laughed you to scorn; 

 
 
 
 
10-13= (So, this was a letter that the Rabshakeh 
was threatening again, with Assyrians’ victory of 
many wars and with challenging God of Judah) 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
14-20: Hezekiah’s prayer 
 
 
14-15= (Sennacherib had gone back to Assyria, but 
now here’s the letter. Hezekiah prayed to the Lord.) 
 
16=Q2 (Cherubim are guarding mighty angels. 
Cherubim cover the ark of the covenant in the most 
holy place of the temple of the Lord in Jerusalem. 
Hezekiah addressed God in his prayer, It’s important 
in all prayers, “Who are you addressing your prayer 
to?” You are the only true God. All other gods were 
not true gods because all had their objects of 
worship, their forms, and rituals of worship. What 
distinguishes Him from others. He is the creator. He 
created the heavens and the earth. All other gods 
are made by humans. E.g., the Apostles’ Creed 
https://youtu.be/GK_iPJAb9-Y “maker of heaven 
and earth,” Gen 1:12) 
 
17-20= (Hezekiah spread out these blasphemous 
things of the letter before the Lord. For your sake, 
for your glory, that the whole world may know that 
you are the only true God. Lord would deliver us out 
of his hands. All of the other gods were not able to 
save out of the hand of the Assyrians, but no 
wonder! They weren’t gods anyhow. But Lord, Save 
us that the whole world may know, there’s no God 
like you. You alone are God!) 
 
21-35: Isaiah’s delivery of God’s word about 
Assyrians’ defeat (21-38 verses are the same as 
2 Kings 19:20-37 ) 
 
21-25= (God would stop up the rivers of the 
besieged places conquered by Assyrians) 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 
2 Gen 1:1 In the beginning God created the heavens and the earth.

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The daughter of Jerusalem 
Has shaken her head behind your back! 

23 “Whom have you reproached and 
blasphemed? 
Against whom have you raised your voice, 
And lifted up your eyes on high? 
Against the Holy One of Israel. 
24 By your servants you have reproached the 
Lord, 
And said, ‘By the multitude of my chariots 
I have come up to the height of the mountains, 
To the limits of Lebanon; 
I will cut down its tall cedars

26-28= (The nations that Assyrians have conquered 
were like grains that grows up rapidly but dries so 
quickly, like grains on the dirt roofs but would die 
very quickly.) 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
29= (This was a typical tact of the Assyrians used on 
their captives. They were often led away with hooks 
in their noses or bridles of lips as signs of 
humiliation. They were cruel people. Assyrians shall 
be return by this same way..) 
 
 
 
 
 
30= (You won’t be able to plow and plant your fields 
now,  but in the 1st,  2nd & 3rd years, whatever seeds 
and grain is there, that comes up of itself, you will 
eat of that. That’s a sign.) 
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31 And the remnant who have escaped of the 
house of Judah 
Shall again take root downward, 
And bear fruit upward. 

32 For out of Jerusalem shall go a remnant, 
And those who escape from Mount Zion. 
The zeal of the Lord of hosts will do this. 
33 “Therefore thus says the Lord concerning the 
king of Assyria: ‘He shall not come into this city, 
Nor shoot an arrow there, 
Nor come before it with shield, 
Nor build a siege mound against it. 
34 By the way that he came, 
By the same shall he return; 
And he shall not come into this city,’ 
Says the Lord. 

35 ‘For I will defend this city, to save it 
For My own sake and for My servant David’s 
sake.’ ” 

36 Then the angel of the Lord went out, and killed 
in the camp of the Assyrians one hundred and 
eighty-five thousand; and when people arose 
early in the morning, there were the corpses—all 
dead. 37 So Sennacherib king of Assyria departed 
and went away, returned home, and remained at 
Nineveh. 38 Now it came to pass, as he was 
worshiping in the house of Nisroch his god, that 
his sons Adrammelech and Sharezer struck him 
down with the sword; and they escaped into the 
land of Ararat. Then Esarhaddon his son reigned 
in his place. 

31= (God will work with the remnants of His people, 
and they shall bear fruit and eat it.) 
 
