1  The Lord showed me, and there were two 
baskets of figs set before the temple of the Lord, 
after Nebuchadnezzar king of Babylon had 
carried away captive Jeconiah the son of 
Jehoiakim, king of Judah, and the princes of 
Judah with the craftsmen and smiths, from 
Jerusalem, and had brought them to Babylon.  

2 One basket had very good figs, like the figs that 
are first ripe; and the other basket had very bad 
[naughty] figs which could not be eaten, they 
were so bad. 3 Then the Lord said to me, “What 
do you see, Jeremiah?” And I said, “Figs, the 
good figs, very good; and the bad, very bad, 
which cannot be eaten, they are so bad.” 4 Again 
the word of the Lord came to me, saying,  

5 “Thus says the Lord, the God of Israel: ‘Like 
these good figs, so will I acknowledge those who 
are carried away captive from Judah, whom I 
have sent out of this place for their own good, 
into the land of the Chaldeans.  

 

1= Q1 (This was during Babylon’s 2nd captivity, see 
the above table, in 597 BC. Jehoiachin, Jeconiah 
or Coniah was taken to Babylon, as Jeremiah 
prophesied, and Zedekiah the 19th or last king 
became king. Jeremiah saw these 2 baskets of figs 
before the temple..   Jeremiah 22:24-282)  
 
 
 
 
 
 
2= (The first time ripen figs in the early July are 
much larger and more flavorful than the later figs at 
the end of August or September.) 
 
3= (The 1st figs were very good figs but the later time 
figs were extremely perishable. And these were bad. 
The good figs represent surrenders/ goes out to the 
Babylonians as God commanded through Jeremiah, 
i.e., their hearts were obedient to God.  Jeremiah 
21:8-103 ) 
 
5= (Among those who were carried away were some 
good people such as Daniel, Ezekiel, and Daniel’s 3 
friends. Jerusalem was to go through a horrible 
siege. They stole, robbed, and killed for one another 
for survival. Then the Babylonian army finally broke 
the walls of Jerusalem. Those who were in 
Jerusalem had a horrible experience. Those who 
were carried away were better than those who were 
remained in Jerusalem.) 
 
 
 
 

 
2 Jeremiah 22:24-28 “As I live,” says the Lord, “though Coniah the son of Jehoiakim, king of Judah, were the signet on 
My right hand, yet I would pluck you off; 25 and I will give you into the hand of those who seek your life, and into the 
hand of those whose face you fear—the hand of Nebuchadnezzar king of Babylon and the hand of 
the Chaldeans. 26 So I will cast you out, and your mother who bore you, into another country where you were not 
born; and there you shall die. 27 But to the land to which they desire to return, there they shall not return. 28 “Is this 
man Coniah a despised, broken idol— A vessel in which is no pleasure? Why are they cast out, he and his 
descendants, And cast into a land which they do not know? 
 
3 Jeremiah 21:8-10 Now you shall say to this people, ‘Thus says the Lord: “Behold, I set before you the way of life and 
the way of death. 9 He who remains in this city shall die by the sword, by famine, and by pestilence; but he who goes 
out and defects to the Chaldeans who besiege you, he shall live, and his life shall be as a prize to him. 10 For I have set 
My face against this city for adversity and not for good,” says the Lord. “It shall be given into the hand of the king of 
Babylon, and he shall burn it with fire. 
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6 For I will set My eyes on them for good, and I 
will bring them back to this land; I will build them 
and not pull them down, and I will plant them and 
not pluck them up.  

 

 

7 Then I will give them a heart to know Me, that 
I am the Lord; and they shall be My people, and I 
will be their God, for they shall return to Me with 
their whole heart. 

8 ‘And as the bad figs which cannot be eaten, 
they are so bad’—surely thus says the Lord—‘so 
will I give up Zedekiah the king of Judah, his 
princes, the residue of Jerusalem who remain in 
this land, and those who dwell in the land of 
Egypt. 9 I will deliver them to trouble into all the 
kingdoms of the earth, for their harm, to be a 
reproach and a byword, a taunt and a curse, in 
all places where I shall drive them. 

10 And I will send the sword, the famine, and the 
pestilence among them, till they are consumed 
from the land that I gave to them and their 
fathers.’ ” 

 

 
 
 
6= (Those were carried away as slaves to Babylon. 
They probably did not realize that this was for their 
good. They likely thought the Lord has forsaken us. 
The Lord did not love us. But some people obeyed 
God’s word to surrender to Babylon, through 
Jeremiah, even if they did not know the future. The 
taken people were cared for by the Lord. For 
example, Daniel, who prayed constantly to the Lord, 
held the high position in Babylon  It’s shown as long 
as we love God and we are called according to 
God’s purpose, all things work together for good, 
even if we don’t know the future yet. Dan 2:48;  Rom 
8:284 ). 
 
