Today, we’d like to see the title of “Be Upon Him”  in Ezekiel 18:1-32.

Q1.  In  verse 2,  “What do you mean when you use this proverb concerning the land of 
Israel, saying: ‘The fathers have eaten sour grapes, And the children’s teeth are set on 
edge’?”  what does it mean? And what can we learn from here? 

Q2. In verse 20,  “The soul who sins shall die. The son shall not bear the guilt of the 
father, nor the father bear the guilt of the son. The righteousness of the righteous shall 
be upon himself, and the wickedness of the wicked shall be upon himself,” what does it 
mean?  And what can we learn from here? 

Q3. In verse 32, “‘For I have no pleasure in the death of one who dies,’ says the 
Lord God. ‘Therefore turn and live!’,”  what does it mean? And how can we apply it to 
our lives? 

(Background for context of this text on Daily Bible Reading and Studying Weekly Book Basis)  
 

In the last time in Ezekiel 17:22-24, “Thus says the Lord God: ‘I will take also one of the 
highest branches of the high cedar and set it out. I will crop off from the topmost of its young 
twigs a tender one, and will plant it on a high and prominent mountain. 23 On the mountain 
height of Israel I will plant it; and it will bring forth boughs, and bear fruit, and be a majestic 
cedar. Under it will dwell birds of every sort; in the shadow of its branches they will dwell. 24 And 
all the trees of the field shall know that I, the Lord, have brought down the high tree and exalted 
the low tree, dried up the green tree and made the dry tree flourish; I, the Lord, have spoken 
and have done it,’ ”  God brings judgment against their evil but the hope through Ezekiel. God 
would plant the tender one or tender twig the Messiah from one of the highest branches or a 
Rod. God would raise up the low tree, the tender branch, and make of it a great tree, that the 
world will find the place of refuge under its branches.  He’s going to set up God’s kingdom upon 
the earth, The kingdom shall last, stand, flourish, and bring forth fruit. God’s nature is to lift up 
the humble and to humble the proud or the arrogant. Isaiah 11:1-5; Mat 23:12; Luke 14:11. 

Ezekiel delivered God’s word to the captive people of Judah in the fifth year from the Babylon’s 
2nd captivity in 597 BC, i.e., 592 BC, in the light of Ezekiel 1:2-3, “On the fifth day of the month, 
which was in the fifth year of King Jehoiachin’s captivity, 3 the word of the Lord came expressly 
to Ezekiel the priest, the son of Buzi, in the land of the Chaldeans by the River Chebar; and the 
hand of the Lord was upon him there.”

1  The word of the Lord came to me again,

2= Q1 (The captive people thought that they are 
suffering as a result of the sin of their father such as 
idolatry or disobedience, saying ‘Our fathers have 
eaten sour grapes, and the children’s teeth are set 
on edge,’ since God says, ‘the iniquity of the fathers 
upon the children to the third and fourth generations 
of those who hate Me” in the 2nd commandment of 
the 10 commandments. In the following verses, God 
corrected their thought, even if we are affected by 
the sins of their ancestors, our suffering is not

3 “As I live,” says the Lord God, “you shall no 
longer use this proverb in Israel. 

4 “Behold, all souls are Mine; 
The soul of the father 
As well as the soul of the son is Mine; 
The soul who sins shall die. 
5 But if a man is just 
And does what is lawful and right; 
6 If he has not eaten on the mountains, 
Nor lifted up his eyes to the idols of the house of 
Israel, 
Nor defiled his neighbor’s wife, 
Nor approached a woman during her impurity; 
7 If he has not oppressed anyone, 
But has restored to the debtor his pledge; 
Has robbed no one by violence, 
But has given his bread to the hungry 
And covered the naked with clothing; 
8 If he has not exacted usury 
Nor taken any increase, 
But has withdrawn his hand from iniquity 
And executed true judgment between man and 
man; 
9 If he has walked in My statutes 
And kept My judgments faithfully— 
He is just; 
He shall surely live!” 
Says the Lord God.  

10 “If he begets a son who is a robber Or a 
shedder of blood, 
Who does any of these things 
11 And does none of those duties, 
But has eaten on the mountains 
Or defiled his neighbor’s wife; 
12 If he has oppressed the poor and needy, 

resulted directly from the sin of our fathers.  Ex 
20:51 ) 
 
 
 
3= (The thought proverb was popular, but it is not a 
true proverb.) 
 
