Q1.  In  5:15  “Hate evil, love good; Establish justice in the gate. It may be that the Lord God of 

hosts Will be gracious to the remnant of Joseph,”  what does it mean? And what can we 
learn from here? 

Q2. In 5:18,  “Woe to you who desire the day of the Lord! For what good is the day of 

the Lord to you? It will be darkness, and not light,” what does it mean?  And what can we 
learn from here? 

Q3. In 6:10, “And when a relative of the dead, with one who will burn the bodies, picks up 
the bodies to take them out of the house, he will say to one inside the house, ‘Are there any 
more with you?’ Then someone will say, ‘None.’ And he will say, ‘Hold your tongue! For we dare 

not mention the name of the Lord’,”  what does it mean? And how can we apply it to our 
lives? 

(Background for context of this text on Daily Bible Reading and Studying Weekly Book Basis)  

 
In the last time, in Amos 4:13, “For behold, He who forms mountains, And creates the wind, 
Who declares to man what his thought is, And makes the morning darkness, Who treads the high 
places of the earth— The Lord God of hosts is His name,” Our God is love and just. Our God is 
gracious and full of compassion, slow to anger and great in mercy. God was seeking to draw back 
Israelites into a fellowship with Himself through the patience of God, the tenderness of God, not 
destroying them but given them signs through famine, drought, locusts, plagues, or war. More 
severe to be true, but yet the whole intention was that they would come to the realization. We 
better turn back to God. We need to seek the Lord. We need God’s help.   Psalm 145:8; Heb 9:27. 

Amos the prophet mainly delivered the word of God to Northern Israel during 780-740 BC while 
the king Azariah and King Jotham reigned Judah and the king Jeroboam II reigned Israel.

51   Hear this word which I take up against you, a 
lamentation, O house of Israel: 

1 =  ( A lamentation is an expression of deep sorrow 
or weeping. Just as Jesus grieved over Jerusalem's 
missed opportunities, here, God, speaking through 
the prophet Amos, expresses His sorrow and 
distress over the impending judgment that will befall 
His people. Mat 23:371 ) 

 
1 Mat 23:37 O Jerusalem, Jerusalem, the one who kills the prophets and stones those who are sent to her! 

How often I wanted to gather your children together, as a hen gathers her chicks under her wings, but you 
were not willing! 
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2 The virgin of Israel has fallen; 
She will rise no more. 
She lies forsaken on her land; 
There is no one to raise her up. 

3 For thus says the Lord God: 

“The city that goes out by a thousand 
Shall have a hundred left, 
And that which goes out by a hundred 
Shall have ten left to the house of Israel.” 

4 For thus says the Lord to the house of Israel: 

“Seek Me and live; 
5 But do not seek Bethel, 
Nor enter Gilgal, 
Nor pass over to Beersheba; 
For Gilgal shall surely go into captivity, 
And Bethel shall come to nothing. 
6 Seek the Lord and live, 
Lest He break out like fire in the house of 
Joseph, 
And devour it, 
With no one to quench it in Bethel— 

 
7 You who turn justice to wormwood, 
And lay righteousness to rest in the earth!” 

8 He made the Pleiades and Orion; 
He turns the shadow of death into morning 
And makes the day dark as night; 
He calls for the waters of the sea 
And pours them out on the face of the earth; 
The Lord is His name. 
9 He rains ruin upon the strong, 
So that fury comes upon the fortress.10 They hate 
the one who rebukes in the gate, 
And they abhor the one who speaks uprightly. 

11 Therefore, because you tread down the poor 
And take grain taxes from him, 
Though you have built houses of hewn stone, 
Yet you shall not dwell in them; 
You have planted pleasant vineyards, 
But you shall not drink wine from them. 

2= (Israel will fall to the Assyrians because the 
nation is no longer "virgin"—meaning it has lost its 
purity only to God due to idolatry, which is also 
referred to spiritual adultery.) 
 
