Behold, He is coming,” Says the Lord of hosts,” what does it
mean? And what can we learn from here?

Q3. In 4:5, “Behold, | will send you Elijah the prophet Before the coming of the great and
dreadful day of the Lord,” what does it mean? And how can we apply it to our lives?

Q2. In 3:16, “Then those who feared the Lord spoke to one another, And the Lord listened and
heard them; So a book of remembrance was written before Him For those who fear the Lord
And who meditate on His name,” what does it mean? And what can we learn from here?

Malachi (450-400 BC) was throughout the time of Ezra & Nehemiah. After Malachi, the
prophecy had been silent for 400 years until John the Baptist came.

1 = Q1 (This verse is the answer of the last part 2:17 “Where
is the God of judgment?” Jesus are two comings and there are
two forerunners. Before the 15t coming to die for our sins as
the Lamb of God, John the Baptist was sent. Elijah is expected
to come before the 2™ coming, see 4:5. And so, My
messenger would be John the Baptist in the 15t coming and
also would be Elijah in the 2" coming. It's called dual
prophecy which is two events at one prophecy. Many Old
Testament prophecies like Isaiah 61:1-2. (1) Jesus’ 15t coming
fulfillment — when Jesus read Isaiah 6:1-2 in Luke 4:18-20, He
stopped after “To proclaim the acceptable year of the Lord.”
This signified the parts of the prophecy He was fulfilling at that
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Behold, He is coming,”
Says the Lord of hosts.

2“But who can endure the day of His
coming?

And who can stand when He appears?
For He is like a refiner’s fire

And like launderers’ soap.

3He will sit as a refiner and a puirifier of
silver;

He will purify the sons of Levi,

And purge them as gold and silver,
That they may offer to the Lord

time — preaching good news, healing, proclaiming liberty, and
setting the oppressed free. His cleansing of the temple
showed His zeal during His first coming. (2) 2" coming
fulfillment — the latter part of Isaiah 61:2, “And the day of
vengeance of our God; To comfort all who mourn,” and
subsequent verses like Isiah 61:3, refer to Jesus’ 2" coming.
This is when He will judge the world, He will fully restore Israel
and reign from Jerusalem. The “messenger of the covenant” is
Jesus Himself, who brought the new covenant through His
blood. Mark 1:2; Mat 11:10; Luke 7:27; Isiah 61:1-2; Luke
4:18-20; Mat 21:12-13; John 2:15-17; Isaiah 61:3; Mat 26:28" )

2-3= (Malachi jumped into His 2"¢ coming. During His 1st
coming, Jesus did not purify the sons of Levi or the existing
priesthood. Instead, He spoke out against their corruption, and
it was this very priesthood that conspired to have Him killed.
The purification of the priesthood and the earth will happen
during His 2" coming, a time of judgment by fire. This process
is likened to refining metal: intense heat melts away impurities,
allowing them to be skimmed off, revealing a pure, reflective
surface. Similarly, as we are purified by God, His reflection in
our lives becomes clearer to others. God emphasizes that
leaders, like the Levites, should be particularly open to this
purification process. The "launderers’ soap" mentioned
symbolizes this purifying work, which will begin at the "house
of the Lord.")

4= (In the beginning, when God established the nation of Israel
and the Tabernacle, it was a glorious time. The people's hearts
were fully devoted to the Lord. The Tabernacle, a model of
heavenly things, was the center of their camp, signifying God's
presence among them. They joyfully offered sacrifices.
However, over time, these offerings became routine and lost
their initial awe and wonder. This is a tragic pattern: a
relationship with God becoming a mere routine, losing their
heart. Jesus Himself warned the church at Ephesus, "I know
your works, your labor, and your patience... Nevertheless, |
have this against you, that you have left your first love"
Similarly, God often reminded Israel of their early days in the
wilderness, cherishing their initial devotion and their heart and
the center of their lives. The early church, as described in the
book of Acts, shared this initial excitement, power, and zeal.
One might wonder if the Lord longs for the church to return to
that same fervent commitment and powerful love. Sadly, even
by the end of the first century, this "first love" was already
waning, leading to the Lord's warning. Rev 2:2-4?)

