Q1.  In  24:6,  “ And Moses took the blood, sprinkled it on the people, and said, ‘This is the blood 
of the covenant which the Lord has made with you according to all these words’,”  what does it 
mean? And what can we learn from here? 

Q2. In 24:10,  “and they saw the God of Israel. And there was under His feet as it were a paved 
work of sapphire stone, and it was like the very heavens in its clarity,” what does it mean?  And 
what can we learn from here? 

Q3. In 25:2, “Speak to the children of Israel, that they bring Me an offering. From everyone who 
gives it willingly with his heart you shall take My offering,”  what does it mean? And how can we 
apply it to our life? 

(Background for context of this text on Daily Bible Reading and Studying Weekly Book Basis)  

 
In the last time, Exodus 23:33, “They shall not dwell in your land, lest they make you sin 
against Me. For if you serve their gods, it will surely be a snare to you.,“ the Word of God 
the truth makes us free. Other gods will snare you (John 8:32). 

Chapters 20 through 23 of Exodus constitute the "Book of the Covenant," which contains 
the foundational laws given by God to Moses. This section begins with the Ten 
Commandments and elaborates on various judgments. Chapters 24 and 25 are the focus 
of today's study. Exodus Chapters 25-31 detail God's instructions for the construction of 
the tabernacle, while Exodus Chapters 35-39 describe the execution of these instructions.

1    Now He said to Moses, “Come up to 
the Lord, you and Aaron, Nadab and 
Abihu, and seventy of the elders of Israel, 
and worship from afar.  

2 And Moses alone shall come near the Lord, 
but they shall not come near; nor shall the 
people go up with him.” 3 So Moses came and 
told the people all the words of the Lord and 
all the judgments. And all the people 
answered with one voice and said, “All the 
words which the Lord has said we will do.”  

4 And Moses wrote all the words of the Lord. 
And he rose early in the morning, and built an 
altar at the foot of the mountain, and 
twelve pillars according to the twelve tribes of 
Israel.  

5 Then he sent young men of the children of 
Israel, who offered burnt offerings and 
sacrificed peace offerings of oxen to the Lord. 

 

 6 And Moses took half the blood and put it in 
basins, and half the blood he sprinkled on the 
altar. 7 Then he took the Book of the 
Covenant and read in the hearing of the 
people. And they said, “All that the Lord has 
said we will do, and be obedient.”  

8 And Moses took the blood, sprinkled it on 
the people, and said, “This is the blood of the 
covenant which the Lord has made with you 
according to all these words.” On the 
Mountain with God 

 

24  
 
 
1 = (Moses appointed these men as judges over the 
people. They are invited to ascend the mountain to 
worship the Lord from a distance.) 
 
 
 
 
 
2-3= (Moses shared with them the laws and judgments 
found in chapters 20 through 23. In response, they 
declared, " All the words which the Lord has said we will 
do.") 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
4= (Moses wrote these laws in a book, which is the first 
mention of the Bible in written form. This covenant, 
established by God with Moses, was the first thing 
explicitly recorded. And each of the pillars represented 
one of the tribes.) 
 
5=(Before the Levitical priesthood was established, 
young men were chosen to offer sacrifices. These 
included burnt offerings, which symbolized complete 
dedication and consecration of one's life to God, 
representing a life "consumed for Him." They also offered 
peace offerings, which fostered communion and 
fellowship, with a portion of the sacrifice given to God 
and a portion shared by the people, signifying a shared 
deep connection or fellowship.) 

6=(It was the custom to take the blood and to sprinkle its 
half on the altar, keeping the other half in basins.) 

7= (The Book of the Covenant is what God commands. 
The law of the Lord is perfect, converting the soul. The 
testimony of the Lord is sure, making the simple people 
wise.) 

 

8=Q1 (Moses formed a sacred blood covenant by 
sprinkling blood on the people. This act signified their 
commitment to obey God, establishing their bond. The 
animal sacrifices in the Old Testament, which temporarily 
brought forgiveness, pointed to the ultimate sacrifice of 
Jesus Christ. His blood offers a far greater cleansing, 
freeing our consciences from futile actions. So we can 
truly serve the living God Heb 9:11-141) 

 
1 Heb 9:11-14  But Christ came as High Priest of the good things to come, with the greater and more perfect tabernacle 

not made with hands, that is, not of this creation. 12 Not with the blood of goats and calves, but with His own blood He 
entered the Most Holy Place once for all, having obtained eternal redemption. 13 For if the blood of bulls and goats 
and the ashes of a heifer, sprinkling the unclean, sanctifies for the purifying of the flesh, 14 how much more shall the 
blood of Christ, who through the eternal Spirit offered Himself without spot to God, cleanse your conscience from dead 
works to serve the living God? 
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9 Then Moses went up, also Aaron, Nadab, 
and Abihu, and seventy of the elders of 
Israel, 10 and they saw the God of Israel. 
And there was under His feet as it were a 
paved work of sapphire stone, and it was like 
the very heavens in its clarity.  

