In  25:3,  “  So Israel was joined to Baal of Peor, and the anger of the Lord was aroused 
against Israel,”  what does it mean in the context? And what can we learn from here? 

Q2. In 25:13,  “and it shall be to him and his descendants after him a covenant of an everlasting 
priesthood, because he was zealous for his God, and made atonement for the children of 
Israel,” what does it mean in the context?  And what can we learn from here? 

Q3. In 26:64, “But among these there was not a man of those who were numbered by Moses 
and Aaron the priest when they numbered the children of Israel in the Wilderness of Sinai,”  
compare this census with the previous census in the context? And what can we learn from 
here?

In the last time, Numbers 23:13, 14, & 25, “13 ‘If Balak were to give me his house full of 
silver and gold, I could not go beyond the word of the Lord, to do good or bad of my own 
will. What the Lord says, that I must speak’? 14 And now, indeed, I am going to my people. 
Come, I will advise you what this people will do to your people in the latter days. 25 So 
Balaam rose and departed and returned to his place; Balak also went his way,” Balaam 
said the right things and went back, but as seen in Numbers 25, he led the Israelites into 
sin against God through Balak’s counsel. In chapter 26, we see the 2nd census taken of 
the Israelites who were to go to war.

3 So Israel was joined to Baal of Peor, 
and the anger of the Lord was aroused against 
Israel. 

4 Then the Lord said to Moses, “Take all the leaders 
of the people and hang the offenders before 
the Lord, out in the sun, that the fierce anger of 
the Lord may turn away from Israel.” 

5 So Moses said to the judges of Israel, “Every one of 
you kill his men who were joined to Baal of Peor.”

1-3=Q1 (This mix of sexual sin and idolatry was 
actually Balaam’s counsel. Before Balaam left, 
he made a serious mistake—he went beyond 
what God had told him. He gave the king 
advice: befriend the Israelites and send young 
women to tempt the men into sexual sin, and 
Introduce your gods, here Baal at Peor 
mountain, to them, because the God of Israel 
demands their full devotion. If they worship 
other gods, He will punish them. The king had 
offered Balaam a reward to curse Israel. 
Balaam couldn’t curse them directly, so he 
found another way—by leading them into sin—
because he loved the money being offered. 
Balaam didn’t get God to curse them, but he set 
a trap that caused the people to fall into sin by 
their own flesh. That’s how Satan works—he 
targets our weaknesses in the flesh to destroy 
us. And that’s exactly how Balaam himself was 
destroyed—his desire for money and reward 
led to his downfall. If I live by the Spirit, I can 
rise above these temptations and live in victory. 
But when I give in to the flesh, that’s when I 
struggle. So, “walk in the Spirit, and you will not 
fulfill the lusts of the flesh.” Num 31:16; Rev 
2:14; 2 Peter 2:15; Jude 1:11; Micah 6:5; 
Nehemiah 13:2; Joshua 13:22; Deu 23:4-5; Gal 
5:161 ) 

