Q1.  In  verse 13,  “Suddenly a prophet approached Ahab king of Israel, saying, Thus says 
the Lord: ‘Have you seen all this great multitude? Behold, I will deliver it into your hand today, 
and you shall know that I am the Lord,’ ”  what does it mean? And how can we apply it to our 
lives? 

Q2. In verse 23,  “Then the servants of the king of Syria said to him, ‘Their gods are gods of the 
hills. Therefore they were stronger than we; but if we fight against them in the plain, surely we 
will be stronger than they,’” what does it mean?  And what can we learn from here? 

Q3. In verse 42, “ Then he said to him, ‘Thus says the Lord: ‘Because you have let slip out 
of your hand a man whom I appointed to utter destruction, therefore your life shall go for his life, 
and your people for his people,’ ”  what does it mean? And how can we apply it to our lives? 

(Background for context of this text on Daily Bible Reading and Studying Weekly Book Basis)  

 
In the last time 19:21, “So Elisha turned back from him, and  took a yoke of oxen and 
slaughtered them and boiled their flesh, using the oxen’s equipment, and gave it to the 
people, and they ate. Then he arose and followed Elijah, and became his servant” Elisha 
said farewell to his parents and gave up his farmer job, following Elijah as his servant. 
Elisha would have been trained by Elijah how to deliver God’s word to people, as the duty 
of prophet. Here, they ate the slaughtered oxen, likely after a peace offering of thanks to 
the Lord. Elisha was like Peter and Andrew who left his nets and followed Jesus upon His 
calling. It is shown for full devotion to the Lord. Mat 4:18-20; Lev 3:1

1= God permitted other nations to grow 
powerful and become adversaries of Israel 
and Judah as a divine punishment for their 
kings' disobedience. Over the next two 
centuries, three primary enemies—Syria, 
Assyria, and Babylon—threatened these 
kingdoms. Syria was the first of these to 
rise, posing an immediate threat to Ahab 
and Israel. 
 
 
 
 
 
4= Ahab, acknowledging his numerical 
disadvantage against the Syrians, was 
prepared to offer tribute to the Syrian king.

will send my servants to you tomorrow about this 
time, and they shall search your house and the 
houses of your servants. And it shall 
be, that whatever is pleasant in your eyes, they will 
put it in their hands and take it.’ ” 

7 So the king of Israel called all the elders of the 
land, and said, “Notice, please, and see how 
this man seeks trouble, for he sent to me for my 
wives, my children, my silver, and my gold; and I 
did not deny him.” 

8 And all the elders and all the people said to him, 
“Do not listen or consent.” 

9 Therefore he said to the messengers of Ben-
Hadad, “Tell my lord the king, ‘All that you sent for 
to your servant the first time I will do, but this thing 
I cannot do.’ ” 

And the messengers departed and brought back 
word to him. 

10 Then Ben-Hadad sent to him and said, “The 
gods do so to me, and more also, if enough dust is 
left of Samaria for a handful for each of the 
people who follow me.” 

11 So the king of Israel answered and said, 
“Tell him, ‘Let not the one who puts on his 
armor boast like the one who takes it off.’ ” 

12 And it happened when Ben-Hadad heard this 
message, as he and the kings were drinking at 
the command post, that he said to his servants, 
“Get ready.” And they got ready to attack the city. 

13 Suddenly a prophet approached Ahab king of 
Israel, saying, “Thus says the Lord: ‘Have you 
seen all this great multitude? Behold, I will deliver it 
into your hand today, and you shall know that

10= Ben-Hadad boasted in the abuse the 
gods (e.g. a professional abused God or His 
words for his monetary profits from his 
customer.)  
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
13= During Elijah's era, Similar to Obadiah, 
this prophet chosen rather than Elijah or 
Elisha served as God's messenger to Ahab, 
delivering God’s word.  This verse highlights 
God's extraordinary grace, even towards a 
man as utterly wicked as Ahab. Despite 
Ahab's complete lack of redeeming 
qualities—his corruption and leadership in 
national depravity. God, in His boundless 
patience and mercy, continued to engage 
with him. Ahab repeatedly turned his back 
on God and actively opposed Him, yet God 
persistently offered him chance after 
chance. This shows God's profound 
longsuffering, mercy, and compassion, 
which are often taken for granted. In 
essence, even when human inclination 
might be to abandon such a person, God 
continued to communicate with Ahab. 1 
Kings 18:161 
 

 
1 1 Kings 18:16 So Obadiah went to meet Ahab, and told him; and Ahab went to meet Elijah. 
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14 So Ahab said, “By whom?” 

And he said, “Thus says the Lord: ‘By the young 
leaders of the provinces.’ ” 

Then he said, “Who will set the battle in order?” 

And he answered, “You.” 

