His mother’s name was Jedidah the daughter of Adaiah of Bozkath”  who 
was Josiah in brief? And how can we apply it to our lives? 

Q2. In 22:16,  “Thus says the Lord: ‘Behold, I will bring calamity on this place and on its 
inhabitants—all the words of the book which the king of Judah has read—,” what does it mean?  
And what can we learn from here? 

Q3. In 23:2, “  The king went up to the house of the Lord with all the men of Judah, and with him 
all the inhabitants of Jerusalem—the priests and the prophets and all the people, both small and 
great. And he read in their hearing all the words of the Book of the Covenant which had been 
found in the house of the Lord,”  what does it mean? And how can we apply it to our lives?

22 1 Josiah was eight years old when he became 
king, and he reigned thirty-one years in Jerusalem. 
His mother’s name was Jedidah the daughter of 
Adaiah of Bozkath.  

 
22 1=Q1 Josiah's grandfather was King 
Manasseh. After Manasseh's reign, Josiah's 
father, Amon, reigned for two years before 
being assassinated. Josiah was eight years 
old when he became king. For the first 18 
years of his rule, he was obedient to God's 
law. At age 26, he began his religious

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2 And he did what was right in the sight of the Lord, 
and walked in all the ways of his father David; 
he did not turn aside to the right hand or to the left. 

3 Now it came to pass, in the eighteenth year of 
King Josiah, that the king sent Shaphan the scribe, 
the son of Azaliah, the son of Meshullam, to the 
house of the Lord, saying: 4 “Go up to Hilkiah the 
high priest, that he may count the money which 
has been brought into the house of the Lord, 
which the doorkeepers have gathered from the 
people. 5 And let them deliver it into the hand of 
those doing the work, who are the overseers in the 
house of the Lord; let them give it to those 
who are in the house of the Lord doing the work, to 
repair the damages of the house— 6 to carpenters 
and builders and masons—and to buy timber and 
hewn stone to repair the house. 7 However there 
need be no accounting made with them of the 
money delivered into their hand, because they deal 
faithfully.” 

8 Then Hilkiah the high priest said to Shaphan the 
scribe, “I have found the Book of the Law in the 
house of the Lord.” And Hilkiah gave the book to 
Shaphan, and he read it. 9 So Shaphan the scribe 
went to the king, bringing the king word, saying, 
“Your servants have gathered the money that was 
found in the house, and have delivered it into the 
hand of those who do the work, who oversee the 
house of the Lord.” 10 Then Shaphan the scribe 
showed the king, saying, “Hilkiah the priest has 
given me a book.” And Shaphan read it before the 
king. 

11 Now it happened, when the king heard the words 
of the Book of the Law, that he tore his 
clothes. 12 Then the king commanded Hilkiah the 
priest, Ahikam the son of Shaphan, Achbor the son 
of Michaiah, Shaphan the scribe, and Asaiah a 
servant of the king, saying,  

 

 

reforms. Boscath was a town located near 
the Philistine city of Ekron. 
 
2= He didn’t waver into the straight path 
toward God. 
 
 
 
3= Now of course, Josiah’s age was 26 
years old. He sent Shaphan.  
 
4= The doorkeepers were responsible for 
regulating entry into the temple and for 
overseeing the collection of monetary 
donations. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
7= During the reign of Manasseh, the 
temple fell into a state of severe disrepair 
and was desecrated. Altars to Baal and 
images of Asherah were erected within its 
walls. Josiah's primary objective was to 
restore the temple, which included 
replastering and general refurbishment, to 
reverse the damage and neglect it had 
suffered. 
 
