The sons of 
Aaron were Nadab, Abihu, Eleazar, and Ithamar,”  explain David’s order of structure to worship 
God in the context? And how can we apply it to our lives? 

Q2. In 24:10,  “the seventh to Hakkoz, the eighth to Abijah,” explain in the context of the New 
Testament?  And what can we learn from here? 

Q3. In 25:31, “  the twenty-fourth for Romamti-Ezer, his sons and his brethren, twelve.,”  based 
on this verse, explain the style of the entire worship in this chapter 25? And how can we apply it 
to our lives? 

(Background for context of this text on Daily Bible Reading and Studying Weekly Book Basis)  

 
In the last time, in 1 Chronicles 23: 28 & 32,”28because their duty was to help the sons of Aaron in the 
service of the house of the Lord, in the courts and in the chambers, in the purifying of all holy things and 
the work of the service of the house of God, 32 and that they should attend to the needs of the tabernacle 
of meeting, the needs of the holy place, and the needs of the sons of Aaron their brethren in the work of the 
house of the Lord,” Even if other Levites than Aaron descendants were helping their priest role in the service 
of the house of the Lord, in the courts and in the chambers, in the purifying of all holy things and the work 
of the service of the house of God, they were equally important to work together to please God, like many 
members of a human body which should have the same care for one another. Now, we are the body of 
Christ, and members individually. And God has appointed many kinds of ministers in the church. There 
should be no scheme but cooperation for one another to please God. 1 Cor 12:18, 25-28

24 1 Now these are the divisions of the sons of 
Aaron. The sons of Aaron were Nadab, Abihu, 
Eleazar, and Ithamar. 2 And Nadab and Abihu died 
before their father, and had no children; therefore 
Eleazar and Ithamar ministered as priests.  

3 Then David with Zadok of the sons of Eleazar, 
and Ahimelech of the sons of Ithamar, divided 
them according to the schedule of their service. 

 

 

24 1=Q1 When we apply structural order to 
our worship service, as instructed in 1 
Corinthians 14:40 “decently and in order,” it 
allows us the freedom to respond to God. 
Thoughtful and wise preparation brings a 
sense of joy, and freedom, which in turn 
brings glory to God. There is not in chaos or 
disorder for worship service.     1 Cor 14:401 
 
3=  Ahimelech, a priest who served under 
David, was the son of Abiathar and the 
grandson of another priest named 
Ahimelech who was killed by Saul. Abiathar 
and Zadok were co-high priests during 
David's reign. One of them served at 
Jerusalem, where the Ark of God was kept, 
while the other served at the tabernacle in 
Gibeon. According to this verse and 1 
Chronicles 18:16, Ahimelech appears to 
have started taking on some of his father 
Abiathar's duties as Abiathar aged.1 Sam 
22: 14-18; 1 Chro 18:162 

 
1 1 Cor 14:40 Let all things be done decently and in order. 

2 1 Sam 22: 14-18 So Ahimelech answered the king and said, “And who among all your servants is as faithful as David, 

who is the king’s son-in-law, who goes at your bidding, and is honorable in your house? 15 Did I then begin to inquire of 
God for him? Far be it from me! Let not the king impute anything to his servant, or to any in the house of my father. For

