Today, we’d like to see the title of “Joash & Amaziah”  in 2 Chronicles 24-25.

Q1.  In  24:5,  “Then he gathered the priests and the Levites, and said to them, ‘Go out to 
the cities of Judah, and gather from all Israel money to repair the house of your God 
from year to year, and see that you do it quickly.’ However the Levites did not do it 
quickly,”  why did they do so? And how can we apply it to our lives? 

Q2. In 24:22,  “Thus Joash the king did not remember the kindness which Jehoiada 
his father had done to him, but killed his son; and as he died, he said, ‘The Lord look 
on it, and repay!’” what does it mean, compared with Stephen’s death?  And what can we 
learn from here? 

Q3. In 25:15, “Therefore the anger of the Lord was aroused against Amaziah, and He 
sent him a prophet who said to him, ‘Why have you sought the gods of the people, 
which could not rescue their own people from your hand?’” what does it mean in the 
context? And how can we apply it to our lives? 

(Background for context of this text on Daily Bible Reading and Studying Weekly Book Basis)  

 
In the last time, in 2 Chronicles 23: 17-18, 21,”17 And all the people went to the temple of Baal, and tore it 
down. They broke in pieces its altars and images, and killed Mattan the priest of Baal before the altars.18 

Also Jehoiada appointed the oversight of the house of the Lord to the hand of the priests, the Levites, whom 
David had assigned in the house of the Lord, to offer the burnt offerings of the Lord, as it is written in the 
Law of Moses, with rejoicing and with singing, as it was established by David 21 So all the people of the 
land rejoiced; and the city was quiet, for they had slain Athaliah with the sword,“ Jehoiada the priest 
reinstated the temple procedures and worship services based on the original plans set by David, as 
recorded in 1 Chronicles 24–25.

1 Joash was seven years old when he became 
king, and he reigned forty years in Jerusalem. His 
mother’s name was Zibiah of 
Beersheba. 2 Joash did what was right in the sight 
of the Lord all the days of Jehoiada the 
priest. 3 And Jehoiada took two wives for him, and 
he had sons and daughters. 

4 Now it happened after this that Joash set his 
heart on repairing the house of the Lord. 5 Then he 
gathered the priests and the Levites, and said to 
them, “Go out to the cities of Judah, and gather 
from all Israel money to repair the house of your 
God from year to year, and see that you do it 
quickly.” However the Levites did not do it 
quickly. 6 So the king called Jehoiada the 
chief priest, and said to him, “Why have you not 
required the Levites to bring in from Judah and 
from Jerusalem the collection, according to the 
commandment of Moses the servant of 
the Lord and of the assembly of Israel, for 
the tabernacle of witness?” 7 For the sons of 
Athaliah, that wicked woman, had broken into the 
house of God, and had also presented all 
the dedicated things of the house of the Lord to the 
Baals. 8 Then at the king’s command they made a 
chest, and set it outside at the gate of the house of 
the Lord. 9 And they made a proclamation 
throughout Judah and Jerusalem to bring to 
the Lord the collection that Moses the servant of 
God had imposed on Israel in the 
wilderness. 10 Then all the leaders and all the 
people rejoiced, brought their contributions, and

1= A seven-year-old boy, Joash, became 
the 7th king of Judah, but he was just a 
puppet upon the throne and the real leader 
was Jehoiada the priest. Under Jehoiada's 
guidance, Joash implemented significant 
religious reforms. 
 
2= Under the guidance of Jehoiada, Joash 
remained a faithful and good king. 
 
 
 
 
4= Due to the spiritual neglect of Ahaziah 
and Athaliah, the temple fell into disrepair. 
The new young king, Joash, wanted to 
restore it. 
 
