Q1.  In  88:3,  “For my soul is full of troubles, And my life draws near to the grave,”  what does it 
mean in the context? And what can we learn from here 

Q2. In 89:27 “Also I will make him My firstborn, The highest of the kings of the earth,” 
what does it mean?  And what can we learn from here? 

Q3. In 89:38, “But You have cast off and abhorred, You have been furious with 
Your anointed.,” what does it mean in the context? And how can we apply it to our lives? 

(Background for context of this text on Daily Bible Reading and Studying Weekly Book Basis)  

 
The 150 Psalms in Scripture are traditionally organized into five books, with Psalm 88 and Psalm 
89 belonging to the third book. Uniquely, these two psalms—often used as morning prayers—are 
notable for their lack of an answer or expression of hope, a stark deviation from the usual pattern 
of lament-to-joy found elsewhere. Specifically, Psalm 88, authored by Heman the Ezrahite (one 
of the sons of Korah), is considered one of the most mournful, as it begins on a low note and 
never transitions to an affirmation of God's coming deliverance or confidence that the prayer has 
been heard, which typically occurs halfway through other psalms. Psalm 89 was authored by 
Ethan the Ezrahite. The psalm 89 likely written during the Babylonian captivity, describes the 
glorious, promised reign of King David, echoing God's covenant to establish his descendant as 
the mightiest king whose throne would last forever (2 Samuel 7:161). The crisis was that, with the 
destruction of Jerusalem and the cessation of the Davidic monarchy, the covenant appeared to 
be broken, leading the psalmist to despairingly conclude, "God, you failed; you haven't kept your 
promise." However, the full meaning of the covenant was prophetic, pointing ultimately not to a 
perpetual line of human kings, but to David’s true seed: Jesus Christ. Though David's physical 
lineage was temporarily "cut off" from the earthly throne during the captivity, God kept His promise 
because Jesus Christ will reign eternally as the "King of kings and Lord of lords" on the throne of 
David. The psalmist's contemplation, therefore, stems from a premature conclusion—he had not 
yet seen the total picture that would only be revealed in the New Testament with the advent of 
Christ.

1= The feeling expressed is one of deep despair, like 
reaching rock bottom. Everything seems bad and only 
getting worse. Yet even in this darkest place, the 
psalmist holds onto one small hope: the ability to pour 
out all his pain and despair directly to God. Bringing 
his overwhelming troubles into God’s presence 
becomes the only act of faith he can still make. Even 
though the prayer itself (starting in verse 2 of Psalm 
88) keeps sinking deeper into hopelessness and even 
a longing for death, the very act of speaking to God 
shows a faint light in the darkness. 
 

 
1 2 Samuel 7:16  And your house and your kingdom shall be established forever before you. Your throne shall be 
established forever

4 I am counted with those who go down to 
the pit; 
I am like a man who has no strength, 

 
5 Adrift among the dead, 
Like the slain who lie in the grave, 
Whom You remember no more, 
And who are cut off from Your hand. 6 You 
have laid me in the lowest pit, 
In darkness, in the depths. 
7 Your wrath lies heavy upon me, 
And You have afflicted me with all Your 
waves. Selah 
8 You have put away my acquaintances far 
from me; You have made me an 
abomination to them; I am shut up, and I 
cannot get out; 
9 My eye wastes away because of affliction. 
Lord, I have called daily upon You; 
I have stretched out my hands to You. 

 

 
3=Q1 The deep despair found in certain Old 
Testament laments, such as the psalms, may stem 
from the limited revelation of eternal life available to 
the authors; while they held a general belief in 
resurrection, the detailed hope of living with God in His 
kingdom was not fully clear. This is sharply contrasted 
with the New Testament understanding, which is 
fundamentally changed by the resurrection of Jesus 
Christ. Because Christ defeated sin, the "sting of death 
has been removed," transforming the experience of 
death from a terrifying finality to a mere transition, as 
articulated by Paul in 1 Corinthians 15:55: "O Death, 
where is your sting? O Hades [Grave], where is your 
victory?" Consequently, for believers, death no longer 
carries the heavy, hopeless connotation it did in the 
Old Testament, representing instead a move from a 
perishable "tent" (mortal body) to an imperishable 
"house" (immortality).  1 Cor 15:55; 2 Cor 5:1-82 
 
4= He is so feeble and weak that people already think 
of him as dead.  
 
