Q1.  In  90:12,  “So teach us to number our days, That we may gain a heart of wisdom,”  what 
does it mean? And what can we learn from here 

Q2. In 91:5  “You shall not be afraid of the terror by night, Nor of the arrow that flies by 
day,” what does it mean in the context?  And what can we learn from here? 

Q3. In 91:14-15, ““Because he has set his love upon Me, therefore I will deliver him; 
I will set him on high, because he has known My name. 15 He shall call upon Me, and I 
will answer him; I will be with him in trouble; I will deliver him and honor him,” what do 
these mean in the context? And how can we apply these to our lives? 

(Background for context of this text on Daily Bible Reading and Studying Weekly Book Basis)  

 
Psalm 90 is titled "A Prayer of Moses, the man of God," confirming Moses as the composer. We 
know Moses wrote songs for the Israelites, with one example found in Deuteronomy 32:1-43. The 
central theme of this psalm is the stark contrast between God's eternal, infinite nature and 
humanity's temporal, finite existence. Moses begins the psalm by immediately declaring the 
everlasting nature of God.  

In Psalm 91, the author is unknown. This psalm focuses entirely on God's guarantee of protection 
and promise of help for people when they are in the midst of danger.

2= God’s existence is eternal; He has always been and 
there was never a point at which He began. As the 
eternal God, He exists outside of the temporal 
continuum in an eternal realm. To understand God's 
eternal nature, one must attempt to conceptually 
traverse an expanse of billions and trillions of years 
backward in time until a "vanishing point" is reached, 
where thought fails. God's existence extends "beyond 
the vanishing point"—He is everlasting. He existed 
before the creation of the universe and the worlds, 
demonstrating His pre-existence to all of creation. 
 
3= In contrast to God's eternal nature, humanity is 
fragile, frail, and temporal. This transience is affirmed 
by the phrase, "You turn man to dust," where God 
formed man from the dust of the earth. Remarkably, 
the physical body of man shares the same 17 
elements found in the soil (dust), signifying our 
eventual physical return to that source. Thus, human 
life is limited to a finite time on Earth, which makes time 
entirely relative when compared to God's dwelling in 
the eternal realm.  Gen 2:71 

 
1 Gen 2:7 And the Lord God formed man of the dust of the ground, and breathed into his nostrils the breath of life; 

and man became a living being.

4 For a thousand years in Your sight 
Are like yesterday when it is past, 
And like a watch in the night. 

 

 
5 You carry them away like a flood; 
They are like a sleep. 
In the morning they are like 
grass which grows up: 
6 In the morning it flourishes and grows up; 
In the evening it is cut down and withers. 
7 For we have been consumed by Your 
anger, 
And by Your wrath we are terrified. 
8 You have set our iniquities before You, 
Our secret sins in the light of Your 
countenance. 

 
9 For all our days have passed away in 
Your wrath; 
We finish our years like a sigh. 

 

 
10 The days of our lives are seventy years; 
And if by reason of strength they are eighty 
years, Yet their boast is only labor and 
sorrow; For it is soon cut off, and we fly 
away.

12 So teach us to number our days, 
That we may gain a heart of wisdom. 

 

 
4 =  Moses reminded us that God is eternal — to Him, 
a thousand years are like one day. This means God is 
not bound by time, so we can always rely on Him. 
Peter also used this idea to explain why Christ’s return 
may seem delayed. He said that what feels like a long 
time to us is nothing to God, because He exists outside 
of our human way of measuring time — days, months, 
and years. Time is completely different for God, who 
lives beyond it.. 2 Peter 3:8-9 2 
 
 
5= Human life on Earth is very brief, often compared 
to waking up from a night's sleep and finding the day 
has quickly ended. 
 
 
6= This describes the cycle of life as being exceedingly 
rapid, emphasizing how quickly human existence 
passes. 
 
 
8= God is fully aware of all our sins, even those we 
keep secret, as if they were clearly displayed before 
Him. Because of this, there's no need to hide our 
actions; we can speak to Him openly and honestly. 
Since God loves us and desires to forgive us, we 
should feel encouraged to approach Him rather than 
being frightened into trying to cover up our sin. 
 
