Q1.  In  92:1,  “It is good to give thanks to the Lord, And to sing praises to Your name, O Most 
High,” what does it mean? And what can we learn from here 

Q2. In 92:7 “When the wicked spring up like grass, And when all the workers of iniquity 
flourish, It is that they may be destroyed forever,” what does it mean in the context?  
And what can we learn from here? 

Q3. In 93:1, “The Lord reigns, He is clothed with majesty; The Lord is clothed, 
He has girded Himself with strength. Surely the world is established, so that it cannot 

be moved.,” what does it mean in the context? And how can we apply it to our lives? 
(Background for context of this text on Daily Bible Reading and Studying Weekly Book Basis)  

 
Psalm 92 is a joyful song of praise to the Lord. It was written by an unknown author and 
was an important part of temple services on the Sabbath (Saturday). It was also sung on 
the second day of the Feast of Tabernacles. The entire psalm is dedicated to extolling 
God and is full of praise for Him. 

Psalm 93 is a short, beautiful psalm. Like Psalm 92, it is entirely devoted to praising and 
celebrating the greatness of God..

1=Q1 Thanksgiving centers on recognizing our 
blessings and expressing daily gratitude to God. While 
it's a "good thing" to give thanks, it’s a tragedy that we 
often take God's goodness for granted and fail to 
acknowledge His work. The Bible, specifically Romans 
1:21, warns that a lack of thankfulness—failing to 
glorify God or be grateful—may be serious enough to 
incur His wrath, highlighting just how essential 
gratitude is. When thankfulness becomes a consistent, 
integral part of our lives, it fundamentally changes our 
outlook: we grow to be more positive, gracious, loving, 
and humble, proving that continual thanksgiving is 
vital, not just a one-day-a-year holiday observance.  
Rom 1:211 
 
 
3= The text is referring to worship in the sanctuary (the 
temple or church) that includes the use of musical 
instruments.

4= It’s thrilling to watch God’s work. Hearing the 
testimonies of what God has done or is doing is 
incredibly exciting. These stories make our hearts 
rejoice and inspire us to praise the Lord with 
thanksgiving. They make you want to exalt Him and 
just overflow with celebration for His works. 
 
 
6= The foolish person doesn’t understand the value of 
being devoted to God. They don’t see why it’s 
important to thank the Lord and praise His name all the 
time, both day and night. 
 
7=Q2  A common question raised in the Bible is: Why 
does God permit wicked, blasphemous, and morally 
corrupted people to flourish and succeed? The answer 
is that these people do not understand that their 
success is temporary; they are destined to be 
permanently destroyed. 
 
8-9 = God is everlasting and eternal. This stands in 
sharp contrast to the wicked, who will perish forever. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
10 = The term "unicorn" found in some translations is 
actually a poor translation. The original word actually 
refers to a wild ox. 
 
 
11= The Day of Judgment is coming—the time when 
God will judge everything righteously. On that day, we 
will witness God's judgment fall upon those who 
opposed my walk in Christ and those who tried to strike 
down the righteous. 
 
 
12= To flourish like palm trees means to be tall, 
beautiful, and long-lived. The psalmist used this image 
to describe believers as upright, strong, and steady, 
meaning they are unmoved by the difficult "winds of 
circumstance" they face. Anyone who places their faith 
firmly in God can possess this kind of strength and 
vitality. 
 
13= We flourish because God has planted us in His 
house. 
 
 
14= Elderly believers have a wealth of spiritual 
experience. Many have spent their lives meditating on 
God’s word day and night (like the person described in 
Psalm 1) or have been renewed daily through their 
relationship with the Lord. For this reason, younger 
believers should pay attention to the elderly to help 
with their own spiritual growth.  Psalm 1:2-3;  2 Cor 
4:162 
 
 
 

 
2 Psalm 1:2-3 But his delight is in the law of the Lord, And in His law he meditates day and night. 3 He shall be like a 
tree Planted by the rivers of water, That brings forth its fruit in its season, Whose leaf also shall not wither; 
And whatever he does shall prosper.; 2 Cor 4:16 Therefore we do not lose heart. Even though our outward man is 
perishing, yet the inward man is being renewed day by day. 
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15 To declare that the Lord is upright; 
He is my rock, and there is no 
unrighteousness in Him.

15= This verse is a song of praise celebrating God’s 
goodness, strength, and righteousness. This psalm  
focuses on declaring His wonderful love, grace, and 
the great things He has done for His people. It is 
entirely devoted to proclaiming God's marvelous love, 
grace, and great works toward and on behalf of His 
people. 
 
