Q1.  In  38:18 “For Sheol cannot thank You, Death cannot praise You; Those who go 
down to the pit cannot hope for Your truth.,” what does it mean in the context? And what 
can we learn from here?  

Q2. In 39:6 “‘Behold, the days are coming when all that is in your house, and what your 
fathers have accumulated until this day, shall be carried to Babylon; nothing shall be 
left,’ says the Lord,!” what’s problem was to Hezekiah in the context?  And what can we 
learn from here? 

Q3. In 39:8, “So Hezekiah said to Isaiah, ‘The word of the Lord which you have 
spoken is good!’ For he said, ‘At least there will be peace and truth in my days.’” what 
does it mean in the context? And how can we apply it to our lives? 

(Background for context of this text on Daily Bible Reading and Studying Weekly Book Basis)  

 
In the last time, in Isaiah 37:36-38 about Sennacherib’s death “Then the angel of the Lord went out, and 

killed in the camp of the Assyrians one hundred and eighty-five thousand; and when people arose early in 

the morning, there were the corpses—all dead. 37 So Sennacherib king of Assyria departed and went away, 

returned home, and remained at Nineveh. 38 Now it came to pass, as he was worshiping in the house of 

Nisroch his god, that his sons Adrammelech and Sharezer struck him down with the sword; and they 

escaped into the land of Ararat. Then Esarhaddon his son reigned in his place” Sennacherib’s death also 

was recorded in the 2 kings 19:35, prophesized by Isaiah. The anger of the Lord destroyed the Assyrians. 

So the word of God against Sennacherib was fulfilled. It’s lessoned that when we face so difficult 

circumstances, we should go immediately to God, surrender ourselves to the Lord, and pray or do 

supplication to the Lord who might handle the issues in His way. Like Jesus surrendered or laid down 

Himself to the Father, obedient to the point of death, even the death of the cross, even if no one takes His 

life from Jesus. Therefore, God also has highly exalted Him and given Him the name which is above every 

name.. 2 Kings 19:35; Isaiah 10:12,33,24; Isaiah 37:7; John 10:18; Phil 2:8-9

1  In those days Hezekiah was sick and near 
death. And Isaiah the prophet, the son of Amoz, 
went to him and said to him, “Thus says 
the Lord: ‘Set your house in order, for you shall

2 Then Hezekiah turned his face toward the wall, 
and prayed to the Lord, 

 
38 
1= The general view often places the events 
of Isaiah 38 (Hezekiah's mortal illness, his 
plea, and God's promise of healing and fifteen 
more years, including protection from Assyria) 
and Isaiah 39 (the visit of the Babylonian 
envoys) chronologically before the events of 
Isaiah 36 and 37 (the Assyrian siege by 
Sennacherib and the miraculous deliverance 
of Jerusalem). This sequence is largely 
inferred from verse 6 of chapter 38, where God 
tells Hezekiah, "I will add fifteen years to your 
life, and I will deliver you and this city from the 
hand of the king of Assyria," suggesting that 
Sennacherib’s threat was still present when 
Hezekiah became sick, and that his illness and 
recovery happened just before the major 
deliverance that followed.

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 3 and said, “Remember now, O Lord, I pray, how 
I have walked before You in truth and with a loyal 
heart, and have done what is good in Your sight.” 
And Hezekiah wept bitterly. 

4 And the word of the Lord came to Isaiah, 
saying,  

 

 

5 “Go and tell Hezekiah, ‘Thus says the Lord, the 
God of David your father: “I have heard your 
prayer, I have seen your tears; surely I will add to 
your days fifteen years.  

 

 

6 I will deliver you and this city from the hand of 
the king of Assyria, and I will defend this city.” 
’ 7 And this is the sign to you from the Lord, that 
the Lord will do this thing which He has spoken: 

 

 

 

 

 

 8 Behold, I will bring the shadow on the sundial, 
which has gone down with the sun on the sundial 
of Ahaz, ten degrees backward.” So the sun 
returned ten degrees on the dial by which it had 
gone down. 

 

 
 
 
3= Facing the devastating prophecy from the 
prophet Isaiah—"Set your house in order, for 
you shall die; you shall not recover"—King 
Hezekiah was overcome with grief and a 
strong aversion to death. Driven by his deep 
distress, he turned his face toward the wall (a 
sign of profound private prayer and anguish) 
and wept bitterly as he prayed directly to God, 
desperately pleading for his life and recalling 
his faithful service. This intense and 
immediate reaction of sorrowful prayer 
demonstrated his unwillingness to accept the 
pronouncement and his profound reliance on 
divine mercy. 
 
