Today, we’d like to see the title of “Wait upon the Lord”  in Isaiah 40-41.

Q1.  In  40:3, “The voice of one crying in the wilderness: ‘Prepare the way of the Lord; 
Make straight in the desert A highway for our God’,” what does this prophecy mean? 
And what can we learn from here?  

Q2. In 40:31, “But those who wait on the Lord Shall renew their strength; They shall 
mount up with wings like eagles, They shall run and not be weary, They shall walk and 
not faint,”  what does it mean?  And what can we learn from here? 

Q3. In 41:2, “Who raised up one from the east? Who in righteousness called him to His 
feet? Who gave the nations before him, And made him rule over kings? Who 
gave them as the dust to his sword, As driven stubble to his bow?” what does this 
prophecy mean? And how can we apply it to our lives? 

(Background for context of this text on Daily Bible Reading and Studying Weekly Book Basis)  

 
The Book of Isaiah is often referred to as a "miniature Bible," mirroring the Bible's 66 

books with its 66 chapters, and reflecting its division into two major sections: the first 39 

chapters (like the Old Testament's 39 books) and the final 27 chapters (like the New 

Testament's 27 books). The second section, beginning with Chapter 40, adopts a "new 

testament" tone of excitement and grace, shifting focus from man's relation to God 

through the Law to God's grace through the promised Messiah. This final section primarily 

contemplates the coming of the majestic God to rule, judge, reunite Israel and Judah, and 

restore them to glory. This restoration refers both to the historical deliverance from 

Babylon by Cyrus after the Exile and the ultimate destruction of the future evil world 

system ("Babylon") at the end of time, signifying the final end of persecution for God's 

people.

1= Following a period of seventy years of captivity—a 
judgment for their iniquity and turning away from God—the 
people of Israel receive a dramatic message of hope. God 
instructs Isaiah to comfort Jerusalem, declaring that the time 
of their warfare is accomplished, their iniquity is pardoned, 
and their sins have been taken care of. This transition marks 
the dawn of a new day, signaling the end of judgment and 
the beginning of restoration and grace.

3 The voice of one crying in the 
wilderness: 
“Prepare the way of the Lord; 
Make straight in the desert 
A highway for our God. 
4 Every valley shall be exalted 
And every mountain and hill brought 
low; 
The crooked places shall be 
made straight 
And the rough places smooth; 

5 The glory of the Lord shall be 
revealed, 
And all flesh shall see it together;

2= The ultimate source of comfort is knowing that through 
the work and shed blood of Jesus Christ, God has made full 
provision to forgive all our sins. This complete pardon means 
that every wrong thing we have done is entirely atoned for 
and forgiven. This assurance brings profound peace to the 
soul, meaning we no longer carry the burden of guilt. 
Because of Christ, there is no condemnation for those who 
believe in him, allowing us to approach God with full 
confidence. Therefore, God's message to His people is a 
command to "Speak comfortably," sharing this glorious 
news to neighbors. God often speaks of future events using 
the past tense (the perfect tense, “she has received” ) to 
convey the certainty of their fulfillment, as illustrated by the 
promise concerning Isaac's birth before it occurred. The 
Apostle Paul addressed this grammatical observation, 
noting that God has the power to speak of things "as though 
they were" because His knowledge ensures their reality. 
Therefore, when God says, "I have spoken," it means the 
event is divinely guaranteed and considered already 
accomplished ("it's done") from His eternal perspective.  2 
Cor 1:4-6;  Rom 4:171 
 
 
3-4=  Q1  The command  to prepare a straight highway for 
the Lord means actively removing obstacles and making a 
clear path for His arrival. The wilderness symbolizes the 
unavoidable trials and sufferings of life, which should not be 
allowed to weaken our faith. Isaiah prophesied that people 
should prepare themselves to witness God's work. Later, 
John the Baptist took up this exact message, urging people 
to prepare for the coming Messiah, Jesus Christ. John's role 
was to be "the voice crying in the wilderness," calling people 
to make a straight way for the King—filling in the low valleys 
and leveling the high hills to ensure the path was ready for 
Christ's imminent arrival. Mat 3:32 
 
