God has set before everyone the way of life 

and the way of death. You can surrender to God, live to please Him, and be spared. Or 

you can follow the path of unrighteousness, shut God out, and face His wrath. One day, 

all will stand before God. Those not found in the Book of Life will face the second death. 

God says, “Drink the cup”—you may refuse now, but judgment is certain. Now, you can

2 “Thus says the Lord: ‘Stand in the court of 
the Lord’s house, and speak to all the cities of 
Judah, which come to worship in the Lord’s 
house, all the words that I command you to 
speak to them. Do not diminish a word.  

3 Perhaps everyone will listen and turn from his 
evil way, that I may relent concerning the 
calamity which I purpose to bring on them 
because of the evil of their doings.’  

4 And you shall say to them, ‘Thus says 
the Lord: “If you will not listen to Me, to walk in 
My law which I have set before you, 5 to heed 
the words of My servants the prophets whom I 
sent to you, both rising up early and 
sending them (but you have not 
heeded), 6 then I will make this house 
like Shiloh, and will make this city a curse to all 
the nations of the earth.” ’ ”7 So the priests and 
the prophets and all the people heard 
Jeremiah speaking these words in the house 
of the Lord.

1= This chapter, occurring before Chapter 25, 
took place in the first year of Jehoiakim's reign. 
Jehoiakim in 609 BC was known as an evil king, 
as detailed in Jeremiah 36:30–32; 2 Kings 23:371 
 
2= Q1 God is committed to the integrity and 
immutability of His word, meaning He will not 
delete or add to it, even if its message is difficult 
for the audience to accept. This principle, 
explicitly warned against in Revelation 22, is 
upheld solely for the glory of God, affirming the 
perfection and authority of His revealed truth. 
Revelation 22:18-192 
 
3= The appeal of evil is undeniable, yet while 
God's justice demands its punishment, His nature 
is characterized by profound patience and 
longsuffering. He withholds immediate judgment, 
not due to indifference, but for a good and 
sovereign purpose, demonstrating His mercy and 
allowing time for repentance and the fulfillment of 
His divine purpose. 
 
 
 
 
 
6= Shiloh was the initial location of the Tabernacle 
after the conquest of Canaan in Joshua’s day. It 
was destroyed by the Philistines around 1050 BC, 
serving as a powerful example of divine judgment. 
The prophecy, "I will make the house like Shiloh," 
means that Jerusalem and the Temple would 
similarly be destroyed, directly challenging the 
false authority of corrupt religious leaders. This 
act of judgment mirrors Jesus's own foretelling of 
the destruction of Jerusalem and the Temple to 
the religious false leaders of His day Joshua 16:1; 
Matthew 24:23. 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 
1 Jeremiah 36:30–32 Therefore thus says the Lord concerning Jehoiakim king of Judah: “He shall have no one to sit 
on the throne of David, and his dead body shall be cast out to the heat of the day and the frost of the night. 31 I will 
punish him, his family, and his servants for their iniquity; and I will bring on them, on the inhabitants of Jerusalem, and 
on the men of Judah all the doom that I have pronounced against them; but they did not heed.” ’ ” 32 Then Jeremiah 
took another scroll and gave it to Baruch the scribe, the son of Neriah, who wrote on it at the instruction of Jeremiah all 
the words of the book which Jehoiakim king of Judah had burned in the fire. And besides, there were added to them 
many similar words;  2 Kings 23:37 And he did evil in the sight of the Lord, according to all that his fathers had done. 
2 Revelation 22:18-19 For I testify to everyone who hears the words of the prophecy of this book: If anyone adds to 
these things, God will add to him the plagues that are written in this book; 19 and if anyone takes away from the words 
of the book of this prophecy, God shall take away his part from the Book of Life, from the holy city, and from the things 
which are written in this book. 
3 Joshua 16:1 The lot fell to the children of Joseph from the Jordan, by Jericho, to the waters of Jericho on the east, to 
the wilderness that goes up from Jericho through the mountains to Bethel; Matthew 24:2  And Jesus said to them, “Do 
you not see all these things? Assuredly, I say to you, not one stone shall be left here upon another, that shall not be 
thrown down.” 
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 8 Now it happened, when Jeremiah had made 
an end of speaking all that the Lord had 
commanded him to speak to all the people, 
that the priests and the prophets and all the 
people seized him, saying, “You will surely 
die! 9 Why have you prophesied in the name of 
the Lord, saying, ‘This house shall be like 
Shiloh, and this city shall be desolate, without 
an inhabitant’?” And all the people were 
gathered against Jeremiah in the house of 
the Lord. 10 When the princes of Judah heard 
these things, they came up from the king’s 
house to the house of the Lord and sat down 
in the entry of the New Gate of 
the Lord’s house.  

