The Babylonian Captivity of Judah occurred in three distinct phases, beginning with the first 
deportation in 606 BC (sometimes cited as 605 BC), following Nebuchadnezzar II's victory over 
Egypt. During this initial phase, young nobles, including Daniel and his three friends (Hananiah, 
Mishael, and Azariah), were taken to Babylon. The second major deportation took place in 597 
BC, after the 18th King Jehoiachin's revolt, and included significant figures like the prophet

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Ezekiel. Finally, the third and last captivity occurred in 586 BC when Jerusalem was destroyed, 
the Temple was burned, and the Kingdom of Judah definitively fell, marking the end of the 
Davidic dynasty and the beginning of the major exile for the remaining population.

5=Q1 prophet Ezekiel utilized a powerful parable 
of a lioness and her cubs to symbolize the tragic 
fate of the nation of Judah and its kings, 
demonstrating the certainty of its prolonged exile 
and inescapable fall to Babylon. The image of the 
lion is deeply significant, reflecting the prophetic 
promise of the Tribe of Judah and ultimately the 
Messiah (often called the Lion of the Tribe of 
Judah). In this specific parable, the lioness 
represents the nation of Judah, and the two cubs 
represent two of its captive kings. The first cub 
was the 16th king, Jehoahaz (also known as 
Shallum), who was captured and exiled to Egypt 
by Pharaoh Necho in 609 BC. The second cub 
was the 18th king, Jehoiachin (also known as 
Jeconiah), who reigned for only three months 
before being taken captive to Babylon by 
Nebuchadnezzar in 597 BC. This vivid illustration 
communicated a clear message to the exiles: 
Judah's kings had been violently seized by foreign 
powers, signifying that the nation had no 
immediate prospect of rescue or quick return from 
captivity, nor any chance of escaping the full might 
of the approaching Babylonian army.  Gen 49:8-
12; 2 Kings 23:30-34.2 Kings 24:6-8, 151 
 

 
1 Gen 49:8-12 “Judah, you are he whom your brothers shall praise; Your hand shall be on the neck of your enemies; 
Your father’s children shall bow down before you. 9 Judah is a lion’s whelp; From the prey, my son, you have gone up. 
He bows down, he lies down as a lion; And as a lion, who shall rouse him? 10 The scepter shall not depart from Judah, 
Nor a lawgiver from between his feet, Until Shiloh comes; And to Him shall be the obedience of the people. 
11 Binding his donkey to the vine, And his donkey’s colt to the choice vine, He washed his garments in wine, 
And his clothes in the blood of grapes. 12 His eyes are darker than wine, And his teeth whiter than milk.; 2 Kings 23:30-

rested with his fathers. Then Jehoiachin his son reigned in his place.7 And the king of Egypt did not come out of his 
land anymore, for the king of Babylon had taken all that belonged to the king of Egypt from the Brook of Egypt to the 
River Euphrates. 8 Jehoiachin was eighteen years old when he became king, and he reigned in Jerusalem three 
months. His mother’s name was Nehushta the daughter of Elnathan of Jerusalem. 15 And he carried Jehoiachin captive 
to Babylon. The king’s mother, the king’s wives, his officers, and the mighty of the land he carried into captivity from 
Jerusalem to Babylon.

12= The nation of Judah faced an inescapable 
fate, as its own political and military power was 
insufficient to ensure its survival against the 
superior foreign forces of Babylon. This desperate 
situation was conveyed through the powerful 
prophetic imagery of a vine, where the kings and 
people of Judah were the branches that would be 
mercilessly cut off and uprooted. The destructive 
force executing this judgment was personified as 
"the east wind," a direct symbol representing the 
immense, irresistible power of the invading 
Babylonian army, signifying the total ruin and 
removal of the Jewish people from their land.

1= The exiles, having endured seven years of 
captivity by the time of Ezekiel’s later prophecies, 
were keenly aware of the seventy-year duration 
predicted by earlier prophets like Isaiah and 
Jeremiah, leading them to anxiously count the 
remaining time until their anticipated return. 
However, the core of Ezekiel's message directly 
countered any hope that simply waiting out the 
prophecy would suffice. Instead, Ezekiel delivered 
a comprehensive and uncompromising review of 
Israel's history of rebellion and idolatry, 
emphasizing a crucial spiritual principle: the 
people were not merely victims of circumstance or 
arbitrary divine wrath, but were solely responsible 
for the troubles, judgments, and the current state 
of exile they were experiencing because of the 
disobedient sins Ezekiel 19:2-42

9= “for My name’s sake”  God has delivered the 
remnant sinners who repent  and faithful from 
captivity status. See verses 14, 22, & 44. 
 
10= In the wilderness at Mount Sinai, God 
sovereignly presented the Law to Moses, 
comprised of judgments and statutes. These 
commandments were inherently good and offered 
a clear covenantal pathway: if the people 
accordingly obeyed them, they would receive 
tangible, earthly benefits, including divine favor, 
blessing, prosperity, and robust health . The Law, 
therefore, functioned not merely as a list of rules 
but as a foundational blueprint for a successful 
and flourishing national life under God's rule. 
Deuteronomy 28:1-2.3 
 
11= Statutes are written laws and judgments are 
case laws. 
 
