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“1,335 Days” Daniel 12:1-13 11/30/25 

Today, we’d like to see the title of “1,335 Days”  in Daniel 12:1-13 
To the souls on this Online Word through Podcast or YouTube Channel, on the earth, 
we’d like to suggest the 3 expositional Questions. (Maranatha Worship Songs : Videos;

Q1.  In verse 1,  “ At that time Michael shall stand up, The great prince who 
stands watch over the sons of your people; And there shall be a time of trouble, 
Such as never was since there was a nation, Even to that time. And at that time your 
people shall be delivered, Everyone who is found written in the book,” what does it 
mean? And what can we learn from here?  

Q2. In verse 4 “But you, Daniel, shut up the words, and seal the book until the time of 
the end; many shall run to and fro, and knowledge shall increase,”  what does it mean?  
And how can we apply it to our lives? 

Q3. In verse 12, “Blessed is he who waits, and comes to the one thousand three 
hundred and thirty-five days,’” what does it mean in the context? And how can we apply 
it to our lives? 

(Background for context of this text on Daily Bible Reading and Studying Weekly Book Basis)  
 

In the last time, in Daniel 11:45 “And he shall plant the tents of his palace between the seas and 
the glorious holy mountain; yet he shall come to his end, and no one will help him.“ The 
"glorious holy mountain" refers to Mount Zion, or more broadly, the city of Jerusalem. It is 
prophesied that during the Battle of Armageddon, at the climax of the Great Tribulation, Jesus 
Christ will return with His saints. He will descend upon the Mount of Olives, causing it to cleave 
into a new, vast valley extending towards the Jordan Valley. Jesus will then supernaturally 
destroy the Antichrist, not through physical combat, but by the power of His spoken Word, 
likened to a sword from His mouth. Despite the Antichrist's immense power and forces, which 
will lead people to question who can oppose him, his reign will end with a single command from 
Christ. This aligns with Martin Luther's sentiment that "one little word will fell him," emphasizing 
that no force can withstand the authoritative Word of Jesus 

Arising from our compelling love of Jesus Christ, we adopt the literal interpretation of this chapter 
12 too. And we tolerate other non-literal interpretations that do not conflict with “the principles of 
doctrine of Christ” (such as those affirmed in the Apostles’ Creed) because we honor diverse gifts, 
ministries, and operations all directed by the same Spirit's working in all.

In the 70 weeks of Daniel 9:24-26, “Seventy weeks are determined for your people and for your 
holy city to finish the transgression…. Until Messiah the Prince there shall be seven weeks and 
sixty-two weeks….. and after the sixty-two weeks Messiah shall be cut off….shall destroy the city 
and the sanctuary..,”  each seven represents a 7 years.  The 490 years (70 x 7) refers for Israel.  
From March 14, 445 BC when King Artaxerxes of Persia gave the commandment to Nehemiah to 
restore and rebuild Jerusalem, it would take 483 years (7x7 + 62x7) which were 173,880 days 
through 360 days per year on the Babylonian Calendar for Messiah to come first on the earth on 
April 6, 32 AD. The remaining 7 years between the seventy weeks and the sixty nine weeks are the 
great tribulation.  So, the church age first is between the 69th and 70th week of Daniel’s prophecy.

The rapture (1 Thessalonians 4:16, “For the Lord Himself will descend from heaven with a shout, 
with the voice of an archangel, and with the trumpet of God. And the dead in Christ will rise first.”) 
will be caught up the church (Luke 21:36) by Jesus Christ. We will be a metamorphosis in glorified 
body.  After the rapture, God deal with Israel, His elect.  
 
In the 70th week, i.e., the Great Tribulation, 144,000 Jews will be sealed by God (Revelation 7:3-4, 
“saying, “Do not harm the earth, the sea, or the trees till we have sealed the servants of our God 
on their foreheads.” 4 And I heard the number of those who were sealed. One hundred and forty-
four thousand of all the tribes of the children of Israel were sealed”)  In Revelation 19, the Church 
as group isn’t seen on the earth again in the Book of Revelation, until the Church comes back to 
earth riding on white horses with Jesus Christ.  However, in Revelation 13:7 of “It was granted to 
him [the beast] to make war with the saints and to overcome them….” the saints refer to Israelites, 
not to Church, because the beast overcomes the saints.  In Matthew 16:18, “And I also say to you 
that you are Peter, and on this rock I will build My church, and the gates of Hades shall not prevail 
against it.” Therefore, the saints must be Israel which are also the “elect” of Matthew 24:31, “And 
He will send His angels with a great sound of a trumpet, and they will gather together His elect from 
the four winds, from one end of heaven to the other.”