 
 
 
 
32-34= (The remnants of Jerusalem shall be saved 
while Assyrians shall be returned) 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
35= (Lord, for your glory, all the earth may know.  
God said, I will for my sake. God would defend 
Jerusalem for the sake of God and for David’s sake 
in remembrance of His promise to David, through 
Nathan. God will not give His glory to another. Watch 
out not to take God’s credit in your life. Assyrians’ 
defeat was recorded in others of the Scripture.) 2 
Sam 7:16;  2 Kings 20:6; Isaiah 48: 9, 113) 
 
 
36-38: Sennacherib’s death 
 
36=Q3 (Sennacherib’s death also was recorded in 
the 2 kings 19:35, prophesized by Isaiah. The anger 
of the Lord destroyed the Assyrians. So the word of 
God against Sennacherib was fulfilled. It’s lessoned 
that when we face so difficult circumstances, we 
should go immediately to God, surrender ourselves 
to the Lord, and pray or do supplication to the Lord 
who might handle the issues in His way. Like Jesus 
surrendered or laid down Himself to the Father, 
obedient to the point of death, even the death of the 
cross, even if no one takes His life from Jesus. 
Therefore, God also has highly exalted Him and 
given Him the name which is above every name..   2 
Kings 19:35; Isaiah 10:12,33,24; Isaiah 37:7; John 
10:18; Phil 2:8-9 4)  

 
3  2 Sam 7:16 And your house and your kingdom shall be established forever before you. Your throne shall be 
established forever 2 Kings 20:6 And I will add to your days fifteen years. I will deliver you and this city from the hand 
of the king of Assyria; and I will defend this city for My own sake, and for the sake of My servant David; Isaiah 48: 9, 
11 9 “For My name’s sake I will defer My anger, And for My praise I will restrain it from you, So that I do not cut you off. 

11 For My own sake, for My own sake, I will do it; For how should My name be profaned? And I will not give My glory 
to another.

work on Mount Zion and on Jerusalem, that He will say, “I will punish the fruit of the arrogant heart of the king of 
Assyria, and the glory of his haughty looks. 33 Behold, the Lord, The Lord of hosts, Will lop off the bough with terror; 
Those of high stature will be hewn down, And the haughty will be humbled. 34 He will cut down the thickets of the 
forest with iron, And Lebanon will fall by the Mighty One.; Isaiah 37:7 Surely I will send a spirit upon him, and he shall 
hear a rumor and return to his own land; and I will cause him to fall by the sword in his own land; John 10:18  No one 
takes it from Me, but I lay it down of Myself. I have power to lay it down, and I have power to take it again. This 
command I have received from My Father; Phil 2:8-9b And being found in appearance as a man, He humbled Himself 
and became obedient to the point of death, even the death of the cross. 9 Therefore God also has highly exalted Him 
and given Him the name which is above every name

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Q 1. How many members or offerings are at CCAH? 

A 1. People say, "How many people have been saved?" we don’t know, but God knows, although we 
acknowledge that God has arranged over 1,000 units of communities, 7 sober living facilities, over 200 
units of veteran community, KJV English & RVR Spanish Scriptures & 200 lunches per week for the 
homeless, and over a million online visitors (Mat 25:40 “unto one of the least of these”). It doesn’t 
matter. It’s something we leave the numbers with God. He knows those that are His and that’s the 
important thing (e.g. David's motive for census in 1 Chro 21:1). Therefore, we don't worry about the 
numbers of the members and of tithes and offerings because the Lord has given the increase, He has 
added them to CCAH so far (1 Cor 3:7; Acts 2:47; 2 Sam 24:1-3), not as we have done at all, and CCAH is 
His own church (souls), the Lord's church, "Jesus is all in all," purchased with His blood (Mat 16:18; 1 
Cor 6:20; Acts 20:28). Since His foolishness is wiser than men, such as all men's visions/ plans/ 
programs (1 Cor 1:25; Zechariah 4:6), and His thoughts unto each soul are more in number than the sand 
(Psalm 139:17-18), we are just active obedient followers of the Lord, venturing out in faith, "Let CCAH 
go, let God." 