7= (A person who is good in his heart, God will deal 
with him. And so it will cause such people to turn to 
God. God would watch over them and He would 
bring them back and establish them in the land and 
give them a heart to know that He is the Lord. Evil 
people only become more stubborn in their evil. It 
seems as they begin to experience the judgments of 
God as the Pharaoh.) 
 
 
 
 
 
10=Q3 (So the good figs were really those that were 
carried away captive. The evil figs were those that 
remained in rebellion. Jeremiah had advised them 
to surrender to the Babylon army. But they rebelled 
against the word of God and so they were so evil 
that there was no recovering. The unpardonable sin, 
called also as the deadly sin, is compared to 
undeadly sin or pardonable sin.  Unpardonable sin 
is unbelief in the Lord Jesus Christ the Savior and 
statement against the Holy Spirit. When they have 
set their hearts against God, when they get to that 
place where God gives up on them, God no longer 
deals with them. God’s Spirit ceases to strive them, 
where God looks upon each of them as a rotten fig, 
so to speak. Those who remained in Jerusalem with 
Zedekiah is subject to God’s judgment as God 
promises. However, those who have been obedient 
to God and taken to Babylon are going to be taken 
care of by God. We should obey God according to 
the Spirit whose sword is the Word of God, even if 
we don’t know the future. 1 John 5:16; John 16:8-9; 
John 3:17-19; Mat 12:31-32; Gen 6:35 ) 
 

 
4 Dan 2:48 Then the king promoted Daniel and gave him many great gifts; and he made him ruler over the whole 
province of Babylon, and chief administrator over all the wise men of Babylon;  Rom 8:28 And we know that all things 
work together for good to those who love God, to those who are the called according to His purpose. 

5 1 John 5:16  If anyone sees his brother sinning a sin which does not lead to death, he will ask, and He will give 
him life for those who commit sin not leading to death. There is sin leading to death. I do not say that he should pray 
about that; John 16:8-9 And when He has come, He will convict the world of sin, and of righteousness, and of 
judgment: 9 of sin, because they do not believe in Me; John 3:17-19 19For God did not send His Son into the world to 
condemn the world, but that the world through Him might be saved.18 “He who believes in Him is not condemned; but 
he who does not believe is condemned already, because he has not believed in the name of the only begotten Son of 
God. 19 And this is the condemnation, that the light has come into the world, and men loved darkness rather than light, 
because their deeds were evil; Mat 12:31-32 Therefore I say to you, every sin and blasphemy will be forgiven men, but 
the blasphemy against the Spirit will not be forgiven men. 32 Anyone who speaks a word against the Son of Man, it will 
be forgiven him; but whoever speaks against the Holy Spirit, it will not be forgiven him, either in this age or in the age to 
come; Gen 6:3 And the Lord said, “My Spirit shall not strive with man forever, for he is indeed flesh; yet his days shall 
be one hundred and twenty years.”

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Q 1. How many members or offerings are at CCAH? 

A 1. People say, "How many people have been saved?" we don’t know, but God knows, although we 
acknowledge that God has arranged over 1,000 units of communities, 7 sober living facilities, over 200 
units of veteran community, KJV English & RVR Spanish Scriptures & 200 lunches per week for the 
homeless, and over a million online visitors (Mat 25:40 “unto one of the least of these”). It doesn’t 
matter. It’s something we leave the numbers with God. He knows those that are His and that’s the 
important thing (e.g. David's motive for census in 1 Chro 21:1). Therefore, we don't worry about the 
numbers of the members and of tithes and offerings because the Lord has given the increase, He has 
added them to CCAH so far (1 Cor 3:7; Acts 2:47; 2 Sam 24:1-3), not as we have done at all, and CCAH is 
His own church (souls), the Lord's church, "Jesus is all in all," purchased with His blood (Mat 16:18; 1 
Cor 6:20; Acts 20:28). Since His foolishness is wiser than men, such as all men's visions/ plans/ 
programs (1 Cor 1:25; Zechariah 4:6), and His thoughts unto each soul are more in number than the sand 
(Psalm 139:17-18), we are just active obedient followers of the Lord, venturing out in faith, "Let CCAH 
go, let God." 