 
 
4= (All souls, either father’s soul or the son’s soul, 
are created by God.) 
 
 
5= (God wants us to live a righteous life or to live by 
faith. One who is just does what is lawful and right, 
living up to God’s standards.) 
 
6= (One who lives up to God’s standards has not 
eaten meats or food offered to false gods on the 
mountains, etc.) 
 
 
 
 
7= (“Restored to the debtor his pledge” means the 
lender returned the cloak that the debtor had given 
as security for a loan, allowing the debtor to use it 
each night. Without the cloak, the debtor would have 
been cold during the night. Ex 22:26; Deu 24:12-
132) 
 
8 = (Usuary or exorbitant interest on the loaned 
money is prohibited for God’s people Ex 22:25; Lev 
25:36; Deu 23:19-20; Mat 25:273 ) 
 
 
 
 
9= (God is advocating these things as righteous, as 
just, as good. Starts out with relationship/fellowship 
with God. Then it goes to your 
relationship/fellowship with your fellow people.  If 
you follow God’s commands, you will live these 
ways in verses 6 to 9.) 
 
 
 
10-13= (Anyone who has done any of the 
abominations shall surely die. Each person is 
responsible for their own conducts..) 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 
1 Ex 20:5 you shall not bow down to them nor serve them. For I, the Lord your God, am a jealous God, visiting the 
iniquity of the fathers upon the children to the third and fourth generations of those who hate Me, 
2 Ex 22:26  If you ever take your neighbor’s garment as a pledge, you shall return it to him before the sun goes down.; 
Deu 24:12-13  And if the man is poor, you shall not keep his pledge overnight. 13 You shall in any case return the pledge 
to him again when the sun goes down, that he may sleep in his own garment and bless you; and it shall be 
righteousness to you before the Lord your God. 
3 Ex 22:25   If you lend money to any of My people who are poor among you, you shall not be like a moneylender to 
him; you shall not charge him interest; Lev 25:36 Take no usury or interest from him; but fear your God, that your brother 
may live with you; Deu 23:19-20 You shall not charge interest to your brother—interest on money or food or anything 
that is lent out at interest. 20 To a foreigner you may charge interest, but to your brother you shall not charge interest, that 
the Lord your God may bless you in all to which you set your hand in the land which you are entering to possess; Mat 
25:17 So you ought to have deposited my money with the bankers, and at my coming I would have received back my 
own with interest. 
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Robbed by violence, 
Not restored the pledge, 
Lifted his eyes to the idols, 
Or committed abomination; 
13 If he has exacted usury 
Or taken increase— 
Shall he then live? 
He shall not live! 
If he has done any of these abominations, 
He shall surely die; 
His blood shall be upon him. 

14 “If, however, he begets a son 
Who sees all the sins which his father has done, 
And considers but does not do likewise; 
15 Who has not eaten on the mountains, 
Nor lifted his eyes to the idols of the house of 
Israel, Nor defiled his neighbor’s wife; 
16 Has not oppressed anyone, Nor withheld a 
pledge, Nor robbed by violence, 
But has given his bread to the hungry 
And covered the naked with clothing; 
17 Who has withdrawn his hand from the poor 
And not received usury or increase, 
But has executed My judgments 
And walked in My statutes— 
He shall not die for the iniquity of his father; 
He shall surely live!18 “As for his father, 
Because he cruelly oppressed, 
Robbed his brother by violence, 
And did what is not good among his people, 
Behold, he shall die for his iniquity.19 “Yet you 
say, ‘Why should the son not bear the guilt of the 
father?’ Because the son has done what is lawful 
and right, and has kept all My statutes and 
observed them, he shall surely live.  