 
 
 
3-6= (God repeatedly urged the Israelites, 
particularly the house of Joseph -- referring to Israel, 
as Ephraim, Joseph's second son, led a prominent 
tribe of Israel the North-- to "Seek the Lord and live" 
and to avoid straying into idolatrous cities. It's 
noteworthy that fire often symbolizes God, and its 
nature is dual: it consumes, yet it also transforms 
into permanence. For instance, fire hardens steel, 
making it more durable. However, that same fire 
destroys materials like wood, hay, or paper. This 
duality is evident in God's actions; when an angel of 
the Lord struck down 185,000 Assyrian troops who 
were attacking Judah, it demonstrates fire's 
destructive power. The impact of God's "fire" 
depends on one's spiritual state. It can either forge 
you into something enduring or lead to your 
destruction. Amos warns that this divine "fire" "will 
break out in the house of Joseph, and none will be 
able to quench it." In a world ailing from sin, the 
message remains clear: "Seek the Lord and live." 
While sin aims to destroy, hope and life are found in 
turning to God. Therefore, when others are 
struggling, encourage them to seek Him.) 

 

 
 
7= (When judgment is twisted or corrupted, it 
prevents the poor and oppressed from receiving 
justice. There is no righteousness. ) 
 
8= (The prophet Amos rebuked those who relied on 
star constellations like Pleiades [seven stars] and 
Orion for guidance concerning their lives and 
fortunes. Instead, he directed them to seek their 
Creator, emphasizing that true wisdom and security 
are found in God, who orchestrates the cosmos, 
rather than in the celestial bodies themselves.) 
 
9-10= (God sends destructive rain on the powerful. 
His anger falls upon those who guard strongholds, 
because they hate anyone who speaks out against 
injustice in public – the gate was a public place to 
enter and exit, where an officer like an immigration 
officer had authority-- and who dislikes those who 
tell the truth.) 
 
 
11= (The wealthy terribly oppressed the poor, 
exploiting them to finance their luxurious lives and 
build elaborate homes. However, God declared they 
would never enjoy their ill-gotten gains.) 
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12 For I know your manifold transgressions 
And your mighty sins: 
Afflicting the just and taking bribes; 
Diverting the poor from justice at the gate. 

 
13 Therefore the prudent keep silent at that time, 
For it is an evil time. 

14 Seek good and not evil, 
That you may live; 
So the Lord God of hosts will be with you, 
As you have spoken. 

15 Hate evil, love good; 
Establish justice in the gate. 
It may be that the Lord God of hosts 
Will be gracious to the remnant of Joseph. 

16 Therefore the Lord God of hosts, the Lord, 
says this: 

“There shall be wailing in all streets, 
And they shall say in all the highways, 
‘Alas! Alas!’ 
They shall call the farmer to mourning, 
And skillful lamenters to wailing. 

17 In all vineyards there shall be wailing, 
For I will pass through you,” 
Says the Lord. 

18 Woe to you who desire the day of the Lord! 
For what good is the day of the Lord to you? 
It will be darkness, and not light. 

 

 

 

 
12= (God knows their many sins: they hurt the  
people who live by faith, accept bribes, and prevent 
the poor from getting justice in the gate or court.) 
 
 
 
 
 
 
13-14= (The prudent people keep silent at an evil 
time. Nevertheless, seek good to live because the 
Lord will be with you.) 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
15= Q1 (Despite their transgressions, God 
continually urges them to "Hate evil, love good; 
Establish justice in the gate" His enduring patience 
is evident, as He remains willing to forgive, draw 
them back, and reclaim them as His people. It's not 
too late; God can still deliver and save them upon 
confession by grace.) 
 
16= (Amos prophesied such a widespread death 
and mourning that there would be a severe shortage 
of professional mourners, paid wailers. 
Consequently, even farmers would have to be called 
upon to lament and wail at the numerous funerals 
because of God’s punishment through Assyrians 
against  idolatrous Israelites of the North in 722 BC  
Jer 9:172 ) 
 
 
 
17= (Just as the Lord once went through Egypt and 
brought judgment by taking the lives of all the 
firstborns, God will now come in judgment again. 
This time, it will be against His own people. As a 
result, there will be great sorrow and crying all 
across the land.) 
 