5= (James issues a stern warning to the wealthy in the last
days: "Come now, you rich, weep and how! for your miseries
that are coming upon you!" One of the primary transgressions
cited is the withholding of wages from employees. This
oppression stemmed from a lack of fear of the Lord, leading to
various other sins, including engagement in sorcery, adultery,
and perjury. Additionally they treated widows, orphans, and
aliens unfairly. James 5:13)

6= (God remains unchanging in His commitment. Even though
the nation failed, He would not have wiped them out because
of His prior calling.)

7= (God’s long-suffering, patience, and love are truly beautiful.
Despite humanity's failures, the Lord continues to love us and
always offers a path to reconciliation, saying, "Return to Me,
and | will return to you." God has always been willing to
welcome sinners back. Sadly, many have rejected this offer of
forgiveness and restoration because they refuse to
acknowledge their own sin.)

8= (Tithing, which means giving 10% of your increase, was a
legal requirement in the Old Testament. Jesus acknowledges
the practice but emphasizes the donor’s hearts, which are
justice, mercy, and faith, are more important. He says, “These
you ought to have done, without leaving the others undone,”
meaning the heart behind the law matters more. In the New
Testament context, tithing is no longer mandatory but is
encou4raged as a recommended act of faith and devotion Mat
23:23%)

9-12= (The prophet Malachi urged the people to stop
withholding their tithes—the portion God deserved. The
system of tithing, which means giving 10 percent of one's
increase, began with Moses. A portion of these tithes
supported the Levites, who, unlike other tribes, did not inherit
land. During Malachi's time, the people neglected tithing,
forcing the Levites to find other works. This led to them
neglecting their God-given duties of caring for the temple and
maintaining worship services. The core principle is that
everything we have comes from God. When we refuse to
return a portion of what He has given us, we are essentially
robbing Him. The text challenges us to consider if we selfishly
want to keep 100% of God's blessings or if we are willing to

return at least 10% to help advance God's kingdom. The
people's reluctance to tithe may have stemmed from a fear of
losing what they had worked for. However, they misjudged
God's generosity. As Luke states, "Give, and it will be given to
you." When we give, we should remember that God's
blessings—whether material or spiritual—are promised, in our
present life on earth and/or in the future life in heaven. Note
the “storehouse” was a room in the temple where food from
tithes was kept. The priests lived on these offerings. God
promises to provide for your needs, but that doesn’t mean He
will give you everything you want or desire. Blessings should
not be confused with money or the idea that wealth equals
spirituality, like the “prosperity gospel” teaches. Lev 27:30; Deu
14:22; Num 18:20-21; Luke 6:38; Prosperity Gospel® )

13-15 = (These verses show that the people had a proud and
selfish attitude toward God. They were really asking, “What's
in it for me?” instead of thinking about God. The right question
is, “What pleases God?” We should serve God simply because
the Lord is God and worthy of our service.)

16=Q2 (Fearing the Lord is the start of wisdom and knowledge,
leading us to hate evil. When people truly fear God, they often
talk about Him, and the Lord listens closely to every word. God
remembers and records those who fear Him and think about
His name. e.g., after a service in one group, mostly talking
about His words; after a service in the other group, mostly
talking about the world. Serving God is the most blessed thing
we can do. God is the Creator and Controller of everything,
and so being His servant brings endless blessings: His Spirit,
His assurance, His comfort, and His strength. The Lord gently
guides us, even correcting our thoughts when we stray. He
speaks to our hearts, giving us new insights. God will always
remember those who stay faithful to Him, loving, fearing,
honoring, and respecting Him. Prov 9:20; Prov 1:7; Prov 3:7°)

5 Lev 27:30 And all the tithe of the land, whether of the seed of the land or of the fruit of the tree, is the Lord’s. It is holy
to the Lord; Deu 14:22 You shall truly tithe all the increase of your grain that the field produces year by year.; Num