 

11 But on the nobles of the children of Israel 
He did not lay His hand. So they saw God, 
and they ate and drank. 

 

12 Then the Lord said to Moses, “Come up to 
Me on the mountain and be there; and I will 
give you tablets of stone, and the law and 
commandments which I have written, that 
you may teach them.” 

13 So Moses arose with his assistant Joshua, 
and Moses went up to the mountain of 
God. 14 And he said to the elders, “Wait here 
for us until we come back to you. Indeed, 
Aaron and Hur are with you. If any man has a 
difficulty, let him go to them.”  

15 Then Moses went up into the mountain, 
and a cloud covered the mountain. 16 Now the 
glory of the Lord rested on Mount Sinai, and 
the cloud covered it six days. And on the 
seventh day He called to Moses out of the 
midst of the cloud.  

17 The sight of the glory of the Lord was like a 
consuming fire on the top of the mountain in 
the eyes of the children of Israel.  

 

9-10=Q2 (Moses, Aaron, Nadab, Abihu, and 70 elders of 
Israel witnessed a theophany—a visible manifestation of 
God. What they saw was a form or manifestation of God 
on a throne in heaven, not His face, which only Jesus 
has seen. Underneath God's feet, they observed a 
crystal-clear, bluish sapphire stone. This experience was 
similar to what prophets like Isaiah or John might have 
seen His throne. Isaiah 6:1; Rev 4:2; Deu 34:10; John 
1:18; Exodus 33:232) 

 

11= (Even though they saw God, they weren't destroyed 
because of His grace. This allowed them to eat and drink 
in His presence. This act of sharing a meal symbolizes 
the peace offering: it's about sitting down, fellowshipping, 
and becoming one with God in communion. It represents 
a shared meal and a deep connection with God) 

 
 
12= (God told Moses that He would teach the people His 
laws, which He had written on stone tablets Himself.) 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
13-14= (Aaron and Hur were put in charge.  They held 
up Moses’ arms in the war against the Amalekites. Hur 
was the one who helped Moses by holding up his arms, 
though we don't know much else about him. If people 
needed a judgment on any matter, they could go to either 
Aaron or Hur.) 
 
 
 
15-16= (Moses and Joshua left the others at the base of 
the mountain. They then went further up. On the seventh 
day, the LORD called to Moses to come even higher.) 
 
 
17= (The Bible describes God as a "consuming fire" This 
fire isn't just about destruction; it also purifies. Think of it 
this way: God's fire can either destroy you or refine you, 
making you permanent. The same fire that can destroy 
can also transform you, burning away impurities in your 
life and shaping you for eternity. However, if your 
relationship with God isn't right, that fire can be 
destructive. So, when Moses was on the mountain, it 
was like being in a consuming fire. But whether that fire 
consumes you or refines you depends on your 
relationship with God. If your life is out of sync with Him, 
it will consume you. Hebrews 12:293.) 
 

 
2 Isaiah 6:1 In the year that King Uzziah died, I saw the Lord sitting on a throne, high and lifted up, and the train of 

His robe filled the temple; Rev 4:2 Immediately I was in the Spirit; and behold, a throne set in heaven, and One sat on 
the throne.; Deu 34:10 But since then there has not arisen in Israel a prophet like Moses, whom the Lord knew face to 
face,; John 1:18 No one has seen God at any time. The only begotten Son, who is in the bosom of the Father, He has 
declared Him.; Exodus 33:23  Then I will take away My hand, and you shall see My back; but My face shall not be 
seen.” 
3 Hebrews 12:29  For our God is a consuming fire. 
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18 So Moses went into the midst of the cloud 
and went up into the mountain. And Moses 
was on the mountain forty days and forty 
nights. 

25 

1 Then the Lord spoke to Moses, 
saying: 2 “Speak to the children of Israel, that 
they bring Me an offering. From everyone 
who gives it willingly with his heart you shall 
take My offering.  

3 And this is the offering which you shall take 
from them: gold, silver, and bronze; 4 blue, 
purple, and scarlet thread, fine linen, and 
goats’ hair; 5 ram skins dyed red, badger 
skins, and acacia wood; 6 oil for the light, 
and spices for the anointing oil and for the 
sweet incense; 7 onyx stones, and stones to 
be set in the ephod and in the breastplate. 