 
1 Num 31:16 Look, these women caused the children of Israel, through the counsel of Balaam, to trespass against 
the Lord in the incident of Peor, and there was a plague among the congregation of the Lord; Rev 2:14  But I have a 
few things against you, because you have there those who hold the doctrine of Balaam, who taught Balak to put a 
stumbling block before the children of Israel, to eat things sacrificed to idols, and to commit sexual immorality; 2 Peter 
2:15 They have forsaken the right way and gone astray, following the way of Balaam the son of Beor, who loved the 
wages of unrighteousness; Jude 1:11 Woe to them! For they have gone in the way of Cain, have run greedily in the 
error of Balaam for profit, and perished in the rebellion of Korah; Micah 6:5 O My people, remember now What Balak 
king of Moab counseled, And what Balaam the son of Beor answered him, From Acacia Grove to Gilgal, That you 
may know the righteousness of the Lord; Nehemiah 13:2  because they had not met the children of Israel with bread 
and water, but hired Balaam against them to curse them. However, our God turned the curse into a blessing; Joshua 
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6 And indeed, one of the children of Israel came and 
presented to his brethren a Midianite woman in the 
sight of Moses and in the sight of all the 
congregation of the children of 
Israel, who were weeping at the door of the 
tabernacle of meeting. 7 Now when Phinehas the son 
of Eleazar, the son of Aaron the priest, saw it, he 
rose from among the congregation and took a javelin 
in his hand; 8 and he went after the man of Israel into 
the tent and thrust both of them through, the man of 
Israel, and the woman through her body. So the 
plague was stopped among the children of 
Israel. 9 And those who died in the plague were 
twenty-four thousand. 10 Then the Lord spoke to 
Moses, saying: 11 “Phinehas the son of Eleazar, the 
son of Aaron the priest, has turned back My wrath 
from the children of Israel, because he was zealous 
with My zeal among them, so that I did not consume 
the children of Israel in My zeal. 12 Therefore 
say, ‘Behold, I give to him My covenant of 
peace; 13 and it shall be to him and his descendants 
after him a covenant of an everlasting priesthood, 
because he was zealous for his God, 
and made atonement for the children of Israel.’ ” 
14 Now the name of the Israelite who was killed, who 
was killed with the Midianite woman, was Zimri the 
son of Salu, a leader of a father’s house among the 
Simeonites. 15 And the name of the Midianite woman 
who was killed was Cozbi the daughter of Zur; 
he was head of the people of a father’s house in 
Midian.  

16 Then the Lord spoke to Moses, saying:  

17 “Harass the Midianites, and attack them; 18 for they 
harassed you with their schemes by which they 
seduced you in the matter of Peor and in the matter 
of Cozbi, the daughter of a leader of Midian, their 
sister, who was killed in the day of the plague 
because of Peor.” 

 
 
 
6= (The phrase “presented to his brethren” 
means the woman was taken into the man’s 
private tent—clearly for sex. Zimri (verse 14) 
showed such disrespect for God’s law that he 
brought her openly into the camp.) 
 
 
 
7= (These men were crying or weeping 
because this sin had been brought into the 
camp.) 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
11= (Some anger/wrath can be good. Phinehas 
was angry because he was passionate or 
zealous for the Lord. I should ask myself: Why 
am I angry? Who am I angry for? Is it based on 
God’s written Word?) 
 
 
13-15= Q2 (Because of Phinehas’ zeal for 
purity and righteousness in the camp, God 
made a covenant with him, allowing the 
priesthood to pass through him and his 
descendants. His bold action brought 
atonement for the nation of Israel and turned 
away God’s judgment. As a result, his 
descendants became the high priests of Israel 
and served in that role throughout the history of 
the tabernacle and the temple. The passage 
also records the names of the Israelite man and 
the woman who were killed, i.e., Zimri & Cozbi.) 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
17-18= (As we reach the end of chapter 25, we 
see how Balaam’s evil advice had a harmful 
effect on God’s people.) 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 
13:22 The children of Israel also killed with the sword Balaam the son of Beor, the soothsayer, among those who 
were killed by them; Deu 23:4-5 because they did not meet you with bread and water on the road when you came out 
of Egypt, and because they hired against you Balaam the son of Beor from Pethor of Mesopotamia, to curse 
you. 5 Nevertheless the Lord your God would not listen to Balaam, but the Lord your God turned the curse into a 
blessing for you, because the Lord your God loves you; Gal 5:16 I say then: Walk in the Spirit, and you shall not 
fulfill the lust of the flesh.

1  And it came to pass, after the plague, that 
the Lord spoke to Moses and Eleazar the son of 
Aaron the priest, saying:  

 

 

2 “Take a census of all the congregation of the 
children of Israel from twenty years old and above, 
by their fathers’ houses, all who are able to go to war 
in Israel.” 3 So Moses and Eleazar the priest spoke 
with them in the plains of Moab by the 
Jordan, across from Jericho, saying: 4 “Take a 
census of the people from twenty years old and 
above, just as the Lord commanded Moses and the 
children of Israel who came out of the land of Egypt.”  