15 Then he mustered the young leaders of the 
provinces, and there were two hundred and thirty-
two; and after them he mustered all the people, all 
the children of Israel—seven thousand. 

16 So they went out at noon. Meanwhile Ben-Hadad 
and the thirty-two kings helping him were getting 
drunk at the command post. 17 The young leaders 
of the provinces went out first. And Ben-Hadad 
sent out a patrol, and they told him, saying, “Men 
are coming out of Samaria!” 18 So he said, “If they 
have come out for peace, take them alive; and if 
they have come out for war, take them alive.” 

19 Then these young leaders of the provinces went 
out of the city with the army which followed 
them. 20 And each one killed his man; so the 
Syrians fled, and Israel pursued them; and Ben-
Hadad the king of Syria escaped on a horse with 
the cavalry. 21 Then the king of Israel went out and 
attacked the horses and chariots, and killed the 
Syrians with a great slaughter. 22 And the prophet 
came to the king of Israel and said to him, “Go, 
strengthen yourself; take note, and see what you 
should do, for in the spring of the year the king of 
Syria will come up against you.” 

23 Then the servants of the king of Syria said to 
him, “Their gods are gods of the hills. Therefore 
they were stronger than we; but if we fight against 
them in the plain, surely we will be stronger than 
they.

23=Q2   Ben-Hadad's officers, subscribing 
to the concept of a localized deity, failed to 
grasp that the God of Israel is omnipresent, 
not confined to a specific place. As David's 
psalm suggests, God is universally present, 
and as Paul preached, God is the Lord of 
heaven and earth, unbound by geographical 
limitations. Furthermore, they did not 
understand that God, not the chariots 
themselves, was the decisive factor in 
battle: horse-drawn chariots were ineffective 
in hilly and forested terrain. Psalm 139:7-10; 
Acts 17:242 

 
2 Psalm 139:7-10 Where can I go from Your Spirit? Or where can I flee from Your presence? 8 If I ascend into heaven, 
You are there; If I make my bed in hell, behold, You are there. 9 If I take the wings of the morning, And dwell in the 
uttermost parts of the sea, 10 Even there Your hand shall lead me, And Your right hand shall hold me.; Acts 17:24 
God, who made the world and everything in it, since He is Lord of heaven and earth, does not dwell in temples made 
with hands. 
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from his position, and put captains in 
their places; 25 and you shall muster an army like 
the army that you have lost, horse for horse and 
chariot for chariot. Then we will fight against them 
in the plain; surely we will be stronger than they.” 
And he listened to their voice and did so. 26 So it 
was, in the spring of the year, that Ben-Hadad 
mustered the Syrians and went up to Aphek to fight 
against Israel.  

27 And the children of Israel were mustered and 
given provisions, and they went against them. Now 
the children of Israel encamped before them like 
two little flocks of goats, while the Syrians filled 
the countryside. 

28 Then a man of God came and spoke to the king 
of Israel, and said, “Thus says the Lord: ‘Because 
the Syrians have said, “The Lord is God of the hills, 
but He is not God of the valleys,” therefore I will 
deliver all this great multitude into your hand, and 
you shall know that I am the Lord.’ ” 29 And they 
encamped opposite each other for seven days. So 
it was that on the seventh day the battle was 
joined; and the children of Israel killed one hundred 
thousand foot soldiers of the Syrians in one 
day. 30 But the rest fled to Aphek, into the city; then 
a wall fell on twenty-seven thousand of the 
men who were left. 

And Ben-Hadad fled and went into the city, into an 
inner chamber. 

31 Then his servants said to him, “Look now, we 
have heard that the kings of the house of 
Israel are merciful kings. Please, let us put 
sackcloth around our waists and ropes around our 
heads, and go out to the king of Israel; perhaps he 
will spare your life.” 32 So they wore sackcloth 
around their waists and put ropes around their 
heads, and came to the king of Israel and said, 
“Your servant Ben-Hadad says, ‘Please let me 
live.’ ”

27= The Syrian army, with its vast numbers 
of troops and chariots, completely 
overwhelmed the landscape. In contrast, 
the opposing force appeared as small and 
vulnerable as a flock of sheep on a hillside, 
dominated by the immense Syrian 
presence. 
 