8= Manasseh's 40-year reign, the Law of 
Moses was lost. At around age 26, King 
Josiah rediscovered the Pentateuch, 
leading to a drastic reform of the Kingdom 
of Judah in accordance with God's 
commands. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
11= Upon hearing the Law, Josiah tore his 
clothes in a show of grief and immediately 
initiated sweeping reforms. A single reading 
of God's law altered the nation's course. In 
contrast, many today remain unaffected by 
the truth in God's word, as they are primarily 
focused on worldly pursuits. 
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13 “Go, inquire of the Lord for me, for the people 
and for all Judah, concerning the words of this 
book that has been found; for great is the wrath of 
the Lord that is aroused against us, because our 
fathers have not obeyed the words of this book, to 
do according to all that is written concerning us.” 

14 So Hilkiah the priest, Ahikam, Achbor, Shaphan, 
and Asaiah went to Huldah the prophetess, the 
wife of Shallum the son of Tikvah, the son of 
Harhas, keeper of the wardrobe. (She dwelt in 
Jerusalem in the Second Quarter.) And they spoke 
with her. 15 Then she said to them, “Thus says 
the Lord God of Israel, ‘Tell the man who sent you 
to Me,  

 

16 “Thus says the Lord: ‘Behold, I will bring calamity 
on this place and on its inhabitants—all the words 
of the book which the king of Judah has 
read— 17 because they have forsaken Me and 
burned incense to other gods, that they might 
provoke Me to anger with all the works of their 
hands. Therefore My wrath shall be aroused 
against this place and shall not be quenched.’ ” 
’ 18 But as for the king of Judah, who sent you to 
inquire of the Lord, in this manner you shall speak 
to him, ‘Thus says the Lord God of Israel: 
“Concerning the words which you have 
heard— 19 because your heart was tender, and 
you humbled yourself before the Lord when you 
heard what I spoke against this place and against 
its inhabitants, that they would become a 

 
 
 
13= Upon discovering the Law, King Josiah 
understood that his people were ripe for 
judgment due to their idolatry, as 
forewarned by God in Deuteronomy. He 
consulted the prophets Zephaniah and 
Jeremiah and initiated a deep religious 
reformation. This was not a superficial 
change of Josiah the king; it was a genuine 
spiritual renewal. As a result, the Lord 
commanded Josiah through Jeremiah to 
"execute judgment and righteousness," 
protecting the vulnerable and acting justly. 
Deu 4:23-24; Jer 22:1-41 
 
14= Huldah, like Miriam and Deborah, was 
a prophetess, demonstrating that God 
chooses His servants regardless of gender, 
wealth, or social status. In the New 
Testament, the prophetess Anna is also 
mentioned. A prophet or a prophetess just 
delivered God’s word without explanation. 
However, the Scripture prohibits the women 
from specific ministries, such as teaching 
adult men, based on the created order 
described in the Bible. 1 Tim 2:12-142 
 
 
16=Q2 Jeremiah prophesied that the people 
had committed two wrongs: they had 
abandoned God and had dug "broken 
cisterns" that could not hold water. The 
prophecy suggests that people are naturally 
inclined to worship. When they turn away 
from the true God, they create their own 
ideals or religions. However, these man-
made systems, symbolized as broken 
cisterns, are ultimately empty and cannot 
fulfill a person's deepest needs or provide 
help in times of trouble. Huldah the 
prophetess later confirmed this divine 
complaint against Israel.  Jeremiah 2:133 
 
 
 
 
19= After discovering the nation's 
corruption, King Josiah tore his clothes in 
grief and wept before God. In response to 
his sincere repentance, which was 
demonstrated by his subsequent change in 
behavior, God showed him mercy. 
 

 
1 Deu 4:23-24 Take heed to yourselves, lest you forget the covenant of the Lord your God which He made with you, and 
make for yourselves a carved image in the form of anything which the Lord your God has forbidden 
you. 24 For the Lord your God is a consuming fire, a jealous God.; Jer 22:1-4  Thus says the Lord: “Go down to the 
house of the king of Judah, and there speak this word, 2 and say, ‘Hear the word of the Lord, O king of Judah, you who 
sit on the throne of David, you and your servants and your people who enter these gates! 3 Thus says 
the Lord: “Execute[a] judgment and righteousness, and deliver the plundered out of the hand of the oppressor. Do no 
wrong and do no violence to the stranger, the fatherless, or the widow, nor shed innocent blood in this place. 4 For if 
you indeed do this thing, then shall enter the gates of this house, riding on horses and in chariots, accompanied by 
servants and people, kings who sit on the throne of David. 