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4 There were more leaders found of the sons of 
Eleazar than of the sons of Ithamar, and thus they 
were divided. Among the sons of 
Eleazar were sixteen heads of their fathers’ 
houses, and eight heads of their fathers’ houses 
among the sons of Ithamar. 5 Thus they were 
divided by lot, one group as another, for there were 
officials of the sanctuary and officials of the 
house of God, from the sons of Eleazar and from 
the sons of Ithamar. 6 And the scribe, Shemaiah 
the son of Nethanel, one of the Levites, wrote them 
down before the king, the leaders, Zadok the 
priest, Ahimelech the son of Abiathar, and the 
heads of the fathers’ houses of the priests and 
Levites, one father’s house taken for Eleazar 
and one for Ithamar. 7 Now the first lot fell to 
Jehoiarib, the second to Jedaiah, 8 the third to 
Harim, the fourth to Seorim, 9 the fifth to Malchijah, 
the sixth to Mijamin, 10 the seventh to Hakkoz, the 
eighth to Abijah, 11 the ninth to Jeshua, the tenth to 
Shecaniah, 12 the eleventh to Eliashib, the twelfth 
to Jakim, 13 the thirteenth to Huppah, the fourteenth 
to Jeshebeab, 14 the fifteenth to Bilgah, the 
sixteenth to Immer, 15 the seventeenth to Hezir, the 
eighteenth to Happizzez, 16 the nineteenth to 
Pethahiah, the twentieth to Jehezekel, 17 the 
twenty-first to Jachin, the twenty-second to 
Gamul, 18 the twenty-third to Delaiah, the twenty-
fourth to Maaziah.19 This was the schedule of their 
service for coming into the house of 
the Lord according to their ordinance by the hand 

 
 
 
4= Elazar’s priestly descendants 
outnumbered those of Ithamar, so Elazar’s 
line was divided into 16 priestly divisions, 
while Ithamar’s line was divided into 8 
priestly divisions.  
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
10=Q2 The system of total 24 priestly 
divisions established in the Old Testament 
was still in use during the time of Jesus. 
Zechariah, the father of John the Baptist, 
was a member of the Abijah division, the 
“Abia” is the Greek for Abijah, which was the 
eighth of these divisions. During his service 
at the temple, Zechariah was chosen to burn 
incense. It was at this time that an angel 
appeared to him and announced that his 
wife, Elizabeth, would give birth to a son 
whom he was to name John.  Luke 1:5-93 
 
18= The 24 priestly divisions served at the 
temple for two weeks each year, with the 
remaining time dedicated to their duties in 
their respective hometowns. 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 
your servant knew nothing of all this, little or much.” 16 And the king said, “You shall surely die, Ahimelech, you and 
all your father’s house!” 17 Then the king said to the guards who stood about him, “Turn and kill the priests of the Lord, 
because their hand also is with David, and because they knew when he fled and did not tell it to me.” But the servants 
of the king would not lift their hands to strike the priests of the Lord. 18 And the king said to Doeg, “You turn and kill the 
priests!” So Doeg the Edomite turned and struck the priests, and killed on that day eighty-five men who wore a linen 
ephod; 1 Chro 18:16 Zadok the son of Ahitub and Abimelech the son of Abiathar were the priests; Shavsha was the 
scribe. 
3 Luke 1:5-9 There was in the days of Herod, the king of Judea, a certain priest named Zacharias, of the division 
of Abijah. His wife was of the daughters of Aaron, and her name was Elizabeth. 6 And they were both righteous before 
God, walking in all the commandments and ordinances of the Lord blameless. 7 But they had no child, because 
Elizabeth was barren, and they were both well advanced in years. 
8 So it was, that while he was serving as priest before God in the order of his division, 9 according to the custom of the 
priesthood, ]his lot fell to burn incense when he went into the temple of the Lord. 
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of Aaron their father, as the Lord God of Israel had 
commanded him. 

20 And the rest of the sons of Levi: of the sons of 
Amram, Shubael; of the sons of Shubael, 
Jehdeiah. 21 Concerning Rehabiah, of the sons of 
Rehabiah, the first was Isshiah. 22 Of the 
Izharites, Shelomoth; of the sons of Shelomoth, 
Jahath. 23 Of the sons of Hebron, Jeriah was the 
first, Amariah the second, Jahaziel the 
third, and Jekameam the fourth. 24 Of the sons of 
Uzziel, Michah; of the sons of Michah, Shamir. 