5=Q1 God commanded a half-shekel 
offering for the temple's repair. King Joash 
followed this command to restore the long-
neglected temple. The principle here is that 
God's kingdom and righteousness come 
first. In the Gospel of Jesus Christ, God's 
righteousness is revealed by Christians’ 
daily life by faith. Ex  30:15-16; Mat 6:33; 
Rom 1:171 
 
 
 
 
 
7= Athaliah's wicked sons destroyed the 
house of the Lord and used its materials to 
build a temple for Baal. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
10= When donating to God, the donor's 
heart is the primary consideration. The 
donation should come from a willing and 
cheerful heart, neither for personal 
recognition nor grudgingly. Mat 23:23; 2 Cor 
9:72 

 
1 Ex  30:15-16 The rich shall not give more and the poor shall not give less than half a shekel, when you give an offering 
to the Lord, to make atonement for yourselves. 16 And you shall take the atonement money of the children of Israel, 
and shall appoint it for the service of the tabernacle of meeting, that it may be a memorial for the children of Israel 
before the Lord, to make atonement for yourselves; Mat 6:33 But seek first the kingdom of God and His righteousness, 
and all these things shall be added to you; Rom 1:16-17 For I am not ashamed of the gospel of Christ, for it is the power 
of God to salvation for everyone who believes, for the Jew first and also for the Greek. 17 For in it the righteousness of 
God is revealed from faith to faith; as it is written, “The just shall live by faith.” 

2 Mat 23:23 Woe to you, scribes and Pharisees, hypocrites! For you pay tithe of mint and anise and cummin, and have 
neglected the weightier matters of the law: justice and mercy and faith. These you ought to have done, without leaving 
the others undone; 2 Cor 9:7 So let each one give as he purposes in his heart, not grudgingly or of necessity; for God 
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put them into the chest until all had given. 11 So it 
was, at that time, when the chest was brought to 
the king’s official by the hand of the Levites, 
and when they saw that there was much money, 
that the king’s scribe and the high priest’s officer 
came and emptied the chest, and took it and 
returned it to its place. Thus they did day by day, 
and gathered money in abundance. 12 The king 
and Jehoiada gave it to those who did the work of 
the service of the house of the Lord; and they hired 
masons and carpenters to repair the house of 
the Lord, and also those who worked in iron and 
bronze to restore the house of the Lord. 13 So the 
workmen labored, and the work was completed by 
them; they restored the house of God to its original 
condition and reinforced it. 14 When they had 
finished, they brought the rest of the money before 
the king and Jehoiada; they made from it articles 
for the house of the Lord, articles for serving and 
offering, spoons and vessels of gold and silver. 
And they offered burnt offerings in the house of 
the Lord continually all the days of Jehoiada. 15 But 
Jehoiada grew old and was full of days, and he 
died; he was one hundred and thirty years old 
when he died. 16 And they buried him in the City of 
David among the kings, because he had done 
good in Israel, both toward God and His house. 
17 Now after the death of Jehoiada the leaders of 
Judah came and bowed down to the king. And the 
king listened to them. 18 Therefore they left the 
house of the Lord God of their fathers, and 
served wooden images and idols; and wrath came 
upon Judah and Jerusalem because of their 
trespass.   

19 Yet He sent prophets to them, to bring them 
back to the Lord; and they testified against them, 
but they would not listen.  

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
14= The temple and its worship were 
successfully restored, resulting in an 
outward spiritual movement. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
16= That’s a great commendation for the 
man “He had done good in Israel, both 
toward God and His house.” 
 
18= Joash was an easily influenced and 
weak king. While the priest Jehoiada was 
alive, Joash followed his spiritual guidance. 
However, upon Jehoiada's death, Joash 
quickly gave in to the princes of Judah and 
reinstated the worship of idols like Ashtoreth 
the wooden image of fertility goddess. This 
turn from God reveals a troubling pattern: 
people can appear devoted on the surface 
while secretly holding onto idolatry. As soon 
as the spiritual movement passed, they 
reverted to their old habits. This often 
happens in times of prosperity, as people 
become proud, self-sufficient, and forget 
that God is the source of all their blessings. 
Deu  8:11-143 
 