 
 
 
 
 
5= He feared that death meant complete and utter 
forgetfulness—not only would other people forget him, 
but God would forget him too. He felt he would be 
"remember no more" and cut off entirely from God's 
care and power. 
 
6= It gets worse. 
 
 
7= Billows have gone over me The word "Selah" is 
often used in the psalms to indicate a break in thought 
or a transition to a new movement or section of the 
psalm.  Psalm 42:73 
 
 
 
8= It sounds like some of the contemplation of Job in 
the book of Job. 
 
 
 
9= Even though the psalmist keeps praying and 
reaching out to God with deep devotion, his suffering 
continues. God has not yet answered his cries, and he 
remains in pain without any relief. 
 
 
 
 

 
2 1 Cor 15:55 “O Death, where is your sting? O Hades, where is your victory?”; 2 Cor 5:1-8 For we know that if our 
earthly house, this tent, is destroyed, we have a building from God, a house not made with hands, eternal in the 
heavens. 2 For in this we groan, earnestly desiring to be clothed with our habitation which is from heaven, 3 if 
indeed, having been clothed, we shall not be found naked. 4 For we who are in this tent groan, being burdened, not 
because we want to be unclothed, but further clothed, that mortality may be swallowed up by life. 5 Now He who has 
prepared us for this very thing is God, who also has given us the Spirit as a guarantee. 
6 So we are always confident, knowing that while we are at home in the body we are absent from the Lord. 7 For we 
walk by faith, not by sight. 8 We are confident, yes, well pleased rather to be absent from the body and to be present 
with the Lord.  
3 Psalm 42:7 calls unto deep at the noise of Your waterfalls; All Your waves and billows have gone over me. 
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10 Will You work wonders for the dead? 
Shall the dead arise and praise You? Selah 
11 Shall Your lovingkindness be declared in 
the grave? 
Or Your faithfulness in the place of 
destruction? 
12 Shall Your wonders be known in the 
dark? 
And Your righteousness in the land of 
forgetfulness? 13 But to You I have cried 
out, O Lord, 
And in the morning my prayer comes 
before You. 
14 Lord, why do You cast off my soul? 
Why do You hide Your face from me? 

 

 

 
15 I have been afflicted and ready to die 
from my youth; I suffer Your terrors; 
I am distraught. 16 Your fierce wrath has 
gone over me; Your terrors have cut me 
off. 
17 They came around me all day long like 
water; They engulfed me altogether. 

 
18 Loved one and friend You have put far 
from me, And my acquaintances into 
darkness.

1 I will sing of the mercies of 
the Lord forever; 
With my mouth will I make known Your 
faithfulness to all generations. 
2 For I have said, “Mercy shall be built up 
forever; 

 

10= If he only knew Jesus’s death and resurrection, 
yes, “Every knee shall bow to the Lord and every 
tongue shall confess that Jesus Christ is the Lord.” 
Rom 14:114 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

14= Although the psalmist is acutely aware of being 
close to death, he maintains the ability to pray to God. 
This enduring capacity to cry out to the Lord, despite 
his suffering, allows for intercession—others can still 
pray on his behalf. However, the current reality 
remains unchanged: he feels cast off and that God is 
hiding His face from him, reflecting a persistent feeling 
of divine rejection and the lack of any received answer 
or relief. 

 
15= It appears this painful condition or suffering has 
been present throughout his entire life. 
 