9= Life is exceptionally fragile and quick. Death is 
inevitable and is the ultimate consequence—the 
"wages of sin"—which we experience through the 
brevity of our existence. When God first created 
humanity, the average lifespan was much longer, 
around 900 years. This was likely due to better 
conditions, such as less radiation and the protective 
"water canopy" that surrounded the Earth before the 
great flood. However, after the flood, God significantly 
reduced man's average age, a change that directly 
corresponds to that event. 
 
10= God already knows the end from the beginning 
and is fully aware of everything about us. You might be 
disappointed in yourself because you've discovered 
an unexpected flaw or "rottenness" in your character. 
However, God is never disappointed in you because 
He knew your failings from the start. For God, your 
entire life is like a re-run; He has already seen it 
happen. 
 
12= Q1 Since life is short, recognizing this limited 
duration should motivate us to use our small amount 
of time more wisely for eternal good. The essence of 
this sentiment is the prayer, "Teach me, Lord, to realize 
that I only have a certain, allotted amount of time." The 
Bible speaks of "redeeming the time," which highlights 
the tragedy of wasted time. Looking back, one may 
often grieve over the moments lost. The principle is 
clear: "We have only one life, it will soon be passed, 
and only what we do for Christ is going to last." 
Therefore, we should invest our time and energy in 
eternal things, prioritizing the kingdom of God, just as 
Jesus commanded, "Lay up for yourselves treasures 
in heaven"     Col 4:5; Eph 5:15-16; Mat 6:19-20 3 

 
2 2 Peter 3:8-9 But, beloved, do not forget this one thing, that with the Lord one day is as a thousand years, and a 

thousand years as one day. 9 The Lord is not slack concerning His promise, as some count slackness, but is 
longsuffering toward us, not willing that any should perish but that all should come to repentance. 
3 Col 4:5 Walk in wisdom toward those who are outside, redeeming the time; Eph 5:15-16 See then that you 
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13 Return, O Lord! 
How long? And have compassion on Your 
servants. 
14 Oh, satisfy us early with Your mercy, 
That we may rejoice and be glad all our 
days! 
15 Make us glad according to the days in 
which You have afflicted us, 
The years in which we have seen evil. 
16 Let Your work appear to Your servants, 
And Your glory to their children.

1 He who dwells in the secret place of the 
Most High 
Shall abide under the shadow of the 
Almighty. 

 
2 I will say of the Lord, “He is my refuge and 
my fortress; My God, in Him I will trust.” 
3 Surely He shall deliver you from the snare 
of the fowler And from the perilous 
pestilence. 

4 He shall cover you with His feathers, 
And under His wings you shall take refuge; 
His truth shall be your shield and buckler. 

 

 
 
 
13= Prayer is essentially spending time 
acknowledging God's greatness and power while 
recognizing our own weaknesses and limitations. We 
pray precisely turn to God for His help. because we 
lack the necessary capability, capacity, or ability to 
handle things on our own. 
 
 
 
 
15= For 40 years, they endured hard and difficult times 
while wandering in the wilderness. 
 
 
17=Because we know our time on earth is short, we 
want our work to have meaning and lasting value. We 
hope to see God’s eternal plan at work in our lives and 
for our short time here to reflect His everlasting 
purpose. Our desire for something permanent can only 
be fully met in eternity. Until then, our job is to faithfully 
love and serve God, praying that His beauty will be 
seen in all we do. Eccl 3:114 
 
 
 
 
91 
 
 
1= The "secret place of the Most High" is simply the 
act of making God your constant dwelling place. This 
is the life Paul described: "in Him we live and move 
and have our being." A person who lives with this 
conscious awareness of Christ will find that God 
naturally becomes their refuge, comfort, rest, and 
protection. 
 
2-3= When you "dwell" or "abide" in the "secret place 
of the Most High," God promises to deliver you from 
the snare of the fowler. This is an allegory where the 
fowler, who sets traps to catch birds (like pigeons for a 
meal), represents Satan laying spiritual traps for 
believers. By constantly making God your dwelling 
place, He becomes your shelter and refuge when you 
are afraid, and your faith in Him as the Almighty 
Protector will guide you safely through all the dangers 
and fears of life. 
 