93 
 
1=Q3 The passage begins with the powerful 
declaration that the Lord reigns over everything He 
has created. In a technical sense, God's sovereignty 
is absolute; nothing happens without His allowance. 
For instance, Satan's rebellion and continued 
existence, and even human rebellion, are all tolerated 
or allowed by God as part of His total control. God's 
purpose in creating us is for a meaningful, loving 
relationship with Him, and to make this relationship 
real, He grants us free choice. For this choice to be 
genuine, there must be alternatives, which is where 
Satan comes in, offering attractive choices that appeal 
to our sinful desires. Therefore, while God reigns over 
all creation, He allows individuals to rebel against His 
authority and refuse to let Him reign in their personal 
lives. Mat 10:293  
 
2= In the beginning, there was only one government—
God's—in the entire universe. That unified rule lasted 
until Satan exercised his free choice, declaring his 
rebellion by saying: “I will ascend above the heights of 
the clouds, I will be like the Most High.”  Isaiah 14:144 
 
3= The awesome powers of nature, like Niagara Falls, 
are used as a figure of speech (such as a flood) to 
demonstrate God's strength. In other words, the 
incredible force of nature mirrors the overwhelming 
power of God. 
 
4= Imagine the sound of powerful floods rushing 
through canyons, crashing against rocks, and creating 
a loud roar. The psalmist uses this picture of nature’s 
power to show how great and mighty God is, mightier 
than the power of that nature. 
 
 
5= We are commanded to be holy because the Lord is 
holy. According to God's word, this means we must 
never use unholy or immoral methods to achieve a 
righteous or holy goal. The way we act must match the 
goal we are trying to reach.   Lev 19:1,25 
 

 
Note: Most Christians say the Scripture is important, but rarely study every word in the Scripture 
and commit it to the Lord. So, it’s better to study it and live accordingly after the Spirit for the Lord

This actually frees the 
fellowship from the burden of mortgage or rental payments tied to maintaining such a 
property. Instead, we are reminded that we ourselves are the church—not a building—as 
we gather together in Jesus' name. At present, the Lord has graciously provided at least 
seven meeting places among fifteen available each week. And if the Lord desires for 
CCAH to have a permanent building in the future, He will provide it in His time, for CCAH 
belongs wholly to Jesus, who is all in all.

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Q 1. How many members or offerings are at CCAH? 

A 1. People say, "How many people have been saved?" we don’t know, but God knows, although we 
acknowledge that God has arranged over 1,000 units of communities, 7 sober living facilities, over 200 
units of veteran community, KJV English & RVR Spanish Scriptures & 200 lunches per week for the 
homeless, and over a million online visitors (Mat 25:40 “unto one of the least of these”). It doesn’t 
matter. It’s something we leave the numbers with God. He knows those that are His and that’s the 
important thing (e.g. David's motive for census in 1 Chro 21:1). Therefore, we don't worry about the 
numbers of the members and of tithes and offerings because the Lord has given the increase, He has 
added them to CCAH so far (1 Cor 3:7; Acts 2:47; 2 Sam 24:1-3), not as we have done at all, and CCAH is 
His own church (souls), the Lord's church, "Jesus is all in all," purchased with His blood (Mat 16:18; 1 
Cor 6:20; Acts 20:28). Since His foolishness is wiser than men, such as all men's visions/ plans/ 
programs (1 Cor 1:25; Zechariah 4:6), and His thoughts unto each soul are more in number than the sand 
(Psalm 139:17-18), we are just active obedient followers of the Lord, venturing out in faith, "Let CCAH 
go, let God." 