 
5= When Isaiah prophesied Hezekiah’s 
impending death, the king responded with 
fervent prayer for healing. God heard his plea 
and allowed him fifteen additional years of life. 
This event raises an age-old question about 
the relationship between God’s sovereignty 
and the power of prayer. If God’s will is 
unchangeable and will always be 
accomplished, the 15 years would not have 
been added to his life. Yet, Hezekiah’s story 
demonstrates that prayer can move the heart 
of God and alter the course of events. In 
response to his sincere prayer and tears, God 
instructed Isaiah to return and declare that 
Hezekiah’s life would be extended by fifteen 
years.. 
 
6= Before the Assyrian invasion reached 
Jerusalem, Hezekiah prayed earnestly for his 
life, and God granted him fifteen more years. 
Yet this raises a sobering question—was that 
extension truly for the nation’s good? During 
those added years, Hezekiah’s wife gave birth 
to Manasseh, who became the most wicked 
king in Judah’s history. Manasseh reversed all 
his father’s godly reforms and led the nation 
into deep spiritual decay. In hindsight, Judah 
might have fared better had Hezekiah died 
when God first decreed it. This account 
reminds us that while God’s perfect will is 
always best, He may sometimes allow His 
permissive will when people insist on their own 
way—often to their own harm. God promised 
Hezekiah deliverance from the Assyrians and 
defense of Jerusalem, but the outcome also 
teaches that insisting on our will instead of 
God’s best can lead to painful consequences. 
 
8= “Returned 10 degrees on the dial.” Some 
people struggle with this verse because their 
view of God is too limited. But we don’t have 
that problem, since we believe God is all-
powerful and can do anything He chooses. For 
us, there’s no conflict in accepting what God 
does, even when we don’t fully understand it. 
The difficulty only arises for those who try to fit 
God into human reasoning or narrow ideas—
and for them, we can only feel sorry that they 
miss the greatness of who God truly is. 
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 9 This is the writing of Hezekiah king of Judah, 
when he had been sick and had recovered from 
his sickness: 

10 I said, 
“In the prime of my life 
I shall go to the gates of Sheol; 
I am deprived of the remainder of my years.” 
11 I said, 
“I shall not see Yah, 
The Lord in the land of the living; 
I shall observe man no more among the 
inhabitants of the world. 
12 My life span is gone, 
Taken from me like a shepherd’s tent; 
I have cut off my life like a weaver. 
He cuts me off from the loom; 
From day until night You make an end of me. 
13 I have considered until morning— 
Like a lion, 
So He breaks all my bones; 
From day until night You make an end of me. 
14 Like a crane or a swallow, so I chattered; 
I mourned like a dove; 
My eyes fail from looking upward. 
O Lord, I am oppressed; Undertake for me! 
15 “What shall I say? He has both spoken to me, 
And He Himself has done it. 
I shall walk carefully all my years 
In the bitterness of my soul. 16 O Lord, by 
these things men live; And in all these things 
is the life of my spirit; So You will restore me and 
make me live. 17 Indeed it was for my own peace 
That I had great bitterness; But You have 
lovingly delivered my soul from the pit of 
corruption, For You have cast all my sins behind 
Your back. 18 For Sheol cannot thank You, 
Death cannot praise You; 
Those who go down to the pit cannot hope for 
Your truth. 

 
 
 
9 = in the following verses 10-20, we find the 
song Hezekiah wrote after he recovered from 
his illness. He had thought he was going to 
die, but when God healed him, he expressed 
his gratitude and relief through this song. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
17= “That’s glorious! ‘Lord, You’ve forgiven my 
sins and cast them behind Your back!’” 
 
18=Q1 Hezekiah realized that his prayer had 
brought him both deliverance and forgiveness. 
When he said, “Death cannot praise You,” he 
may have meant that he didn’t yet understand 
the joy of eternal life for those who trust in God, 
or simply that the dead cannot physically 
praise Him. Either way, Hezekiah knew that 
God had spared his life, and he expressed his 
gratitude through this song of praise. The 
concept of resurrection wasn’t fully 
understood in the Old Testament—people had 
glimpses of it, but it became clear only after 
Jesus rose from the dead. So, in the following 
verses 19–20, Hezekiah ends by praising God 
for giving him life and the chance to continue 
worshiping Him.  John 11:251 
 

 
1 John 11:25 Jesus said to her, “I am the resurrection and the life. He who believes in Me, though he may die, he shall 

live. 
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19 The living, the living man, he shall praise You, 
As I do this day; 
The father shall make known Your truth to the 
children. 

20 “The Lord was ready to save me; 
Therefore we will sing my songs with stringed 
instruments 
All the days of our life, in the house of the Lord.” 