 
5= The glory of the Lord promised in the Old Testament was 
fully revealed in Jesus Christ. The Apostle John described 
Jesus as the Word who existed with God from the beginning, 
was God himself, and was the Creator of all things. This 
Word then "became flesh" and lived among us, allowing 
people to see His divine glory—the glory belonging to the 
unique Son of God, full of grace and truth. As Jesus told 
Philip, "If you have seen me, you have seen the Father," 
confirming that He is the visible manifestation of God. The 
book of Hebrews further clarifies this, stating that while God 
previously spoke to people through the prophets, in recent 
times He has spoken to us through His Son. This Son, who 
inherits all things, is the "outshining of God’s glory" and the 
exact, perfect representation of the Father's nature. John 
1:1-3, 14; John 14:9; Heb 1:1-23 
 
 

 
12 Cor 1:4-6  who comforts us in all our tribulation, that we may be able to comfort those who are in any trouble, with 
the comfort with which we ourselves are comforted by God. 5 For as the sufferings of Christ abound in us, so 
our consolation also abounds through Christ. 6 Now if we are afflicted, it is for your consolation and salvation, which is 
effective for enduring the same sufferings which we also suffer. Or if we are comforted, it is for your consolation and 
salvation. Rom 4:17  (as it is written, “I have made you a father of many nations”) in the presence of Him whom he 
believed—God, who gives life to the dead and calls those things which do not exist as though they did; 
2 Mat 3:3  For this is he who was spoken of by the prophet Isaiah, saying: “The voice of one crying in the wilderness: 
‘Prepare the way of the Lord; Make His paths straight.’ ” 
3 John 1:1-3, 14; 1 In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, and the Word was God. 2 He was in 
the beginning with God. 3 All things were made through Him, and without Him nothing was made that was made. 14 And 
the Word became flesh and dwelt among us, and we beheld His glory, the glory as of the only begotten of the Father, full 
of grace and truth. John 14:9 Jesus said to him, “Have I been with you so long, and yet you have not known Me, 
Philip? He who has seen Me has seen the Father; so how can you say, ‘Show us the Father’?; Heb 1:1-2 God, who at 
various times and in various ways spoke in time past to the fathers by the prophets, 2 has in these last days spoken to 
us by His Son, whom He has appointed heir of all things, through whom also He made the worlds; 
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6 The voice said, “Cry out!” 
And he said, “What shall I cry?” “All 
flesh is grass, And all its 
loveliness is like the flower of the field. 
7 The grass withers, the flower fades, 
Because the breath of the Lord blows 
upon it; Surely the people are grass. 
8 The grass withers, the flower fades, 
But the word of our God stands 
forever.” 

9 O Zion, You who bring good tidings, 
Get up into the high mountain; 
O Jerusalem, 
You who bring good tidings, 
Lift up your voice with strength, 
Lift it up, be not afraid; 
Say to the cities of Judah, “Behold your 
God!” 

10 Behold, the Lord God shall 
come with a strong hand, 
And His arm shall rule for Him; 
Behold, His reward is with Him, 
And His work before Him. 

 

11 He will feed His flock like a 
shepherd; He will gather the lambs with 
His arm, And carry them in His bosom, 
And gently lead those who are with 
young. 

 
 
 
6-8= Human existence is inherently transient; all flesh is 
likened to grass and flowers that wither and fade, signifying 
that life is a short, appointed time destined to pass away. 
Consequently, placing one's confidence and trust in the flesh 
leads inevitably to disappointment. In sharp contrast, the 
Word of God is eternal and unfailing. Because it endures 
forever, placing one's trust in God's Word offers a stable, 
lasting foundation that transcends the mortality and 
limitations of the physical world. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
9= The message should now be announced from 
Jerusalem: "Look! Here is your God!" This is the same 
message proclaimed by John the Baptist when he 
introduced Jesus, telling the people, "Behold the Lamb of 
God who takes away the sin of the world!" The ancient 
prophecy of God being revealed finds its fulfillment in Jesus 
Christ, the one who provides forgiveness for humanity.   
John 1:294  
 
 
 
 
 