11 And the priests and the prophets spoke to 
the princes and all the people, saying, “This 
man deserves to die! For he has prophesied 
against this city, as you have heard with your 
ears.” 

12 Then Jeremiah spoke to all the princes and 
all the people, saying: “The Lord sent me to 
prophesy against this house and against this 
city with all the words that you have 
heard. 13 Now therefore, amend your ways and 
your doings, and obey the voice of 
the Lord your God; then the Lord will relent 
concerning the doom that He has pronounced 
against you. 14 As for me, here I am, in your 
hand; do with me as seems good and proper 
to you. 15 But know for certain that if you put 
me to death, you will surely bring innocent 
blood on yourselves, on this city, and on its 
inhabitants; for truly the Lord has sent me to 
you to speak all these words in your hearing.” 
16 So the princes and all the people said to the 
priests and the prophets, “This man does not 
deserve to die. For he has spoken to us in the 
name of the Lord our God.” 17 Then certain of 
the elders of the land rose up and spoke to all 
the assembly of the people, saying:  

 
 
 
8= “made an end of speaking all” -- It is notable 
that despite the hostility of his audience, the 
speaker was permitted to complete his address. 
This suggests that the completion of his message 
was likely secured by divine protection, ensuring 
that God's intended word was fully delivered 
regardless of the opposition. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
11= Jeremiah was treated as a traitor because his 
prophecy foretold the destruction of Jerusalem 
and the Temple. In contrast, the hostile priests 
and prophets  promoted likely forming a foreign 
alliance to resist Babylon and maintain their 
national independence, directly opposing 
Jeremiah's message of surrender and impending 
judgment. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
16= Look how fickle the people are, compared 
with verse 11. 
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18 “Micah of Moresheth prophesied in the days 
of Hezekiah king of Judah, and spoke to all the 
people of Judah, saying, ‘Thus says 
the Lord of hosts: 

“Zion shall be plowed like a field, 
Jerusalem shall become heaps of ruins, 
And the mountain of the temple 
Like the bare hills of the forest.” ’ 

19 Did Hezekiah king of Judah and all Judah 
ever put him to death? Did he not fear 
the Lord and seek the Lord’s favor? And 
the Lord relented concerning the doom which 
He had pronounced against them. But we are 
doing great evil against ourselves.” 

20 Now there was also a man who prophesied 
in the name of the Lord, Urijah the son of 
Shemaiah of Kirjath Jearim, who prophesied 
against this city and against this land 
according to all the words of Jeremiah. 21 And 
when Jehoiakim the king, with all his mighty 
men and all the princes, heard his words, the 
king sought to put him to death; but when 
Urijah heard it, he was afraid and fled, and 
went to Egypt. 22 Then Jehoiakim the king sent 
men to Egypt: Elnathan the son of Achbor, 
and other men who went with him to Egypt.  

23 And they brought Urijah from Egypt and 
brought him to Jehoiakim the king, who killed 
him with the sword and cast his dead body into 
the graves of the common people. 

24 Nevertheless the hand of Ahikam the son of 
Shaphan was with Jeremiah, so that they 
should not give him into the hand of the people 
to put him to death. 

 

 
 
 
18= Q2 The elders recalled the prophecy of 
Micah, which was similar to Jeremiah's message 
in calling for repentance and a turning away from 
wickedness. Although Micah's audience 
historically responded by repenting and returning 
to God, the elders in Jeremiah's time merely 
used the prophecy to spare Jeremiah's life 
without personally applying its call to repentance 
or making any actual change in their own lives. 
Micah 3:124 
 
 
 
 
 
19= In a pivotal act, Hezekiah chose not to 
execute the prophet.. By sparing the prophet's 
life, the nation effectively gained a temporary 
reprieve or "bought a little time" before the 
eventual judgment. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
20= Uriah was a faithful prophet whose message 
of judgment was similar to Jeremiah's, but his life 
and work are otherwise not recorded in the 
Scripture except martyrdom in verse 23..