12=Q2  The Sabbath was originally instituted by 
God at creation and was later entrusted to Israel 
as an exclusive sign of the covenant between God 
and the nation, symbolizing that He had both 
created and redeemed them.. As a day of rest, it 
was a gift, but its function was specifically 
covenantal and never extended to Gentile 
believers, who are now under the New Covenant 
established by Jesus Christ, the sign of which is 
generally understood as the cup of communion. 
Addressing Gentile churches concerning this 
shift, the Apostle Paul wrote to the Romans, 
stating that followers should have personal 
conviction on observing certain days ("Let 
everyone be fully persuaded in his own mind"), 
and instructed the Colossians not to let anyone 
judge them regarding food, drink, holy days, or 
Sabbath days, emphasizing that these 
observances were merely a shadow of future 
realities, while the substance—the true 
fulfillment—is found entirely in Jesus Christ

23-24= At the birth of their nation, God 
unequivocally established the consequences of 
disobedience for the Israelites, issuing a clear 
warning within the Mosaic Law. When people 
inevitably violated the covenant, God permitted 
them to experience the resulting devastating 
consequences—such as famine, defeat, and 
exile—not as arbitrary punishment, but as a 
severe, unavoidable spiritual lesson. These 
judgments served to forcefully remind the nation 
of the seriousness of their sins and the 
unbreakable nature of the covenant they had 
willfully broken.  Deu 28:155 
 
 
26= The practice of dedicating firstborn animals 
and children was tragically corrupted by the 
Israelites, who deluded its purpose by 
substituting it with the horrific ritual of child 
sacrifice offered to the pagan god Molech. This 
adaptation of a sacred requirement—the 
dedication of the firstfruits to God—into a 
profoundly wicked and forbidden act of human 
sacrifice was a clear example of extreme 
religious syncretism and rebellion against the

35-36= The first generation of Israelites who 
disobeyed God by refusing to enter the Promised 
Land was condemned to forty years of 
wandering in the wilderness until that entire 
rebellious generation died, a foundational act of 
divine purification . Similarly, after their captivity 
in Babylon, God promised to enact a renewed 
wilderness judgment to purge the nation again: 
as the people journeyed back from exile, only 
those who were faithful and truly devoted to God 
would be allowed to successfully return to their 
land. The purpose of this second wilderness 
period was explicitly to purge all idol worshipers 
and to restore a pure remnant, in the covenant, 
back to Judah. Numbers 14:26-357 
 
39= The people of Israel demonstrated profound 
spiritual infidelity by engaging in syncretism, 
simultaneously worshipping idols while also 
offering allegiance to God, effectively 
demonstrating a lack of genuine belief in the 
singular nature and exclusive demands of their 
only true God. This historical failure serves as a 
perpetual warning: one must beware of 
attempting to appease God while concurrently 
pursuing the selfish pleasures of sin, whether 
manifested through the pursuit of money, power, 
or personal gratification. True faithfulness 
requires an absolute commitment, compelling 
every individual to choose one master—God or 
the idols of the world—as dual loyalties are 
impossible.

Calvary Chapel Anaheim Hills (CCAH), through its publishing arm CCAH PRESS®, is a 
poor church in materials and in spirit compared to other local churches. Despite this, it is 
deeply committed to serving not just a community but also those in need, providing free 
Bibles, food, and support to the most marginalized members of society—including drug 
addicts, the homeless, the elderly, veterans, and the indigent. Although CCAH does not 
own or possess a dedicated physical building, it utilizes at least seven different locations 
out of 15 available places each week to hold services and ministries. Each week, 
approximately 2,000 people are connected to the church’s work. Beyond its local reach, 
CCAH connects globally through its mobile apps on Google Play and the Apple App Store. 
Over the past years, church representatives have traveled to Europe, Latin America, 
Africa, and Asia. Recently, an online supporter generously donated to sustain the teaching 
of God’s Word, recognizing that CCAH’s 15 ministers provide verse-by-verse inductive 
Bible teaching—unlike most local churches, which focus on brief topical messages—while 
faithfully preaching the gospel of Jesus Christ anytime and anywhere.  
 
Note: The open, connected members of CCAH should not be discouraged by the fact that 
the church neither owns nor possesses a physical building. This actually frees the 
fellowship from the burden of mortgage or rental payments tied to maintaining such a 
property. Instead, we are reminded that we ourselves are the church—not a building—as 
we gather together in Jesus' name. At present, the Lord has graciously provided at least 
seven meeting places among fifteen available each week. And if the Lord desires for 
CCAH to have a permanent building in the future, He will provide it in His time, for CCAH 
belongs wholly to Jesus, who is all in all.

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Q 1. How many members or offerings are at CCAH? 