These angels number in the hundreds of millions 
and have varying ranks, powers, and authorities, 
including the cherubim who worship God around 
His throne (of which Satan was one). Michael is 
identified as the chief prince who stands for 
Israel. The text introduces a future seven-year 
period for Israel, known as the seventieth seven-
year span of Daniel 9, during which God will pour 
out His spirit and deal with them (see the above 
diagram). This period, also called the Great 
Tribulation (Mat 24:21; Jeremiah 30:7), will be 
divided into two three-and-a-half-year segments. 
Currently, blindness has happened to Israel in 
part until the "fullness of the gentiles is come in" 
(Rom 11:25-26). During this future seven-year 
period, 144,000 of the people of Israel will be 
sealed (Rev 7:5). The angel then speaks to 
Daniel of those whose names are written in a 
book who will be delivered in that day, followed 
by the first resurrection of the last days in 
conclusion. Mat 24:21; Jeremiah 30:7; Rom 
11:25-26; Rev 7:51 
 
2= This text references the resurrection of both 
the righteous and the wicked, though their 
eternal outcomes differ. The first resurrection is 
an ongoing period, beginning with Jesus as the 
"first fruit" (Mat 27:52), and seemingly including 
the resurrection of many Old Testament saints 
when Christ rose. This first resurrection will 
conclude after the Tribulation period, when the 
martyred saints from that time rise to join the 
saints in heaven (Rev 20:5-6). Those who 
participate in this first resurrection are blessed, 
and the second death will have no power over 
them. The wicked will not rise until the end of the 
thousand-year period (the Millennium), and 
anyone whose name is not found written in the 
Book of Life will resurrect in the 2nd and face the 
second death, which is being cast into Gehenna. 
Mat 27:52; Rev 20:5-6; Rev 20:42 
 
3= The text states that those who possess 
wisdom from above and live their lives according 
to incorruptible values will possess great spiritual 
glory. They will shine with the brightness of the 
firmament and those who are leading many to 
righteousness will shine as the stars for ever and 
ever. This glorious group includes the believers 
who were dead in the Old Testament time and all 

 
1 Mat 24:21 For then there will be great tribulation, such as has not been since the beginning of the world until this 
time, no, nor ever shall be.; Jeremiah 30:7 Alas! For that day is great, So that none is like it; And it is the time of 
Jacob’s trouble, But he shall be saved out of it.; Rom 11:25-26 For I do not desire, brethren, that you should be 
ignorant of this mystery, lest you should be wise in your own opinion, that blindness in part has happened to 
Israel until the fullness of the Gentiles has come in. 26 And so all Israel will be saved, as it is written: 
“The Deliverer will come out of Zion, And He will turn away ungodliness from Jacob; ; Rev 7:5  of the tribe of Judah 
twelve thousand were sealed; of the tribe of Reuben twelve thousand were sealed; of the tribe of Gad twelve 
thousand were sealed;  
2 Mat 27:52  and the graves were opened; and many bodies of the saints who had fallen asleep were raised;; Rev 
20:5-6  But the rest of the dead did not live again until the thousand years were finished. This is the first 
resurrection. 6 Blessed and holy is he who has part in the first resurrection. Over such the second death has no 
power, but they shall be priests of God and of Christ, and shall reign with Him a thousand years.; Rev 20:4  And I 
saw thrones, and they sat on them, and judgment was committed to them. Then I saw the souls of those who had 
been beheaded for their witness to Jesus and for the word of God, who had not worshiped the beast or his image, 
and had not received his mark on their foreheads or on their hands. And they lived and reigned with Christ for a 
thousand years. 
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4 “But you, Daniel, shut up the words, and seal 
the book until the time of the end; many 
shall run to and fro, and knowledge shall 
increase.” 

5 Then I, Daniel, looked; and there stood two 
others, one on this riverbank and the other on 
that riverbank. 6 And one said to the man 
clothed in linen, who was above the waters of 
the river, “How long shall the fulfillment of 
these wonders be?” 7 Then I heard the man 
clothed in linen, who was above the waters of 
the river, when he held up his right hand and 
his left hand to heaven, and swore by Him who 
lives forever, that it shall be for a time, times, 
and half a time; and when the power of the 
holy people has been completely shattered, all 
these things shall be finished. 

8 Although I heard, I did not understand. Then I 
said, “My lord, what shall be the end of 
these things?” 9 And he said, “Go your 
way, Daniel, for the words are closed up and 
sealed till the time of the end. 10 Many shall be 
purified, made white, and refined, but the 
wicked shall do wickedly; and none of the 
wicked shall understand, but the wise shall 
understand. 11 “And from the time that the 
daily sacrifice is taken away, and the 
abomination of desolation is set up, there shall 
be one thousand two hundred and ninety 
days.  