And if you did indeed receive the increase, why do you boast as if you had not received it? (1 Cor 4:7) 
For we are not, as so many, peddling the word of God; but as of sincerity, but as from God, we speak in 
the sight of God in Christ (2 Cor 2:17), CCAH continues faithfully in teaching the entire Scripture simply 
without alteration, fellowship, communion, and prayers, being the witnesses to Christ, powered with the 
Spirit, in Jerusalem, all Judea, Samaria, and to the end of the earth (Acts 1:8; 2:42, 47). The truth the 
Word of God matters wherever - offline, indoor, outdoor, online, at sea, or in sky - and whenever - 
Sunday, Saturday, weekday, every day, this generation time, or the future generation time (John 5:39; 
17:17). The truth shall make us free (John 8:32), from where Christ is named, where commercial 
capitalism is controlling, where territorial boundaries are lined, or where racial, material, or hereditary 
partiality underscores. Every Christian is exhorted to go to church at any convenient place unless she is 
against "the principles of doctrine of Christ" (Heb 6:1) because of "one church (Eklesia) on the earth" 
(Eph 1:22-23). Touchable over 1,000 souls by offline and foreseeable over 1 million souls by online at 
CCAH are being fed by the whole counsel of God throughout the Spirit, living by every His word (1 John 
2:27; Luke 4:4). CCAH does care about each soul because we believe that everybody is impartially created 
by God in His image (Gen 1:26) -- regardless of race, gender, age, wealth, or education such as Caucasian, 
male, youth, rich, Ivy league graduate, or not-- and that the eternal value of each soul is much greater 
than the value of any material/ temporal/ perishable things on the earth (James 3:17; Mat 16:26). 
When God leads, God provides (1 Chronicles 22:11). So, we don't seek money because it follows the faith 
in the almighty Lord by the love of God. Therefore, we never ask people for money, but would offer what 
we have to the Lord and pray Him to handle the issues (like Andrew rather than Philip in John 6:6-9). 
Individually, we can discern our each mind before the Lord, as how much love for Him can be observed 
(1) by the money index to divide willing expenditures to God by total expenditures (Luke 12:34; 21:2-
3), as well as (2) by how much the words of God we love (John 1:1). We know that any offering to God 
without willing mind is not accepted by God (2 Cor 8:12). The public love money especially in capitalism 
society because without money capitalism would not exist. However, we as Christians should not love 
money but should know its nature (1 Timothy 6:10). CCAH has been controlled not by money even in the 
capitalism society but by sovereign almighty God. The foundation of CCAH finance has begun from a 
homeless person's 2 dime offering to the Lord for CCAH at the Rock Fortress facility. The willing mind 
part for an offering should always prevail over its money part. An offering box in a church service or a 
donation button on websites through CCAH is a way to express a donor’s love for God by willing donation, 
the 1st part rather than 2nd money part, according to the Scripture (Mark 12:43; Luke 21:3-4). In fact, 
the fund raising or the fund seeking is not necessary for CCAH but the Lord seeking is sufficient because 
God is continually working through His church, CCAH, in Acts 29 (1 Chronicles 28:9; 2 Chronicles 15:1-
2). We have spent offerings/donations about 40% for external ministries (for missions in Philippians 
4:15-19 & for charity in Matthew 25:40) based upon our faith of "one church (Eklesia) on the earth" -- 
the holy universal church, not unholy ecumenical church -- (e.g. 1st Quarter 2014, 43.15%; 4st Quarter 
2013, 55.6 %; 3rd Quarter 2013, 20.11%; 2nd Quarter 2013, 55.91%; 1st Quarter, 2013 43.26%; 4th 
Quarter, 2012 45.57%, etc.), rather than spent them for additional social/cultural/popular internal 
programs. But about 60% for the internal ministries following the model of the early church in the Book 

of Acts is spent for sheep to be fed with spiritual food (Galatians 6:6) and for staff (1 Timothy 5:17-18). 

CCAH is the poor in material and spirit, but is the rich to give it away for Christ's sake, e.g., about 40% 
of annual offerings, with the poor hearts in spirit. The Lord is the shepherd of CCAH who is "as sorrowful, 
yet always rejoicing; as poor, yet making many rich; as having nothing, and yet possessing all things" (2 
Cor 6:10).