And if you did indeed receive the increase, why do you boast as if you had not received it? (1 Cor 4:7) 
For we are not, as so many, peddling the word of God; but as of sincerity, but as from God, we speak in 
the sight of God in Christ (2 Cor 2:17), CCAH continues faithfully in teaching the entire Scripture simply 
without alteration, fellowship, communion, and prayers, being the witnesses to Christ, powered with the 
Spirit, in Jerusalem, all Judea, Samaria, and to the end of the earth (Acts 1:8; 2:42, 47). The truth the 
Word of God matters wherever - offline, indoor, outdoor, online, at sea, or in sky - and whenever - 
Sunday, Saturday, weekday, every day, this generation time, or the future generation time (John 5:39; 
17:17). The truth shall make us free (John 8:32), from where Christ is named, where commercial 
capitalism is controlling, where territorial boundaries are lined, or where racial, material, or hereditary 
partiality underscores. Every Christian is exhorted to go to church at any convenient place unless she is 
against "the principles of doctrine of Christ" (Heb 6:1) because of "one church (Eklesia) on the earth" 
(Eph 1:22-23). Touchable over 1,000 souls by offline and foreseeable over 1 million souls by online at 
CCAH are being fed by the whole counsel of God throughout the Spirit, living by every His word (1 John 
2:27; Luke 4:4). CCAH does care about each soul because we believe that everybody is impartially created 
by God in His image (Gen 1:26) -- regardless of race, gender, age, wealth, or education such as Caucasian, 
male, youth, rich, Ivy league graduate, or not-- and that the eternal value of each soul is much greater 
than the value of any material/ temporal/ perishable things on the earth (James 3:17; Mat 16:26). 
When God leads, God provides (1 Chronicles 22:11). So, we don't seek money because it follows the faith 
in the almighty Lord by the love of God. Therefore, we never ask people for money, but would offer what 
we have to the Lord and pray Him to handle the issues (like Andrew rather than Philip in John 6:6-9). 
Individually, we can discern our each mind before the Lord, as how much love for Him can be observed 
(1) by the money index to divide willing expenditures to God by total expenditures (Luke 12:34; 21:2-
3), as well as (2) by how much the words of God we love (John 1:1). We know that any offering to God 
without willing mind is not accepted by God (2 Cor 8:12). The public love money especially in capitalism 
society because without money capitalism would not exist. However, we as Christians should not love 
money but should know its nature (1 Timothy 6:10). CCAH has been controlled not by money even in the 
capitalism society but by sovereign almighty God. The foundation of CCAH finance has begun from a 
homeless person's 2 dime offering to the Lord for CCAH at the Rock Fortress facility. The willing mind 
part for an offering should always prevail over its money part. An offering box in a church service or a 
donation button on websites through CCAH is a way to express a donor’s love for God by willing donation, 
the 1st part rather than 2nd money part, according to the Scripture (Mark 12:43; Luke 21:3-4). In fact, 
the fund raising or the fund seeking is not necessary for CCAH but the Lord seeking is sufficient because 
God is continually working through His church, CCAH, in Acts 29 (1 Chronicles 28:9; 2 Chronicles 15:1-
2). We have spent offerings/donations about 40% for external ministries (for missions in Philippians 
4:15-19 & for charity in Matthew 25:40) based upon our faith of "one church (Eklesia) on the earth" -- 
the holy universal church, not unholy ecumenical church -- (e.g. 1st Quarter 2014, 43.15%; 4st Quarter 
2013, 55.6 %; 3rd Quarter 2013, 20.11%; 2nd Quarter 2013, 55.91%; 1st Quarter, 2013 43.26%; 4th 
Quarter, 2012 45.57%, etc.), rather than spent them for additional social/cultural/popular internal 
programs. But about 60% for the internal ministries following the model of the early church in the Book 

of Acts is spent for sheep to be fed with spiritual food (Galatians 6:6) and for staff (1 Timothy 5:17-18). 

CCAH is the poor in material and spirit, but is the rich to give it away for Christ's sake, e.g., about 40% 
of annual offerings, with the poor hearts in spirit. The Lord is the shepherd of CCAH who is "as sorrowful, 
yet always rejoicing; as poor, yet making many rich; as having nothing, and yet possessing all things" (2 
Cor 6:10).

Why does CCAH use an online donation button or donation basket? 

1. CCAH is the Lord's Church

God desires our hearts, and giving is a demonstration of 
where our heart is with Him. As Jesus taught in Matthew 10:37, loving God above 
all else—including family and possessions—is essential to being worthy of Him. 
It is not the amount we give but the love and devotion that accompany our giving. 

3. A Donation Basket or Online Donation Button as a Reflection of Your Love for 
God 

In today's world, shaped by capitalism and materialism, money has become 
central to human life. However, how we allocate our financial resources reflects 
the priorities of our heart. As Matthew 6:21 states, "For where your treasure is, 
there your heart will be also." CCAH uses a donation basket or online donation 
button as a way for individuals to examine their love for God, gauging it through 
their willingness to support His work. These tools are not for fundraising but 
rather to encourage believers to align their financial priorities with their faith, 
recognizing that where one’s money goes often indicates where their heart lies. 

CCAH follows a Spirit-led approach, relying on God's provision rather than 
human efforts to seek funds. Therefore, donations at CCAH serve as a personal 
testament to one’s love for God, and are gratefully accepted as an act of faith and 
commitment to advancing His kingdom. Note that we do tolerate others’ fund 
raising for Godly things which are in Jesus, because of the supremacy of Agape 
love.