20 The soul who sins shall die. The son shall not 
bear the guilt of the father, nor the father bear the 
guilt of the son. The righteousness of the 
righteous shall be upon himself, and the 
wickedness of the wicked shall be upon himself. 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
14-19= (Even if your family traditions go against God 
and strongly influence you, you still have the choice 
not to follow or continue those ways. Every person 
will be judged by God individually and must give an 
account for their own life. You’re not responsible for 
anyone else—only yourself. When you stand before 
God, the only life you’ll answer for is your own.) 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
20=Q2  (The Bible gives two definitions of death. 
First, there is physical death—when your 
consciousness separates from your body. This is 
described in phrases like “he gave up the ghost” or 
“it’s appointed for people to die once.” Second, there 
is spiritual death—when your consciousness is 
separated from God. To have spiritual life, you must 
experience a spiritual birth, as Jesus said: being 
“born of water and the Spirit.” What’s born from the 
flesh is only flesh, but what’s born from the Spirit is 
spirit. Even after physical death or at the time of the 
rapture, if you're spiritually alive, you’ll still be in 
fellowship with God and aware of His presence—we 
will have “a building from God,” eternal in heavens. 
But the soul that sins will die spiritually. A righteous 
father can’t save his unrighteous son, and the son 
won’t be counted righteous because of his father’s 
goodness. Each person is accountable for their own 
life. That’s why we should choose to live by the 
Spirit, not by the desires of the flesh. John 9:30; 
John 11:25; Heb 9:27;  John 3:5-6; 2 Cor 5:1; Gal 
5:16-174) 
 

 
4 John 9:30 The man answered and said to them, “Why, this is a marvelous thing, that you do not know where He is 
from; yet He has opened my eyes!; John 11:25 Jesus said to her, “I am the resurrection and the life. He who believes 
in Me, though he may die, he shall live; Heb 9;27 And as it is appointed for men to die once, but after this the judgment;  
John 3:5-6 Jesus answered, “Most assuredly, I say to you, unless one is born of water and the Spirit, he cannot enter 
the kingdom of God. 6 That which is born of the flesh is flesh, and that which is born of the Spirit is spirit; 2 Cor 5:1  For 
we know that if our earthly house, this tent, is destroyed, we have a building from God, a house not made with hands, 
eternal in the heavens; Gal 5:16-17 I say then: Walk in the Spirit, and you shall not fulfill the lust of the flesh. 17 For the 
flesh lusts against the Spirit, and the Spirit against the flesh; and these are contrary to one another, so that you do not 
do the things that you wish. 
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21 “But if a wicked man turns from all his sins 
which he has committed, keeps all My statutes, 
and does what is lawful and right, he shall surely 
live; he shall not die.  

22 None of the transgressions which he has 
committed shall be remembered against him; 
because of the righteousness which he has 
done, he shall live.  

23 Do I have any pleasure at all that the wicked 
should die?” says the Lord God, “and not that he 
should turn from his ways and live? 

 

24 “But when a righteous man turns away from his 
righteousness and commits iniquity, and does 
according to all the abominations that the 
wicked man does, shall he live? All the 
righteousness which he has done shall not be 
remembered; because of the unfaithfulness of 
which he is guilty and the sin which he has 
committed, because of them he shall die. 

25 “Yet you say, ‘The way of the Lord is not fair.’ 
Hear now, O house of Israel, is it not My way 
which is fair, and your ways which are not fair?  

26 When a righteous man turns away from his 
righteousness, commits iniquity, and dies in it, it 
is because of the iniquity which he has done that 
he dies. 27 Again, when a wicked man turns away 
from the wickedness which he committed, and 
does what is lawful and right, he preserves 
himself alive. 28 Because he considers and turns 
away from all the transgressions which he 
committed, he shall surely live; he shall not die.  

 
 
 
21= (There is forgiveness, there is pardon. God will 
wash you and cleanse you from your sins!. So you 
shall surely live.) 
 
 
22= (God’s forgiveness is complete and final. Once 
He forgives, He never brings your past sins up 
again. They’re gone for good, wiped away 
completely. He doesn’t hold them against you or 
bring them back to accuse you. That’s the beauty of 
divine forgiveness—when God forgives, it’s over. It’s 
finished, and He never mentions it again. That’s why 
His mercy endures forever!  1 Chro 16:345 ) 
 
23= (God is both loving and just. His perfect love 
leads Him to show mercy to those who repent, but 
His justice means He does not ignore sin. The 
wicked die both physically and spiritually, yet God 
takes no pleasure in their death—He desires that 
they turn to Him and receive eternal life. Therefore, 
each of us should choose to turn to Him. 2 Peter 
3:96 ) 
 
 
24= (If a righteous person turns away from living 
rightly and begins to rebel against God, the Lord 
says his past righteousness will be forgotten. It won’t 
be remembered, and he will die in his sin. So, we 
should be led by the Spirit, not work of the flesh. Gal 
5:18-217) 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
25= (“The way of the Lord is not fair.” In reality, God 
is fair but we have broken the law of God. Instead of 
our ideas of fairness, the fairness is upon God’s 
standards.) 
 