18=Q2 (For the faithful, the Day of the Lord is a 
joyous, glorious anticipation—the day Jesus returns 
for His church. We sing, "Jesus May Come Today! 
Glad Day! Glad Day!" It will be light. However, for the 
unfaithful, it will be the saddest day of their lives. Left 
behind to face the Great Tribulation, they will 
experience a day of profound sorrow, wailing, and 
weeping—a truly horrible day. While some eagerly 
await this day, the Lord warns: "The Day of the Lord 
isn't going to be joyous for some of you! It's not going 
to be a day of light... It'll be a day of gloominess. It 
will be darkness!" Historically, the "Day of the Lord" 
signified imminent destruction by the Assyrian army 
for the unfaithful. In its future context, it remains a 
day of God's judgment—glorious for believers, but 
for the unfaithful, a day of darkness and doom. Joel 
1:153) 

 
2
Jere 9:17  Thus says the Lord of hosts: “Consider and call for the mourning women, That they may come; 

And send for skillful wailing women, That they may come.” 

 
3 Joel 1:15 Alas for the day! For the day of the Lord is at hand; It shall come as destruction from the Almighty. 
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19 It will be as though a man fled from a lion, 
And a bear met him! 
Or as though he went into the house, 
Leaned his hand on the wall, 
And a serpent bit him! 

 
20 Is not the day of the Lord darkness, and not 
light? 
Is it not very dark, with no brightness in it? 

21 “I hate, I despise your feast days, 
And I do not savor your sacred assemblies. 
22 Though you offer Me burnt offerings and your 
grain offerings, 
I will not accept them, 
Nor will I regard your fattened peace offerings. 
23 Take away from Me the noise of your songs, 
For I will not hear the melody of your stringed 
instruments. 
24 But let justice run down like water, 
And righteousness like a mighty stream.

In the wilderness forty years, O house of Israel?

19= (In other words, you can’t escape it!) 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
20= (The day of the Lord would bring justice, which 
would bring the punishment to the sinners) 
 
 
 
 
21-23= (God hates fake worship—things like special 
"feast days" and "holy gatherings" done just for 
show. He can't stand people who go through 
religious motions to look good, especially if they're 
living sinful lives. If we use religious traditions to 
pretend we're good, God will reject our worship and 
anything we offer. What God desires is sincere 
hearts, not the hypocritical songs or offerings of 
those who merely "go through the motions.) 
 
 
 
 
 
24= (God’s justice flows, followed by His strong 
righteousness) 
 
 
25-26= (Even while in the wilderness, worshipping 
at the Tabernacle, the Israelites never fully 
abandoned the pagan gods they brought from 
Egypt, like Sikkuth and Chiun. They continued their 
old practices of worshipping stars and planets, 
showing they hadn't truly broken from their past 
idolatry 2 Kings 23:54 ) 

27=(Israel’s captivity extended beyond Damascus, 
the capital of Syria, as the people were exiled to 
Assyria. God's punishment was not merely defeat, 
but a complete removal from their homeland.)

1= (The people of Judah in Zion were complacent, 
believing "things will work out." Meanwhile, in 
Samaria of Israel, they relied on their strong 
mountain defenses for security. Both kingdoms felt 
secure in their own ways, leading to a false sense of 
safety.) 
 
 
 

 
4 2 Kings 23:5 Then he removed the idolatrous priests whom the kings of Judah had ordained to burn incense on the 
high places in the cities of Judah and in the places all around Jerusalem, and those who burned incense to Baal, to the 
sun, to the moon, to the constellations, and to all the host of heaven. 
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2 Go over to Calneh and see; 
And from there go to Hamath the great; 
Then go down to Gath of the Philistines. 
Are you better than these kingdoms? 
Or is their territory greater than your territory? 