“Prosperity Gospel” doctrine is the gospel that God provides His children material prosperity, wealth and physical health.
It should be rejected because all believers in the Bible were not prosperous during their physical life. Paul’s physical
weakness is shown in Galatians 4:13, “You know that because of physical infirmity | preached the gospel to you at the
first.” Jesus Himself was dead on cross in John 19:30 “So when Jesus had received the sour wine, He said, “It is
finished!” And bowing His head, He gave up His spirit.” In “3 John 1:2”, John the elder says to Gaius, “Beloved, | pray
that you may prosper in all things and be in health, just as your soul prospers.” Pray (Proseukomai, the Greek word) is
often misinterpreted with God’s promise (Epangelomai, the Greek word) for the prosperity gospel doctrine. We as the
children of God may pray for material prosperity (here, “all things” and “health”) to our heavenly Father, beyond soul
and/or spiritual prosperity, but He will determine to give the material prosperity in His time, not our time. For the
Beatitudes in Matthew 5:1-12, they also misunderstood “blessed (Makalois, the Greek word)” as “material blessing”
instead of “exceeding glad” taught by Jesus in Matthew 5:12. This doctrine tends to the life driven by man’s efforts, for
the purpose of the material prosperity, rather than the life led by the Spirit.

In John 17:20,
Jesus prayed not only for His disciples but also for all who
would believe in Him through their message. This includes
you. His prayer shows how deeply He loves and values you—
so much so that, in His eyes, you are worth more than the
whole world. God gave His very best—His Son—for you.
Those who remain faithful to God are His special treasure or
His own special people.. Ex 19:5; John 17:20; 1 Peter 2:97)

18= (When the Lord returns, He will distinguish between the
righteous and the wicked—those who serve God and those
who do not.)

1= (On the Day of the Lord, all human works will be tested by
fire. Just as stubble is consumed in a blaze, works by the
flesh—those lacking genuine spiritual substance such as the
proud and all the wicked, i.e., no works by the Spirit—will be
utterly destroyed. This divine fire will reveal the true nature and
quality of every individual's contributions, separating what is
eternal from what is perishing. 1 Cor 3:12-15%)

2= (However for those who fear God and are guided by the
Holy Spirit, a wonderful future awaits. Jesus Christ, the Son of
Righteousness, will appear, bringing healing in His wings. In
God's holy city, there will be no need for the sun or moon,
because God Himself will be the light. We, who have loved and
served the Lord, can look forward to a time of great joy and
celebration. This hope is a gift we receive when we trust God
with our lives. Isaiah 60:20; Rev 21:23-24°)

3= (In the day of the Lord, God will judge and punish the
wicked like ashes.)

4= (Remember the laws God gave Moses at Mount Sinai or
Horeb, particularly the Ten Commandments found in Exodus
20. These laws are perfect and have the power to change our
very being. However, these original commands have been
fulfilled and renewed in the two greatest commandments
taught by Jesus: to love God with all your heart, soul, mind,
and strength, and to love your neighbor as yourself. This is like
putting "new wine in new wineskins"—the essence remains,
but the way it's understood and lived out has been made new.
— Matthew 9:17; Matthew 22:37-407° )

5=Q3 (After the Church is taken away, the nation of Israel will
recognize their past mistakes. At that time, two special
witnesses, including Elijah and the 2" witness likely Moses,
John the Baptist, or Enoch, will appear. They will spark a
massive revival among the people of Israel. These prophets
will help turn the hearts of the people back to their heritage and
to each other, all before the Lord brings His final judgment
upon the earth. This amazing prophecy saw a partial fulfillment
with John the Baptist before Jesus' first coming. However, its
complete fulfillment is still to come, and | believe it's not far off.
Rev 11:3'")

6= (To help people get ready for the day of judgment, God sent
a prophet like Elijah—John the Baptist. His job was to prepare
the way for Jesus, the Messiah. The New Testament starts with
John’s telling people to turn from their sins and turn towards
God. This means that our faith in Jesus is proven when we
show unconditional love (Agape) to each other, like fathers and

children being reconciled. If we don't, we face being cursed,
judged, or punished in the lake of fire. John 13:34'2)

Note: Most Christians say the Scripture is important, but rarely study every word in the Scripture
and commit it to the Lord. So, it’s better to study it and live accordingly after the Spirit for the Lord

After nearly 19 years here in Korea (16 years since starting Calvary Chapel in Daejeon), we
finally had an actual American style Thanksgiving dinner at the church.