8 And let them make Me a sanctuary, that I 
may dwell among them. 

9 According to all that I show you, that is, the 
pattern of the tabernacle and the pattern of all 
its furnishings, just so you shall make it. 

10 “And they shall make an ark of acacia 
wood; two and a half cubits shall be its 
length, a cubit and a half its width, and a cubit 
and a half its height. 11 And you shall overlay 
it with pure gold, inside and out you shall 
overlay it, and shall make on it a molding 
of gold all around. 12 You shall cast four rings 
of gold for it, and put them in its four corners; 
two rings shall be on one side, and two rings 
on the other side. 13 And you shall make 
poles of acacia wood, and overlay them with 
gold. 14 You shall put the poles into the rings 
on the sides of the ark, that the ark may be 
carried by them. 15 The poles shall be in the 
rings of the ark; they shall not be taken from 

 
 
 
18= (Thus, Moses was 40 days and 40 nights on the top 
of the mountain with the Lord.) 
 
 
 
 
 
25   (See above the diagram of Tabernacle) 
 
2= Q3  (God wants us to give from the heart. If you don't 
feel a strong desire to give, then don't. Your gifts to God 
should never be given reluctantly, under pressure, or 
because you feel forced. Instead, they should always 
come from a willing heart that is truly led to give by the 
Spirit. That's how we should give to God, because He 
loves a cheerful giver.    2 Cor 9:74 ) 
 
 
 
3-7= (The offerings God requested were the exact 
materials needed to build the sanctuary. These offerings 
also provided the materials for the priest's garments, 
including the stones on the high priest's breastplate that 
represented the twelve tribes of Israel.) 
 
 
 
 
  
8= (The sanctuary was a special place meant to make 
people aware of God's presence. Since the people were 
traveling through the wilderness, they needed a portable 
sanctuary. This meant they could take it apart, move it to 
a new location, and set it up again wherever God 
directed them to stop.) 
 
9= (God commanded precise adherence to the given 
plan for the tabernacle because, as revealed in the New 
Testament, this wilderness sanctuary served as an 
earthly model of heavenly thing. It was a direct 
representation of heavenly thing itself and the very 
throne of God. Therefore, its exact replication was crucial 
to accurately reflect this divine reality.) 
 
10-22 = (The Ark of the Testimony) 
 
10-16=(Acacia wood for the ark of the testimony or the 
ark of covenant was a great choice for furniture because 
it was brownish-orange and very hard. A cubit is a unit of 
measurement, roughly 1.5 feet (which is 18 inches) or 
about 0.45 meter.) 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 
4 2 Cor 9:7  So let each one give as he purposes in his heart, not grudgingly or of necessity; for God loves a cheerful 

giver. 
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it. 16 And you shall put into the ark the 
Testimony which I will give you. 

17 “You shall make a mercy seat of pure gold; 
two and a half cubits shall be its length and a 
cubit and a half its width. 18 And you shall 
make two cherubim of gold; of hammered 
work you shall make them at the two ends of 
the mercy seat. 19 Make one cherub at one 
end, and the other cherub at the other end; 
you shall make the cherubim at the two ends 
of it of one piece with the mercy 
seat. 20 And the cherubim shall stretch 
out their wings above, covering the mercy 
seat with their wings, and they shall face one 
another; the faces of the cherubim shall 
be toward the mercy seat. 21 You shall put the 
mercy seat on top of the ark, and in the ark 
you shall put the Testimony that I will give 
you. 22 And there I will meet with you, and I 
will speak with you from above the mercy 
seat, from between the two cherubim 
which are on the ark of the Testimony, about 
everything which I will give you in 
commandment to the children of Israel. 

23 “You shall also make a table of acacia 
wood; two cubits shall be its length, a cubit its 
width, and a cubit and a half its height. 24 And 
you shall overlay it with pure gold, and make 
a molding of gold all around. 25 You shall 
make for it a frame of a handbreadth all 
around, and you shall make a gold molding 
for the frame all around. 26 And you shall 
make for it four rings of gold, and put the 
rings on the four corners that are at its four 
legs. 27 The rings shall be close to the frame, 
as holders for the poles to bear the 
table. 28 And you shall make the poles of 
acacia wood, and overlay them with gold, that 
the table may be carried with them. 29 You 
shall make its dishes, its pans, its pitchers, 

 
 
 
 