5 Reuben was the firstborn of Israel. The children of 
Reuben were: of Hanoch, the family of the 
Hanochites; of Pallu, the family of the 
Palluites; 6 of Hezron, the family of the 
Hezronites; of Carmi, the family of the 
Carmites. 7 These are the families of the Reubenites: 
those who were numbered of them were forty-three 
thousand seven hundred and thirty. 8 And the son of 
Pallu was Eliab. 9 The sons of Eliab were Nemuel, 
Dathan, and Abiram. These are the Dathan and 
Abiram, representatives of the congregation, who 
contended against Moses and Aaron in the company 
of Korah, when they contended against 
the Lord; 10 and the earth opened its mouth and 
swallowed them up together with Korah when that 
company died, when the fire devoured two hundred 
and fifty men; and they became a 
sign. 11 Nevertheless the children of Korah did not 
die. 12 The sons of Simeon according to their 
families were: of Nemuel, the family of the 
Nemuelites; of Jamin, the family of the 
Jaminites; of Jachin, the family of the 
Jachinites; 13 of Zerah, the family of the 
Zarhites; of Shaul, the family of the 
Shaulites. 14 These are the families of the

1= (As a result of Israel’s sin—committing 
sexual immorality and worshiping the god Baal 
of the Moabites following Balaam’s advice to 
the king Balak—a plague came upon the 
people. This is what is meant by “after the 
plague.” Up until this point, God had been 
speaking to Moses and Aaron. However, Aaron 
has now died, and his son Eleazar has taken 
over as high priest. Eleazar is now serving in 
his father’s place. So, we read that God spoke 
to Moses and Eleazar.  Numb 20:282) 
 
 
2-3= (This 2nd census was taken in the plains of 
Moab, near the Jordan River, across from 
Jericho. The population had not grown overall. 
They were still on the east side of the Jordan, 
in what is now the country of Jordan. 
This was the second census in the book of 
Numbers. Both censuses were done to count 
the number of men able to fight in war. The first 
census, in the book of Numbers 1, counted the 
Israelites in the 2nd year who had come out of 
Egypt in 1446 BC.) 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
7= (The first tribe counted was Reuben, with 
43,730 men. When they first left Egypt, they 
had 46,500. So during the 40 years in the 
wilderness, Reuben’s tribe decreased by 2,800 
men.)

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lot; they shall inherit according to the names of the 
tribes of their fathers. 56 According to the lot their 
inheritance shall be divided between the larger and 
the smaller.” 57 And these are those who were 
numbered of the Levites according to their families: 
of Gershon, the family of the Gershonites; of Kohath, 
the family of the Kohathites; of Merari, the family of 
the Merarites. 58 These are the families of the 
Levites: the family of the Libnites, the family of the 
Hebronites, the family of the Mahlites, the family of 
the Mushites, and the family of the Korathites. And 
Kohath begot Amram. 59 The name of Amram’s 
wife was Jochebed the daughter of Levi, who was 
born to Levi in Egypt; and to Amram she bore Aaron 
and Moses and their sister Miriam. 60 To Aaron were 
born Nadab and Abihu, Eleazar and 
Ithamar. 61 And Nadab and Abihu died when they 
offered profane fire before the Lord.