 
 
 
28-29= God defeated the Syrian army for 
Ahab, intending for Ahab to recognize His 
sovereignty as "the Lord." Despite they won 
a big battle, and then another in the valleys, 
but still Ahab persisted in living apart from 
God rather than dedicating himself to Him. 
This led to a subsequent disaster for Ahab, 
provoking God to once again show His 
power to the king. A key takeaway is that 
God is not limited to the "hills"—
representing mountaintop experiences—but 
is also the God of the "valleys," signifying 
difficult times. This challenges the common 
misconception that God is only present in 
favorable circumstances, as He declared 
His intent to decisively defeat the Syrians in 
the valleys as well. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
31= In some ancient Eastern cultures, 
wearing ropes around the head, often 
combined with sackcloth, served as a 
symbolic act of extreme humility, distress, 
and complete submission, particularly when 
seeking mercy or acknowledging defeat. 
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33 Now the men were watching closely to see 
whether any sign of mercy would come from him; 
and they quickly grasped at this word and said, 
“Your brother Ben-Hadad.”  So he said, “Go, bring 
him.” Then Ben-Hadad came out to him; and he 
had him come up into the chariot. 34 So Ben-
Hadad said to him, “The cities which my father took 
from your father I will restore; and you may set up 
marketplaces for yourself in Damascus, as my 
father did in Samaria.” Then Ahab said, “I will send 
you away with this treaty.” So he made a treaty 
with him and sent him away. 

35 Now a certain man of the sons of the prophets 
said to his neighbor by the word of the Lord, “Strike 
me, please.” And the man refused to strike 
him. 36 Then he said to him, “Because you have not 
obeyed the voice of the Lord, surely, as soon as 
you depart from me, a lion shall kill you.” And as 
soon as he left him, a lion found him and killed him. 

37 And he found another man, and said, “Strike me, 
please.” So the man struck him, inflicting a 
wound. 38 Then the prophet departed and waited 
for the king by the road, and disguised himself with 
a bandage over his eyes. 39 Now as the king 
passed by, he cried out to the king and said, “Your 
servant went out into the midst of the battle; and 
there, a man came over and brought a man to me, 
and said, ‘Guard this man; if by any means he is 
missing, your life shall be for his life, or else you 
shall pay a talent of silver.’ 40 While your servant 
was busy here and there, he was gone.” Then the 
king of Israel said to him, “So shall your 
judgment be; you yourself have decided it.” 41 And 
he hastened to take the bandage away from his 
eyes; and the king of Israel recognized him as one 
of the prophets. 42 Then he said to him, “Thus says 
the Lord: ‘Because you have let slip out 
of your hand a man whom I appointed to utter 
destruction, therefore your life shall go for his life,

36= The prophet deliberately sought a 
wound to appear as an injured soldier, 
enabling him to effectively deliver a divine 
message to King Ahab. Earlier, another man 
was killed by a lion because he directly 
disobeyed the Lord's instructions conveyed 
through the prophet. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
42= Q3   Normally, kings weren't merciful, 
yet Ahab, facing his enemy, chose to show 
mercy. It's tough to explain why Ahab let 
Ben-Hadad go, especially after all the 
trouble Syria had caused him. God had 
helped Ahab crush the Syrian army to prove 
to both Ahab and Syria that He was the one 
true God. But Ahab failed to destroy the 
king, his biggest enemy. Because of this, 
God told Ahab he would die instead. This 
prophecy came true when Ahab was later 
killed in battle. God often uses people to 
accomplish His work, but there's a 
downside: humans don't always stay faithful 
Because we make our own choices, our 
lives often become difficult due to 
disobeying God. So, even when we're 
celebrating a big victory, our failure to obey 
can turn our joy into sadness and sorrow.1 
Kings 22:363

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Q 1. How many members or offerings are at CCAH? 

A 1. People say, "How many people have been saved?" we don’t know, but God knows, although we 
acknowledge that God has arranged over 1,000 units of communities, 7 sober living facilities, over 200 
units of veteran community, KJV English & RVR Spanish Scriptures & 200 lunches per week for the 
homeless, and over a million online visitors (Mat 25:40 “unto one of the least of these”). It doesn’t 
matter. It’s something we leave the numbers with God. He knows those that are His and that’s the 
important thing (e.g. David's motive for census in 1 Chro 21:1). Therefore, we don't worry about the 
numbers of the members and of tithes and offerings because the Lord has given the increase, He has 
added them to CCAH so far (1 Cor 3:7; Acts 2:47; 2 Sam 24:1-3), not as we have done at all, and CCAH is 
His own church (souls), the Lord's church, "Jesus is all in all," purchased with His blood (Mat 16:18; 1 
Cor 6:20; Acts 20:28). Since His foolishness is wiser than men, such as all men's visions/ plans/ 
programs (1 Cor 1:25; Zechariah 4:6), and His thoughts unto each soul are more in number than the sand 
(Psalm 139:17-18), we are just active obedient followers of the Lord, venturing out in faith, "Let CCAH 
go, let God." 