2 1 Tim 2:12-14 And I do not permit a woman to teach or to have authority over a man, but to be in silence. 13 For Adam 

was formed first, then Eve. 14 And Adam was not deceived, but the woman being deceived, fell into transgression. 
3 Jeremiah 2:13 For My people have committed two evils: They have forsaken Me, the fountain of living waters, 
And hewn themselves cisterns—broken cisterns that can hold no water.

desolation and a curse, and you tore your clothes 
and wept before Me, I also have heard you,” says 
the Lord. 20 “Surely, therefore, I will gather you to 
your fathers, and you shall be gathered to your 
grave in peace; and your eyes shall not see all the 
calamity which I will bring on this place.” ’ ” So they 
brought back word to the king. 

23 1 Now the king sent them to gather all the elders 
of Judah and Jerusalem to him.  

2 The king went up to the house of the Lord with all 
the men of Judah, and with him all the inhabitants 
of Jerusalem—the priests and the prophets and all 
the people, both small and great. And he read in 
their hearing all the words of the Book of the 
Covenant which had been found in the house of 
the Lord. 

3 Then the king stood by a pillar and made 
a covenant before the Lord, to follow the Lord and 
to keep His commandments and His testimonies 
and His statutes, with all his heart and all his soul, 
to perform the words of this covenant that were 
written in this book. And all the people took a stand 
for the covenant. 4 And the king commanded 
Hilkiah the high priest, the priests of the second 
order, and the doorkeepers, to bring out of the 
temple of the Lord all the articles that were made 
for Baal, for Asherah, and for all the host of 
heaven; and he burned them outside Jerusalem in 
the fields of Kidron, and carried their ashes to 
Bethel. 5 Then he removed the idolatrous priests 
whom the kings of Judah had ordained to burn 
incense on the high places in the cities of Judah 
and in the places all around Jerusalem, and those 
who burned incense to Baal, to the sun, to the 
moon, to the constellations, and to all the host of 
heaven. 6 And he brought out the wooden image 
from the house of the Lord, to the Brook Kidron 
outside Jerusalem, burned it at the Brook Kidron 
and ground it to ashes, and threw its ashes on the 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
23   
 
 
 
 
2= Q3    Upon hearing God's word, King 
Josiah experienced a spiritual renewal, 
weeping and seeking the Lord. He then 
gathered the people so they too could hear 
it. This demonstrates the power of God's 
word, which Jesus also highlighted, stating, 
"You are already clean because of the word 
which I have spoken to you." Therefore, 
loving God's word is synonymous with 
loving God himself. John 15:34 
 
 
3= After Josiah read the word, the people 
stood and made a covenant, pledging to 
follow God.  However, whether they followed 
God or Josiah, what the people after 
Josiah’s death did show it. if their 
commitment was motivated by a desire to 
simply obey the king rather than God with a 
sincere, internal faith in God, their promise 
was not genuine. A true covenant with God 
requires personal conviction to God, not just 
external compliance. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
6 = King Manasseh, who was known for his 
wickedness, placed a carved image of 
Asherah, the goddess of fertility, within 
God's temple 2 Kings 21:75  
 
 
 
 

 
4 John 15:3 You are already clean because of the word which I have spoken to you. 

5 2 Kings 21:7 He even set a carved image of Asherah that he had made, in the house of which the Lord had said to 
David and to Solomon his son, “In this house and in Jerusalem, which I have chosen out of all the tribes of Israel, I will 
put My name forever; 
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graves of the common people. 7 Then he tore down 
the ritual booths of the perverted persons [the 
house of the Sodomites] that were in the house of 
the Lord, where the women wove hangings for the 
wooden image.  