 25 The brother of Michah, Isshiah; of the sons of 
Isshiah, Zechariah. 26 The sons of 
Merari were Mahli and Mushi; the son of Jaaziah, 
Beno. 27 The sons of Merari by Jaaziah were Beno, 
Shoham, Zaccur, and Ibri. 28 Of Mahli: 
Eleazar, who had no sons. 29 Of Kish: the son of 
Kish, Jerahmeel. 30 Also the sons of 
Mushi were Mahli, Eder, and Jerimoth. 
These were the sons of the Levites according to 
their fathers’ houses.31 These also cast lots just as 
their brothers the sons of Aaron did, in the 
presence of King David, Zadok, Ahimelech, and 
the heads of the fathers’ houses of the priests and 
Levites. The chief fathers did just as their younger 
brethren. 

25 1 Moreover David and the captains of the army 
separated for the service some of the sons 
of Asaph, of Heman, and of Jeduthun, 
who should prophesy with harps, stringed 
instruments, and cymbals. And the number of the 
skilled men performing their service was: 2 Of the 
sons of Asaph: Zaccur, Joseph, Nethaniah, 
and Asharelah; the sons of Asaph were under the 
direction of Asaph, who prophesied according to 
the order of the king. 3 Of Jeduthun, the sons of 
Jeduthun: Gedaliah, Zeri, Jeshaiah, Shimei,

25   1= David’s selection of musicians was 
based on their given gifts ability to 
communicate about God and inspire others 
through song, not just their musical skill. The 
essence of worship is the act of bowing 
one's heart in submission to the Lord. A 
group of musicians and singers can be 
considered a true worship team only if their 
hearts are genuinely submitted to God as 
they perform. In the tabernacle, there were 
diverse roles in worship—some prophesied, 
others led in praise, and many played 
instruments. This variety shows that God 
desires everyone's participation and values 
whatever gift they offer. Therefore, a key 
aspect of worship is that individuals develop 
their unique gifts and offer them in service to 
God within the assembly. In turn, this calls 
each of us to live daily in worship to the Lord, 
in spirit and in truth.. Rom 12:3-5; 1 Cor 
12:4-; John 4:244 
 

 
4 Rom 12:3-5 For I say, through the grace given to me, to everyone who is among you, not to think of himself more 

highly than he ought to think, but to think soberly, as God has dealt to each one a measure of faith. 4 For as we have 
many members in one body, but all the members do not have the same function, 5 so we, being many, are one body in 
Christ, and individually members of one another.; 1 Cor 12:4-7 There are diversities of gifts, but the same Spirit. 5 There 
are differences of ministries, but the same Lord. 6 And there are diversities of activities, but it is the same God who 
works all in all. 7 But the manifestation of the Spirit is given to each one for the profit of all: John 4:24  God is Spirit, and 
those who worship Him must worship in spirit and truth. 
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Hashabiah, and Mattithiah, six, under the direction 
of their father Jeduthun, who prophesied with a 
harp to give thanks and to praise the Lord. 4 Of 
Heman, the sons of Heman: Bukkiah, 
Mattaniah, Uzziel, Shebuel, Jerimoth, Hananiah, 
Hanani, Eliathah, Giddalti, Romamti-Ezer, 
Joshbekashah, Mallothi, 
Hothir, and Mahazioth. 5 All these were the sons of 
Heman the king’s seer in the words of God, to exalt 
his horn. For God gave Heman fourteen sons and 
three daughters. 6 All these were under the 
direction of their father for the music in the house 
of the Lord, with cymbals, stringed instruments, 
and harps, for the service of the house of God. 
Asaph, Jeduthun, and Heman were under the 
authority of the king. 7 So the number of them, with 
their brethren who were instructed in the songs of 
the Lord, all who were skillful, was two hundred 
and eighty-eight. 8 And they cast lots for their duty, 
the small as well as the great, the teacher with the 
student. 9 Now the first lot for Asaph came out for 
Joseph; the second for Gedaliah, him with his 
brethren and sons, twelve; 10 the third for Zaccur, 
his sons and his brethren, twelve; 11 the fourth 
for Jizri, his sons and his brethren, twelve; 12 the 
fifth for Nethaniah, his sons and his brethren, 
twelve; 13 the sixth for Bukkiah, his sons and his 
brethren, twelve; 14 the seventh for Jesharelah, his 
sons and his brethren, twelve; 15 the eighth for 
Jeshaiah, his sons and his brethren, twelve; 16 the 
ninth for Mattaniah, his sons and his brethren, 
twelve; 17 the tenth for Shimei, his sons and his 
brethren, twelve; 18 the eleventh for Azarel, his 
sons and his brethren, twelve; 19 the twelfth for 
Hashabiah, his sons and his brethren, 
twelve; 20 the thirteenth for Shubael, his sons and 
his brethren, twelve; 21 the fourteenth for Mattithiah, 
his sons and his brethren, twelve; 22 the fifteenth 
for Jeremoth, his sons and his brethren, 
twelve; 23 the sixteenth for Hananiah, his sons and 
his brethren, twelve; 24 the seventeenth for 
Joshbekashah, his sons and his brethren, 
twelve; 25 the eighteenth for Hanani, his sons and 
his brethren, twelve; 26 the nineteenth for Mallothi,