19= Then, God may have sent Joel the 
prophet. Joel 1:1-24 
 

 
loves a cheerful giver. 
3 Deu  8:11-14 “Beware that you do not forget the Lord your God by not keeping His commandments, His judgments, 

and His statutes which I command you today, 12 lest—when you have eaten and are full, and have built beautiful houses 
and dwell in them; 13 and when your herds and your flocks multiply, and your silver and your gold are multiplied, and all 
that you have is multiplied; 14 when your heart is lifted up, and you forget the Lord your God who brought you out of the 
land of Egypt, from the house of bondage; 
4 Joel 1:1-2 The word of the Lord that came to Joel the son of Pethuel. 2 Hear this, you elders, And give ear, all you 

inhabitants of the land! Has anything like this happened in your days, Or even in the days of your fathers? 
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20 Then the Spirit of God came upon Zechariah the 
son of Jehoiada the priest, who stood above the 
people, and said to them, “Thus says God: ‘Why 
do you transgress the commandments of the Lord, 
so that you cannot prosper? Because you have 
forsaken the Lord, He also has forsaken you.’ 
” 21 So they conspired against him, and at the 
command of the king they stoned him with stones 
in the court of the house of the Lord. 22 Thus Joash 
the king did not remember the kindness which 
Jehoiada his father had done to him, but killed his 
son; and as he died, he said, “The Lord look 
on it, and repay!” 

23 So it happened in the spring of the year that the 
army of Syria came up against him; and they came 
to Judah and Jerusalem, and destroyed all the 
leaders of the people from among the people, and 
sent all their spoil to the king of Damascus.  

24 For the army of the Syrians came with a small 
company of men; but the Lord delivered a very 
great army into their hand, because they had 
forsaken the Lord God of their fathers. So 
they executed judgment against Joash.  

25 And when they had withdrawn from him (for they 
left him severely wounded), his own servants 
conspired against him because of the blood of 
the sons of Jehoiada the priest, and killed him on 
his bed. So he died. And they buried him in the 
City of David, but they did not bury him in the 

 
 
20= We often overlook spiritual prosperity 
by becoming consumed with material 
prosperity. When you forsake the Lord, you 
cannot truly prosper, as worldly pursuits will 
not bring spiritual well-being. Despite this, 
God's mercy endures forever. Even when 
you turn away from Him, God continually 
warns you through various means. It is 
crucial to allow God to point out your sins so 
you can repent and return to Him.  Mark 
8:36; Psalm 136:15 
 
22= Q2 Zechariah's final request was for 
God to get even with them and to take care 
of them. This stands in stark contrast to 
Stephen's plea in Acts 7:59-60. As he was 
being stoned, Stephen asked God to forgive 
his murderers, saying, "Lord, do not charge 
them with this sin." This difference highlights 
a shift from the Old Testament to the New 
Testament. As Matthew 5:43-44 records, 
Jesus taught a new principle: "love your 
enemies, bless those who curse you, do 
good to those who hate you, and pray for 
those who spitefully use you and persecute 
you." Stephen's prayer for his attackers 
embodies this teaching, “in the dispensation 
of the fulness of times together in one all 
things in Christ.” Therefore, living a 
Christian life requires following all of God's 
teachings, not just a select few.  Acts 7:59-
60; Mat 5:43-44; Eph 1:9-10; Mat 4:46 
 
24=  God used the Syrian army as an 
instrument of judgment against Judah. 
When Judah forsook God, He, in turn, 
forsook them, allowing a small Syrian force 
to defeat them and plunder their city. 1 
Chron 28:9; 2 Chron 15:27 
 