 
 
 
17= I am drowning and going under, overwhelmed by 
God's fierce anger and terrors. 
 
18= This psalm ends with a sense of final despair. The 
writer feels abandoned, with no hope or relief in sight, 
and it seems as if he dies in that hopeless state. Yet 
we can only hope that something in his heart turned 
before his death. Without the hope of Jesus Christ and 
His resurrection, a psalm ending like this leaves no 
assurance about life after death. If the psalmist had 
known the hope revealed from the gospel of Jesus 
Christ in the New Testament, the psalm would have 
ended very differently—with confidence and 
assurance instead of despair. 
 
 
89  
 
1= The themes of God's mercy and His faithfulness are 
central to our psalms. 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 
4 Rom 14:11 For it is written: “As I live, says the Lord, Every knee shall bow to Me, And every tongue shall confess to 
God.” 
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Your faithfulness You shall establish in the 
very heavens.” 

3 “I have made a covenant with My chosen, 
I have sworn to My servant David: 
4 ‘Your seed I will establish forever, 
And build up your throne to all generations.’ 
” Selah 

5 And the heavens will praise Your 
wonders, O Lord; 
Your faithfulness also in the assembly of 
the saints. 
6 For who in the heavens can be compared 
to the Lord? 
Who among the sons of the mighty can be 
likened to the Lord? 
7 God is greatly to be feared in the 
assembly of the saints, 
And to be held in reverence by 
all those around Him. 
8 O Lord God of hosts, 
Who is mighty like You, O Lord? 
Your faithfulness also surrounds You. 
9 You rule the raging of the sea; 
When its waves rise, You still them. 
10 You have broken Rahab in pieces, as 
one who is slain; You have scattered Your 
enemies with Your mighty arm. 11 The 
heavens are Yours, the earth also is Yours; 
The world and all its fullness, You have 
founded them. 

 
12 The north and the south, You have 
created them; Tabor and Hermon rejoice in 
Your name. 

 
13 You have a mighty arm; 
Strong is Your hand, and high is Your right 
hand. 

 
 
3-4= In the context of this Psalm reflects a deep crisis 
of faith: the author felt that God had failed because the 
people were in captivity and the throne in Jerusalem 
was empty. This feeling directly contradicted the divine 
assurances of God's faithfulness and mercy, 
specifically the oath God swore to David that his "seed 
will be established forever" and the throne built up "to 
all generations."  
 
 
5= In this context, the term "heavens" doesn't just 
mean the sky, but refers to those who live there: the 
angels. Similarly, the "assembly of the saints" 
generally refers to this host of angels who are present 
in the courts of heaven and praise the Lord. 
 
6= God stands alone because He is the infinite and 
eternal Creator, making Him completely unique and 
without comparison. Since finite things cannot be 
measured against the infinite, there are simply no 
grounds to compare God to anything else. 
 
 
7= Our worship is simply our response to God, 
expressing our deep awe and reverence for Him. 
 
 
 
 
 
8= God is incomparable mighty and faithful. 
 
 
 
9=  Just as we see Jesus stilling the raging sea in Mark 
4:395 
 
 
 
 
 
11 = You rule over both the heavens and the earth, and 
you have established them. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
12= Mount Tabor is low, standing at about 1,900 feet 
(approximately 579 meters), and is notable as the 
place where Deborah won her victory in Judges 4. 
Mount Hermon is tall and majestic, rising to about 
9,000 feet (approximately 2,743 meters). 
 
 
 
 
13= As causes for praise, they are mighty and height. 
 
 
 
 
 

 
5 Mark 4:39 Then He arose and rebuked the wind, and said to the sea, “Peace, be still!” And the wind ceased and there 
was a great calm. 
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14 Righteousness and justice are the 
foundation of Your throne; 
Mercy and truth go before Your face. 
15 Blessed are the people who know 
the joyful sound! 
They walk, O Lord, in the light of Your 
countenance. 16 In Your name they rejoice 
all day long, And in Your righteousness 
they are exalted. 