4= Another powerful allegory of divine protection is the 
mother hen ruffling her feathers, allowing her 
frightened chicks to run to her and find a place of 
shelter, comfort, and safety under her wings. In this 
way, God's truth acts as our shield against the enemy's 
attacks. Jesus demonstrated this by using the truth of 
God's Word as His defense: whenever Satan 
approached Him with a temptation, Jesus simply 
replied, "It is written." 
 
 
 
 

 
walk circumspectly, not as fools but as wise, 16 redeeming the time, because the days are evil; Mat 6:19-20 “Do not lay 
up for yourselves treasures on earth, where moth and rust destroy and where thieves break in and steal; 20 but lay up 
for yourselves treasures in heaven, where neither moth nor rust destroys and where thieves do not break in and steal. 
4 Eccl 3:11 He has made everything beautiful in its time. Also He has put eternity in their hearts, except that no one can

5= Q2 I don't need to fear or worry about any evil 
befalling me because the Lord promises to watch over, 
keeps, and protects me day and night. When I dwell in 
the secret place of the Most High, I can be unafraid, 
knowing that the Lord Himself is my fortress and my 
refuge. 
 
 
 
 
 
7 = When a person has made God their dwelling place, 
their life is completely secure because it is hidden with 
Christ in God. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
11= One of the main roles of angels is to act as 
guardians who watch over believers (Hebrews 1:14). 
Scriptural examples of this protection include 1 Kings 
19:5, Daniel 6:22, Matthew 18:10, Luke 16:22, and 
Acts 12:7. Angels also serve as God's messengers 
(Matthew 2:13; Acts 27:23, 24). They are typically 
invisible but appear on special occasions (Numbers 
22:31; Luke 2:9). Notably, Satan attempted to tempt 
Jesus by quoting Psalm 91:11-12 (Matthew 4:6; Luke 
4:10, 11), but did so by taking the verses out of their 
original context to make Jeus his servant. It's a great 
comfort to know that God provides this oversight, 
watching over us even when we face intense stress 
and fear. Heb 1:14; 1 Kings 19:5; Dan 6:22; Mat 18:10; 
Luke 16:22; Acts 12:7; Mat 2:13; Acts 27:23,24; Numb 
22:3; Luke 2:9; Mat 4:6; Luke 4:10,115;  

 
5 Heb 1:14 Are they not all ministering spirits sent forth to minister for those who will inherit salvation?; 1 Kings 19:5 
Then as he lay and slept under a broom tree, suddenly an angel touched him, and said to him, “Arise and eat.”; Dan 
6:22 My God sent His angel and shut the lions’ mouths, so that they have not hurt me, because I was found innocent 
before Him; and also, O king, I have done no wrong before you.”; Mat 18:10 “Take heed that you do not despise one 
of these little ones, for I say to you that in heaven their angels always see the face of My Father who is in heaven.; 
Luke 16:22 So it was that the beggar died, and was carried by the angels to Abraham’s bosom. The rich man also 
died and was buried.; Acts 12:7  Now behold, an angel of the Lord stood by him, and a light shone in the prison; and 
he struck Peter on the side and raised him up, saying, “Arise quickly!” And his chains fell off his hands.; Mat 2:13 Now 
when they had departed, behold, an angel of the Lord appeared to Joseph in a dream, saying, “Arise, take the young 
Child and His mother, flee to Egypt, and stay there until I bring you word; for Herod will seek the young Child to 
destroy Him.”; Acts 27:23,24 For there stood by me this night an angel of the God to whom I belong and whom I 
serve, 24 saying, ‘Do not be afraid, Paul; you must be brought before Caesar; and indeed God has granted you all 
those who sail with you.’; Numb 22:31 Then the Lord opened Balaam’s eyes, and he saw the Angel of 
the Lord standing in the way with His drawn sword in His hand; and he bowed his head and fell flat on his face; Luke 
2:9 And behold, an angel of the Lord stood before them, and the glory of the Lord shone around them, and they were 
greatly afraid.;; Mat 4:6 and said to Him, “If You are the Son of God, throw Yourself down. For it is written: ‘He shall 
give His angels charge over you,’ and, ‘In their hands they shall bear you up, Lest you dash your foot against a 
stone.’ ” ; Luke 4:10,11 For it is written: ‘He shall give His angels charge over you, To keep you,’ 11 and, ‘In their hands 
they shall bear you up, Lest you dash your foot against a stone.’ ”