And if you did indeed receive the increase, why do you boast as if you had not received it? (1 Cor 4:7) 
For we are not, as so many, peddling the word of God; but as of sincerity, but as from God, we speak in 
the sight of God in Christ (2 Cor 2:17), CCAH continues faithfully in teaching the entire Scripture simply 
without alteration, fellowship, communion, and prayers, being the witnesses to Christ, powered with the 
Spirit, in Jerusalem, all Judea, Samaria, and to the end of the earth (Acts 1:8; 2:42, 47). The truth the 
Word of God matters wherever - offline, indoor, outdoor, online, at sea, or in sky - and whenever - 
Sunday, Saturday, weekday, every day, this generation time, or the future generation time (John 5:39; 
17:17). The truth shall make us free (John 8:32), from where Christ is named, where commercial 
capitalism is controlling, where territorial boundaries are lined, or where racial, material, or hereditary 
partiality underscores. Every Christian is exhorted to go to church at any convenient place unless she is 
against "the principles of doctrine of Christ" (Heb 6:1) because of "one church (Eklesia) on the earth" 
(Eph 1:22-23). Touchable over 1,000 souls by offline and foreseeable over 1 million souls by online at 
CCAH are being fed by the whole counsel of God throughout the Spirit, living by every His word (1 John 
2:27; Luke 4:4). CCAH does care about each soul because we believe that everybody is impartially created 
by God in His image (Gen 1:26) -- regardless of race, gender, age, wealth, or education such as Caucasian, 
male, youth, rich, Ivy league graduate, or not-- and that the eternal value of each soul is much greater 
than the value of any material/ temporal/ perishable things on the earth (James 3:17; Mat 16:26). 
When God leads, God provides (1 Chronicles 22:11). So, we don't seek money because it follows the faith 
in the almighty Lord by the love of God. Therefore, we never ask people for money, but would offer what 
we have to the Lord and pray Him to handle the issues (like Andrew rather than Philip in John 6:6-9). 
Individually, we can discern our each mind before the Lord, as how much love for Him can be observed 
(1) by the money index to divide willing expenditures to God by total expenditures (Luke 12:34; 21:2-
3), as well as (2) by how much the words of God we love (John 1:1). We know that any offering to God 
without willing mind is not accepted by God (2 Cor 8:12). The public love money especially in capitalism 
society because without money capitalism would not exist. However, we as Christians should not love 
money but should know its nature (1 Timothy 6:10). CCAH has been controlled not by money even in the 
capitalism society but by sovereign almighty God. The foundation of CCAH finance has begun from a 
homeless person's 2 dime offering to the Lord for CCAH at the Rock Fortress facility. The willing mind 
part for an offering should always prevail over its money part. An offering box in a church service or a 
donation button on websites through CCAH is a way to express a donor’s love for God by willing donation, 
the 1st part rather than 2nd money part, according to the Scripture (Mark 12:43; Luke 21:3-4). In fact, 
the fund raising or the fund seeking is not necessary for CCAH but the Lord seeking is sufficient because 
God is continually working through His church, CCAH, in Acts 29 (1 Chronicles 28:9; 2 Chronicles 15:1-
2). We have spent offerings/donations about 40% for external ministries (for missions in Philippians 
4:15-19 & for charity in Matthew 25:40) based upon our faith of "one church (Eklesia) on the earth" -- 
the holy universal church, not unholy ecumenical church -- (e.g. 1st Quarter 2014, 43.15%; 4st Quarter 
2013, 55.6 %; 3rd Quarter 2013, 20.11%; 2nd Quarter 2013, 55.91%; 1st Quarter, 2013 43.26%; 4th 
Quarter, 2012 45.57%, etc.), rather than spent them for additional social/cultural/popular internal 
programs. But about 60% for the internal ministries following the model of the early church in the Book 

of Acts is spent for sheep to be fed with spiritual food (Galatians 6:6) and for staff (1 Timothy 5:17-18). 

CCAH is the poor in material and spirit, but is the rich to give it away for Christ's sake, e.g., about 40% 
of annual offerings, with the poor hearts in spirit. The Lord is the shepherd of CCAH who is "as sorrowful, 
yet always rejoicing; as poor, yet making many rich; as having nothing, and yet possessing all things" (2 
Cor 6:10).

In Acts 17:25, Paul 
reminds us that God is not served by human hands, "as though He needed 
anything," because He gives life and all things. Therefore, offerings, tithes, gifts, 
or donations are not payments to God but expressions of love, faith, and 
obedience to His Word. God desires our hearts, and giving is a demonstration of 
where our heart is with Him. As Jesus taught in Matthew 10:37, loving God above 
all else—including family and possessions—is essential to being worthy of Him. 
It is not the amount we give but the love and devotion that accompany our giving. 

3. A Donation Basket or Online Donation Button as a Reflection of Your Love for 
God 

In today's world, shaped by capitalism and materialism, money has become 
central to human life. However, how we allocate our financial resources reflects 
the priorities of our heart. As Matthew 6:21 states, "For where your treasure is, 
there your heart will be also." CCAH uses a donation basket or online donation 
button as a way for individuals to examine their love for God, gauging it through 
their willingness to support His work. These tools are not for fundraising but 
rather to encourage believers to align their financial priorities with their faith, 
recognizing that where one’s money goes often indicates where their heart lies. 

CCAH follows a Spirit-led approach, relying on God's provision rather than 
human efforts to seek funds. Therefore, donations at CCAH serve as a personal 
testament to one’s love for God, and are gratefully accepted as an act of faith and 
commitment to advancing His kingdom. Note that we do tolerate others’ fund 
raising for Godly things which are in Jesus, because of the supremacy of Agape 
love.