21 Now Isaiah had said, “Let them take a lump of 
figs, and apply it as a poultice on the boil, and he 
shall recover.” 22 And Hezekiah had said, 
“What is the sign that I shall go up to the house 
of the Lord?” 

39 

1 At that time Merodach-Baladan the son of 
Baladan, king of Babylon, sent letters and a 
present to Hezekiah, for he heard that he had 
been sick and had recovered. 2 And Hezekiah 
was pleased with them, and showed them the 
house of his treasures—the silver and gold, the 
spices and precious ointment, and all his 
armory—all that was found among his treasures. 
There was nothing in his house or in all his 
dominion that Hezekiah did not show them. 

3 Then Isaiah the prophet went to King Hezekiah, 
and said to him, “What did these men say, and 
from where did they come to you?” 

So Hezekiah said, “They came to me from a far 
country, from Babylon.” 

4 And he said, “What have they seen in your 
house?” 

So Hezekiah answered, “They have seen all 
that is in my house; there is nothing among my 
treasures that I have not shown them.” 

 

 
19= Hezekiah talked about how important it is 
to pass on the joy of the Lord from one 
generation to the next—just like sharing faith 
from parents to children so that each 
generation continues to know and trust in God. 
 
 
 
 
20= Hezekiah said, “So I wrote this to be 
sung.” It was a song of joy and gratitude for the 
healing and extra years of life God had given 
him when he thought he was going to die. 
Filled with thankfulness, he wrote this song to 
be sung by the people in worship, 
accompanied by stringed instruments. 
 
21-22 = The sign was the sun moving 
backward on the sundial by ten degrees. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
39 
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5 Then Isaiah said to Hezekiah, “Hear the word of 
the Lord of hosts: 6 ‘Behold, the days are 
coming when all that is in your house, and what 
your fathers have accumulated until this day, 
shall be carried to Babylon; nothing shall be left,’ 
says the Lord. 7 ‘And they shall take 
away some of your sons who will descend from 
you, whom you will beget; and they shall be 
eunuchs in the palace of the king of Babylon.’ ” 

8 So Hezekiah said to Isaiah, “The word of 
the Lord which you have spoken is good!” For he 
said, “At least there will be peace and truth in my 
days.” 

 

 
 
 
6=Q2  In the context, Hezekiah showed the 
Babylonian envoys all his treasures, his 
weapons, and the glory of his kingdom. But 
Isaiah had warned him not to trust Babylon, 
because one day they would turn against 
Judah and take its wealth. Hezekiah didn’t 
realize that the Babylonians, not the 
Assyrians, would eventually threaten 
Jerusalem. His proud display of his earthly 
treasures brought serious consequences later 
(2 Kings 25). His actions was short-sighted 
with pride, while he was trying to express 
gratitude to the Babylonians for the blessings 
God had given him. Daniel 1:1,2 2 
 
 
8= Q3   Hezekiah showed true faith in God, 
accepting that what God says is right and 
good. He acknowledged the consequences of 
his own mistakes and was grateful that God 
would allow peace during his lifetime. 
However, after Hezekiah died, the nation 
quickly returned to sin under his son 
Manasseh, who rebuilt the idolatrous sites his 
father had destroyed.  Hezekiah still struggled 
with pride, even after experiencing the double 
miracles of healing and deliverance. In 2 
Chron 32:24-263

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Q 1. How many members or offerings are at CCAH? 

A 1. People say, "How many people have been saved?" we don’t know, but God knows, although we 
acknowledge that God has arranged over 1,000 units of communities, 7 sober living facilities, over 200 
units of veteran community, KJV English & RVR Spanish Scriptures & 200 lunches per week for the 
homeless, and over a million online visitors (Mat 25:40 “unto one of the least of these”). It doesn’t 
matter. It’s something we leave the numbers with God. He knows those that are His and that’s the 
important thing (e.g. David's motive for census in 1 Chro 21:1). Therefore, we don't worry about the 
numbers of the members and of tithes and offerings because the Lord has given the increase, He has 
added them to CCAH so far (1 Cor 3:7; Acts 2:47; 2 Sam 24:1-3), not as we have done at all, and CCAH is 
His own church (souls), the Lord's church, "Jesus is all in all," purchased with His blood (Mat 16:18; 1 
Cor 6:20; Acts 20:28). Since His foolishness is wiser than men, such as all men's visions/ plans/ 
programs (1 Cor 1:25; Zechariah 4:6), and His thoughts unto each soul are more in number than the sand 
(Psalm 139:17-18), we are just active obedient followers of the Lord, venturing out in faith, "Let CCAH 
go, let God." 