10= When the Lord returns with His "strong hand" and "arm" 
to establish His kingdom and rule, He will also bring rewards 
for His followers. We are told to focus on laying up "treasures 
in heaven" through the good works we do while on earth. It 
is crucial, however, that the motivation for these actions is 
pure; we must not perform them simply to be seen and 
praised by others. If we seek the applause of people, that 
fleeting praise will be our only reward. Instead, we should 
act in a way that glorifies God so that our Father, who sees 
our hidden intentions, will reward us openly.  Mat 6:1-4 ; Mat 
6:19-205  
 
 
11= The prophetic vision of the Lord's gentle rule is realized 
in the person of Jesus Christ, who declared, "I am the good 
shepherd, I give my life for the sheep." This image portrays 
Him as a tenderly caring leader who will feed His flock . He 
demonstrates extreme compassion by gathering the weak 
lambs in His arms, carrying them securely in His bosom, and 
gently leading His sheep. This beautiful depiction shows 
God's commitment to nurturing, protecting, and guiding His 
people with personal, devoted care.  John 10:116 
 
 

 
4 John 1:29  The next day John saw Jesus coming toward him, and said, “Behold! The Lamb of God who takes away 
the sin of the world! 
5 Mat 6:1-4  “Take heed that you do not do your charitable deeds before men, to be seen by them. Otherwise you have 
no reward from your Father in heaven. 2 Therefore, when you do a charitable deed, do not sound a trumpet before you 
as the hypocrites do in the synagogues and in the streets, that they may have glory from men. Assuredly, I say to you, 
they have their reward. 3 But when you do a charitable deed, do not let your left hand know what your right hand is 
doing, 4 that your charitable deed may be in secret; and your Father who sees in secret will Himself reward you openly. ; 
Mat 6:19-20   “Do not lay up for yourselves treasures on earth, where moth and rust destroy and where thieves break 
in and steal; 20 but lay up for yourselves treasures in heaven, where neither moth nor rust destroys and where thieves 
do not break in and steal. 

 
6 John 10:11 “I am the good shepherd. The good shepherd gives His life for the sheep. 
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12 Who has measured the waters in the 
hollow of His hand, 
Measured heaven with a span 
And calculated the dust of the earth in 
a measure? Weighed the mountains in 
scales And the hills in a balance? 

 

13 Who has directed the Spirit of 
the Lord, 
Or as His counselor has taught Him? 

 

14 With whom did He take counsel, 
and who instructed Him, 
And taught Him in the path of justice? 
Who taught Him knowledge, 
And showed Him the way of 
understanding? 

15 Behold, the nations are as a drop in 
a bucket, And are counted as the small 
dust on the scales; Look, He lifts up 
the isles as a very little thing. 

16 And Lebanon is not sufficient to burn, 
Nor its beasts sufficient for a burnt 
offering. 

 

17 All nations before 
Him are as nothing, 
And they are counted by Him less than 
nothing and worthless. 

 

 

 
 
 
12= Isaiah by God uses powerful imagery to illustrate the 
inconceivable magnitude of God, portraying the vast oceans 
(like the Pacific and Atlantic) as contained merely within the 
hollow of His hand. The entire universe, including our sun 
and the vast Milky Way Galaxy (where our small earth is but 
a speck), is measured by God using only His span—the 
distance between His thumb and little finger. Such a 
dimensionally immense being, whose power enables Him to 
create the cosmos, sustain its existence, and yet maintain a 
helpful presence, renders the earth's entire mass as 
insignificant as mere dust. 
 
13= It is a common error to believe that prayer is a tool for 
us to create our own reality or acquire anything we desire 
through "power of faith." In truth, God already knows our 
needs before we ask. The wiser approach is to yield control 
to God, recognizing the limits of our own understanding. We 
often think we know what is best for us, only to find later that 
we were wrong. It is far better to commit our ways to the 
Lord—the one who truly knows what is best—and pray, 
"Your will be done," rather than pushing our own agenda. 
Matthew 6:87 
 
14= God is omnipotent (all-powerful) and omniscient (all-
knowing). This means He possesses complete knowledge 
and understanding; He never needed counsel or instruction 
from anyone to grasp the way of righteousness, justice, or 
any truth. This same inherent knowledge is attributed to 
Jesus, who did not need anyone to testify to Him about 
humanity because He perfectly knew what was in every 
person. God is completely self-sufficient in wisdom, 
requiring no external source of learning or guidance. 
 