1 In the beginning of the reign of Jehoiakim the 
son of Josiah, king of Judah, this word came to 
Jeremiah from the Lord, saying,  

2 “Thus says the Lord to me: ‘Make for 
yourselves bonds and yokes, and put them on 
your neck,  

 

3 and send them to the king of Edom, the king 
of Moab, the king of the Ammonites, the king 
of Tyre, and the king of Sidon, by the hand of 
the messengers who come to Jerusalem to 
Zedekiah king of Judah. 4 And command them 
to say to their masters, “Thus says the Lord of 
hosts, the God of Israel—thus you shall say to 
your masters: 5 ‘I have made the earth, the 
man and the beast that are on the ground, by 
My great power and by My outstretched arm, 
and have given it to whom it seemed proper to 
Me. 6 And now I have given all these lands into 
the hand of Nebuchadnezzar the king of 
Babylon, My servant; and the beasts of the 
field I have also given him to serve him.  

7 So all nations shall serve him and his son 
and his son’s son, until the time of his land 
comes; and then many nations and great kings 
shall make him serve them. 8 And it shall 
be, that the nation and kingdom which will not 
serve Nebuchadnezzar the king of Babylon, 
and which will not put its neck under the yoke 
of the king of Babylon, that nation I will punish,’ 
says the Lord, ‘with the sword, the famine, and 
the pestilence, until I have consumed them by 
his hand. 9 Therefore do not listen to your 
prophets, your diviners, your dreamers, your 
soothsayers, or your sorcerers, who speak to 
you, saying, “You shall not serve the king of 
Babylon.” 10 For they prophesy a lie to you, to 
remove you far from your land; and I will drive 
you out, and you will perish.  

27 
 
 
 
 
 
2= Nebuchadnezzar had already initiated his 
invasion and taken many captives from Judah. In 
this context, the yoke—a wooden frame used to 
harness animals for plowing—served as a visible 
object lesson and a symbol of bondage or 
servitude. It visually conveyed the message that 
the people of Judah had a critical choice: they 
must submit to Babylonian captivity or face utter 
destruction. 
 
 
 
3= The period following the prophecy saw 
Jehoiakim reign for eleven years (609-597 BC), 
succeeded briefly by Jeconiah, whose reign 
lasted only about three months until his death, 
after which Zedekiah commenced his own reign. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
7= This scenario highlights the reliability of God's 
promises, specifically the decree that after three 
generations, the power of Babylon would fall. 
Jeremiah's ongoing role was to consistently 
deliver this persistent message to the people. 
 
8= Because of their disobedience to God, the 
people will face the severe consequences of 
divine judgment, manifested through the 
destructive arrival of the sword, pestilence, and 
famine through Babylon. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
10= True prophets faithfully deliver God's word 
exactly as they receive it. They do this even 
when the word is harsh or difficult for the people 
to hear, because their loyalty is to God's truth, 
not to the audience's comfort. 
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11 But the nations that bring their necks under 
the yoke of the king of Babylon and serve him, 
I will let them remain in their own land,’ says 
the Lord, ‘and they shall till it and dwell in it.’ ” ’ 
” 

12 I also spoke to Zedekiah king of Judah 
according to all these words, saying, “Bring 
your necks under the yoke of the king of 
Babylon, and serve him and his people, and 
live! 13 Why will you die, you and your people, 
by the sword, by the famine, and by the 
pestilence, as the Lord has spoken against the 
nation that will not serve the king of 
Babylon? 14 Therefore do not listen to the 
words of the prophets who speak to you, 
saying, ‘You shall not serve the king of 
Babylon,’ for they prophesy a lie to you; 15 for I 
have not sent them,” says the Lord, “yet they 
prophesy a lie in My name, that I may drive 
you out, and that you may perish, you and the 
prophets who prophesy to you.” 

16 Also I spoke to the priests and to all this 
people, saying, “Thus says the Lord: ‘Do not 
listen to the words of your prophets who 
prophesy to you, saying, “Behold, the vessels 
of the Lord’s house will now shortly be brought 
back from Babylon”; for they prophesy a lie to 
you. 17 Do not listen to them; serve the king of 
Babylon, and live! Why should this city be laid 
waste? 18 But if they are prophets, and if the 
word of the Lord is with them, let them now 
make intercession to the Lord of hosts, that the 
vessels which are left in the house of 
the Lord, in the house of the king of Judah, 
and at Jerusalem, do not go to Babylon.’ 