A 1. People say, "How many people have been saved?" we don’t know, but God knows, although we 
acknowledge that God has arranged over 1,000 units of communities, 7 sober living facilities, over 200 
units of veteran community, KJV English & RVR Spanish Scriptures & 200 lunches per week for the 
homeless, and over a million online visitors (Mat 25:40 “unto one of the least of these”). It doesn’t 
matter. It’s something we leave the numbers with God. He knows those that are His and that’s the 
important thing (e.g. David's motive for census in 1 Chro 21:1). Therefore, we don't worry about the 
numbers of the members and of tithes and offerings because the Lord has given the increase, He has 
added them to CCAH so far (1 Cor 3:7; Acts 2:47; 2 Sam 24:1-3), not as we have done at all, and CCAH is 
His own church (souls), the Lord's church, "Jesus is all in all," purchased with His blood (Mat 16:18; 1 
Cor 6:20; Acts 20:28). Since His foolishness is wiser than men, such as all men's visions/ plans/ 
programs (1 Cor 1:25; Zechariah 4:6), and His thoughts unto each soul are more in number than the sand 
(Psalm 139:17-18), we are just active obedient followers of the Lord, venturing out in faith, "Let CCAH 
go, let God." 

And if you did indeed receive the increase, why do you boast as if you had not received it? (1 Cor 4:7) 
For we are not, as so many, peddling the word of God; but as of sincerity, but as from God, we speak in 
the sight of God in Christ (2 Cor 2:17), CCAH continues faithfully in teaching the entire Scripture simply 
without alteration, fellowship, communion, and prayers, being the witnesses to Christ, powered with the 
Spirit, in Jerusalem, all Judea, Samaria, and to the end of the earth (Acts 1:8; 2:42, 47). The truth the 
Word of God matters wherever - offline, indoor, outdoor, online, at sea, or in sky - and whenever - 
Sunday, Saturday, weekday, every day, this generation time, or the future generation time (John 5:39; 
17:17). The truth shall make us free (John 8:32), from where Christ is named, where commercial 
capitalism is controlling, where territorial boundaries are lined, or where racial, material, or hereditary 
partiality underscores. Every Christian is exhorted to go to church at any convenient place unless she is 
against "the principles of doctrine of Christ" (Heb 6:1) because of "one church (Eklesia) on the earth" 
(Eph 1:22-23). Touchable over 1,000 souls by offline and foreseeable over 1 million souls by online at 
CCAH are being fed by the whole counsel of God throughout the Spirit, living by every His word (1 John 
2:27; Luke 4:4). CCAH does care about each soul because we believe that everybody is impartially created 
by God in His image (Gen 1:26) -- regardless of race, gender, age, wealth, or education such as Caucasian, 
male, youth, rich, Ivy league graduate, or not-- and that the eternal value of each soul is much greater 
than the value of any material/ temporal/ perishable things on the earth (James 3:17; Mat 16:26). 
When God leads, God provides (1 Chronicles 22:11). So, we don't seek money because it follows the faith 
in the almighty Lord by the love of God. Therefore, we never ask people for money, but would offer what 
we have to the Lord and pray Him to handle the issues (like Andrew rather than Philip in John 6:6-9). 
Individually, we can discern our each mind before the Lord, as how much love for Him can be observed 
(1) by the money index to divide willing expenditures to God by total expenditures (Luke 12:34; 21:2-
3), as well as (2) by how much the words of God we love (John 1:1). We know that any offering to God 
without willing mind is not accepted by God (2 Cor 8:12). The public love money especially in capitalism 
society because without money capitalism would not exist. However, we as Christians should not love 
money but should know its nature (1 Timothy 6:10). CCAH has been controlled not by money even in the 
capitalism society but by sovereign almighty God. The foundation of CCAH finance has begun from a 
homeless person's 2 dime offering to the Lord for CCAH at the Rock Fortress facility. The willing mind 
part for an offering should always prevail over its money part. An offering box in a church service or a 
donation button on websites through CCAH is a way to express a donor’s love for God by willing donation, 
the 1st part rather than 2nd money part, according to the Scripture (Mark 12:43; Luke 21:3-4). In fact, 
the fund raising or the fund seeking is not necessary for CCAH but the Lord seeking is sufficient because 
God is continually working through His church, CCAH, in Acts 29 (1 Chronicles 28:9; 2 Chronicles 15:1-
2). We have spent offerings/donations about 40% for external ministries (for missions in Philippians 
4:15-19 & for charity in Matthew 25:40) based upon our faith of "one church (Eklesia) on the earth" -- 
the holy universal church, not unholy ecumenical church -- (e.g. 1st Quarter 2014, 43.15%; 4st Quarter 
2013, 55.6 %; 3rd Quarter 2013, 20.11%; 2nd Quarter 2013, 55.91%; 1st Quarter, 2013 43.26%; 4th 
Quarter, 2012 45.57%, etc.), rather than spent them for additional social/cultural/popular internal 
programs. But about 60% for the internal ministries following the model of the early church in the Book 

of Acts is spent for sheep to be fed with spiritual food (Galatians 6:6) and for staff (1 Timothy 5:17-18). 

CCAH is the poor in material and spirit, but is the rich to give it away for Christ's sake, e.g., about 40% 
of annual offerings, with the poor hearts in spirit. The Lord is the shepherd of CCAH who is "as sorrowful, 
yet always rejoicing; as poor, yet making many rich; as having nothing, and yet possessing all things" (2 
Cor 6:10).