12 Blessed is he who waits, and comes to the 
one thousand three hundred and thirty-five 
days. 

13 “But you, go your way till the end; for you 
shall rest, and will arise to your inheritance at 
the end of the days.” 

 

New Testament believers, who are part of the 
first stage of the first resurrection in heaven. 
 
4=Q2 The book of Daniel was commanded to be 
sealed until the time of the end, which is why it is 
now considered deeply significant. The increase 
of knowledge mentioned in this context refers 
specifically to the prophetic knowledge contained 
within Daniel's book, which would only be 
understood in the latter days. As events begin to 
unfold and are "set up," Daniel's prophecies 
become increasingly clear and relevant, 
revealing both fulfilled predictions and the 
potential for things yet to transpire. 
 
5-7= The setting described as "the riverbank” or 
“the bank of the river" refers to the Tigris River in 
Babylon. The figure identified as "the man 
clothes in linen" is interpreted to be Jesus. The 
phrase "a time, times, and half a time" is a 
symbolic measurement that is understood to 
represent a period of 3 and a half years, the 
former part of the 7 years. It is 1,260 days which 
equals 42 months or three and a half years, 
according to Daniel's 360-day Babylonian 
calendar.. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
8-11= The text describes a period following the 
Antichrist's arrival in Jerusalem, where he will 
halt Temple worship with the abomination and 
once again disperse the Jews. Those obedient to 
Christ will flee to the wilderness where they will 
be protected for a period known as 3 and 1/2 
year period, 1,260 days, the later part of the 7 
years.  At the end of these 1,260 days, the power 
of the Antichrist and the kingdom of darkness will 
be completely broken and finished. However, the 
text notes an additional 30 days beyond this later 
3 and 1/2 year period, i.e., 1,290 days. 
 
 
12= Q3 The text suggests an additional 45 days 
beyond the previous 30-day extension, 1,335 
days, based on the Babylonian calendar, which 
may be the time needed to complete the 
judgment of the survivors of the Tribulation 
during the 30 days. This total of 75 days (30 
days plus 45 days) following the later 3 and ½ 
years period is proposed as the duration 
required for God's judgment during the 30 days, 
after which those whom the Lord deems 
righteous will be permitted to enter the 
millennium kingdom age during the 45 days. 
 
13= The text affirms that the Old Testament 
saints will have their place, just as the Church 
will have its place in the glorious kingdom of 
God. The crucial question is one's personal 
eligibility, which depends entirely on their 
relationship with Jesus Christ today. 

   
Note: Most Christians say the Scripture is important, but rarely study every word in the Scripture 
and commit it to the Lord. So, it’s better to study it and live accordingly after the Spirit for the Lord 
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(2 Tim 2:15).  This online word for global crusade in effect develops from the expositional sermon

This actually frees the 
fellowship from the burden of mortgage or rental payments tied to maintaining such a 
property. Instead, we are reminded that we ourselves are the church—not a building—as 
we gather together in Jesus' name. At present, the Lord has graciously provided at least 
seven meeting places among fifteen available each week. And if the Lord desires for 
CCAH to have a permanent building in the future, He will provide it in His time, for CCAH 
belongs wholly to Jesus, who is all in all.

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Q 1. How many members or offerings are at CCAH? 

A 1. People say, "How many people have been saved?" we don’t know, but God knows, although we 
acknowledge that God has arranged over 1,000 units of communities, 7 sober living facilities, over 200 
units of veteran community, KJV English & RVR Spanish Scriptures & 200 lunches per week for the 
homeless, and over a million online visitors (Mat 25:40 “unto one of the least of these”). It doesn’t 
matter. It’s something we leave the numbers with God. He knows those that are His and that’s the 
important thing (e.g. David's motive for census in 1 Chro 21:1). Therefore, we don't worry about the 
numbers of the members and of tithes and offerings because the Lord has given the increase, He has 
added them to CCAH so far (1 Cor 3:7; Acts 2:47; 2 Sam 24:1-3), not as we have done at all, and CCAH is 
His own church (souls), the Lord's church, "Jesus is all in all," purchased with His blood (Mat 16:18; 1 
Cor 6:20; Acts 20:28). Since His foolishness is wiser than men, such as all men's visions/ plans/ 
programs (1 Cor 1:25; Zechariah 4:6), and His thoughts unto each soul are more in number than the sand 
(Psalm 139:17-18), we are just active obedient followers of the Lord, venturing out in faith, "Let CCAH 
go, let God." 