 
26-28= (There is forgiveness with God! Just turning 
to God, there is forgiveness, no matter what you 
may have done! If you will turn to God, there is 
forgiveness, there is pardon, and there is new life in 
Christ for you.)  

 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 
5 1 Chro 16:34 Oh, give thanks to the Lord, for He is good! For His mercy endures forever. 
6 2 Peter 3:9 The Lord is not slack concerning His promise, as some count slackness, but is longsuffering 
toward us, not willing that any should perish but that all should come to repentance. 
7 Gal 5:18-21  But if you are led by the Spirit, you are not under the law. 19 Now the works of the flesh are evident, 
which are: adultery, fornication, uncleanness, lewdness, 20 idolatry, sorcery, hatred, contentions, jealousies, outbursts 
of wrath, selfish ambitions, dissensions, heresies, 21 envy, ]murders, drunkenness, revelries, and the like; of which I 
tell you beforehand, just as I also told you in time past, that those who practice such things will not inherit the 
kingdom of God. 
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29 Yet the house of Israel says, ‘The way of the 
Lord is not fair.’ O house of Israel, is it not My 
ways which are fair, and your ways which are not 
fair? 30 “Therefore I will judge you, O house of 
Israel, every one according to his ways,” says the 
Lord God. “Repent, and turn from all your 
transgressions, so that iniquity will not be your 
ruin.  

31 Cast away from you all the transgressions 
which you have committed, and get yourselves 
a new heart and a new spirit. For why should you 
die, O house of Israel? 

 

32 For I have no pleasure in the death of one who 
dies,” says the Lord God. “Therefore turn 
and live!” 

 

 
 
 
29-30= (There are lives that have been destroyed 
because people chose to follow the desires of the 
flesh. So God is urging them to turn away from their 
sins, to avoid being ruined by their wrongdoing. 
Then God speaks with even greater urgency and 
emphasis, saying...) 
 
 
 
 
 
 
31= (There’s an urgency there, “Throw it out, get rid 
of it. Don’t delay. Cast it away. Get rid of it, as quickly 
as possible. God offers to give you a new heart and 
bring your spirit to life. He transforms you from 
within, changing your desires. Where you once 
rejected Jesus, now you love Him. It’s not a struggle 
to let go of destructive habits—the Lord removes 
them and replaces them with a renewed heart and 
spirit.) 
 
32= Q3 (God is pleading once again—He takes no 
pleasure in the death of the wicked. He says, “Turn 
and live!” The resolution to the issue of inherited sin 
is personal transformation. This change isn’t 
something we can achieve on our own; it’s a work of 
God through the Holy Spirit. When we turn away 
from a life of sin and rebellion and turn to God, God 
gives us a new path, new love, and new strength to 
change. It starts with faith—trusting that God can 
transform your heart and mind. From there, choose 
daily to let Him lead your life. The Spirit Led Life!  
Psalm 51:10-12; Eph 4:22-248 )

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Q 1. How many members or offerings are at CCAH? 

A 1. People say, "How many people have been saved?" we don’t know, but God knows, although we 
acknowledge that God has arranged over 1,000 units of communities, 7 sober living facilities, over 200 
units of veteran community, KJV English & RVR Spanish Scriptures & 200 lunches per week for the 
homeless, and over a million online visitors (Mat 25:40 “unto one of the least of these”). It doesn’t 
matter. It’s something we leave the numbers with God. He knows those that are His and that’s the 
important thing (e.g. David's motive for census in 1 Chro 21:1). Therefore, we don't worry about the 
numbers of the members and of tithes and offerings because the Lord has given the increase, He has 
added them to CCAH so far (1 Cor 3:7; Acts 2:47; 2 Sam 24:1-3), not as we have done at all, and CCAH is 
His own church (souls), the Lord's church, "Jesus is all in all," purchased with His blood (Mat 16:18; 1 
Cor 6:20; Acts 20:28). Since His foolishness is wiser than men, such as all men's visions/ plans/ 
programs (1 Cor 1:25; Zechariah 4:6), and His thoughts unto each soul are more in number than the sand 
(Psalm 139:17-18), we are just active obedient followers of the Lord, venturing out in faith, "Let CCAH 
go, let God." 