3 Woe to you who put far off the day of doom, 
Who cause the seat of violence to come near; 
4 Who lie on beds of ivory, 
Stretch out on your couches, 
Eat lambs from the flock 
And calves from the midst of the stall;

3-6= (You’re living in luxury, indulging in ivory beds. 
You’re so interested in partying, you’re so interested 
in the pursuit of pleasure, that you’re not aware that 
the nation is going down the tubes. That judgement 
is facing the nation!” What a tragedy!) 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
7= (They are carrying away as captives) 
 
 
 
 
 
 
8= (God solemnly vowed to surrender the city to its 
enemies, swearing by His own being to fulfill this 
declaration. And indeed, He did.) 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
9= (All people in one house will die, showing the 
complete destruction) 
 
 
 
10= Q3 (Faced with God's judgment, the sheer 
number of dead bodies will overwhelm traditional 
burial practices. Instead, the deceased will be 
cremated to dispose of them, a horrific departure 
from their customs, signifying the immense scale of 
the slaughter.) 
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11 For behold, the Lord gives a command: 
He will break the great house into bits, 
And the little house into pieces. 

12 Do horses run on rocks? 
Does one plow there with oxen? 
Yet you have turned justice into gall, 
And the fruit of righteousness into wormwood, 

 
13 You who rejoice over Lo Debar, 
Who say, “Have we not taken Karnaim for 
ourselves 
By our own strength?” 

14 “But, behold, I will raise up a nation against 
you, 
O house of Israel,” 
Says the Lord God of hosts; 
“And they will afflict you from the entrance of 
Hamath 
To the Valley of the Arabah.” 

 
 
 
 
11= (People constructed elaborate homes to 
showcase their accomplishments. While 
comfortable living isn't inherently wrong, these 
dwellings should not fuel excessive pride or self-
glorification. Our homes are gifts from God, intended 
for service rather than mere display.) 
 
12= (God is saying, "You're attempting the 
impossible with Me. You can't run a horse on rocks 
without it slipping and falling, nor can you plow a 
rocky field with oxen. You've taken an impossible 
position with God!  You don’t leave God’s judgment 
anyway!") 
 
 
 
13-14= (God warned Israel that despite its 
seemingly insignificant size compared to the mighty 
Assyrian empire—which stretched from the northern 
city of Hamath to the southern Valley of Arabah, 
encompassing even a small border town like 
Karnaim—the entire nation would be wiped out. 
True to His word, the Assyrians invaded and 
destroyed Israel. Whenever we commit a sin, 
confess it truly immediately and then He would 
forgive you. 2 kings 17:6; 1 John 1:95 )

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Q 1. How many members or offerings are at CCAH? 

A 1. People say, "How many people have been saved?" we don’t know, but God knows, although we 
acknowledge that God has arranged over 1,000 units of communities, 7 sober living facilities, over 200 
units of veteran community, KJV English & RVR Spanish Scriptures & 200 lunches per week for the 
homeless, and over a million online visitors (Mat 25:40 “unto one of the least of these”). It doesn’t 
matter. It’s something we leave the numbers with God. He knows those that are His and that’s the 
important thing (e.g. David's motive for census in 1 Chro 21:1). Therefore, we don't worry about the 
numbers of the members and of tithes and offerings because the Lord has given the increase, He has 
added them to CCAH so far (1 Cor 3:7; Acts 2:47; 2 Sam 24:1-3), not as we have done at all, and CCAH is 
His own church (souls), the Lord's church, "Jesus is all in all," purchased with His blood (Mat 16:18; 1 
Cor 6:20; Acts 20:28). Since His foolishness is wiser than men, such as all men's visions/ plans/ 
programs (1 Cor 1:25; Zechariah 4:6), and His thoughts unto each soul are more in number than the sand 
(Psalm 139:17-18), we are just active obedient followers of the Lord, venturing out in faith, "Let CCAH 
go, let God." 