I want to let you know that as we begin this
project, we cannot send you a biography and photo of
a specific child. Once we have children in our care, we
will send you information about a child for whom you
can pray. So please consider joining us in the rescue of
these children.

Hopefully, in time, we will have the ability to facilitate
adoptions. It would be my heart’s desire that the homes
would be a place of love until we can find a family that
will care for these children.

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Q 1. How many members or offerings are at CCAH?

A 1. People say, "How many people have been saved?" we don’t know, but God knows, although we
acknowledge that God has arranged over 1,000 units of communities, 7 sober living facilities, over 200
units of veteran community, KJV English & RVR Spanish Scriptures & 200 lunches per week for the
homeless, and over a million online visitors (Mat 25:40 “unto one of the least of these”). It doesn’t
matter. It's something we leave the numbers with God. He knows those that are His and that’s the
important thing (e.g. David's motive for census in 1 Chro 21:1). Therefore, we don't worry about the
numbers of the members and of tithes and offerings because the Lord has given the increase, He has
added them to CCAH so far (1 Cor 3:7; Acts 2:47; 2 Sam 24:1-3), not as we have done at all, and CCAH is
His own church (souls), the Lord's church, "Jesus is all in all," purchased with His blood (Mat 16:18; 1
Cor 6:20; Acts 20:28). Since His foolishness is wiser than men, such as all men's visions/ plans/
programs (1 Cor 1:25; Zechariah 4:6), and His thoughts unto each soul are more in number than the sand
(Psalm 139:17-18), we are just active obedient followers of the Lord, venturing out in faith, "Let CCAH
go, let God."

Individually, we can discern our each mind before the Lord, as how much love for Him can be observed
(1) by the money index to divide willing expenditures to God by total expenditures (Luke 12:34; 21:2-
3), as well as (2) by how much the words of God we love (John 1:1). We know that any offering to God
without willing mind is not accepted by God (2 Cor 8:12). The public love money especially in capitalism
society because without money capitalism would not exist. However, we as Christians should not love
money but should know its nature (1 Timothy 6:10). CCAH has been controlled not by money even in the
capitalism society but by sovereign almighty God. The foundation of CCAH finance has begun from a
homeless person’'s 2 dime offering to the Lord for CCAH at the Rock Fortress facility. The willing mind
part for an offering should always prevail over its money part. An offering box in a church service or a
donation button on websites through CCAH is a way to express a donor’s love for God by willing donation,
the 1st part rather than 2nd money part, according to the Scripture (Mark 12:43; Luke 21:3-4). In fact,
the fund raising or the fund seeking is not necessary for CCAH but the Lord seeking is sufficient because
God is continually working through His church, CCAH, in Acts 29 (1 Chronicles 28:9; 2 Chronicles 15:1-
2). We have spent offerings/donations about 40% for external ministries (for missions in Philippians
4:15-19 & for charity in Matthew 25:40) based upon our faith of "one church (Eklesia) on the earth" --
the holy universal church, not unholy ecumenical church -- (e.g. 1st Quarter 2014, 43.15%; 4st Quarter
2013, 55.6 %; 3rd Quarter 2013, 20.11%; 2nd Quarter 2013, 55.91%; 1st Quarter, 2013 43.26%; 4th
Quarter, 2012 45.57%, etc.), rather than spent them for additional social/cultural/popular internal
programs. But about 60% for the internal ministries following the model of the early church in the Book
of Acts is spent for sheep to be fed with spiritual food (Galatians 6:6) and for staff (1 Timothy 5:17-18).

CCAH is the poor in material and spirit, but is the rich to give it away for Christ's sake, e.g., about 40%
of annual offerings, with the poor hearts in spirit. The Lord is the shepherd of CCAH who is "as sorrowful,
yet always rejoicing; as poor, yet making many rich; as having nothing, and yet possessing all things" (2
Cor 6:10).