 
17-22= (The cover of the ark was called the mercy seat.  
When Ezekiel had visions of God's throne (in Ezekiel 
chapters 1 and 10), he saw cherubim surrounding it. The 
mercy seat was designed to be a miniature version of 
this heavenly throne. It was meant to have cherubim 
facing each other, looking inward toward the center, with 
their wings outstretched and touching the box. 
Similarly, when John was taken into heaven in the book 
of Revelation (chapter 4), he also saw God's throne with 
cherubim around it. Once a year, on the day of 
atonement, the high priest entered there to atone for the 
sins of all the people. Ezekiel 1:26; Ezekiel 10:1; Rev 4:2;

5 Ezekiel 1:26  And above the firmament over their heads was the likeness of a throne, in appearance like a sapphire 
stone; on the likeness of the throne was a likeness with the appearance of a man high above it.; Ezekiel 10:1 And I 
looked, and there in the firmament that was above the head of the cherubim, there appeared something like a sapphire 
stone, having the appearance of the likeness of a throne.; Rev 4:2 Immediately I was in the Spirit; and behold, a throne 
set in heaven, and One sat on the throne.; Ex 30:10  And Aaron shall make atonement upon its horns once a year with 
the blood of the sin offering of atonement; once a year he shall make atonement upon it throughout your generations. 
It is most holy to the Lord.” 
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and its bowls for pouring. You shall make 
them of pure gold. 30 And you shall set 
the showbread on the table before Me 
always. 

31 “You shall also make a lampstand 
[candlestick] of pure gold; the lampstand shall 
be of hammered work. Its shaft, its branches, 
its bowls, its ornamental knobs, and flowers 
shall be of one piece. 32 And six branches 
shall come out of its sides: three branches of 
the lampstand out of one side, and three 
branches of the lampstand out of the other 
side. 33 Three bowls shall be made like 
almond blossoms on one 
branch, with an ornamental knob and a 
flower, and three bowls made like 
almond blossoms on the other 
branch, with an ornamental knob and a 
flower—and so for the six branches that 
come out of the lampstand. 34 On the 
lampstand itself four bowls shall be made like 
almond blossoms, each 
with its ornamental knob and 
flower. 35 And there shall be a knob under 
the first two branches of the same, a knob 
under the second two branches of the same, 
and a knob under the third two branches of 
the same, according to the six branches that 
extend from the lampstand. 36 Their knobs 
and their branches shall be of one piece; all 
of it shall be one hammered piece of pure 
gold. 37 You shall make seven lamps for it, 
and they shall arrange its lamps so that 
they give light in front of it. 38 And its wick-
trimmers [tongs]  and their trays [snuff-
dishes] shall be of pure gold. 39 It shall be 
made of a talent of pure gold, with all these 
utensils. 40 And see to it that you 
make them according to the pattern which 
was shown you on the mountain. 

 

 
30= (12 loaves of bread were placed on this small table. 
Every Sabbath, the priests would replace the old loaves 
with twelve fresh ones, and then eat the bread that was 
removed.) 
 
 
 
31-40=(The Gold Lampstand: 1 talent is 75 pounds or 34 
kg.  In the all above these three pieces of furniture seem 
to represent the Trinity. (1) The mercy seat symbolizes 
the very presence of God the Father. (2) The table of 
showbread represents Jesus Christ, as He declared, "I 
am the bread of life." (3) The lampstand symbolizes the 
presence of the Holy Spirit. The Spirit is in every believer. 
The group of believers is a church. The Spirit should 
overflows to the others, i.e., the light in the world. So, in 
the Tabernacle, you had the presence of God (the ark of 
the covenant in the Holy of Holies), the presence of 
Jesus Christ (the table of showbread), and the presence 
of the Holy Spirit (the lampstand).  John 6:35;Mat 5:15;

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Q 1. How many members or offerings are at CCAH? 

A 1. People say, "How many people have been saved?" we don’t know, but God knows, although we 
acknowledge that God has arranged over 1,000 units of communities, 7 sober living facilities, over 200 
units of veteran community, KJV English & RVR Spanish Scriptures & 200 lunches per week for the 
homeless, and over a million online visitors (Mat 25:40 “unto one of the least of these”). It doesn’t 
matter. It’s something we leave the numbers with God. He knows those that are His and that’s the 
important thing (e.g. David's motive for census in 1 Chro 21:1). Therefore, we don't worry about the 
numbers of the members and of tithes and offerings because the Lord has given the increase, He has 
added them to CCAH so far (1 Cor 3:7; Acts 2:47; 2 Sam 24:1-3), not as we have done at all, and CCAH is 
His own church (souls), the Lord's church, "Jesus is all in all," purchased with His blood (Mat 16:18; 1 
Cor 6:20; Acts 20:28). Since His foolishness is wiser than men, such as all men's visions/ plans/ 
programs (1 Cor 1:25; Zechariah 4:6), and His thoughts unto each soul are more in number than the sand 
(Psalm 139:17-18), we are just active obedient followers of the Lord, venturing out in faith, "Let CCAH 
go, let God." 