57= (The numbers of Levites were not numbers 
among the other children of Israel because 
there was no inheritance given to them, the 1st

64-65=Q3 (The 1st census was taken 40 years 
earlier, as recorded in Numbers 1. It counted all 
the Israelite men who were 20 years old and 
older at that time—those eligible for military 
service. Over the next 38 years of wandering in 
the wilderness, that entire generation died, just 
as God had said against  complaining tribes 
from the 12 spies’ reports. By the time of the 2nd 
census, not a single man who had been 
counted in the first one remained alive—except 
for Joshua and Caleb. Moses was still alive but 
would not enter the land. This 2nd census 
marked a new beginning for a new generation. 
Despite the passing of nearly four decades and 
the loss of a whole generation, God's laws and 
the spiritual foundation of the nation stayed the 
same and were not lost, broken, or altered, i.e., 
remained intact.  The nation was being 
prepared once again for the promised land—
with a new people, but the same calling and 
covenant. So, the word of God in which there is 
God’s laws, commandments, covenant, 
spiritual structure, etc.  endures forever. Num 
14:22-23; 1 Peter 1:22-25; Mat 5:183) 
 
 
 

 

 
3 Num 14:22-23  because all these men who have seen My glory and the signs which I did in Egypt and in the 
wilderness, and have put Me to the test now these ten times, and have not heeded My voice, 23 they certainly shall 
not see the land of which I swore to their fathers, nor shall any of those who rejected Me see it.; 1 Peter 1:22-25 
Since you have purified your souls in obeying the truth through the Spirit in sincere love of the brethren, love one 
another fervently with a pure heart, 23 having been born again, not of corruptible seed but incorruptible, through the 
word of God which lives and abides forever, 24 because “All flesh is as grass, And all the glory of man as the flower of 
the grass. The grass withers, And its flower falls away, 25 But the word of the Lord endures forever.” 
Now this is the word which by the gospel was preached to you; Mat 5:18 For assuredly, I say to you, till heaven and 
earth pass away, one jot or one tittle will by no means pass from the law till all is fulfilled. 
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Note: Most Christians say the Scripture is important, but rarely study every word in the Scripture 
and commit it to the Lord. So, it’s better to study it and live accordingly after the Spirit for the Lord

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Q 1. How many members or offerings are at CCAH? 

A 1. People say, "How many people have been saved?" we don’t know, but God knows, although we 
acknowledge that God has arranged over 1,000 units of communities, 7 sober living facilities, over 200 
units of veteran community, KJV English & RVR Spanish Scriptures & 200 lunches per week for the 
homeless, and over a million online visitors (Mat 25:40 “unto one of the least of these”). It doesn’t 
matter. It’s something we leave the numbers with God. He knows those that are His and that’s the 
important thing (e.g. David's motive for census in 1 Chro 21:1). Therefore, we don't worry about the 
numbers of the members and of tithes and offerings because the Lord has given the increase, He has 
added them to CCAH so far (1 Cor 3:7; Acts 2:47; 2 Sam 24:1-3), not as we have done at all, and CCAH is 
His own church (souls), the Lord's church, "Jesus is all in all," purchased with His blood (Mat 16:18; 1 
Cor 6:20; Acts 20:28). Since His foolishness is wiser than men, such as all men's visions/ plans/ 
programs (1 Cor 1:25; Zechariah 4:6), and His thoughts unto each soul are more in number than the sand 
(Psalm 139:17-18), we are just active obedient followers of the Lord, venturing out in faith, "Let CCAH 
go, let God." 