And if you did indeed receive the increase, why do you boast as if you had not received it? (1 Cor 4:7) 
For we are not, as so many, peddling the word of God; but as of sincerity, but as from God, we speak in 
the sight of God in Christ (2 Cor 2:17), CCAH continues faithfully in teaching the entire Scripture simply 
without alteration, fellowship, communion, and prayers, being the witnesses to Christ, powered with the 
Spirit, in Jerusalem, all Judea, Samaria, and to the end of the earth (Acts 1:8; 2:42, 47). The truth the 
Word of God matters wherever - offline, indoor, outdoor, online, at sea, or in sky - and whenever - 
Sunday, Saturday, weekday, every day, this generation time, or the future generation time (John 5:39; 
17:17). The truth shall make us free (John 8:32), from where Christ is named, where commercial 
capitalism is controlling, where territorial boundaries are lined, or where racial, material, or hereditary 
partiality underscores. Every Christian is exhorted to go to church at any convenient place unless she is 
against "the principles of doctrine of Christ" (Heb 6:1) because of "one church (Eklesia) on the earth" 
(Eph 1:22-23). Touchable over 1,000 souls by offline and foreseeable over 1 million souls by online at 
CCAH are being fed by the whole counsel of God throughout the Spirit, living by every His word (1 John 
2:27; Luke 4:4). CCAH does care about each soul because we believe that everybody is impartially created 
by God in His image (Gen 1:26) -- regardless of race, gender, age, wealth, or education such as Caucasian, 
male, youth, rich, Ivy league graduate, or not-- and that the eternal value of each soul is much greater 
than the value of any material/ temporal/ perishable things on the earth (James 3:17; Mat 16:26). 
When God leads, God provides (1 Chronicles 22:11). So, we don't seek money because it follows the faith 
in the almighty Lord by the love of God. Therefore, we never ask people for money, but would offer what 
we have to the Lord and pray Him to handle the issues (like Andrew rather than Philip in John 6:6-9). 
Individually, we can discern our each mind before the Lord, as how much love for Him can be observed 
(1) by the money index to divide willing expenditures to God by total expenditures (Luke 12:34; 21:2-
3), as well as (2) by how much the words of God we love (John 1:1). We know that any offering to God 
without willing mind is not accepted by God (2 Cor 8:12). The public love money especially in capitalism 
society because without money capitalism would not exist. However, we as Christians should not love 
money but should know its nature (1 Timothy 6:10). CCAH has been controlled not by money even in the 
capitalism society but by sovereign almighty God. The foundation of CCAH finance has begun from a 
homeless person's 2 dime offering to the Lord for CCAH at the Rock Fortress facility. The willing mind 
part for an offering should always prevail over its money part. An offering box in a church service or a 
donation button on websites through CCAH is a way to express a donor’s love for God by willing donation, 
the 1st part rather than 2nd money part, according to the Scripture (Mark 12:43; Luke 21:3-4). In fact, 
the fund raising or the fund seeking is not necessary for CCAH but the Lord seeking is sufficient because 
God is continually working through His church, CCAH, in Acts 29 (1 Chronicles 28:9; 2 Chronicles 15:1-
2). We have spent offerings/donations about 40% for external ministries (for missions in Philippians 
4:15-19 & for charity in Matthew 25:40) based upon our faith of "one church (Eklesia) on the earth" -- 
the holy universal church, not unholy ecumenical church -- (e.g. 1st Quarter 2014, 43.15%; 4st Quarter 
2013, 55.6 %; 3rd Quarter 2013, 20.11%; 2nd Quarter 2013, 55.91%; 1st Quarter, 2013 43.26%; 4th 
Quarter, 2012 45.57%, etc.), rather than spent them for additional social/cultural/popular internal 
programs. But about 60% for the internal ministries following the model of the early church in the Book 

of Acts is spent for sheep to be fed with spiritual food (Galatians 6:6) and for staff (1 Timothy 5:17-18). 

CCAH is the poor in material and spirit, but is the rich to give it away for Christ's sake, e.g., about 40% 
of annual offerings, with the poor hearts in spirit. The Lord is the shepherd of CCAH who is "as sorrowful, 
yet always rejoicing; as poor, yet making many rich; as having nothing, and yet possessing all things" (2 
Cor 6:10).

God 

In today's world, shaped by capitalism and materialism, money has become 
central to human life. However, how we allocate our financial resources reflects 
the priorities of our heart. As Matthew 6:21 states, "For where your treasure is, 
there your heart will be also." CCAH uses a donation basket or online donation 
button as a way for individuals to examine their love for God, gauging it through 
their willingness to support His work. These tools are not for fundraising but 
rather to encourage believers to align their financial priorities with their faith, 
recognizing that where one’s money goes often indicates where their heart lies. 

CCAH follows a Spirit-led approach, relying on God's provision rather than 
human efforts to seek funds. Therefore, donations at CCAH serve as a personal 
testament to one’s love for God, and are gratefully accepted as an act of faith and 
commitment to advancing His kingdom. Note that we do tolerate others’ fund 
raising for Godly things which are in Jesus, because of the supremacy of Agape 
love.