8 And he brought all the priests from the cities of 
Judah, and defiled the high places where the 
priests had burned incense, from Geba to 
Beersheba; also he broke down the high places at 
the gates which were at the entrance of the Gate of 
Joshua the governor of the city, which were to the 
left of the city gate. 9 Nevertheless the priests of 
the high places did not come up to the altar of 
the Lord in Jerusalem, but they ate unleavened 
bread among their brethren. 

10 And he defiled Topheth, which is in the Valley of 
the Son of Hinnom, that no man might make his 
son or his daughter pass through the fire to 
Molech. 11 Then he removed the horses that the 
kings of Judah had dedicated to the sun, at the 
entrance to the house of the Lord, by the chamber 
of Nathan-Melech, the officer who was in the court; 
and he burned the chariots of the sun with 
fire. 12 The altars that were on the roof, the upper 
chamber of Ahaz, which the kings of Judah had 
made, and the altars which Manasseh had made in 
the two courts of the house of the Lord, the king 
broke down and pulverized there, and threw their 
dust into the Brook Kidron. 13 Then the king defiled 
the high places that were east of Jerusalem, 
which were on the south of the Mount of 
Corruption, which Solomon king of Israel had built 
for Ashtoreth the abomination of the Sidonians, for 
Chemosh the abomination of the Moabites, and for 
Milcom the abomination of the people of 
Ammon. 14 And he broke in pieces 
the sacred pillars and cut down the wooden 
images, and filled their places with the bones of 
men. 

 

 
7= The phrase "house of Sodomites" refers 
to a place where male prostitution was 
practiced. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
8= Merely professing a belief in what is right 
is insufficient; we must act on our 
convictions. As the saying goes, "faith 
without works is dead."  James 2:20 6 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 10= Josiah destroyed the place in the 
Valley of Hinnom (also known as Gehenna) 
where people were sacrificing their babies 
by burning them. 
 
    11= The horses were used in processions 
dedicated to the worship of the sun, since 
people believed the sun was carried across 
the sky each day on a chariot drawn by 
horses.. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
13=In the Mount of Olives, King Solomon 
and later kings built heathen shrines and 
places for idol worship, resulting in the 
Mount of Corruption. However, God-fearing 
kings like Hezekiah and Josiah destroyed 
these pagan centers of worship. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 
6 James 2:20  But do you want to know, O foolish man, that faith without works is dead? 
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15 Moreover the altar that was at Behel, and the 
high place which Jeroboam the son of Nebat, who 
made Israel sin, had made, both that altar and the 
high place he broke down; and he burned the high 
place and crushed it to powder, and burned the 
wooden image. 16 As Josiah turned, he saw the 
tombs that were there on the mountain. And he 
sent and took the bones out of the tombs and 
burned them on the altar, and defiled it according 
to the word of the Lord which the man of God 
proclaimed, who proclaimed these words.  

17 Then he said, “What gravestone is this that I 
see?” 

So the men of the city told him, “It is the tomb of 
the man of God who came from Judah and 
proclaimed these things which you have done 
against the altar of Bethel.” 

18 And he said, “Let him alone; let no one move his 
bones.” So they let his bones alone, with the bones 
of the prophet who came from Samaria. 

19 Now Josiah also took away all the shrines of 
the high places that were in the cities of Samaria, 
which the kings of Israel had made to 
provoke the Lord to anger; and he did to them 
according to all the deeds he had done in 
Bethel. 20 He executed all the priests of the high 
places who were there, on the altars, and burned 
men’s bones on them; and he returned to 
Jerusalem. 

21 Then the king commanded all the people, 
saying, “Keep the Passover to the Lord your 
God, as it is written in this Book of the 

 
 
 
 
15-16= After the Israelites had been 
conquered by the Assyrians, Josiah turned 
his attention to the high place and altar that 
Jeroboam had built in Bethel. He broke 
them down, burned the high place, and 
crushed it into a fine powder. He also burned 
the grove. As he was leaving, Josiah saw 
the sepulchers on the mount. These were 
likely the graves of people from the kingdom 
of Israel, which had been conquered by the 
Assyrians and were now under Babylonian 
influence. He had the bones taken from the 
tombs and burned them on the altar, 
desecrating it just as the Lord had foretold. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
18= The prophecies has been fulfilled in 1

7 1 Kings 13:28-32 Then he went and found his corpse thrown on the road, and the donkey and the lion standing by 
the corpse. The lion had not eaten the corpse nor torn the donkey. 29 And the prophet took up the corpse of the man of 
God, laid it on the donkey, and brought it back. So the old prophet came to the city to mourn, and to bury him. 30 Then 
he laid the corpse in his own tomb; and they mourned over him, saying, “Alas, my brother!” 31 So it was, after he had 
buried him, that he spoke to his sons, saying, “When I am dead, then bury me in the tomb where the man of 
God is buried; lay my bones beside his bones. 32 For the saying which he cried out by the word of the Lord against the 
altar in Bethel, and against all the shrines on the high places which are in the cities of Samaria, will surely come to 
pass.” 
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Covenant.” 22 Such a Passover surely had never 
been held since the days of the judges who judged 
Israel, nor in all the days of the kings of Israel and 
the kings of Judah. 23 But in the eighteenth year of 
King Josiah this Passover was held before 
the Lord in Jerusalem. 24 Moreover Josiah put 
away those who consulted mediums and spiritists, 
the household gods and idols, all the abominations 
that were seen in the land of Judah and in 
Jerusalem, that he might perform the words of the 
law which were written in the book that Hilkiah the 
priest found in the house of the Lord.  

25 Now before him there was no king like him, who 
turned to the Lord with all his heart, with all his 
soul, and with all his might, according to all the 
Law of Moses; nor after him did any arise like him. 

26 Nevertheless the Lord did not turn from the 
fierceness of His great wrath, with which His anger 
was aroused against Judah, because of all the 
provocations with which Manasseh had provoked 
Him. 27 And the Lord said, “I will also remove Judah 
from My sight, as I have removed Israel, and will 
cast off this city Jerusalem which I have chosen, 
and the house of which I said, ‘My name shall be 
there.’ ” 

28 Now the rest of the acts of Josiah, and all that he 
did, are they not written in the book of the 
chronicles of the kings of Judah? 29 In his days 
Pharaoh Necho king of Egypt went to the aid of the 
king of Assyria, to the River Euphrates; and King 
Josiah went against him. And Pharaoh 
Necho killed him at Megiddo when he confronted 
him. 30 Then his servants moved his body in a 
chariot from Megiddo, brought him to Jerusalem, 
and buried him in his own tomb. And the people of 
the land took Jehoahaz the son of Josiah, anointed 
him, and made him king in his father’s place. 

 
 
 
 
23= To commemorate God's deliverance of 
Israel from slavery in Egypt (Exodus 12), 
King Josiah observed the Passover for the 
first time. The celebration's significance lies 
in its meaning; without it, the ritual is empty. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
25= King Josiah is remembered as Judah's 
most obedient king. His obedience to God 
had some steps: he first recognized sin, 
then actively eliminated sinful practices, and 
finally, he addressed the root causes of the 
sin. These steps of confronting sin may  
remain effective today. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
29= In 609 B.C., Pharaoh Necho of Egypt 
marched his army through Judah en route to 
Assyria. King Josiah attempted to stop the 
Egyptian army, but he was killed in battle, 
his forces were defeated, and the nation of 
Judah was subjugated, becoming a vassal 
state of Egypt.  2 Chr 35:22-248 
 
 
30 = The great spiritual revival during 
Josiah's reign was not a true, deep change 
for the people. It was only on the surface, 
because after he died, they quickly returned 
to idol worship, as shown by the actions of 
the kings who followed him. 
 
 
 

 
8 2 Chr 35:22-24 Nevertheless Josiah would not turn his face from him, but disguised himself so that he might fight 
with him, and did not heed the words of Necho from the mouth of God. So he came to fight in the Valley of Megiddo. 
23 And the archers shot King Josiah; and the king said to his servants, “Take me away, for I am severely wounded.” 24 His 
servants therefore took him out of that chariot and put him in the second chariot that he had, and they brought him to 
Jerusalem. So he died, and was buried in one of the tombs of his fathers. And all Judah and Jerusalem mourned for 
Josiah. 
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31 Jehoahaz was twenty-three years old when he 
became king, and he reigned three months in 
Jerusalem. His mother’s name was Hamutal the 
daughter of Jeremiah of Libnah. 32 And he did evil 
in the sight of the Lord, according to all that his 
fathers had done. 33 Now Pharaoh Necho put him 
in prison at Riblah in the land of Hamath, that he 
might not reign in Jerusalem; and he imposed on  
the land a tribute of one hundred talents of silver 
and a talent of gold.  

34 Then Pharaoh Necho made Eliakim the son of 
Josiah king in place of his father Josiah, 
and changed his name to Jehoiakim. 
And Pharaoh took Jehoahaz and went to Egypt, 
and he died there. 

35 So Jehoiakim gave the silver and gold to 
Pharaoh; but he taxed the land to give money 
according to the command of Pharaoh; he exacted 
the silver and gold from the people of the land, 
from every one according to his assessment, to 
give it to Pharaoh Necho. 36 Jehoiakim was twenty-
five years old when he became king, and he 
reigned eleven years in Jerusalem. His mother’s 
name was Zebudah the daughter of Pedaiah of 
Rumah. 37 And he did evil in the sight of the Lord, 
according to all that his fathers had done. 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
34= After Pharaoh Necho exiled the 
people's choice for king, Jehoahaz, to 
Egypt, he appointed Eliakim as the new 
king, changing his name to Jehoiakim. In 
605 BC, following Egypt's defeat by 
Babylon, Judah became a vassal state of 
Babylon. 2 Kings 24:19 
 
 
 
37 King Jehoiakim was an evil ruler. He 
murdered the prophet Urijah and was known 
for being dishonest, greedy, and unjust 
toward his people. He also rebelled against 
Babylon by aligning with Egypt, which led to 
Nebuchadnezzar exiling him to Babylon.

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Q 1. How many members or offerings are at CCAH? 

A 1. People say, "How many people have been saved?" we don’t know, but God knows, although we 
acknowledge that God has arranged over 1,000 units of communities, 7 sober living facilities, over 200 
units of veteran community, KJV English & RVR Spanish Scriptures & 200 lunches per week for the 
homeless, and over a million online visitors (Mat 25:40 “unto one of the least of these”). It doesn’t 
matter. It’s something we leave the numbers with God. He knows those that are His and that’s the 
important thing (e.g. David's motive for census in 1 Chro 21:1). Therefore, we don't worry about the 
numbers of the members and of tithes and offerings because the Lord has given the increase, He has 
added them to CCAH so far (1 Cor 3:7; Acts 2:47; 2 Sam 24:1-3), not as we have done at all, and CCAH is 
His own church (souls), the Lord's church, "Jesus is all in all," purchased with His blood (Mat 16:18; 1 
Cor 6:20; Acts 20:28). Since His foolishness is wiser than men, such as all men's visions/ plans/ 
programs (1 Cor 1:25; Zechariah 4:6), and His thoughts unto each soul are more in number than the sand 
(Psalm 139:17-18), we are just active obedient followers of the Lord, venturing out in faith, "Let CCAH 
go, let God." 

And if you did indeed receive the increase, why do you boast as if you had not received it? (1 Cor 4:7) 
For we are not, as so many, peddling the word of God; but as of sincerity, but as from God, we speak in 
the sight of God in Christ (2 Cor 2:17), CCAH continues faithfully in teaching the entire Scripture simply 
without alteration, fellowship, communion, and prayers, being the witnesses to Christ, powered with the 
Spirit, in Jerusalem, all Judea, Samaria, and to the end of the earth (Acts 1:8; 2:42, 47). The truth the 
Word of God matters wherever - offline, indoor, outdoor, online, at sea, or in sky - and whenever - 
Sunday, Saturday, weekday, every day, this generation time, or the future generation time (John 5:39; 
17:17). The truth shall make us free (John 8:32), from where Christ is named, where commercial 
capitalism is controlling, where territorial boundaries are lined, or where racial, material, or hereditary 
partiality underscores. Every Christian is exhorted to go to church at any convenient place unless she is 
against "the principles of doctrine of Christ" (Heb 6:1) because of "one church (Eklesia) on the earth" 
(Eph 1:22-23). Touchable over 1,000 souls by offline and foreseeable over 1 million souls by online at 
CCAH are being fed by the whole counsel of God throughout the Spirit, living by every His word (1 John 
2:27; Luke 4:4). CCAH does care about each soul because we believe that everybody is impartially created 
by God in His image (Gen 1:26) -- regardless of race, gender, age, wealth, or education such as Caucasian, 
male, youth, rich, Ivy league graduate, or not-- and that the eternal value of each soul is much greater 
than the value of any material/ temporal/ perishable things on the earth (James 3:17; Mat 16:26). 
When God leads, God provides (1 Chronicles 22:11). So, we don't seek money because it follows the faith 
in the almighty Lord by the love of God. Therefore, we never ask people for money, but would offer what 
we have to the Lord and pray Him to handle the issues (like Andrew rather than Philip in John 6:6-9). 
Individually, we can discern our each mind before the Lord, as how much love for Him can be observed 
(1) by the money index to divide willing expenditures to God by total expenditures (Luke 12:34; 21:2-
3), as well as (2) by how much the words of God we love (John 1:1). We know that any offering to God 
without willing mind is not accepted by God (2 Cor 8:12). The public love money especially in capitalism 
society because without money capitalism would not exist. However, we as Christians should not love 
money but should know its nature (1 Timothy 6:10). CCAH has been controlled not by money even in the 
capitalism society but by sovereign almighty God. The foundation of CCAH finance has begun from a 
homeless person's 2 dime offering to the Lord for CCAH at the Rock Fortress facility. The willing mind 
part for an offering should always prevail over its money part. An offering box in a church service or a 
donation button on websites through CCAH is a way to express a donor’s love for God by willing donation, 
the 1st part rather than 2nd money part, according to the Scripture (Mark 12:43; Luke 21:3-4). In fact, 
the fund raising or the fund seeking is not necessary for CCAH but the Lord seeking is sufficient because 
God is continually working through His church, CCAH, in Acts 29 (1 Chronicles 28:9; 2 Chronicles 15:1-
2). We have spent offerings/donations about 40% for external ministries (for missions in Philippians 
4:15-19 & for charity in Matthew 25:40) based upon our faith of "one church (Eklesia) on the earth" -- 
the holy universal church, not unholy ecumenical church -- (e.g. 1st Quarter 2014, 43.15%; 4st Quarter 
2013, 55.6 %; 3rd Quarter 2013, 20.11%; 2nd Quarter 2013, 55.91%; 1st Quarter, 2013 43.26%; 4th 
Quarter, 2012 45.57%, etc.), rather than spent them for additional social/cultural/popular internal 
programs. But about 60% for the internal ministries following the model of the early church in the Book 

of Acts is spent for sheep to be fed with spiritual food (Galatians 6:6) and for staff (1 Timothy 5:17-18). 

CCAH is the poor in material and spirit, but is the rich to give it away for Christ's sake, e.g., about 40% 
of annual offerings, with the poor hearts in spirit. The Lord is the shepherd of CCAH who is "as sorrowful, 
yet always rejoicing; as poor, yet making many rich; as having nothing, and yet possessing all things" (2 
Cor 6:10).