31= Q3 To provide structural order for the 
temple's musical service, the musicians 
were organized into 24 groups, paralleling 
the 24 divisions of priests. This system 
simplified the planning of temple duties, 
promoted excellence through specialized 
training, offered variety in worship by having 
different groups serve at different times, and 
allowed many individuals to participate. This 
division of labor was determined by casting 
lots. There were a total of 4,000 musicians 
who participated. These groups served in 
rotations, ensuring that there was continual 
music, worship, and praise offered to God at 
the temple, day and night. This constant 
stream of music, played on various 
instruments, would have created a profound 
experience for anyone coming to worship in 
the temple. In the New Testament, the Holy 
Spirit leads believers to worship God 
together in spirit and truth, while also 
guiding each individual’s life as a continual 
act of worship and praise to Him wherever.  
A Christian daily life is directed by the Spirit, 
rooted in the seed of faith, which is the truth 
of the Word of God. 1 Chron 23:5; John 
4:235

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Q 1. How many members or offerings are at CCAH? 

A 1. People say, "How many people have been saved?" we don’t know, but God knows, although we 
acknowledge that God has arranged over 1,000 units of communities, 7 sober living facilities, over 200 
units of veteran community, KJV English & RVR Spanish Scriptures & 200 lunches per week for the 
homeless, and over a million online visitors (Mat 25:40 “unto one of the least of these”). It doesn’t 
matter. It’s something we leave the numbers with God. He knows those that are His and that’s the 
important thing (e.g. David's motive for census in 1 Chro 21:1). Therefore, we don't worry about the 
numbers of the members and of tithes and offerings because the Lord has given the increase, He has 
added them to CCAH so far (1 Cor 3:7; Acts 2:47; 2 Sam 24:1-3), not as we have done at all, and CCAH is 
His own church (souls), the Lord's church, "Jesus is all in all," purchased with His blood (Mat 16:18; 1 
Cor 6:20; Acts 20:28). Since His foolishness is wiser than men, such as all men's visions/ plans/ 
programs (1 Cor 1:25; Zechariah 4:6), and His thoughts unto each soul are more in number than the sand 
(Psalm 139:17-18), we are just active obedient followers of the Lord, venturing out in faith, "Let CCAH 
go, let God." 

And if you did indeed receive the increase, why do you boast as if you had not received it? (1 Cor 4:7) 
For we are not, as so many, peddling the word of God; but as of sincerity, but as from God, we speak in 
the sight of God in Christ (2 Cor 2:17), CCAH continues faithfully in teaching the entire Scripture simply 
without alteration, fellowship, communion, and prayers, being the witnesses to Christ, powered with the 
Spirit, in Jerusalem, all Judea, Samaria, and to the end of the earth (Acts 1:8; 2:42, 47). The truth the 
Word of God matters wherever - offline, indoor, outdoor, online, at sea, or in sky - and whenever - 
Sunday, Saturday, weekday, every day, this generation time, or the future generation time (John 5:39; 
17:17). The truth shall make us free (John 8:32), from where Christ is named, where commercial 
capitalism is controlling, where territorial boundaries are lined, or where racial, material, or hereditary 
partiality underscores. Every Christian is exhorted to go to church at any convenient place unless she is 
against "the principles of doctrine of Christ" (Heb 6:1) because of "one church (Eklesia) on the earth" 
(Eph 1:22-23). Touchable over 1,000 souls by offline and foreseeable over 1 million souls by online at 
CCAH are being fed by the whole counsel of God throughout the Spirit, living by every His word (1 John 
2:27; Luke 4:4). CCAH does care about each soul because we believe that everybody is impartially created 
by God in His image (Gen 1:26) -- regardless of race, gender, age, wealth, or education such as Caucasian, 
male, youth, rich, Ivy league graduate, or not-- and that the eternal value of each soul is much greater 
than the value of any material/ temporal/ perishable things on the earth (James 3:17; Mat 16:26). 
When God leads, God provides (1 Chronicles 22:11). So, we don't seek money because it follows the faith 
in the almighty Lord by the love of God. Therefore, we never ask people for money, but would offer what 
we have to the Lord and pray Him to handle the issues (like Andrew rather than Philip in John 6:6-9). 
Individually, we can discern our each mind before the Lord, as how much love for Him can be observed 
(1) by the money index to divide willing expenditures to God by total expenditures (Luke 12:34; 21:2-
3), as well as (2) by how much the words of God we love (John 1:1). We know that any offering to God 
without willing mind is not accepted by God (2 Cor 8:12). The public love money especially in capitalism 
society because without money capitalism would not exist. However, we as Christians should not love 
money but should know its nature (1 Timothy 6:10). CCAH has been controlled not by money even in the 
capitalism society but by sovereign almighty God. The foundation of CCAH finance has begun from a 
homeless person's 2 dime offering to the Lord for CCAH at the Rock Fortress facility. The willing mind 
part for an offering should always prevail over its money part. An offering box in a church service or a 
donation button on websites through CCAH is a way to express a donor’s love for God by willing donation, 
the 1st part rather than 2nd money part, according to the Scripture (Mark 12:43; Luke 21:3-4). In fact, 
the fund raising or the fund seeking is not necessary for CCAH but the Lord seeking is sufficient because 
God is continually working through His church, CCAH, in Acts 29 (1 Chronicles 28:9; 2 Chronicles 15:1-
2). We have spent offerings/donations about 40% for external ministries (for missions in Philippians 
4:15-19 & for charity in Matthew 25:40) based upon our faith of "one church (Eklesia) on the earth" -- 
the holy universal church, not unholy ecumenical church -- (e.g. 1st Quarter 2014, 43.15%; 4st Quarter 
2013, 55.6 %; 3rd Quarter 2013, 20.11%; 2nd Quarter 2013, 55.91%; 1st Quarter, 2013 43.26%; 4th 
Quarter, 2012 45.57%, etc.), rather than spent them for additional social/cultural/popular internal 
programs. But about 60% for the internal ministries following the model of the early church in the Book 

of Acts is spent for sheep to be fed with spiritual food (Galatians 6:6) and for staff (1 Timothy 5:17-18). 

CCAH is the poor in material and spirit, but is the rich to give it away for Christ's sake, e.g., about 40% 
of annual offerings, with the poor hearts in spirit. The Lord is the shepherd of CCAH who is "as sorrowful, 
yet always rejoicing; as poor, yet making many rich; as having nothing, and yet possessing all things" (2 
Cor 6:10).

These tools are not for fundraising but 
rather to encourage believers to align their financial priorities with their faith, 
recognizing that where one’s money goes often indicates where their heart lies.