 
25= Joash was assassinated because of the 
blood of the sons of Jehoiada the priest, but 
vengeance is upon God.  Rom 12:198 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 
5 Mark 8:36 For what will it profit a man if he gains the whole world, and loses his own soul?; Psalm 136:1   
Oh, give thanks to the Lord, for He is good! For His mercy endures forever. 
6 Acts 7:59-60  And they stoned Stephen as he was calling on God and saying, “Lord Jesus, receive my spirit.” 60 Then 
he knelt down and cried out with a loud voice, “Lord, do not charge them with this sin.” And when he had said this, he 
fell asleep; Mat 5:43-44  “You have heard that it was said, ‘You shall love your neighbor and hate your enemy.’ 44 But I 
say to you, love your enemies, bless those who curse you, do good to those who hate you, and pray for those who 
spitefully use you and persecute you; Eph 1:9-10  having made known to us the mystery of His will, according to His 
good pleasure which He purposed in Himself, 10 that in the dispensation of the fullness of the times He might gather 
together in one all things in Christ, ]both which are in heaven and which are on earth—in Him; Mat 4:4 But He answered 
and said, “It is written, ‘Man shall not live by bread alone, but by every word that proceeds from the mouth of God.’ ” 
7 1 Chron 28:9 “As for you, my son Solomon, know the God of your father, and serve Him with a loyal heart and with a 
willing mind; for the Lord searches all hearts and understands all the intent of the thoughts. If you seek Him, He will be 
found by you; but if you forsake Him, He will cast you off forever; 2 Chron 15:2 And he went out to meet Asa, and said 
to him: “Hear me, Asa, and all Judah and Benjamin. The Lord is with you while you are with Him. If you seek Him, He 
will be found by you; but if you forsake Him, He will forsake you.  

8 Rom 12:19 Dearly beloved, avenge not yourselves, but rather give place unto wrath: for it is written, Vengeance is 
mine; I will repay, saith the Lord. 
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tombs of the kings. 26 These are the ones who 
conspired against him: Zabad the son of Shimeath 
the Ammonitess, and Jehozabad the son 
of Shimrith the Moabitess. 27 Now concerning his 
sons, and the many oracles about him, and the 
repairing of the house of God, indeed 
they are written in the annals of the book of the 
kings. Then Amaziah his son reigned in his place. 

25 1 Amaziah was twenty-five years old when he 
became king, and he reigned twenty-nine years in 
Jerusalem. His mother’s name was Jehoaddan of 
Jerusalem. 2 And he did what was right in the sight 
of the Lord, but not with a loyal heart. 

3 Now it happened, as soon as the kingdom was 
established for him, that he executed his servants 
who had murdered his father the king. 4 However 
he did not execute their children, but did as it 
is written in the Law in the Book of Moses, where 
the Lord commanded, saying, “The fathers shall 
not be put to death for their children, nor shall the 
children be put to death for their fathers; but a 
person shall die for his own sin.” 5 Moreover 
Amaziah gathered Judah together and set over 
them captains of thousands and captains of 
hundreds, according to their fathers’ houses, 
throughout all Judah and Benjamin; and he 
numbered them from twenty years old and above, 
and found them to be three hundred thousand 
choice men, able to go to war, who could handle 
spear and shield. 6 He also hired one hundred 
thousand mighty men of valor from Israel for one 
hundred talents of silver. 7 But a man of God came 
to him, saying, “O king, do not let the army of Israel 
go with you, for the Lord is not with Israel—not 
with any of the children of Ephraim. 8 But if you go, 
be gone! Be strong in battle! Even so, God shall 
make you fall before the enemy; for God 
has power to help and to overthrow.”

1= Amaziah became the 8th king of Judah at 
25 years old. 
 
 
2= Amaziah's obedience to God was half-
hearted. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
4= In contrast to pagan laws, God's law 
stipulated that only the assassins or co-
conspirators themselves were subject to the 
death penalty, not their children or relatives.

9 Deu 24:16  Fathers shall not be put to death for their children, nor shall children be put to death for their fathers; a 

person shall be put to death for his own sin; Ezekiel 18:20 The soul who sins shall die. The son shall not bear the guilt 
of the father, nor the father bear the guilt of the son. The righteousness of the righteous shall be upon himself, and the 
wickedness of the wicked shall be upon himself 
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9 Then Amaziah said to the man of God, “But 
what shall we do about the hundred talents which I 
have given to the troops of Israel?” And the man of 
God answered, “The Lord is able to give you much 
more than this.” 10 So Amaziah discharged the 
troops that had come to him from Ephraim, to go 
back home. Therefore their anger was greatly 
aroused against Judah, and they returned home in 
great anger. 11 Then Amaziah strengthened 
himself, and leading his people, he went to the 
Valley of Salt and killed ten thousand of the people 
of Seir. 12 Also the children of Judah took captive 
ten thousand alive, brought them to the top of the 
rock, and cast them down from the top of the rock, 
so that they all were dashed in pieces. 

13 But as for the soldiers of the army which 
Amaziah had discharged, so that they would not go 
with him to battle, they raided the cities of Judah 
from Samaria to Beth Horon, killed three thousand 
in them, and took much spoil.   14 Now it was so, 
after Amaziah came from the slaughter of the 
Edomites, that he brought the gods of the people 
of Seir, set them up to be his gods, and bowed 
down before them and burned incense to 
them. 15 Therefore the anger of the Lord was 
aroused against Amaziah, and He sent him a 
prophet who said to him, “Why have you 
sought the gods of the people, which could not 
rescue their own people from your hand?” 16 So it 
was, as he talked with him, that the king said to 
him, “Have we made you the king’s counselor? 
Cease! Why should you be killed?” Then the 
prophet ceased, and said, “I know that God 
has determined to destroy you, because you have 
done this and have not heeded my advice.”  
17 Now Amaziah king of Judah asked advice and 
sent to Joash the son of Jehoahaz, the son of 
Jehu, king of Israel, saying, “Come, let us face one 
another in battle.”  18 And Joash king of Israel sent 
to Amaziah king of Judah, saying, “The thistle 
that was in Lebanon sent to the cedar that was in 
Lebanon, saying, ‘Give your daughter to my son as 
wife’; and a wild beast that was in Lebanon passed 

 
 
 
9= Amaziah's obedience was reluctant and 
half-hearted, not genuine. Amaziah 
dismissed the Israelite soldiers 100,000 he 
had hired, sending them away with their pay. 
God's favor is priceless and worth more than 
any amount of money. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
12= Warfare reveals humanity's capacity for 
great cruelty toward fellow men. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
13= The dismissed Israelite soldiers raided 
Judah’s cities and seized much spoil, 
provoking Amaziah to seek revenge against 
Israel. 
 
14= After his victory, Amaziah returned and 
began sacrificing to idols. Times of success 
can make you vulnerable to temptation, as 
Satan often attacks when you are at your 
most confident. It is often difficult to 
understand why people turn away from a 
living God. However, a tremendous drive for 
money, sexual pleasure, and power can 
master a person's life, leading them away 
from God. 
 
15=Q3 It’s foolish to serve the gods of a 
defeated enemy. We make the same 
mistake when we chase after money, power, 
and other worldly desires, as they are 
ultimately empty pursuits. By recognizing 
their emptiness, we can free ourselves from 
their control. God is deeply hurt when His 
people reject Him, yet He still cares for 
them. When someone turns away from God, 
we should show them that God's love and 
care for them endure. 
 
 
 
17= Amaziah, the 8th king of Judah, proudly 
and with a hint of revenge (v.13), asked a 
war to Joash (Jehoash), the 12th king of 
Israel, son of Jehoahaz (11th king) and 
grandson of Jehu (10th king). 
 
 
18= You, Judah, are a thistle challenging a 
cedar tree, Israel. You are so insignificant 
that even a wild beast could trample you, 
proving you are not in the same league as 
us. 
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by and trampled the thistle. 19 Indeed you say that 
you have defeated the Edomites, and your heart is 
lifted up to boast. Stay at home now; why should 
you meddle with trouble, that you should fall—you 
and Judah with you?”  20 But Amaziah would not 
heed, for it came from God, that He might give 
them into the hand of their enemies, because 
they sought the gods of Edom. 21 So Joash king of 
Israel went out; and he and Amaziah king of Judah 
faced one another at Beth Shemesh, 
which belongs to Judah. 22 And Judah was 
defeated by Israel, and every man fled to his 
tent. 23 Then Joash the king of Israel captured 
Amaziah king of Judah, the son of Joash, the son 
of Jehoahaz, at Beth Shemesh; and he brought 
him to Jerusalem, and broke down the wall of 
Jerusalem from the Gate of Ephraim to the Corner 
Gate—four hundred cubits. 24 And he took all the 
gold and silver, all the articles that were found in 
the house of God with Obed-Edom, the treasures 
of the king’s house, and hostages, and returned to 
Samaria.  

25 Amaziah the son of Joash, king of Judah, lived 
fifteen years after the death of Joash the son of 
Jehoahaz, king of Israel. 26 Now the rest of the acts 
of Amaziah, from first to last, indeed are they not 
written in the book of the kings of Judah and 
Israel? 27 After the time that Amaziah turned away 
from following the Lord, they made a conspiracy 
against him in Jerusalem, and he fled to Lachish; 
but they sent after him to Lachish and killed him 
there. 28 Then they brought him on horses and 
buried him with his fathers in the City of Judah. 

 

 
19= Joash the 12th king of Israel doesn’t 
really want to go to war.  
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
21= Joash the 12th king of Israel was also 
called as Jehoash. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
23= Joash, the 12th king of Israel, arrested 
Amaziah, the 8th king of Judah, who was 
the son of Joash (7th king of Judah) and 
grandson of Jehoahaz (6th king of Judah). 
 
 
24= King Joash of Israel defeated the proud 
king Amaziah of Judah and carried all the 
spoils to Samaria. God loves all the people 
so much and so that Jesus Christ came to 
set the captives free and open the prison 
doors for those who are bound! The power 
of Jesus Christ can break the hold that 
Satan has on your life. Paul preached the 
gospel of Jesus Christ, stating in Col 1:1310 
 
 
25-28= Amaziah, like many kings after a 
military defeat, was assassinated. Despite 
his victory over the Edomites and the praise 
he received, he foolishly started a conflict 
with King Joash. He ignored warnings from 
prophets, demonstrating that a person who 
won't listen to God is unlikely to listen to 
anyone else. This headstrong behavior led 
to his downfall. It is crucial to heed God's 
voice and listen to His warnings. 
 

 
Note: Most Christians say the Scripture is important, but rarely study every word in the Scripture 
and commit it to the Lord. So, it’s better to study it and live accordingly after the Spirit for the Lord 
(2 Tim 2:15).  This online word for global crusade in effect develops from the expositional sermon

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Q 1. How many members or offerings are at CCAH? 

A 1. People say, "How many people have been saved?" we don’t know, but God knows, although we 
acknowledge that God has arranged over 1,000 units of communities, 7 sober living facilities, over 200 
units of veteran community, KJV English & RVR Spanish Scriptures & 200 lunches per week for the 
homeless, and over a million online visitors (Mat 25:40 “unto one of the least of these”). It doesn’t 
matter. It’s something we leave the numbers with God. He knows those that are His and that’s the 
important thing (e.g. David's motive for census in 1 Chro 21:1). Therefore, we don't worry about the 
numbers of the members and of tithes and offerings because the Lord has given the increase, He has 
added them to CCAH so far (1 Cor 3:7; Acts 2:47; 2 Sam 24:1-3), not as we have done at all, and CCAH is 
His own church (souls), the Lord's church, "Jesus is all in all," purchased with His blood (Mat 16:18; 1 
Cor 6:20; Acts 20:28). Since His foolishness is wiser than men, such as all men's visions/ plans/ 
programs (1 Cor 1:25; Zechariah 4:6), and His thoughts unto each soul are more in number than the sand 
(Psalm 139:17-18), we are just active obedient followers of the Lord, venturing out in faith, "Let CCAH 
go, let God." 

And if you did indeed receive the increase, why do you boast as if you had not received it? (1 Cor 4:7) 
For we are not, as so many, peddling the word of God; but as of sincerity, but as from God, we speak in 
the sight of God in Christ (2 Cor 2:17), CCAH continues faithfully in teaching the entire Scripture simply 
without alteration, fellowship, communion, and prayers, being the witnesses to Christ, powered with the 
Spirit, in Jerusalem, all Judea, Samaria, and to the end of the earth (Acts 1:8; 2:42, 47). The truth the 
Word of God matters wherever - offline, indoor, outdoor, online, at sea, or in sky - and whenever - 
Sunday, Saturday, weekday, every day, this generation time, or the future generation time (John 5:39; 
17:17). The truth shall make us free (John 8:32), from where Christ is named, where commercial 
capitalism is controlling, where territorial boundaries are lined, or where racial, material, or hereditary 
partiality underscores. Every Christian is exhorted to go to church at any convenient place unless she is 
against "the principles of doctrine of Christ" (Heb 6:1) because of "one church (Eklesia) on the earth" 
(Eph 1:22-23). Touchable over 1,000 souls by offline and foreseeable over 1 million souls by online at 
CCAH are being fed by the whole counsel of God throughout the Spirit, living by every His word (1 John 
2:27; Luke 4:4). CCAH does care about each soul because we believe that everybody is impartially created 
by God in His image (Gen 1:26) -- regardless of race, gender, age, wealth, or education such as Caucasian, 
male, youth, rich, Ivy league graduate, or not-- and that the eternal value of each soul is much greater 
than the value of any material/ temporal/ perishable things on the earth (James 3:17; Mat 16:26). 
When God leads, God provides (1 Chronicles 22:11). So, we don't seek money because it follows the faith 
in the almighty Lord by the love of God. Therefore, we never ask people for money, but would offer what 
we have to the Lord and pray Him to handle the issues (like Andrew rather than Philip in John 6:6-9). 
Individually, we can discern our each mind before the Lord, as how much love for Him can be observed 
(1) by the money index to divide willing expenditures to God by total expenditures (Luke 12:34; 21:2-
3), as well as (2) by how much the words of God we love (John 1:1). We know that any offering to God 
without willing mind is not accepted by God (2 Cor 8:12). The public love money especially in capitalism 
society because without money capitalism would not exist. However, we as Christians should not love 
money but should know its nature (1 Timothy 6:10). CCAH has been controlled not by money even in the 
capitalism society but by sovereign almighty God. The foundation of CCAH finance has begun from a 
homeless person's 2 dime offering to the Lord for CCAH at the Rock Fortress facility. The willing mind 
part for an offering should always prevail over its money part. An offering box in a church service or a 
donation button on websites through CCAH is a way to express a donor’s love for God by willing donation, 
the 1st part rather than 2nd money part, according to the Scripture (Mark 12:43; Luke 21:3-4). In fact, 
the fund raising or the fund seeking is not necessary for CCAH but the Lord seeking is sufficient because 
God is continually working through His church, CCAH, in Acts 29 (1 Chronicles 28:9; 2 Chronicles 15:1-
2). We have spent offerings/donations about 40% for external ministries (for missions in Philippians 
4:15-19 & for charity in Matthew 25:40) based upon our faith of "one church (Eklesia) on the earth" -- 
the holy universal church, not unholy ecumenical church -- (e.g. 1st Quarter 2014, 43.15%; 4st Quarter 
2013, 55.6 %; 3rd Quarter 2013, 20.11%; 2nd Quarter 2013, 55.91%; 1st Quarter, 2013 43.26%; 4th 
Quarter, 2012 45.57%, etc.), rather than spent them for additional social/cultural/popular internal 
programs. But about 60% for the internal ministries following the model of the early church in the Book 

of Acts is spent for sheep to be fed with spiritual food (Galatians 6:6) and for staff (1 Timothy 5:17-18). 

CCAH is the poor in material and spirit, but is the rich to give it away for Christ's sake, e.g., about 40% 
of annual offerings, with the poor hearts in spirit. The Lord is the shepherd of CCAH who is "as sorrowful, 
yet always rejoicing; as poor, yet making many rich; as having nothing, and yet possessing all things" (2 
Cor 6:10).