 
17 For You are the glory of their strength, 
And in Your favor our horn is exalted. 

 

 
18 For our shield belongs to the Lord, 
And our king to the Holy One of Israel. 
19 Then You spoke in a vision to Your holy 
one, And said: “I have given help to one 
who is mighty; I have exalted one chosen 
from the people. 
20 I have found My servant David; 
With My holy oil I have anointed him, 
21 With whom My hand shall be established; 
Also My arm shall strengthen him. 
22 The enemy shall not outwit him, 
Nor the son of wickedness afflict him. 
23 I will beat down his foes before his face, 
And plague those who hate him. 24 “But My 
faithfulness and My mercy shall be with 
him, And in My name his horn shall be 
exalted. 25 Also I will set his hand over the 
sea, And his right hand over the rivers. 
26 He shall cry to Me, ‘You are my Father, 
My God, and the rock of my salvation.’ 
27 Also I will make him My firstborn, 
The highest of the kings of the earth. 
 

 
 
 
14-15= Righteousness, justice, mercy, and truth are 
the very foundation of God's throne, defining the 
fundamental way He rules. As God's representatives, 
we are called to interact with others similarly, ensuring 
our actions flow from these same four principles 
through the Holy Spirit. Any deed that is unfair, 
unloving, or dishonest simply cannot originate from 
God. This recognition of God's character leads to a 
sudden upbeat and glorious shift in the psalm in these 
verses 14–15, which extols God's greatness, power, 
justice, truth, and mercy. It proclaims the blessedness 
of those who know the Lord and the "joyful sound" of 
His presence, affirming that "they shall walk, O LORD, 
in the light of your countenance." 
 
17= The "horn" is an ancient symbol for power and 
strength, derived from the power of an animal's horn. 
In the psalms, this symbolism takes on theological 
significance: in verse 17, the "horn" refers to the power 
of God the Spirit. In verse 24, it signifies the power of 
God promised to David to enable him to carry out the 
divine will through God the Spirit. For believers today, 
this means that when we are filled with God's Spirit, 
His power flows through us, leading to 
accomplishments that often exceed our own 
expectations and ability. 
 
18=The Holy One of Israel is a title for God, and it also 
refers to our King, Jesus Christ. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
27= Q2  The  promises made to David were a 
prophecy about a dynasty that would never end, 
achieving its final and greatest expression in Jesus 
Christ's future reign over the world in Rev 22:5. This 
fulfillment explains the exalted place of Jesus Christ, 
because God has given Him "a name that is above 
every name," so that "at the name of Jesus every knee 
shall bow and every tongue shall confess."  Note the 
first born is the one who excels above the other, not 
necessary of the time of birth born before the other 
Rev 22:5; Isaiah 9:7; Isaiah 45:23; Rom 14:116 

 
6 Rev 22:5 There shall be no night there: They need no lamp nor light of the sun, for the Lord God gives them light. And 
they shall reign forever and ever.; Isaiah 9:7 Of the increase of His government and peace 
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28 My mercy I will keep for him forever, 
And My covenant shall stand firm with him. 
29 His seed also I will make to 
endure forever, 
And his throne as the days of heaven. 
30 “If his sons forsake My law 
And do not walk in My judgments, 
31 If they break My statutes 
And do not keep My commandments, 
32 Then I will punish their transgression with 
the rod, And their iniquity with stripes. 
33 Nevertheless My lovingkindness I will 
not utterly take from him, 
Nor allow My faithfulness to fail. 

34 My covenant I will not break, 
Nor alter the word that has gone out of My 
lips. 35 Once I have sworn by My holiness; 
I will not lie to David: 
36 His seed shall endure forever, 
And his throne as the sun before Me; 
37 It shall be established forever like the 
moon,  Even like the faithful witness in the 
sky.” Selah 

38 But You have cast off and abhorred, 
You have been furious with Your anointed. 
39 You have renounced the covenant of 
Your servant; You have profaned his 
crown by casting it to the ground. 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
34-37 = God made an everlasting covenant with 
David, promising that his descendants would always 
remain on the throne (verse 29). He warned, however, 
that disobedience would bring discipline (verses 30–
32). Even so, God declared that He would never break 
His covenant (verse 33). Although Israel fell into great 
sin, faced division, and was eventually exiled, a faithful 
remnant remained. Many generations later, Jesus, the 
Messiah and eternal King from David’s line, came and 
perfectly fulfilled this promise. This shows us that 
God’s promises are completely trustworthy—He keeps 
every word and can be fully trusted to save us, just as 
He said. However, this psalmist is in deep struggle with 
God.  Heb 6:13-207   
 
38= Q3 The psalm shows the writer’s deep struggle 
with God: “You are the faithful and unmatched Lord, 
but look—David’s royal line is broken, and the throne 
is empty.” This crisis of faith came from not seeing the 
whole picture. The psalmist concluded about God only 
from the painful moment of exile, drawing a wrong 
conclusion without knowing about the future fulfillment 
of the covenant through Jesus Christ. In the same way, 
we often conclude that God has failed when we face 
hard times we don’t understand. But we must 
remember that conclusions based on partial 
knowledge can make it seem, wrongly, as if He has 
failed. 

 
There will be no end, Upon the throne of David and over His kingdom, To order it and establish it with judgment and 
justice From that time forward, even forever. The zeal of the Lord of hosts will perform this.; Isaiah 45:23 I have sworn 
by Myself; The word has gone out of My mouth in righteousness, And shall not return, That to Me every knee shall bow, 
Every tongue shall take an oath.; Rom 14:11 For it is written: “As I live, says the Lord, 
Every knee shall bow to Me, And every tongue shall confess to God.” 
7 Heb 6:13-20  For when God made a promise to Abraham, because He could swear by no one greater, He swore by 
Himself, 14 saying, “Surely blessing I will bless you, and multiplying I will multiply you.” 15 And so, after he had patiently 
endured, he obtained the promise. 16 For men indeed swear by the greater, and an oath for confirmation is for them an 
end of all dispute. 17 Thus God, determining to show more abundantly to the heirs of promise the immutability of His 
counsel, confirmed it by an oath, 18 that by two immutable things, in which it is impossible for God to lie, we might have 
strong consolation, who have fled for refuge to lay hold of the hope set before us. 
19 This hope we have as an anchor of the soul, both sure and steadfast, and which enters the Presence behind the 
veil, 20 where the forerunner has entered for us, even Jesus, having become High Priest forever according to the order 
of Melchizedek. 
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40 You have broken down all his hedges; 
You have brought his strongholds to ruin. 
41 All who pass by the way plunder him; 
He is a reproach to his neighbors. 
42 You have exalted the right hand of his 
adversaries; 
You have made all his enemies rejoice. 
43 You have also turned back the edge of 
his sword, 
And have not sustained him in the battle. 
44 You have made his glory cease, 
And cast his throne down to the ground. 
45 The days of his youth You have 
shortened; 
You have covered him with shame. Selah 
46 How long, Lord? 
Will You hide Yourself forever? 
Will Your wrath burn like fire? 
47 Remember how short my time is; 
For what futility have You created all the 
children of men?  
48 What man can live and not see death? 
Can he deliver his life from the power of the 
grave? Selah 

49 Lord, where are Your former 
lovingkindnesses,  Which You swore to 
David in Your truth? 
50 Remember, Lord, the reproach of Your 
servants—  How I bear in my bosom the 
reproach of all the many peoples, 

 
51 With which Your enemies have 
reproached, O Lord, 
With which they have reproached the 
footsteps of Your anointed. 
52 Blessed be the Lord forevermore! 
Amen and Amen. 

 

 
 
40= The psalmist is declaring his frustration. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
48=God promised that David's descendant would 
remain on the throne forever. This promise points to 
someone who doesn't die—someone who could rise 
from the grave. Of course, I know the answer now 
because I have the full story revealed, through Jesus’ 
death with bloodshed for my sin and Jesus’s 
resurrection for the victory against death ruled by 
Satan, in the New Testament. 
 
 
50= God, our enemies are mocking us! We're treated 
like a curse and a disgrace, and we have to endure all 
their insults and abuse. 
 
 
 
 
51-52 = The Third Book of Psalms ends with a 
doxology, closing with the words, “Amen and Amen,” 
which mark the end of this section. The psalmist’s 
struggle was a real cry of pain—he saw the throne of 
David empty and the people in exile, and it looked as 
if God had broken His covenant. But this shows the 
danger of drawing conclusions from incomplete 
knowledge. Because the psalmist did not yet see the 
full prophetic picture, it seemed to him that God’s 
promises had failed. We, however, know that God’s 
covenant with David will be fully kept when Jesus 
Christ, “a rod out of the stem of Jesse,” comes again 
to establish His eternal kingdom and reign forever. 
 

 
Note: Most Christians say the Scripture is important, but rarely study every word in the Scripture 
and commit it to the Lord. So, it’s better to study it and live accordingly after the Spirit for the Lord

Recently, an online supporter generously donated to sustain the teaching 
of God’s Word, recognizing that CCAH’s 15 ministers provide verse-by-verse inductive 
Bible teaching—unlike most local churches, which focus on brief topical messages—while 
faithfully preaching the gospel of Jesus Christ anytime and anywhere.  
 
Note: The open, connected members of CCAH should not be discouraged by the fact that 
the church neither owns nor possesses a physical building. This actually frees the 
fellowship from the burden of mortgage or rental payments tied to maintaining such a 
property. Instead, we are reminded that we ourselves are the church—not a building—as 
we gather together in Jesus' name. At present, the Lord has graciously provided at least 
seven meeting places among fifteen available each week. And if the Lord desires for 
CCAH to have a permanent building in the future, He will provide it in His time, for CCAH 
belongs wholly to Jesus, who is all in all.

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Q 1. How many members or offerings are at CCAH? 

A 1. People say, "How many people have been saved?" we don’t know, but God knows, although we 
acknowledge that God has arranged over 1,000 units of communities, 7 sober living facilities, over 200 
units of veteran community, KJV English & RVR Spanish Scriptures & 200 lunches per week for the 
homeless, and over a million online visitors (Mat 25:40 “unto one of the least of these”). It doesn’t 
matter. It’s something we leave the numbers with God. He knows those that are His and that’s the 
important thing (e.g. David's motive for census in 1 Chro 21:1). Therefore, we don't worry about the 
numbers of the members and of tithes and offerings because the Lord has given the increase, He has 
added them to CCAH so far (1 Cor 3:7; Acts 2:47; 2 Sam 24:1-3), not as we have done at all, and CCAH is 
His own church (souls), the Lord's church, "Jesus is all in all," purchased with His blood (Mat 16:18; 1 
Cor 6:20; Acts 20:28). Since His foolishness is wiser than men, such as all men's visions/ plans/ 
programs (1 Cor 1:25; Zechariah 4:6), and His thoughts unto each soul are more in number than the sand 
(Psalm 139:17-18), we are just active obedient followers of the Lord, venturing out in faith, "Let CCAH 
go, let God." 

And if you did indeed receive the increase, why do you boast as if you had not received it? (1 Cor 4:7) 
For we are not, as so many, peddling the word of God; but as of sincerity, but as from God, we speak in 
the sight of God in Christ (2 Cor 2:17), CCAH continues faithfully in teaching the entire Scripture simply 
without alteration, fellowship, communion, and prayers, being the witnesses to Christ, powered with the 
Spirit, in Jerusalem, all Judea, Samaria, and to the end of the earth (Acts 1:8; 2:42, 47). The truth the 
Word of God matters wherever - offline, indoor, outdoor, online, at sea, or in sky - and whenever - 
Sunday, Saturday, weekday, every day, this generation time, or the future generation time (John 5:39; 
17:17). The truth shall make us free (John 8:32), from where Christ is named, where commercial 
capitalism is controlling, where territorial boundaries are lined, or where racial, material, or hereditary 
partiality underscores. Every Christian is exhorted to go to church at any convenient place unless she is 
against "the principles of doctrine of Christ" (Heb 6:1) because of "one church (Eklesia) on the earth" 
(Eph 1:22-23). Touchable over 1,000 souls by offline and foreseeable over 1 million souls by online at 
CCAH are being fed by the whole counsel of God throughout the Spirit, living by every His word (1 John 
2:27; Luke 4:4). CCAH does care about each soul because we believe that everybody is impartially created 
by God in His image (Gen 1:26) -- regardless of race, gender, age, wealth, or education such as Caucasian, 
male, youth, rich, Ivy league graduate, or not-- and that the eternal value of each soul is much greater 
than the value of any material/ temporal/ perishable things on the earth (James 3:17; Mat 16:26). 
When God leads, God provides (1 Chronicles 22:11). So, we don't seek money because it follows the faith 
in the almighty Lord by the love of God. Therefore, we never ask people for money, but would offer what 
we have to the Lord and pray Him to handle the issues (like Andrew rather than Philip in John 6:6-9). 
Individually, we can discern our each mind before the Lord, as how much love for Him can be observed 
(1) by the money index to divide willing expenditures to God by total expenditures (Luke 12:34; 21:2-
3), as well as (2) by how much the words of God we love (John 1:1). We know that any offering to God 
without willing mind is not accepted by God (2 Cor 8:12). The public love money especially in capitalism 
society because without money capitalism would not exist. However, we as Christians should not love 
money but should know its nature (1 Timothy 6:10). CCAH has been controlled not by money even in the 
capitalism society but by sovereign almighty God. The foundation of CCAH finance has begun from a 
homeless person's 2 dime offering to the Lord for CCAH at the Rock Fortress facility. The willing mind 
part for an offering should always prevail over its money part. An offering box in a church service or a 
donation button on websites through CCAH is a way to express a donor’s love for God by willing donation, 
the 1st part rather than 2nd money part, according to the Scripture (Mark 12:43; Luke 21:3-4). In fact, 
the fund raising or the fund seeking is not necessary for CCAH but the Lord seeking is sufficient because 
God is continually working through His church, CCAH, in Acts 29 (1 Chronicles 28:9; 2 Chronicles 15:1-
2). We have spent offerings/donations about 40% for external ministries (for missions in Philippians 
4:15-19 & for charity in Matthew 25:40) based upon our faith of "one church (Eklesia) on the earth" -- 
the holy universal church, not unholy ecumenical church -- (e.g. 1st Quarter 2014, 43.15%; 4st Quarter 
2013, 55.6 %; 3rd Quarter 2013, 20.11%; 2nd Quarter 2013, 55.91%; 1st Quarter, 2013 43.26%; 4th 
Quarter, 2012 45.57%, etc.), rather than spent them for additional social/cultural/popular internal 
programs. But about 60% for the internal ministries following the model of the early church in the Book 

of Acts is spent for sheep to be fed with spiritual food (Galatians 6:6) and for staff (1 Timothy 5:17-18). 

CCAH is the poor in material and spirit, but is the rich to give it away for Christ's sake, e.g., about 40% 
of annual offerings, with the poor hearts in spirit. The Lord is the shepherd of CCAH who is "as sorrowful, 
yet always rejoicing; as poor, yet making many rich; as having nothing, and yet possessing all things" (2 
Cor 6:10).