13 You shall tread upon the lion and the 
cobra,

12= In the context, you can trust that God is in control 
of all the circumstances in your life, and everything He 
allows to happen is ultimately for your good. Even if 
you can't see the benefit in a difficult situation right 
now, you may later look back at the whole picture and 
recognize the wonderful purpose God accomplished. 
Paul  states, "All things work together for good." God 
permits hardships and trials not to destroy you, but to 
work out a beneficial purpose and to prove to you how 
much you must rely on Him. While the possibility of an 
angel appearing to you shouldn't be disregarded, any 
such experience must always be discerned according 
to the Scripture. Rom 8:28; Heb 13:2; 2 Cor 11:146  
 
13= God, being Almighty, allows certain events to 
occur according to His purpose, not human purpose. 
However, this divine control does not justify putting 
ourselves in jeopardy or deliberately testing His power. 
 
 
 
14-15= Q3 Because you have set your love upon God, 
He responds and speaks to you. (In contrast, Satan, 
who has never loved God, tried to test Jesus in an 
attempt to make Him a servant.) For those who 
genuinely love Him, God offers glorious promises: 
deliverance, exaltation, answered prayers, His 
presence in times of trouble, and ultimately, being 
delivered and honored by Him. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
16 = The great benefit of walking in fellowship with 
God is the blessing of long living in the secret place of 
the Most High, which means experiencing His 
constant presence and protection.

Recently, an online supporter generously donated to sustain the teaching 
of God’s Word, recognizing that CCAH’s 15 ministers provide verse-by-verse inductive 
Bible teaching—unlike most local churches, which focus on brief topical messages—while 
faithfully preaching the gospel of Jesus Christ anytime and anywhere.  
 
Note: The open, connected members of CCAH should not be discouraged by the fact that 
the church neither owns nor possesses a physical building. This actually frees the 
fellowship from the burden of mortgage or rental payments tied to maintaining such a 
property. Instead, we are reminded that we ourselves are the church—not a building—as 
we gather together in Jesus' name. At present, the Lord has graciously provided at least 
seven meeting places among fifteen available each week. And if the Lord desires for 
CCAH to have a permanent building in the future, He will provide it in His time, for CCAH 
belongs wholly to Jesus, who is all in all.

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Q 1. How many members or offerings are at CCAH? 

A 1. People say, "How many people have been saved?" we don’t know, but God knows, although we 
acknowledge that God has arranged over 1,000 units of communities, 7 sober living facilities, over 200 
units of veteran community, KJV English & RVR Spanish Scriptures & 200 lunches per week for the 
homeless, and over a million online visitors (Mat 25:40 “unto one of the least of these”). It doesn’t 
matter. It’s something we leave the numbers with God. He knows those that are His and that’s the 
important thing (e.g. David's motive for census in 1 Chro 21:1). Therefore, we don't worry about the 
numbers of the members and of tithes and offerings because the Lord has given the increase, He has 
added them to CCAH so far (1 Cor 3:7; Acts 2:47; 2 Sam 24:1-3), not as we have done at all, and CCAH is 
His own church (souls), the Lord's church, "Jesus is all in all," purchased with His blood (Mat 16:18; 1 
Cor 6:20; Acts 20:28). Since His foolishness is wiser than men, such as all men's visions/ plans/ 
programs (1 Cor 1:25; Zechariah 4:6), and His thoughts unto each soul are more in number than the sand 
(Psalm 139:17-18), we are just active obedient followers of the Lord, venturing out in faith, "Let CCAH 
go, let God." 

And if you did indeed receive the increase, why do you boast as if you had not received it? (1 Cor 4:7) 
For we are not, as so many, peddling the word of God; but as of sincerity, but as from God, we speak in 
the sight of God in Christ (2 Cor 2:17), CCAH continues faithfully in teaching the entire Scripture simply 
without alteration, fellowship, communion, and prayers, being the witnesses to Christ, powered with the 
Spirit, in Jerusalem, all Judea, Samaria, and to the end of the earth (Acts 1:8; 2:42, 47). The truth the 
Word of God matters wherever - offline, indoor, outdoor, online, at sea, or in sky - and whenever - 
Sunday, Saturday, weekday, every day, this generation time, or the future generation time (John 5:39; 
17:17). The truth shall make us free (John 8:32), from where Christ is named, where commercial 
capitalism is controlling, where territorial boundaries are lined, or where racial, material, or hereditary 
partiality underscores. Every Christian is exhorted to go to church at any convenient place unless she is 
against "the principles of doctrine of Christ" (Heb 6:1) because of "one church (Eklesia) on the earth" 
(Eph 1:22-23). Touchable over 1,000 souls by offline and foreseeable over 1 million souls by online at 
CCAH are being fed by the whole counsel of God throughout the Spirit, living by every His word (1 John 
2:27; Luke 4:4). CCAH does care about each soul because we believe that everybody is impartially created 
by God in His image (Gen 1:26) -- regardless of race, gender, age, wealth, or education such as Caucasian, 
male, youth, rich, Ivy league graduate, or not-- and that the eternal value of each soul is much greater 
than the value of any material/ temporal/ perishable things on the earth (James 3:17; Mat 16:26). 
When God leads, God provides (1 Chronicles 22:11). So, we don't seek money because it follows the faith 
in the almighty Lord by the love of God. Therefore, we never ask people for money, but would offer what 
we have to the Lord and pray Him to handle the issues (like Andrew rather than Philip in John 6:6-9). 
Individually, we can discern our each mind before the Lord, as how much love for Him can be observed 
(1) by the money index to divide willing expenditures to God by total expenditures (Luke 12:34; 21:2-
3), as well as (2) by how much the words of God we love (John 1:1). We know that any offering to God 
without willing mind is not accepted by God (2 Cor 8:12). The public love money especially in capitalism 
society because without money capitalism would not exist. However, we as Christians should not love 
money but should know its nature (1 Timothy 6:10). CCAH has been controlled not by money even in the 
capitalism society but by sovereign almighty God. The foundation of CCAH finance has begun from a 
homeless person's 2 dime offering to the Lord for CCAH at the Rock Fortress facility. The willing mind 
part for an offering should always prevail over its money part. An offering box in a church service or a 
donation button on websites through CCAH is a way to express a donor’s love for God by willing donation, 
the 1st part rather than 2nd money part, according to the Scripture (Mark 12:43; Luke 21:3-4). In fact, 
the fund raising or the fund seeking is not necessary for CCAH but the Lord seeking is sufficient because 
God is continually working through His church, CCAH, in Acts 29 (1 Chronicles 28:9; 2 Chronicles 15:1-
2). We have spent offerings/donations about 40% for external ministries (for missions in Philippians 
4:15-19 & for charity in Matthew 25:40) based upon our faith of "one church (Eklesia) on the earth" -- 
the holy universal church, not unholy ecumenical church -- (e.g. 1st Quarter 2014, 43.15%; 4st Quarter 
2013, 55.6 %; 3rd Quarter 2013, 20.11%; 2nd Quarter 2013, 55.91%; 1st Quarter, 2013 43.26%; 4th 
Quarter, 2012 45.57%, etc.), rather than spent them for additional social/cultural/popular internal 
programs. But about 60% for the internal ministries following the model of the early church in the Book 

of Acts is spent for sheep to be fed with spiritual food (Galatians 6:6) and for staff (1 Timothy 5:17-18). 

CCAH is the poor in material and spirit, but is the rich to give it away for Christ's sake, e.g., about 40% 
of annual offerings, with the poor hearts in spirit. The Lord is the shepherd of CCAH who is "as sorrowful, 
yet always rejoicing; as poor, yet making many rich; as having nothing, and yet possessing all things" (2 
Cor 6:10).