And if you did indeed receive the increase, why do you boast as if you had not received it? (1 Cor 4:7) 
For we are not, as so many, peddling the word of God; but as of sincerity, but as from God, we speak in 
the sight of God in Christ (2 Cor 2:17), CCAH continues faithfully in teaching the entire Scripture simply 
without alteration, fellowship, communion, and prayers, being the witnesses to Christ, powered with the 
Spirit, in Jerusalem, all Judea, Samaria, and to the end of the earth (Acts 1:8; 2:42, 47). The truth the 
Word of God matters wherever - offline, indoor, outdoor, online, at sea, or in sky - and whenever - 
Sunday, Saturday, weekday, every day, this generation time, or the future generation time (John 5:39; 
17:17). The truth shall make us free (John 8:32), from where Christ is named, where commercial 
capitalism is controlling, where territorial boundaries are lined, or where racial, material, or hereditary 
partiality underscores. Every Christian is exhorted to go to church at any convenient place unless she is 
against "the principles of doctrine of Christ" (Heb 6:1) because of "one church (Eklesia) on the earth" 
(Eph 1:22-23). Touchable over 1,000 souls by offline and foreseeable over 1 million souls by online at 
CCAH are being fed by the whole counsel of God throughout the Spirit, living by every His word (1 John 
2:27; Luke 4:4). CCAH does care about each soul because we believe that everybody is impartially created 
by God in His image (Gen 1:26) -- regardless of race, gender, age, wealth, or education such as Caucasian, 
male, youth, rich, Ivy league graduate, or not-- and that the eternal value of each soul is much greater 
than the value of any material/ temporal/ perishable things on the earth (James 3:17; Mat 16:26). 
When God leads, God provides (1 Chronicles 22:11). So, we don't seek money because it follows the faith 
in the almighty Lord by the love of God. Therefore, we never ask people for money, but would offer what 
we have to the Lord and pray Him to handle the issues (like Andrew rather than Philip in John 6:6-9). 
Individually, we can discern our each mind before the Lord, as how much love for Him can be observed 
(1) by the money index to divide willing expenditures to God by total expenditures (Luke 12:34; 21:2-
3), as well as (2) by how much the words of God we love (John 1:1). We know that any offering to God 
without willing mind is not accepted by God (2 Cor 8:12). The public love money especially in capitalism 
society because without money capitalism would not exist. However, we as Christians should not love 
money but should know its nature (1 Timothy 6:10). CCAH has been controlled not by money even in the 
capitalism society but by sovereign almighty God. The foundation of CCAH finance has begun from a 
homeless person's 2 dime offering to the Lord for CCAH at the Rock Fortress facility. The willing mind 
part for an offering should always prevail over its money part. An offering box in a church service or a 
donation button on websites through CCAH is a way to express a donor’s love for God by willing donation, 
the 1st part rather than 2nd money part, according to the Scripture (Mark 12:43; Luke 21:3-4). In fact, 
the fund raising or the fund seeking is not necessary for CCAH but the Lord seeking is sufficient because 
God is continually working through His church, CCAH, in Acts 29 (1 Chronicles 28:9; 2 Chronicles 15:1-
2). We have spent offerings/donations about 40% for external ministries (for missions in Philippians 
4:15-19 & for charity in Matthew 25:40) based upon our faith of "one church (Eklesia) on the earth" -- 
the holy universal church, not unholy ecumenical church -- (e.g. 1st Quarter 2014, 43.15%; 4st Quarter 
2013, 55.6 %; 3rd Quarter 2013, 20.11%; 2nd Quarter 2013, 55.91%; 1st Quarter, 2013 43.26%; 4th 
Quarter, 2012 45.57%, etc.), rather than spent them for additional social/cultural/popular internal 
programs. But about 60% for the internal ministries following the model of the early church in the Book 

of Acts is spent for sheep to be fed with spiritual food (Galatians 6:6) and for staff (1 Timothy 5:17-18). 

CCAH is the poor in material and spirit, but is the rich to give it away for Christ's sake, e.g., about 40% 
of annual offerings, with the poor hearts in spirit. The Lord is the shepherd of CCAH who is "as sorrowful, 
yet always rejoicing; as poor, yet making many rich; as having nothing, and yet possessing all things" (2 
Cor 6:10).

CCAH uses a donation basket or online donation 
button as a way for individuals to examine their love for God, gauging it through 
their willingness to support His work. These tools are not for fundraising but 
rather to encourage believers to align their financial priorities with their faith, 
recognizing that where one’s money goes often indicates where their heart lies. 

CCAH follows a Spirit-led approach, relying on God's provision rather than 
human efforts to seek funds. Therefore, donations at CCAH serve as a personal 
testament to one’s love for God, and are gratefully accepted as an act of faith and 
commitment to advancing His kingdom.