15= Compared to God's magnitude, all the nations of the 
world are utterly insignificant. They are like a single drop of 
water in a vast bucket or like the dust that settles on a 
weighing scale. Just as a careful merchant would blow the 
dust off the balances because it doesn't truly count toward 
the weight, the powerful nations of the earth are essentially 
meaningless and weightless before the greatness of God. 
 
 
16= Considering the immense greatness and awe-inspiring 
nature of God, the most extreme offering imaginable—such 
as lighting all the forests on fire and using every beast on 
earth for a sacrifice—would still be completely inadequate 
(insufficient) to fully honor Him. God's majesty is so vast that 
it surpasses the value of any material gift or offering man 
could ever present. 
 
 
17= Remember that God is the all-powerful (sovereign) ruler 
of the entire universe. We often become anxious, worrying 
that events are spinning out of control or feeling concerned 
about the power and actions of different nations. However, 
we must recall that all nations are ultimately insignificant 
before God. No worldly power can successfully stand 
against Him, and He will certainly accomplish all His divine 
purposes. Therefore, we should not worry, but instead rest 
in the assurance of His complete authority. 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 
7 Mat 6:8  Therefore do not be like them. For your Father knows the things you have need of before you ask Him. 
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18 To whom then will you liken God? 
Or what likeness will you compare to 
Him? 

19 The workman molds an image, 
The goldsmith overspreads it with gold, 
And the silversmith casts silver chains. 
20 Whoever is too impoverished 
for such a contribution 
Chooses a tree that will not rot; 
He seeks for himself a skillful workman 
To prepare a carved image that will not 
totter. 

21 Have you not known? 
Have you not heard? 
Has it not been told you from the 
beginning? Have you not understood 
from the foundations of the earth? 
22 It is He who sits above the circle of 
the earth, And its inhabitants are like 
grasshoppers, 
Who stretches out the heavens like a 
curtain, And spreads them out like 
a tent to dwell in. 

23 He brings the princes to nothing; 
He makes the judges of the earth 
useless. 24 Scarcely shall they be 
planted, Scarcely shall they be sown, 
Scarcely shall their stock take root in 
the earth, When He will also blow on 
them, And they will wither, 
And the whirlwind will take them away 
like stubble. 

25 “To whom then will you liken Me, 
Or to whom shall I be equal?” says the 
Holy One. 26 Lift up your eyes on high, 
And see who has created these things, 
Who brings out their host by number; 
He calls them all by name, 
By the greatness of His might 

 
 
18= God strictly forbid the creation of any image or likeness 
of Himself because He is simply too vast and awesome for 
any human-made object to accurately represent Him. He is 
so immense that our minds cannot fully comprehend His 
nature, and He defies being compared to anything we could 
carve or craft with our own hands. Since nothing we create 
could possibly capture His likeness, He commanded us not 
to try. 
 
19-20 = Throughout history, people who worship idols have 
commonly tried to create a physical likeness of their god by 
carving figures out of materials like stone or wood. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
21-22 = In direct opposition to the folly of men crafting small 
images of wood and calling them "God," the prophet 
challenges their ignorance by asking, "Haven't you heard? 
Don't you know?" He emphasizes the true God's 
incomprehensible scale: God is so vast that He stretches out 
the heavens like a thin curtain, spreading them open like a 
tent for dwelling. Before this Being, humanity is rendered 
utterly insignificant, likened to mere grasshoppers. This 
contrast is meant to affirm the unmatchable power of the 
sovereign Creator who established the earth and holds the 
universe in place. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
23-24= Even figures regarded as incredibly great and 
powerful, like dictators such as Hitler, Mussolini, and Stalin, 
are ultimately fleeting. Despite all their bragging and 
boasting, they—like all mortal beings—are temporary; the 
grass withers, and the flower fades. In fact, their immense 
power and presence vanish so quickly that the Bible 
suggests they are simply "blown away in a whirlwind." 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
25-26= We are encouraged to "Look up at the sky" and 
contemplate who created all these things, a challenge to the 
idea of evolution which denies a Creator. As the Apostle Paul 
noted, those who claim to be wise become foolish when they 
worship and serve the creation rather than the Creator—a 
massive mistake. The foolishness lies in valuing the created 
thing over the Divine source. God's creative power is 
amazing:  experts estimate there are over a billion stars in 
our Milky Way galaxy, and likely over a billion galaxies in 
total . Yet, the Creator knows them all individually, bringing 
them out "by number," demonstrating His intimate 
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And the strength of His power; 
Not one is missing. 

27 Why do you say, O Jacob, 
And speak, O Israel: 
“My way is hidden from the Lord, 
And my just claim is passed over by 
my God”? 
28 Have you not known? 
Have you not heard? 
The everlasting God, the Lord, 
The Creator of the ends of the earth, 
Neither faints nor is weary. 
His understanding is unsearchable. 
29 He gives power to the weak, 
And to those who have no might He 
increases strength. 
30 Even the youths shall faint and be 
weary, 
And the young men shall utterly fall, 

31 But those who wait on the Lord 
Shall renew their strength; 
They shall mount up with wings like 
eagles, 
They shall run and not be weary, 
They shall walk and not faint.

knowledge and mastery over the entire universe.  Rom 1:20-
238 
 
 
 
27-30= Unlike even the strongest people, whose energy 
eventually runs out, God’s power and strength never 
diminish; He is never too busy or tired to listen and help. This 
same awesome God—who measures the universe with His 
span, calls every star by name, and holds the oceans in the 
hollow of His hand—is a God who loves us personally. When 
we feel weak or worn out, His inexhaustible strength 
becomes our source of power, allowing Him to refresh and 
equip us with renewed might. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
31= Q2  To wait upon the Lord is to actively demonstrate 
trust in God and His timing, expecting that His promises of 
strength will enable us to rise above the distractions and 
difficulties of life. This posture involves patience and the firm 
anticipation that God will faithfully fulfill the glorious 
promises found in His Word. The ultimate result of this trust 
is the guaranteed renewal of one's strength. 
 
 
 
41     
 
 
1= Having emphatically declared the awesomeness of His 
unparalleled greatness, the Lord now issues a direct 
challenge, commanding the people of the world to come 
forward with their competing gods for a test of sovereignty 
and power. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 
 

 
 
 

 
8 Rom 1:20-23  For since the creation of the world His invisible attributes are clearly seen, being understood by the 
things that are made, even His eternal power and Godhead, so that they are without excuse, 21 because, although they 
knew God, they did not glorify Him as God, nor were thankful, but became futile in their thoughts, and their foolish 
hearts were darkened. 22 Professing to be wise, they became fools, 23 and changed the glory of the incorruptible God 
into an image made like corruptible man—and birds and four-footed animals and creeping things. 
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2 “Who raised up one from the east? 
Who in righteousness called him to His 
feet? 
Who gave the nations before him, 
And made him rule over kings? 
Who gave them as the dust to his 
sword, As driven stubble to his bow?

2-4= Q3 The "man from the east" God prophesied about was 
Cyrus II of Persia, who conquered Babylon in 536 BC and 
subsequently released Israel, enabling their return to 
Jerusalem. The astonishing aspect of this prophecy is that 
God named and discussed Cyrus's role in Isaiah Chapters 
44 and 45 approximately 150 years before Cyrus was born, 
speaking of his actions as if already accomplished. This 
demonstrates that while each human generation focuses on 
its own immediate problems, God's sovereign plan is 
eternal, encompassing and orchestrating events across all 
generations to fulfill His ultimate purpose. Isaiah 44:28; 
Isaiah 45:1 9 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
5= The power of the east refers to the Persian Empire under 
the leadership of Cyrus II (the Great). Cyrus first achieved 
dominance by conquering the Medes. Following this 
consolidation of power, the Persian Empire began a 
significant westward expansion, successfully moving 
against and eventually conquering major geopolitical entities 
of the time, including Lydia and later making advances 
toward Egypt and other nations. 
 
6-7= The practice of idol worship is utterly foolish because 
the gods people create are powerless. After they finish 
making these wooden or metal images, they must actually 
fasten them securely with nails just to keep them from falling 
over. How illogical it is for a person to make a god that needs 
human engineering to remain standing! 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
8= It is a truly wonderful thought that God would call a 
person His "friend," a privilege that Jesus later extended to 
His disciples when He said, "I no longer call you servants, 
but I call you friends." This kind of relationship is a profound 
honor. God originally chose the nation of Israel through their 
ancestor Abraham not because the people were inherently 
deserving or better than others, but simply because God 
sovereignly desired to do so. His choice was an act of free 
will and grace, not a reward for merit. John 15:15; Deu 7:6-
8; Deu 9:4-610  

 
9 Isaiah 44:28 Who says of Cyrus, ‘He is My shepherd, And he shall perform all My pleasure, Saying to 
Jerusalem, “You shall be built,” And to the temple, “Your foundation shall be laid.” ’; Isaiah 45:1 “Thus says the Lord to 
His anointed, To Cyrus, whose right hand I have held— To subdue nations before him And loose the armor of kings, 
To open before him the double doors, So that the gates will not be shut: 
10 John 15:15 No longer do I call you servants, for a servant does not know what his master is doing; but I have called 
you friends, for all things that I heard from My Father I have made known to you.; Deu 7:6-8 6 “For you are a holy people 
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9 You whom I have taken from the ends 
of the earth, And called from its farthest 
regions, And said to you, 
‘You are My servant, 
I have chosen you and have not cast 
you away: 10 Fear not, for I am with 
you; Be not dismayed, for I am your 
God. I will strengthen you, 
Yes, I will help you,

At present, the Lord has graciously provided at least 
seven meeting places among fifteen available each week. And if the Lord desires for 
CCAH to have a permanent building in the future, He will provide it in His time, for CCAH 
belongs wholly to Jesus, who is all in all.

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Q 1. How many members or offerings are at CCAH? 

A 1. People say, "How many people have been saved?" we don’t know, but God knows, although we 
acknowledge that God has arranged over 1,000 units of communities, 7 sober living facilities, over 200 
units of veteran community, KJV English & RVR Spanish Scriptures & 200 lunches per week for the 
homeless, and over a million online visitors (Mat 25:40 “unto one of the least of these”). It doesn’t 
matter. It’s something we leave the numbers with God. He knows those that are His and that’s the 
important thing (e.g. David's motive for census in 1 Chro 21:1). Therefore, we don't worry about the 
numbers of the members and of tithes and offerings because the Lord has given the increase, He has 
added them to CCAH so far (1 Cor 3:7; Acts 2:47; 2 Sam 24:1-3), not as we have done at all, and CCAH is 
His own church (souls), the Lord's church, "Jesus is all in all," purchased with His blood (Mat 16:18; 1 
Cor 6:20; Acts 20:28). Since His foolishness is wiser than men, such as all men's visions/ plans/ 
programs (1 Cor 1:25; Zechariah 4:6), and His thoughts unto each soul are more in number than the sand 
(Psalm 139:17-18), we are just active obedient followers of the Lord, venturing out in faith, "Let CCAH 
go, let God."

Sunday, Saturday, weekday, every day, this generation time, or the future generation time (John 5:39; 
17:17). The truth shall make us free (John 8:32), from where Christ is named, where commercial 
capitalism is controlling, where territorial boundaries are lined, or where racial, material, or hereditary 
partiality underscores. Every Christian is exhorted to go to church at any convenient place unless she is 
against "the principles of doctrine of Christ" (Heb 6:1) because of "one church (Eklesia) on the earth" 
(Eph 1:22-23). Touchable over 1,000 souls by offline and foreseeable over 1 million souls by online at 
CCAH are being fed by the whole counsel of God throughout the Spirit, living by every His word (1 John 
2:27; Luke 4:4). CCAH does care about each soul because we believe that everybody is impartially created 
by God in His image (Gen 1:26) -- regardless of race, gender, age, wealth, or education such as Caucasian, 
male, youth, rich, Ivy league graduate, or not-- and that the eternal value of each soul is much greater 
than the value of any material/ temporal/ perishable things on the earth (James 3:17; Mat 16:26). 
When God leads, God provides (1 Chronicles 22:11). So, we don't seek money because it follows the faith 
in the almighty Lord by the love of God. Therefore, we never ask people for money, but would offer what 
we have to the Lord and pray Him to handle the issues (like Andrew rather than Philip in John 6:6-9). 
Individually, we can discern our each mind before the Lord, as how much love for Him can be observed 
(1) by the money index to divide willing expenditures to God by total expenditures (Luke 12:34; 21:2-
3), as well as (2) by how much the words of God we love (John 1:1). We know that any offering to God 
without willing mind is not accepted by God (2 Cor 8:12). The public love money especially in capitalism 
society because without money capitalism would not exist. However, we as Christians should not love 
money but should know its nature (1 Timothy 6:10). CCAH has been controlled not by money even in the 
capitalism society but by sovereign almighty God. The foundation of CCAH finance has begun from a 
homeless person's 2 dime offering to the Lord for CCAH at the Rock Fortress facility. The willing mind 
part for an offering should always prevail over its money part. An offering box in a church service or a 
donation button on websites through CCAH is a way to express a donor’s love for God by willing donation, 
the 1st part rather than 2nd money part, according to the Scripture (Mark 12:43; Luke 21:3-4). In fact, 
the fund raising or the fund seeking is not necessary for CCAH but the Lord seeking is sufficient because 
God is continually working through His church, CCAH, in Acts 29 (1 Chronicles 28:9; 2 Chronicles 15:1-
2). We have spent offerings/donations about 40% for external ministries (for missions in Philippians 
4:15-19 & for charity in Matthew 25:40) based upon our faith of "one church (Eklesia) on the earth" -- 
the holy universal church, not unholy ecumenical church -- (e.g. 1st Quarter 2014, 43.15%; 4st Quarter 
2013, 55.6 %; 3rd Quarter 2013, 20.11%; 2nd Quarter 2013, 55.91%; 1st Quarter, 2013 43.26%; 4th 
Quarter, 2012 45.57%, etc.), rather than spent them for additional social/cultural/popular internal 
programs. But about 60% for the internal ministries following the model of the early church in the Book 

of Acts is spent for sheep to be fed with spiritual food (Galatians 6:6) and for staff (1 Timothy 5:17-18). 

CCAH is the poor in material and spirit, but is the rich to give it away for Christ's sake, e.g., about 40% 
of annual offerings, with the poor hearts in spirit. The Lord is the shepherd of CCAH who is "as sorrowful, 
yet always rejoicing; as poor, yet making many rich; as having nothing, and yet possessing all things" (2 
Cor 6:10).

God, being self-sufficient, does not require human wealth. In Acts 17:25, Paul 
reminds us that God is not served by human hands, "as though He needed 
anything," because He gives life and all things. Therefore, offerings, tithes, gifts, 
or donations are not payments to God but expressions of love, faith, and 
obedience to His Word. God desires our hearts, and giving is a demonstration of 
where our heart is with Him. As Jesus taught in Matthew 10:37, loving God above 
all else—including family and possessions—is essential to being worthy of Him. 
It is not the amount we give but the love and devotion that accompany our giving. 

3. A Donation Basket or Online Donation Button as a Reflection of Your Love for 
God 

In today's world, shaped by capitalism and materialism, money has become 
central to human life. However, how we allocate our financial resources reflects 
the priorities of our heart. As Matthew 6:21 states, "For where your treasure is, 
there your heart will be also." CCAH uses a donation basket or online donation 
button as a way for individuals to examine their love for God, gauging it through 
their willingness to support His work. These tools are not for fundraising but 
rather to encourage believers to align their financial priorities with their faith, 
recognizing that where one’s money goes often indicates where their heart lies. 

CCAH follows a Spirit-led approach, relying on God's provision rather than 
human efforts to seek funds. Therefore, donations at CCAH serve as a personal 
testament to one’s love for God, and are gratefully accepted as an act of faith and 
commitment to advancing His kingdom. Note that we do tolerate others’ fund 
raising for Godly things which are in Jesus, because of the supremacy of Agape 
love.