19 “For thus says the Lord of hosts concerning 
the pillars, concerning the Sea, concerning the 
carts, and concerning the remainder of the 
vessels that remain in this city, 20 which 
Nebuchadnezzar king of Babylon did not take, 
when he carried away captive Jeconiah the 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
12= The command “Submit and live” is similar to 
the message of the Gospel. In the story, the 
people were told to submit to a human king so 
they would not be destroyed. In the same way, 
the Gospel calls us to submit to Jesus Christ in 
faith so we can receive eternal life. The point is 
this: why hold on to stubbornness and resist the 
One who has true authority—whether an earthly 
ruler in the story or Christ today—and end up 
facing spiritual ruin? Submitting to Him is the 
path to life. We should obey Government’s 
authority unless it is against God or God’s word.

18= False prophets contradicted God's actual 
word by confidently proclaiming that the 
Babylonians would be unsuccessful in 
conquering the holy city of Jerusalem. They 
propagated a deceptive message of security, 
asserting that God would never permit the 
destruction of the holy Temple with the holy city 
of Jerusalem.

22=Q3  Following Nebuchadnezzar's first two 
invasions in 606 BC and 597 BC, during which 
many Temple vessels used for the service of 
God were taken as loot and true prophets like 
Daniel and Ezekiel were exiled, Jeremiah issued 
a warning. Although these captives had a 
profound spiritual impact in Babylon, Jeremiah 
predicted that more people and the remaining 
Temple treasures would be carried away in the 
third and final invasion (586 BC). While inviting 
the people to hear of God’s word in the public, 
Jeremiah knew their hearts were set against 
God, and his definitive prophecy was that all 
remaining treasures and people would be carried 
away to Babylon until God's appointed day of 
return. 
 

   
 
Note: Most Christians say the Scripture is important, but rarely study every word in the Scripture 
and commit it to the Lord. So, it’s better to study it and live accordingly after the Spirit for the Lord

Note: The open, connected members of CCAH should not be discouraged by the fact that 
the church neither owns nor possesses a physical building. This actually frees the 
fellowship from the burden of mortgage or rental payments tied to maintaining such a 
property. Instead, we are reminded that we ourselves are the church—not a building—as 
we gather together in Jesus' name. At present, the Lord has graciously provided at least 
seven meeting places among fifteen available each week. And if the Lord desires for 
CCAH to have a permanent building in the future, He will provide it in His time, for CCAH 
belongs wholly to Jesus, who is all in all.

In 2023, during Paul's footsteps mission tour and evangelism, several significant observations were 
made: Firstly, English emerged as the predominant language among people in the 
European Union (EU). Secondly, despite a rich Christian history, there are relatively a few 
Scripture-based Christians in the midst of a post-Christian culture. Thirdly, it was noted 
that upon sharing the words of God, many individuals displayed unexpected curiosity or 
interest. Lastly, leveraging artificial intelligence (AI) tools, the dissemination of God's 
words can be accelerated significantly, aligning with the prophecy of Daniel 12:4b, "many 
shall run to and fro, and knowledge shall be increased." 

These findings serve as a compelling motivation for us, as debtors of Jesus' love, to 
endeavor to spread the entirety of God's words throughout the EU whenever providence 
allows.

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Q 1. How many members or offerings are at CCAH? 

A 1. People say, "How many people have been saved?" we don’t know, but God knows, although we 
acknowledge that God has arranged over 1,000 units of communities, 7 sober living facilities, over 200 
units of veteran community, KJV English & RVR Spanish Scriptures & 200 lunches per week for the 
homeless, and over a million online visitors (Mat 25:40 “unto one of the least of these”). It doesn’t 
matter. It’s something we leave the numbers with God. He knows those that are His and that’s the 
important thing (e.g. David's motive for census in 1 Chro 21:1). Therefore, we don't worry about the 
numbers of the members and of tithes and offerings because the Lord has given the increase, He has 
added them to CCAH so far (1 Cor 3:7; Acts 2:47; 2 Sam 24:1-3), not as we have done at all, and CCAH is 
His own church (souls), the Lord's church, "Jesus is all in all," purchased with His blood (Mat 16:18; 1 
Cor 6:20; Acts 20:28). Since His foolishness is wiser than men, such as all men's visions/ plans/ 
programs (1 Cor 1:25; Zechariah 4:6), and His thoughts unto each soul are more in number than the sand 
(Psalm 139:17-18), we are just active obedient followers of the Lord, venturing out in faith, "Let CCAH 
go, let God." 

And if you did indeed receive the increase, why do you boast as if you had not received it? (1 Cor 4:7) 
For we are not, as so many, peddling the word of God; but as of sincerity, but as from God, we speak in 
the sight of God in Christ (2 Cor 2:17), CCAH continues faithfully in teaching the entire Scripture simply 
without alteration, fellowship, communion, and prayers, being the witnesses to Christ, powered with the 
Spirit, in Jerusalem, all Judea, Samaria, and to the end of the earth (Acts 1:8; 2:42, 47). The truth the 
Word of God matters wherever - offline, indoor, outdoor, online, at sea, or in sky - and whenever - 
Sunday, Saturday, weekday, every day, this generation time, or the future generation time (John 5:39; 
17:17). The truth shall make us free (John 8:32), from where Christ is named, where commercial 
capitalism is controlling, where territorial boundaries are lined, or where racial, material, or hereditary 
partiality underscores. Every Christian is exhorted to go to church at any convenient place unless she is 
against "the principles of doctrine of Christ" (Heb 6:1) because of "one church (Eklesia) on the earth" 
(Eph 1:22-23). Touchable over 1,000 souls by offline and foreseeable over 1 million souls by online at 
CCAH are being fed by the whole counsel of God throughout the Spirit, living by every His word (1 John 
2:27; Luke 4:4). CCAH does care about each soul because we believe that everybody is impartially created 
by God in His image (Gen 1:26) -- regardless of race, gender, age, wealth, or education such as Caucasian, 
male, youth, rich, Ivy league graduate, or not-- and that the eternal value of each soul is much greater 
than the value of any material/ temporal/ perishable things on the earth (James 3:17; Mat 16:26). 
When God leads, God provides (1 Chronicles 22:11). So, we don't seek money because it follows the faith 
in the almighty Lord by the love of God. Therefore, we never ask people for money, but would offer what 
we have to the Lord and pray Him to handle the issues (like Andrew rather than Philip in John 6:6-9). 
Individually, we can discern our each mind before the Lord, as how much love for Him can be observed 
(1) by the money index to divide willing expenditures to God by total expenditures (Luke 12:34; 21:2-
3), as well as (2) by how much the words of God we love (John 1:1). We know that any offering to God 
without willing mind is not accepted by God (2 Cor 8:12). The public love money especially in capitalism 
society because without money capitalism would not exist. However, we as Christians should not love 
money but should know its nature (1 Timothy 6:10). CCAH has been controlled not by money even in the 
capitalism society but by sovereign almighty God. The foundation of CCAH finance has begun from a 
homeless person's 2 dime offering to the Lord for CCAH at the Rock Fortress facility. The willing mind 
part for an offering should always prevail over its money part. An offering box in a church service or a 
donation button on websites through CCAH is a way to express a donor’s love for God by willing donation, 
the 1st part rather than 2nd money part, according to the Scripture (Mark 12:43; Luke 21:3-4). In fact, 
the fund raising or the fund seeking is not necessary for CCAH but the Lord seeking is sufficient because 
God is continually working through His church, CCAH, in Acts 29 (1 Chronicles 28:9; 2 Chronicles 15:1-
2). We have spent offerings/donations about 40% for external ministries (for missions in Philippians 
4:15-19 & for charity in Matthew 25:40) based upon our faith of "one church (Eklesia) on the earth" -- 
the holy universal church, not unholy ecumenical church -- (e.g. 1st Quarter 2014, 43.15%; 4st Quarter 
2013, 55.6 %; 3rd Quarter 2013, 20.11%; 2nd Quarter 2013, 55.91%; 1st Quarter, 2013 43.26%; 4th 
Quarter, 2012 45.57%, etc.), rather than spent them for additional social/cultural/popular internal 
programs. But about 60% for the internal ministries following the model of the early church in the Book 

of Acts is spent for sheep to be fed with spiritual food (Galatians 6:6) and for staff (1 Timothy 5:17-18). 

CCAH is the poor in material and spirit, but is the rich to give it away for Christ's sake, e.g., about 40% 
of annual offerings, with the poor hearts in spirit. The Lord is the shepherd of CCAH who is "as sorrowful, 
yet always rejoicing; as poor, yet making many rich; as having nothing, and yet possessing all things" (2 
Cor 6:10).