And if you did indeed receive the increase, why do you boast as if you had not received it? (1 Cor 4:7) 
For we are not, as so many, peddling the word of God; but as of sincerity, but as from God, we speak in 
the sight of God in Christ (2 Cor 2:17), CCAH continues faithfully in teaching the entire Scripture simply 
without alteration, fellowship, communion, and prayers, being the witnesses to Christ, powered with the 
Spirit, in Jerusalem, all Judea, Samaria, and to the end of the earth (Acts 1:8; 2:42, 47). The truth the 
Word of God matters wherever - offline, indoor, outdoor, online, at sea, or in sky - and whenever - 
Sunday, Saturday, weekday, every day, this generation time, or the future generation time (John 5:39; 
17:17). The truth shall make us free (John 8:32), from where Christ is named, where commercial 
capitalism is controlling, where territorial boundaries are lined, or where racial, material, or hereditary 
partiality underscores. Every Christian is exhorted to go to church at any convenient place unless she is 
against "the principles of doctrine of Christ" (Heb 6:1) because of "one church (Eklesia) on the earth" 
(Eph 1:22-23). Touchable over 1,000 souls by offline and foreseeable over 1 million souls by online at 
CCAH are being fed by the whole counsel of God throughout the Spirit, living by every His word (1 John 
2:27; Luke 4:4). CCAH does care about each soul because we believe that everybody is impartially created 
by God in His image (Gen 1:26) -- regardless of race, gender, age, wealth, or education such as Caucasian, 
male, youth, rich, Ivy league graduate, or not-- and that the eternal value of each soul is much greater 
than the value of any material/ temporal/ perishable things on the earth (James 3:17; Mat 16:26). 
When God leads, God provides (1 Chronicles 22:11). So, we don't seek money because it follows the faith 
in the almighty Lord by the love of God. Therefore, we never ask people for money, but would offer what 
we have to the Lord and pray Him to handle the issues (like Andrew rather than Philip in John 6:6-9). 
Individually, we can discern our each mind before the Lord, as how much love for Him can be observed 
(1) by the money index to divide willing expenditures to God by total expenditures (Luke 12:34; 21:2-
3), as well as (2) by how much the words of God we love (John 1:1). We know that any offering to God 
without willing mind is not accepted by God (2 Cor 8:12). The public love money especially in capitalism 
society because without money capitalism would not exist. However, we as Christians should not love 
money but should know its nature (1 Timothy 6:10). CCAH has been controlled not by money even in the 
capitalism society but by sovereign almighty God. The foundation of CCAH finance has begun from a 
homeless person's 2 dime offering to the Lord for CCAH at the Rock Fortress facility. The willing mind 
part for an offering should always prevail over its money part. An offering box in a church service or a 
donation button on websites through CCAH is a way to express a donor’s love for God by willing donation, 
the 1st part rather than 2nd money part, according to the Scripture (Mark 12:43; Luke 21:3-4). In fact, 
the fund raising or the fund seeking is not necessary for CCAH but the Lord seeking is sufficient because 
God is continually working through His church, CCAH, in Acts 29 (1 Chronicles 28:9; 2 Chronicles 15:1-
2). We have spent offerings/donations about 40% for external ministries (for missions in Philippians 
4:15-19 & for charity in Matthew 25:40) based upon our faith of "one church (Eklesia) on the earth" -- 
the holy universal church, not unholy ecumenical church -- (e.g. 1st Quarter 2014, 43.15%; 4st Quarter 
2013, 55.6 %; 3rd Quarter 2013, 20.11%; 2nd Quarter 2013, 55.91%; 1st Quarter, 2013 43.26%; 4th 
Quarter, 2012 45.57%, etc.), rather than spent them for additional social/cultural/popular internal 
programs. But about 60% for the internal ministries following the model of the early church in the Book 

of Acts is spent for sheep to be fed with spiritual food (Galatians 6:6) and for staff (1 Timothy 5:17-18). 

CCAH is the poor in material and spirit, but is the rich to give it away for Christ's sake, e.g., about 40% 
of annual offerings, with the poor hearts in spirit. The Lord is the shepherd of CCAH who is "as sorrowful, 
yet always rejoicing; as poor, yet making many rich; as having nothing, and yet possessing all things" (2 
Cor 6:10).

In today's world, shaped by capitalism and materialism, money has become 
central to human life. However, how we allocate our financial resources reflects 
the priorities of our heart. As Matthew 6:21 states, "For where your treasure is, 
there your heart will be also." CCAH uses a donation basket or online donation 
button as a way for individuals to examine their love for God, gauging it through 
their willingness to support His work. These tools are not for fundraising but 
rather to encourage believers to align their financial priorities with their faith, 
recognizing that where one’s money goes often indicates where their heart lies.