And if you did indeed receive the increase, why do you boast as if you had not received it? (1 Cor 4:7) 
For we are not, as so many, peddling the word of God; but as of sincerity, but as from God, we speak in 
the sight of God in Christ (2 Cor 2:17), CCAH continues faithfully in teaching the entire Scripture simply 
without alteration, fellowship, communion, and prayers, being the witnesses to Christ, powered with the 
Spirit, in Jerusalem, all Judea, Samaria, and to the end of the earth (Acts 1:8; 2:42, 47). The truth the 
Word of God matters wherever - offline, indoor, outdoor, online, at sea, or in sky - and whenever - 
Sunday, Saturday, weekday, every day, this generation time, or the future generation time (John 5:39; 
17:17). The truth shall make us free (John 8:32), from where Christ is named, where commercial 
capitalism is controlling, where territorial boundaries are lined, or where racial, material, or hereditary 
partiality underscores. Every Christian is exhorted to go to church at any convenient place unless she is 
against "the principles of doctrine of Christ" (Heb 6:1) because of "one church (Eklesia) on the earth" 
(Eph 1:22-23). Touchable over 1,000 souls by offline and foreseeable over 1 million souls by online at 
CCAH are being fed by the whole counsel of God throughout the Spirit, living by every His word (1 John 
2:27; Luke 4:4). CCAH does care about each soul because we believe that everybody is impartially created 
by God in His image (Gen 1:26) -- regardless of race, gender, age, wealth, or education such as Caucasian, 
male, youth, rich, Ivy league graduate, or not-- and that the eternal value of each soul is much greater 
than the value of any material/ temporal/ perishable things on the earth (James 3:17; Mat 16:26). 
When God leads, God provides (1 Chronicles 22:11). So, we don't seek money because it follows the faith 
in the almighty Lord by the love of God. Therefore, we never ask people for money, but would offer what 
we have to the Lord and pray Him to handle the issues (like Andrew rather than Philip in John 6:6-9). 
Individually, we can discern our each mind before the Lord, as how much love for Him can be observed 
(1) by the money index to divide willing expenditures to God by total expenditures (Luke 12:34; 21:2-
3), as well as (2) by how much the words of God we love (John 1:1). We know that any offering to God 
without willing mind is not accepted by God (2 Cor 8:12). The public love money especially in capitalism 
society because without money capitalism would not exist. However, we as Christians should not love 
money but should know its nature (1 Timothy 6:10). CCAH has been controlled not by money even in the 
capitalism society but by sovereign almighty God. The foundation of CCAH finance has begun from a 
homeless person's 2 dime offering to the Lord for CCAH at the Rock Fortress facility. The willing mind 
part for an offering should always prevail over its money part. An offering box in a church service or a 
donation button on websites through CCAH is a way to express a donor’s love for God by willing donation, 
the 1st part rather than 2nd money part, according to the Scripture (Mark 12:43; Luke 21:3-4). In fact, 
the fund raising or the fund seeking is not necessary for CCAH but the Lord seeking is sufficient because 
God is continually working through His church, CCAH, in Acts 29 (1 Chronicles 28:9; 2 Chronicles 15:1-
2). We have spent offerings/donations about 40% for external ministries (for missions in Philippians 
4:15-19 & for charity in Matthew 25:40) based upon our faith of "one church (Eklesia) on the earth" -- 
the holy universal church, not unholy ecumenical church -- (e.g. 1st Quarter 2014, 43.15%; 4st Quarter 
2013, 55.6 %; 3rd Quarter 2013, 20.11%; 2nd Quarter 2013, 55.91%; 1st Quarter, 2013 43.26%; 4th 
Quarter, 2012 45.57%, etc.), rather than spent them for additional social/cultural/popular internal 
programs. But about 60% for the internal ministries following the model of the early church in the Book 

of Acts is spent for sheep to be fed with spiritual food (Galatians 6:6) and for staff (1 Timothy 5:17-18). 

CCAH is the poor in material and spirit, but is the rich to give it away for Christ's sake, e.g., about 40% 
of annual offerings, with the poor hearts in spirit. The Lord is the shepherd of CCAH who is "as sorrowful, 
yet always rejoicing; as poor, yet making many rich; as having nothing, and yet possessing all things" (2 
Cor 6:10).

CCAH uses a donation basket or online donation 
button as a way for individuals to examine their love for God, gauging it through 
their willingness to support His work. These tools are not for fundraising but 
rather to encourage believers to align their financial priorities with their faith, 
recognizing that where one’s money goes often indicates where their heart lies.