And if you did indeed receive the increase, why do you boast as if you had not received it? (1 Cor 4:7) 
For we are not, as so many, peddling the word of God; but as of sincerity, but as from God, we speak in 
the sight of God in Christ (2 Cor 2:17), CCAH continues faithfully in teaching the entire Scripture simply 
without alteration, fellowship, communion, and prayers, being the witnesses to Christ, powered with the 
Spirit, in Jerusalem, all Judea, Samaria, and to the end of the earth (Acts 1:8; 2:42, 47). The truth the 
Word of God matters wherever - offline, indoor, outdoor, online, at sea, or in sky - and whenever - 
Sunday, Saturday, weekday, every day, this generation time, or the future generation time (John 5:39; 
17:17). The truth shall make us free (John 8:32), from where Christ is named, where commercial 
capitalism is controlling, where territorial boundaries are lined, or where racial, material, or hereditary 
partiality underscores. Every Christian is exhorted to go to church at any convenient place unless she is 
against "the principles of doctrine of Christ" (Heb 6:1) because of "one church (Eklesia) on the earth" 
(Eph 1:22-23). Touchable over 1,000 souls by offline and foreseeable over 1 million souls by online at 
CCAH are being fed by the whole counsel of God throughout the Spirit, living by every His word (1 John 
2:27; Luke 4:4). CCAH does care about each soul because we believe that everybody is impartially created 
by God in His image (Gen 1:26) -- regardless of race, gender, age, wealth, or education such as Caucasian, 
male, youth, rich, Ivy league graduate, or not-- and that the eternal value of each soul is much greater 
than the value of any material/ temporal/ perishable things on the earth (James 3:17; Mat 16:26). 
When God leads, God provides (1 Chronicles 22:11). So, we don't seek money because it follows the faith 
in the almighty Lord by the love of God. Therefore, we never ask people for money, but would offer what 
we have to the Lord and pray Him to handle the issues (like Andrew rather than Philip in John 6:6-9). 
Individually, we can discern our each mind before the Lord, as how much love for Him can be observed 
(1) by the money index to divide willing expenditures to God by total expenditures (Luke 12:34; 21:2-
3), as well as (2) by how much the words of God we love (John 1:1). We know that any offering to God 
without willing mind is not accepted by God (2 Cor 8:12). The public love money especially in capitalism 
society because without money capitalism would not exist. However, we as Christians should not love 
money but should know its nature (1 Timothy 6:10). CCAH has been controlled not by money even in the 
capitalism society but by sovereign almighty God. The foundation of CCAH finance has begun from a 
homeless person's 2 dime offering to the Lord for CCAH at the Rock Fortress facility. The willing mind 
part for an offering should always prevail over its money part. An offering box in a church service or a 
donation button on websites through CCAH is a way to express a donor’s love for God by willing donation, 
the 1st part rather than 2nd money part, according to the Scripture (Mark 12:43; Luke 21:3-4). In fact, 
the fund raising or the fund seeking is not necessary for CCAH but the Lord seeking is sufficient because 
God is continually working through His church, CCAH, in Acts 29 (1 Chronicles 28:9; 2 Chronicles 15:1-
2). We have spent offerings/donations about 40% for external ministries (for missions in Philippians 
4:15-19 & for charity in Matthew 25:40) based upon our faith of "one church (Eklesia) on the earth" -- 
the holy universal church, not unholy ecumenical church -- (e.g. 1st Quarter 2014, 43.15%; 4st Quarter 
2013, 55.6 %; 3rd Quarter 2013, 20.11%; 2nd Quarter 2013, 55.91%; 1st Quarter, 2013 43.26%; 4th 
Quarter, 2012 45.57%, etc.), rather than spent them for additional social/cultural/popular internal 
programs. But about 60% for the internal ministries following the model of the early church in the Book 

of Acts is spent for sheep to be fed with spiritual food (Galatians 6:6) and for staff (1 Timothy 5:17-18). 

CCAH is the poor in material and spirit, but is the rich to give it away for Christ's sake, e.g., about 40% 
of annual offerings, with the poor hearts in spirit. The Lord is the shepherd of CCAH who is "as sorrowful, 
yet always rejoicing; as poor, yet making many rich; as having nothing, and yet possessing all things" (2 
Cor 6:10).