ONE LONG JOURNEY

When T first met Tirza in Russia, it was probably
in 1994. She was from the Dutch office of a sister
organization, and I was leading a team into the Russian
prisons. At that time, I never thought that she would
still be in my life 30 years later. When we met, Tirza
spoke six languages and worked harder than any two
men on my team. Today, she speaks
12 languages. She began working as an
assistant to the director of the Dutch
office right out of high school and had
always worked for minimum wage so

as not to be a burden to the ministry. ——— 3=

her husband, Hans, have been married for 37
years, as he likes to say, because they love each other.
Hans wrote for a newspaper, and they humbly lived
off his salary.

In the early days in Russia, when I traveled from prison
to prison, it was hard to find food. I would go for weeks
only eating Borsch, a Russian cabbage and beet soup.

And, often, I would only eat twice a day. When I would
return to Moscow after each of my trips, I would run
to the only McDonald’s in the city to find food. Every
month, when I would travel, T would lose at least 20
pounds, but it was never a problem; instead, it was a
great joy.

I often traveled with Mark Piester,

who also worked alongside Tirza in

Holland. Mark, an American, had

worked for years smuggling Bibles

behind the Iron Curtain. He and

——— I would spend days on trains and
buscs going from prison to prison sharing Christ- .
most of the time in the dead of winter. I would stare out
the window for hours, looking at the snow drifts and
Russian countryside, but I loved every minute. I never
felt alone; it was me and the Lord, and 1 will always
remember it as the most enjoyable time of ministry.
Vicky knows the look when she sees me in this state.
She always says, “What part of the world are you
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planning to conquer next?” I respond back and just say,
“I am lost in my thoughts, Love” But she smiles back
and says, “You might as well tell me” Which makes me
smile at how well she knows her husband. Then I tell
her what I believe is God’s next plan for the ministry.

Once, I got very sick in Russia and could find no
medicine, so I traveled to Holland to stay with Tirza
and Hans, and they took great care of me. The Dutch
climate during winter is always rainy and overcast, but I
did not mind because the rainy weather has always been
my favorite. I stayed in the third-story attic of Tirza
and Han's home. The attic had been turned into a nice
bedroom with a window that I could open at night and
listen to the rain. Tirza made great meals to nurse me
back to health. When I got better, we rode bicycles to
the Dutch office every morning, and we would stop at
a bakery on the way to get something warm. The Dutch
bakeries are the best in the world!

Tirza and Hans have been close friends of mine ever
since. Hans loved American peanut butter, but it was
unavailable in their home country 30 years ago. At the
time, I worked at a food bank in America, and they
would give me whatever food I wanted to give away.
Back then, I had no money, but KLM Airlines would
allow me to take two 75-pound boxes with me, so

had a heart attack at age 63 and went home to be with
the Lord. It was a shock to all of us, and the Dutch office
is having to deal with such a great loss.

Tirza shared with me that in Burma, the Junta Army is
attacking and killing the Karen, Karenni, and Kachin
Christian people.

But the game the soldiers love is the rape of Christian
women, often in front of their husband. Many women
have been raped by as many as 20 men to the point they
pass out and wake up naked hours later to find that
their husband was killed during the rape.

One commander raped a woman and then told 20 of
his men that if they did not also rape her, he would kill
them; the men did as ordered. When she was finally
released, the woman went home and told her husband
what happened. He was not a good man and kicked her
out of the house. Because she was in so much despair,
she took her own life.

He has
completed his first year of Bible school and just started
“his'second. He is nota prideful, aggréssive, or loud fighter
as one may expect; instead, I saw a brother, humble and
committed to serve Christ with all his heart.

Far Reaching Ministries is involved in multiple
clandestine operations to save believers and innocent
lives. I have shared in previous newsletters about our
work in Afghanistan. =~~~ T

During the Afghanistan evacuation operation, we were
contacted by Shannon Spann, a former CIA agent, and
she asked us to help extract 28 people who worked for the
agency. These were people who had worked for the U.S.
government but were left behind. The entire intelligence
world was caught by surprise when the withdrawal from
Afghanistan was done with no advanced notice. What was
done resulted in tens of thousands of men, women, and
children being tortured, raped, and brutally murdered.
Folks, I do not have any knowledge of the inner workings
of the CIA, but I did know what would happen to these
people.

During the Vietnam war both the Hmong and
Montagnards indigenous people helped the CIA and
the 5th Special Forces Group, which are Green Berets
trained hard to fight Viet Cong forces. The Hmong
and Montagnards were Christians fighting against
communism, so they created deep bonds with the U.S.
soldiers. When the United States pulled out of Vietnam,
our government abandoned them, and they suffered
horribly in what is referred to as the forgotten genocide.

Darius: trained leader equips
new believers with God’s Word

Faithful Darius chased a car through the streets of his city to deliver a precious copy of the Bible.
As a result, a small group of new believers is now equipped to grow in their faith.

Trained church planter Darius
was halted at a red light on his bike
one day when something in an
adjacent car caught his eye. It was a
small cross hanging from the rear-
view mirror.

Darius knew this symbol was
popular among the increasingly
non-Islamic people of Iran and
was not necessarily indicative of an
active Christian faith. Yet his heart
quickened.

In that moment, Darius decided
to give the driver of the car the
Persian Bible that was stashed in his
backpack. This precious Bible was
one of only ten that had escaped
attention when his home was raided
earlier that year by intelligence
agents. Darius had spent six weeks
in prison following the raid, yet his
passion for giving others the Word
of God had not been diminished.

As Darius was about to knock
on the car window, the light
turned green, and the car sped off.
Undeterred, Darius gave chase
on his bike. As the car stopped
at a second red light, Darius was
relieved to have caught up. But once
more, the lights changed. Darius
was starting to give up hope when
he saw the car pull over.

Now hot and tired, Darius pulled
over too. As he approached, he
could see the driver had his head
bowed. The driver looked up and
lowered the window when Darius
knocked. “T want to give you a gift,”
Darius explained breathlessly. He
reached into his bag for the Bible.
“This book is about Jesus;” he said.
“Your cross is a symbol of what He
has done for us”

The face of the man - whose
name was Farhad - lit up. “Do

you know what I was just doing?”
Farhad asked, excitedly. “I was
praying because my friends and I

~became Christians, but we had no

idea how to find a Bible!”

Through God’s providence and
Darius’ boldness, Farhad and his
friends now have access to the
Bible as well as to discipleship and
fellowship resources like Safar and
Weekly Fellowship. This group of
new believers has been equipped to
not only believe the Gospel, but to
actively follow Jesus as Lord.

I heard Alistair Begg share that when he met the woman
who would be his future wife, she had a bunch of guy
friends who were U.S. Marines, and he said they had
muscles in places that he did not even have places. It
makes us laugh at his humor, but whatever he lacked in
physical strength, he seems to have far more in spiritual
strength. One of the great things about following Christ
is if you are diligently seeking the Lord, you can be used
greatly. While the Lord seems to be tasking us with caring
for so many, I never lose sight that the Bible says it is the
love of God that compels people to repentance, and I do
care for people who are lost in darkness.

Often, Vicky tells me she never thought she could be so
happy in marriage, and I love taking care of her. But, as
believers, I believe that our hearts should have enough
room for those who have never felt loved. Getting people
to support mis aries in dangerous countries or
children is very easy, but few are inclined to support the
elderly. Sadly, in Ukraine many abandon their mothers

and fathers, dropping them_off at a_ home owned by -

astor Fedor, who cares for those too old to care for
themselves. Many want their parents' apartment to start
a life with whatever man or woman they are involved
with and willingly abandon both mother and father. I
want to encourage many of you to join us in caring fc
people like this. The Bible says as much as you do it unto
them it will be done unto you.

At this time, [ must report that we have lost two more
chaplains. Justine Obonyo, chaplain number C00006,
and Phillip Gabreil C00346, have both finished their
race for the Lord Jesus Christ. Justine served the Lord in
the Chaplain Corps for 26 years. He was the sixth man
to join the Chaplain Corps and graduated in the first

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class of chaplains in 1999. He had been in more than 20
heavy combat engagements serving Christ at the front
lines, putting his life in harm's way so that others might
know Christ. Michael, my senior chaplain, said that
Justine had spent the great majority of his life in combat,
serving others, and rose to the rank of Major. He was
deeply committed to prayer because he knew that only
through Christ could he reach the men. It is believed his
death was the result of an old wound that he never fully
recovered from. He was truly a real man of God, and we
do not see his death as a loss but as a graduation to glory.

Michael said that Phillip graduated from class nine.
Unlike Justine, he did not see much earthly combat but
did see a tremendous amount of spiritual combat. He was
known as a man of great prayer and spent his life sharing
Christ and teaching God's word to the military units he
was deployed to. The men respected Phillip because he
lived what he taught, and they said he was on fire for
Christ. During his military service, he rose to the rank of
Sergeant Major. Though we believe he died of an illness,
we will never truly know what took him.

In the Second World War, when Nazi Germany and the
Empire of Japan were defeated, the first groups of men
who came home were greeted with great celebrations and
parades. By the time the other men, who had to stay after
the war ended, came home six months to a year later,
the des and parties were over. They were content
with seeing families and friends. For those who foug

the longest-running war in Africa, the men never came
home to celebrations because the country had suffered
too much from war and genocide, and the general
population was traumatized from suffering through so
many years of war. But it makes my heart happy to think
of the reception that Phillip and Justine received when
they stood before the Lord Jesus and the angels and the
glory of His heavenly kingdom.

The attacks on these villages continued throughout the
night until dawn. There was no intervention by soldiers
or security, so the terrorists had their field day raping,
maiming, and killing as they wished. In barely 48 hours,
over 200 had been killed in a cluster of villages by radical
Islamic militias.

In one of the villages, following the shouts of Allah hu
Akbar, about 16 close relatives, including men, women,
and children, were either hacked down by double-
edged swords or gunned down by AK-47s. Following
the sudden massacre, their homes were destroyed and
some set on fire. All the relatives were killed except
for one survivor-a little girl whose mother managed
to hide her just behind a window blind. Her name is
Nanpa. Nanpa’s father, mother, and four siblings were
gruesomely murdered. Miraculously, she did not make
a single noise as her father, mother, and siblings were

slaughtered by these very wicked and evil terrorists.
The following day, after the terrorists had wreaked their
havoc, Nanpa was rescued. When she was picked up, she
was soaked from her feet to her shoulders in the blood
of her parents and siblings that had flowed to where she
was hiding.

Far Reaching Ministries has been involved in supporting
over 100 former Muslims who have converted to
Christianity. Most of them had witne tians be
tortured and killed for the name of Christ when they
refused to deny their faith. The former Muslims had seen
the evil of Islam and murder and wanted nothing to do
with it. also witnessed the love and forgiveness
Christians had. After leaving Islam, they were inspired to
not only follow Christ but also to be trained to become
missionaries. All they asked for was training and $50 a
month so they could eat while sharing their faith. What
is even more remarkable was that they wanted to go
back to their people, knowing that they could very well
suffer torture and death. Some missionaries spoke of an
incident that changed everything for them.

One of the Muslim militants, who had been the biggest
killer Chr ns, had come to Christ. He knew
returning to his people would mean death, but he had
counted the cost. An extremist told the new Christian
that if he did not return to Islam, he would be tortured
and skinned alive. But he told the extremist that he
would not deny the One who died for him. The new
Christian suffered a long, horrible night of torture, but
he never wavered. The Muslims who watched said no
man could have endured if God had ot been withhim:
This act of torture backfired when over 100 of them
converted to Christ after watching this brother sacrifice
himself so others might know the Lord. And they have
chosen to be willing to suffer the same fate.

South Sudan Operations:

We have lost two more men in South Sudan. One was
Samson Ohiede, who was a great brother in the Lord.
He had been sent to South Africa to train as a pilot for
transport planes and as a fighter pilot. I had known him
for at least 20 years, since he was a young man. He was