And if you did indeed receive the increase, why do you boast as if you had not received it? (1 Cor 4:7) 
For we are not, as so many, peddling the word of God; but as of sincerity, but as from God, we speak in 
the sight of God in Christ (2 Cor 2:17), CCAH continues faithfully in teaching the entire Scripture simply 
without alteration, fellowship, communion, and prayers, being the witnesses to Christ, powered with the 
Spirit, in Jerusalem, all Judea, Samaria, and to the end of the earth (Acts 1:8; 2:42, 47). The truth the 
Word of God matters wherever - offline, indoor, outdoor, online, at sea, or in sky - and whenever - 
Sunday, Saturday, weekday, every day, this generation time, or the future generation time (John 5:39; 
17:17). The truth shall make us free (John 8:32), from where Christ is named, where commercial 
capitalism is controlling, where territorial boundaries are lined, or where racial, material, or hereditary 
partiality underscores. Every Christian is exhorted to go to church at any convenient place unless she is 
against "the principles of doctrine of Christ" (Heb 6:1) because of "one church (Eklesia) on the earth" 
(Eph 1:22-23). Touchable over 1,000 souls by offline and foreseeable over 1 million souls by online at 
CCAH are being fed by the whole counsel of God throughout the Spirit, living by every His word (1 John 
2:27; Luke 4:4). CCAH does care about each soul because we believe that everybody is impartially created 
by God in His image (Gen 1:26) -- regardless of race, gender, age, wealth, or education such as Caucasian, 
male, youth, rich, Ivy league graduate, or not-- and that the eternal value of each soul is much greater 
than the value of any material/ temporal/ perishable things on the earth (James 3:17; Mat 16:26). 
When God leads, God provides (1 Chronicles 22:11). So, we don't seek money because it follows the faith 
in the almighty Lord by the love of God. Therefore, we never ask people for money, but would offer what 
we have to the Lord and pray Him to handle the issues (like Andrew rather than Philip in John 6:6-9). 
Individually, we can discern our each mind before the Lord, as how much love for Him can be observed 
(1) by the money index to divide willing expenditures to God by total expenditures (Luke 12:34; 21:2-
3), as well as (2) by how much the words of God we love (John 1:1). We know that any offering to God 
without willing mind is not accepted by God (2 Cor 8:12). The public love money especially in capitalism 
society because without money capitalism would not exist. However, we as Christians should not love 
money but should know its nature (1 Timothy 6:10). CCAH has been controlled not by money even in the 
capitalism society but by sovereign almighty God. The foundation of CCAH finance has begun from a 
homeless person's 2 dime offering to the Lord for CCAH at the Rock Fortress facility. The willing mind 
part for an offering should always prevail over its money part. An offering box in a church service or a 
donation button on websites through CCAH is a way to express a donor’s love for God by willing donation, 
the 1st part rather than 2nd money part, according to the Scripture (Mark 12:43; Luke 21:3-4). In fact, 
the fund raising or the fund seeking is not necessary for CCAH but the Lord seeking is sufficient because 
God is continually working through His church, CCAH, in Acts 29 (1 Chronicles 28:9; 2 Chronicles 15:1-
2). We have spent offerings/donations about 40% for external ministries (for missions in Philippians 
4:15-19 & for charity in Matthew 25:40) based upon our faith of "one church (Eklesia) on the earth" -- 
the holy universal church, not unholy ecumenical church -- (e.g. 1st Quarter 2014, 43.15%; 4st Quarter 
2013, 55.6 %; 3rd Quarter 2013, 20.11%; 2nd Quarter 2013, 55.91%; 1st Quarter, 2013 43.26%; 4th 
Quarter, 2012 45.57%, etc.), rather than spent them for additional social/cultural/popular internal 
programs. But about 60% for the internal ministries following the model of the early church in the Book 

of Acts is spent for sheep to be fed with spiritual food (Galatians 6:6) and for staff (1 Timothy 5:17-18). 

CCAH is the poor in material and spirit, but is the rich to give it away for Christ's sake, e.g., about 40% 
of annual offerings, with the poor hearts in spirit. The Lord is the shepherd of CCAH who is "as sorrowful, 
yet always rejoicing; as poor, yet making many rich; as having nothing, and yet possessing all things" (2 
Cor 6:10).