And if you did indeed receive the increase, why do you boast as if you had not received it? (1 Cor 4:7) 
For we are not, as so many, peddling the word of God; but as of sincerity, but as from God, we speak in 
the sight of God in Christ (2 Cor 2:17), CCAH continues faithfully in teaching the entire Scripture simply 
without alteration, fellowship, communion, and prayers, being the witnesses to Christ, powered with the 
Spirit, in Jerusalem, all Judea, Samaria, and to the end of the earth (Acts 1:8; 2:42, 47). The truth the 
Word of God matters wherever - offline, indoor, outdoor, online, at sea, or in sky - and whenever - 
Sunday, Saturday, weekday, every day, this generation time, or the future generation time (John 5:39; 
17:17). The truth shall make us free (John 8:32), from where Christ is named, where commercial 
capitalism is controlling, where territorial boundaries are lined, or where racial, material, or hereditary 
partiality underscores. Every Christian is exhorted to go to church at any convenient place unless she is 
against "the principles of doctrine of Christ" (Heb 6:1) because of "one church (Eklesia) on the earth" 
(Eph 1:22-23). Touchable over 1,000 souls by offline and foreseeable over 1 million souls by online at 
CCAH are being fed by the whole counsel of God throughout the Spirit, living by every His word (1 John 
2:27; Luke 4:4). CCAH does care about each soul because we believe that everybody is impartially created 
by God in His image (Gen 1:26) -- regardless of race, gender, age, wealth, or education such as Caucasian, 
male, youth, rich, Ivy league graduate, or not-- and that the eternal value of each soul is much greater 
than the value of any material/ temporal/ perishable things on the earth (James 3:17; Mat 16:26). 
When God leads, God provides (1 Chronicles 22:11). So, we don't seek money because it follows the faith 
in the almighty Lord by the love of God. Therefore, we never ask people for money, but would offer what 
we have to the Lord and pray Him to handle the issues (like Andrew rather than Philip in John 6:6-9). 
Individually, we can discern our each mind before the Lord, as how much love for Him can be observed 
(1) by the money index to divide willing expenditures to God by total expenditures (Luke 12:34; 21:2-
3), as well as (2) by how much the words of God we love (John 1:1). We know that any offering to God 
without willing mind is not accepted by God (2 Cor 8:12). The public love money especially in capitalism 
society because without money capitalism would not exist. However, we as Christians should not love 
money but should know its nature (1 Timothy 6:10). CCAH has been controlled not by money even in the 
capitalism society but by sovereign almighty God. The foundation of CCAH finance has begun from a 
homeless person's 2 dime offering to the Lord for CCAH at the Rock Fortress facility. The willing mind 
part for an offering should always prevail over its money part. An offering box in a church service or a 
donation button on websites through CCAH is a way to express a donor’s love for God by willing donation, 
the 1st part rather than 2nd money part, according to the Scripture (Mark 12:43; Luke 21:3-4). In fact, 
the fund raising or the fund seeking is not necessary for CCAH but the Lord seeking is sufficient because 
God is continually working through His church, CCAH, in Acts 29 (1 Chronicles 28:9; 2 Chronicles 15:1-
2). We have spent offerings/donations about 40% for external ministries (for missions in Philippians 
4:15-19 & for charity in Matthew 25:40) based upon our faith of "one church (Eklesia) on the earth" -- 
the holy universal church, not unholy ecumenical church -- (e.g. 1st Quarter 2014, 43.15%; 4st Quarter 
2013, 55.6 %; 3rd Quarter 2013, 20.11%; 2nd Quarter 2013, 55.91%; 1st Quarter, 2013 43.26%; 4th 
Quarter, 2012 45.57%, etc.), rather than spent them for additional social/cultural/popular internal 
programs. But about 60% for the internal ministries following the model of the early church in the Book 

of Acts is spent for sheep to be fed with spiritual food (Galatians 6:6) and for staff (1 Timothy 5:17-18). 

CCAH is the poor in material and spirit, but is the rich to give it away for Christ's sake, e.g., about 40% 
of annual offerings, with the poor hearts in spirit. The Lord is the shepherd of CCAH who is "as sorrowful, 
yet always rejoicing; as poor, yet making many rich; as having nothing, and yet possessing all things" (2 
Cor 6:10).

As I walked through the forest in the stillness of early morning, I was suddenly reminded 

of the Apostle’s Creed—formed in the closing days of the early church. Its words, rooted 

in the authoritative Word of God, stand as the most effective principles of the doctrine of 

Christ.  

 

I believe in God the Father Almighty, Maker of heaven and earth, and in Jesus Christ, His 

only Son, our Lord:
