Q1.  In 7:15,  “ Then the Lord took me as I followed the flock, And the Lord said to me, 
‘Go, prophesy to My people Israel,” what does it mean in the context? And what can we 
learn from here?  

Q2. In 8:11 “ ‘Behold, the days are coming,’ says the Lord God, ‘That I will send a 
famine on the land, Not a famine of bread, Nor a thirst for water, But of hearing the 
words of the Lord,’”  what does it mean?  And how can we apply it to our lives? 

Q3. In 9:15, “ ‘I will plant them in their land, And no longer shall they be pulled up 
From the land I have given them,’ Says the Lord your God,’” what does it mean in the 
context? And how can we apply it to our lives? 

(Background for context of this text on Daily Bible Reading and Studying Weekly Book Basis)  
 

In the last time, in  Amos 6:13-14, “You who rejoice over Lo Debar, Who say, ‘Have we 
not taken Karnaim for ourselves By our own strength?’    14 ‘But, behold, I will raise up a 
nation against you, O house of Israel,’ Says the Lord God of hosts; ‘And they will afflict 
you from the entrance of Hamath To the Valley of the Arabah,’” God warned Israel that 
despite its seemingly insignificant size compared to the mighty Assyrian empire—which 
stretched from the northern city of Hamath to the southern Valley of Arabah, 
encompassing even a small border town like Karnaim—the entire nation would be 
wiped out. True to His word, the Assyrians invaded and destroyed Israel. Whenever we 
commit a sin, confess it truly immediately and then He would forgive us. 2 kings 17:6; 1 
John 1:9 

The prophet Amos, a resident of Judah called by God, delivered his prophecies primarily 
to the Northern Kingdom of Israel during the period of approximately 780-740 BC. This 
period coincided with the reigns of the 9th King Azariah (also known as Uzziah) and later 
the 10th King Jotham in Judah, and the reign of the 13th King Jeroboam II in Israel.

1 Thus the Lord God showed me: Behold, He 
formed locust swarms at the beginning of the

1= The series of four initial visions granted to the 
prophet Amos—specifically the locusts, fire, 
plumb line(beginning in Amos 7), and basket of 
summer fruit (in Amos 8)—served as a clear 
message from God, revealing His intentions and 
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late crop; indeed it was the late crop after the 
king’s mowings.  

 

2 And so it was, when they had finished eating 
the grass of the land, that I said: 

“O Lord God, forgive, I pray! 
Oh, that Jacob may stand, 
For he is small!” 

 
3 So the Lord relented concerning this. 
“It shall not be,” said the Lord. 

4 Thus the Lord God showed me: Behold, the 
Lord God called for conflict by fire, and it 
consumed the great deep and devoured 
the territory. 5 Then I said: “O Lord God, cease, 
I pray! Oh, that Jacob may stand, 
For he is small!” 

 
6 So the Lord relented concerning this. 
“This also shall not be,” said the Lord God. 

 

7 Thus He showed me: Behold, the Lord stood 
on a wall made with a plumb line, with a plumb 
line in His hand. 8 And the Lord said to me, 
“Amos, what do you see?” And I said, “A 
plumb line.” Then the Lord said: “Behold, I am 
setting a plumb line In the midst of My people 
Israel; I will not pass by them anymore. 
9 The high places of Isaac shall be desolate, 
And the sanctuaries of Israel shall be laid 
waste. I will rise with the sword against the 
house of Jeroboam.” 

 

 

impending judgment to the people. These 
revelations were intended to awaken the 
Israelites, demonstrating the dangerous path 
they were on and prompting them to repent and 
turn back to God, ultimately showing that God's 
actions in their lives are meant for their benefit 
and spiritual correction. 
 
2= Upon witnessing the impending judgment, 
which took the form of a devastating plague of 
locusts (grasshoppers) that threatened to devour 
the entire land, the prophet Amos was moved to 
cry out to the Lord in intercession. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
3=The difference in translation between "repent" 
(KJV) and "relent" (NKJV) is significant when 
describing God's actions in this verse 3 & the 
verse 6. Using "relent" is often considered the 
more precise interpretation because, unlike a 
human who might repent due to error or regret, 
God does not make mistakes. Instead, when the 
text describes God's feeling in response to 
human behavior (as seen in the vision of the 
locusts in Amos), it signifies that He expresses 
often sorrow or compassion regarding the 
consequences of sin, thereby relenting from an 
intended judgment rather than regretting a past 
decision. 
 
 
6= The visions of the locusts and the fire 
illustrated the impending severe judgment and 
destruction that God was considering for Israel. 
These were potential methods of divine 
judgment revealed to the prophet Amos. The key 
message conveyed was that through repentant 
prayer, Israel could move God to spare them 
from the threatened punishment. 
 
7-9= The vision of the plumb line, given to Amos 
by God, used the construction tool—a device 
that ensures a wall is straight—as a metaphor for 
divine judgment. Just as a crooked wall is 
destined to collapse, God revealed that He was 
measuring Israel against His standard of 
righteousness. This vision underscored God's 
desire for His people to be right with Him, 
necessitating the immediate identification and 
removal of the sin that makes them spiritually 
crooked. 
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10 Then Amaziah the priest of Bethel sent 
to Jeroboam king of Israel, saying, “Amos has 
conspired against you in the midst of the 
house of Israel. The land is not able to bear all 
his words. 11 For thus Amos has said: 

‘Jeroboam shall die by the sword, 
And Israel shall surely be led away captive 
From their own land.’ ” 

12 Then Amaziah said to Amos: “Go, you seer! 
Flee to the land of Judah. 
There eat bread, 
And there prophesy. 

 
13 But never again prophesy at Bethel, 
For it is the king’s sanctuary, 
And it is the royal residence.” 

 

14 Then Amos answered, and said to Amaziah: 

“I was no prophet, 
Nor was I a son of a prophet, 
But I was a sheepbreeder 
And a tender of sycamore fruit. 

 
15 Then the Lord took me as I followed the 
flock, 
And the Lord said to me, 
‘Go, prophesy to My people Israel.’ 

 
16 Now therefore, hear the word of the Lord: 
You say, ‘Do not prophesy against Israel, 
And do not spout against the house of Isaac.’ 

 
 
10= When the prophet Amos delivered God’s 
judgment against King Jeroboam II and the 
Northern Kingdom of Israel, he was directly 
opposed by Amaziah, a priest of Bethel. Bethel 
was a center of false worship in Israel, where 
leaders, like Amaziah, served the golden calf 
idols (as established in 1 Kings 12:28-29) rather 
than the true God. Consequently, Amos, as 
God's spokesman exposing the nation’s sins to 
prompt repentance, was wrongfully viewed as a 
traitor or conspirator against both the king and 
the state. Amaziah’s immediate defense of his 
position and demand for Amos to "Leave us 
alone!" demonstrated a refusal to hear God's 
corrective message, illustrating how the Word of 
God torments those living in sin who prioritize 
their own recognition, power, and comfort over 
obedience.  1 Kings 12:28-291 
 
12= The term "seer" refers to an individual, such 
as a prophet, who possesses the spiritual gift of 
seeing into the spiritual realm and perceiving 
visions, thereby gaining insight into God's will 
and the realities of the spirit world. 
 
13= The message delivered by Amos, which 
included the prediction of King Jeroboam II’s 
death by the sword and the eventual captivity of 
Israel, proved to be completely accurate, as both 
events later occurred. However, the ruling 
authorities and the people actively rejected this 
truth, illustrating a common human tendency to 
resist and dislike hearing uncomfortable truths, 
even when they are necessary for self-correction 
and survival. 
 
14= Amos described himself as merely a 
herdsman who followed his flock, originating 
from the highly barren region of Tekoa, located 
south of Bethlehem, emphasizing his humble, 
non-professional background before being called 
by God. God loves humble heart and faithful 
doing like Amos. 
 
 
 
 
15=Q1 Despite lacking any formal prophetic 
education, Amos was an ordinary individual—a 
herdsman taken from his common life—who 
simply demonstrated obedience to God's specific 
call: "Go, prophesy to My people Israel." This 
highlights that God frequently selects and 
empowers common people, emphasizing that 
obedience, rather than social standing or special 
qualifications, is the true measure of a faithful 
servant, overcoming the human tendency to 
excuse oneself from service due to a feeling of 
being unimportant or ordinary. 
 
 
16= Amos cited Amaziah’s statement. 
 
 

 
1 1 Kings 12:28-29 Therefore the king asked advice, made two calves of gold, and said to the people, “It is too much 

for you to go up to Jerusalem. Here are your gods, O Israel, which brought you up from the land of Egypt!” 29 And he 
set up one in Bethel, and the other he put in Dan. 
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17 “Therefore thus says the Lord: 

‘Your wife shall be a harlot in the city; 
Your sons and daughters shall fall by the 
sword; 
Your land shall be divided by survey line; 
You shall die in a defiled land; 
And Israel shall surely be led away captive 
From his own land.’ ” 

8 1Thus the Lord God showed me: Behold, a 
basket of summer fruit. 2 And He said, “Amos, 
what do you see?” So I said, “A basket of 
summer fruit.” 

Then the Lord said to me:“ The end has come 
upon My people Israel; 
I will not pass by them anymore. 
3 And the songs of the temple 
Shall be wailing in that day,” 
Says the Lord God— 
“Many dead bodies everywhere, 
They shall be thrown out in silence.” 

4 Hear this, you who swallow up the needy, 
And make the poor of the land fail, 

5 Saying: “When will the New Moon be past, 
That we may sell grain? And the Sabbath, 
That we may trade wheat? 
Making the ephah small and the shekel large, 
Falsifying the scales by deceit, 
6 That we may buy the poor for silver, 
And the needy for a pair of sandals— 
Even sell the bad wheat?” 

 
 
 
17= God’s statement to Amaziah’s statement of 
the verse 16 is most likely refers to a formal and 
severe indictment (charge of wrongdoing) being 
issued against Amaziah’s family and the nation 
of Israel, signifying that a strong judgment or 
punishment of their national conduct is being 
leveled. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
8 
 
1=  The prophetic message about the 4th vision 
of the summer fruit signifies that a time of 
desolation and destruction is imminent because 
God has reached the limit of His patience and 
intervention, paralleling the judgment during the 
time of Noah when God declared, "My Spirit shall 
not always strive with man." This finality occurs 
when people have repeatedly hardened their 
hearts and refused to listen, reaching a point 
where God says, "I’m not gonna pass by them 
again," effectively giving them up to the 
consequences of their actions. Therefore, it is 
critically important for people to maintain a 
tender and open heart to continue hearing God’s 
voice and avoid crossing that irreversible line.   
Gen 6:3-6; Rom 1:242 
 
 
 
 
 
4= One of the practices that God deeply abhors 
is the oppression of the poor and the act of 
taking advantage of them.  Isaiah 10:1-23 
 
5-6= . The unripe summer fruit before the New 
moon was sold by merchants like ripe fruit, Also, 
by short changing quantity by falsifying the 
scales to make a smaller volume with epha (3/5 
bushel or 21.2 liters)  unit and  to enlarge weight 
with shekel (2/5 ounce; 11.34 grams) unit or lying 
chaff as wheat, or rotten stuff, the crop was sold 
to boost the price. Their real interest was making 
money, not worshipping God. That’s whole 
commercial interest. They were making the poor 
or the needy slaves. 
 
 

 
2 Gen 6:3-6 And the Lord said, “My Spirit shall not strive[a] with man forever, for he is indeed flesh; yet his days shall 
be one hundred and twenty years.” 4 There were giants on the earth in those days, and also afterward, when the sons 
of God came in to the daughters of men and they bore children to them. Those were the mighty men who were of old, 
men of renown. 5Then the Lord saw that the wickedness of man was great in the earth, and that every intent of the 
thoughts of his heart was only evil continually. 6 And the Lord was sorry that He had made man on the earth, and He 
was grieved in His heart.; Rom 1:24 Therefore God also gave them up to uncleanness, in the lusts of their hearts, to 
dishonor their bodies among themselves, 

3 Isaiah 10:1-2 Woe to those who decree unrighteous decrees, Who write misfortune, Which they have prescribed 
2 To rob the needy of justice, And to take what is right from the poor of My people, That widows may be their prey, 
And that they may rob the fatherless.

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7 The Lord has sworn by the pride of Jacob: 
“Surely I will never forget any of their works. 
8 Shall the land not tremble for this, 
And everyone mourn who dwells in it? 
All of it shall swell like the River, 
Heave and subside 
Like the River of Egypt. 

9 “And it shall come to pass in that day,” says 
the Lord God, 
“That I will make the sun go down at noon, 
And I will darken the earth in road daylight; 
10 I will turn your feasts into mourning, 
And all your songs into lamentation; 
I will bring sackcloth on every waist, 
And baldness on every head; 
I will make it like mourning for an only son, 
And its end like a bitter day.

And, ‘As the way of Beersheba lives!’ 
They shall fall and never rise again.” 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
8= The prophet warns that the enemy will launch 
an overwhelming invasion, sweeping across the 
land with a force and magnitude comparable to 
the annual, destructive overflowing of the Nile 
River in Egypt. 
 
 
 
 
9-10= The prophecy that speaks of a day when 
the sun would go down at noon and the earth 
would be darkened on a clear feast day, turning 
songs into great lamentation and mourning for 
an only son, finds its most profound fulfillment in 
the Gospel accounts of the day of Jesus's 
crucifixion . According as the Gospels record, 
while Jesus was hanging on the cross during the 
Feast of Passover, a sudden and inexplicable 
darkness came over all the land from noon until 
three in the afternoon, leading to widespread 
mourning for the death of God's Only Son. Mat 
27:45-464 
 
 
 
 
 
11=Q2 A historical period of approximately four 
hundred years—known as the Intertestamental 
Period—separates the Old Testament (ending 
with the book of Malachi) from the New 
Testament. This era is often characterized as a 
"famine for the word of God" because, during 
this time, there were no new prophetic 
revelations or scriptural messages from God to 
His people. This historical reality highlights a 
modern concern: that it’s sadly rare today to find 
churches whose ministry is centered on teaching 
the Bible itself. 
 
 
13= The Israelites in Amos's time demonstrated 
such profound disinterest and apathy toward 
God's message that God declared He would 
remove even the opportunity to hear His word—
a dire spiritual judgment. Their misplaced faith 
was evident in their pagan oaths, such as 
swearing by the golden calf idol in Dan ("Thy 
god, O Dan, liveth" KJV) and by the pilgrimage 
site in Beersheba ("The manner of Beersheba 
liveth" KJV), practices that God warned would 
lead to their irreversible downfall. Although today 
we have Scripture readily available, many people 
still neglect the Bible while searching for answers 
to life's problems. Therefore, we must actively 
direct them to the Word of God, highlighting the 
specific applicable passages that address their 
individual needs and questions. 
 

 
4Mat 27:45-46  Now from the sixth hour until the ninth hour there was darkness over all the land. 46 And about the ninth 
hour Jesus cried out with a loud voice, saying, “Eli, Eli, lama sabachthani?” that is, “My God, My God, why have You 
forsaken Me?” 
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9  

1I saw the Lord standing by the altar, and He 
said: “Strike the doorposts, that the thresholds 
may shake, 
And break them on the heads of them all. 
I will slay the last of them with the sword. 
He who flees from them shall not get away, 
And he who escapes from them shall not be 
delivered.

9  
 
 
1= Amos concludes his prophecy in this Chapter 
9 by declaring that judgment would begin at the 
altar and foretelling the subsequent dispersion of 
the people. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
2-4=God’s 's judgment is inescapable and 
relentless; having crossed the line through 
persistent sin, the wicked can no longer retract 
their path. As David affirmed in Psalm 139:8 
concerning God's omnipresence, there is no 
place to hide, whether attempting to ascend into 
heaven or descend to the lowest depths (hell). 
The prophet Amos powerfully illustrated this 
certainty by picturing God's judgment relentlessly 
pursuing the wicked like a serpent of the sea, 
confirming that no matter how high (like Mount 
Carmel) or how low one goes, God will find and 
judge all according to their deeds. God will not 
ignore wickedness. His judgment keeps coming 
after it until justice is done. Psalm 139:85 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
5-6= God builds his structures in the heavens, 
establishes his foundation on the earth, and 
commands the waters of the sea to be poured 
out upon the face of the earth.

7 “Are you not like the people of Ethiopia to Me, 
O children of Israel?” says the Lord.

7= God will judge Israel just as strictly as He 
judges foreign nations like Ethiopia in Africa, 
Caphtor (the island of Crete), or Syria. This 
shows that God is not only the God of Israel but 
the God of the entire universe, who controls all 
nations. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
8=God provided assurance to the Israelites that 
He would not "utterly destroy" them, 
emphasizing His ultimate intention to redeem the 
remnant who would eventually return to Him. 
 
 
 
 
9=   Although Assyria would fulfill prophecy by 
invading and destroying Israel, leading the 
people into exile and captivity, God assured that 
a faithful remnant would be preserved. This 
period of invasion and captivity, predicted 
centuries in advance, served as a means of 
national purification, yet ensured that no true 
believer would be eternally lost. .Deu 28:626 
 
10= It is folly for people to believe they can 
escape the judgment or wrath of God, because, 
as Scripture warns, "Do not be deceived, God is 
not mocked; for whatever a man sows, that he 
will also reap" (Galatians 6:7). While a time of 
darkness may descend as the consequence of 
one's actions, this period is not final; rather, it will 
pass, “it came to pass in those days,” for the 
remnants that  God ultimately guides those who 
turn to Him out of judgment into the glorious 
light.. Luke 2:1a; Gal 6:77 
 
11-12= The divine covenant with David (2 
Samuel 7:16) promised that one of his 
descendants would perpetually sit on the throne, 
indicating a future time when God would raise up 
and restore the kingdom to its promised glory for 
both Israel and Judah. This promise is 
fundamentally fulfilled in the Messiah, Jesus 
Christ, who, through His resurrection, 
established an eternal rule and inaugurated a 
renewed people.

This actually frees the 
fellowship from the burden of mortgage or rental payments tied to maintaining such a 
property.

At present, the Lord has graciously provided at least 
seven meeting places among fifteen available each week. And if the Lord desires for 
CCAH to have a permanent building in the future, He will provide it in His time, for CCAH 
belongs wholly to Jesus, who is all in all.

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Q 1. How many members or offerings are at CCAH? 

A 1. People say, "How many people have been saved?" we don’t know, but God knows, although we 
acknowledge that God has arranged over 1,000 units of communities, 7 sober living facilities, over 200 
units of veteran community, KJV English & RVR Spanish Scriptures & 200 lunches per week for the 
homeless, and over a million online visitors (Mat 25:40 “unto one of the least of these”). It doesn’t 
matter. It’s something we leave the numbers with God. He knows those that are His and that’s the 
important thing (e.g. David's motive for census in 1 Chro 21:1). Therefore, we don't worry about the 
numbers of the members and of tithes and offerings because the Lord has given the increase, He has 
added them to CCAH so far (1 Cor 3:7; Acts 2:47; 2 Sam 24:1-3), not as we have done at all, and CCAH is 
His own church (souls), the Lord's church, "Jesus is all in all," purchased with His blood (Mat 16:18; 1 
Cor 6:20; Acts 20:28). Since His foolishness is wiser than men, such as all men's visions/ plans/ 
programs (1 Cor 1:25; Zechariah 4:6), and His thoughts unto each soul are more in number than the sand 
(Psalm 139:17-18), we are just active obedient followers of the Lord, venturing out in faith, "Let CCAH 
go, let God." 

And if you did indeed receive the increase, why do you boast as if you had not received it? (1 Cor 4:7) 
For we are not, as so many, peddling the word of God; but as of sincerity, but as from God, we speak in 
the sight of God in Christ (2 Cor 2:17), CCAH continues faithfully in teaching the entire Scripture simply 
without alteration, fellowship, communion, and prayers, being the witnesses to Christ, powered with the 
Spirit, in Jerusalem, all Judea, Samaria, and to the end of the earth (Acts 1:8; 2:42, 47). The truth the 
Word of God matters wherever - offline, indoor, outdoor, online, at sea, or in sky - and whenever - 
Sunday, Saturday, weekday, every day, this generation time, or the future generation time (John 5:39; 
17:17). The truth shall make us free (John 8:32), from where Christ is named, where commercial 
capitalism is controlling, where territorial boundaries are lined, or where racial, material, or hereditary 
partiality underscores. Every Christian is exhorted to go to church at any convenient place unless she is 
against "the principles of doctrine of Christ" (Heb 6:1) because of "one church (Eklesia) on the earth" 
(Eph 1:22-23). Touchable over 1,000 souls by offline and foreseeable over 1 million souls by online at 
CCAH are being fed by the whole counsel of God throughout the Spirit, living by every His word (1 John 
2:27; Luke 4:4). CCAH does care about each soul because we believe that everybody is impartially created 
by God in His image (Gen 1:26) -- regardless of race, gender, age, wealth, or education such as Caucasian, 
male, youth, rich, Ivy league graduate, or not-- and that the eternal value of each soul is much greater 
than the value of any material/ temporal/ perishable things on the earth (James 3:17; Mat 16:26). 
When God leads, God provides (1 Chronicles 22:11). So, we don't seek money because it follows the faith 
in the almighty Lord by the love of God. Therefore, we never ask people for money, but would offer what 
we have to the Lord and pray Him to handle the issues (like Andrew rather than Philip in John 6:6-9). 
Individually, we can discern our each mind before the Lord, as how much love for Him can be observed 
(1) by the money index to divide willing expenditures to God by total expenditures (Luke 12:34; 21:2-
3), as well as (2) by how much the words of God we love (John 1:1). We know that any offering to God 
without willing mind is not accepted by God (2 Cor 8:12). The public love money especially in capitalism 
society because without money capitalism would not exist. However, we as Christians should not love 
money but should know its nature (1 Timothy 6:10). CCAH has been controlled not by money even in the 
capitalism society but by sovereign almighty God. The foundation of CCAH finance has begun from a 
homeless person's 2 dime offering to the Lord for CCAH at the Rock Fortress facility. The willing mind 
part for an offering should always prevail over its money part. An offering box in a church service or a 
donation button on websites through CCAH is a way to express a donor’s love for God by willing donation, 
the 1st part rather than 2nd money part, according to the Scripture (Mark 12:43; Luke 21:3-4). In fact, 
the fund raising or the fund seeking is not necessary for CCAH but the Lord seeking is sufficient because 
God is continually working through His church, CCAH, in Acts 29 (1 Chronicles 28:9; 2 Chronicles 15:1-
2). We have spent offerings/donations about 40% for external ministries (for missions in Philippians 
4:15-19 & for charity in Matthew 25:40) based upon our faith of "one church (Eklesia) on the earth" -- 
the holy universal church, not unholy ecumenical church -- (e.g. 1st Quarter 2014, 43.15%; 4st Quarter 
2013, 55.6 %; 3rd Quarter 2013, 20.11%; 2nd Quarter 2013, 55.91%; 1st Quarter, 2013 43.26%; 4th 
Quarter, 2012 45.57%, etc.), rather than spent them for additional social/cultural/popular internal 
programs. But about 60% for the internal ministries following the model of the early church in the Book 

of Acts is spent for sheep to be fed with spiritual food (Galatians 6:6) and for staff (1 Timothy 5:17-18). 

CCAH is the poor in material and spirit, but is the rich to give it away for Christ's sake, e.g., about 40% 
of annual offerings, with the poor hearts in spirit. The Lord is the shepherd of CCAH who is "as sorrowful, 
yet always rejoicing; as poor, yet making many rich; as having nothing, and yet possessing all things" (2 
Cor 6:10).

The church's focus is to fulfill 
God's calling, ministering through the provision and guidance He provides, rather 
than through conventional fundraising methods or material wealth. 

2. The Lord Doesn't Need Money but Your Heart 

God, being self-sufficient, does not require human wealth. In Acts 17:25, Paul 
reminds us that God is not served by human hands, "as though He needed 
anything," because He gives life and all things. Therefore, offerings, tithes, gifts, 
or donations are not payments to God but expressions of love, faith, and 
obedience to His Word. God desires our hearts, and giving is a demonstration of 
where our heart is with Him. As Jesus taught in Matthew 10:37, loving God above 
all else—including family and possessions—is essential to being worthy of Him. 
It is not the amount we give but the love and devotion that accompany our giving. 

3. A Donation Basket or Online Donation Button as a Reflection of Your Love for 
God 

In today's world, shaped by capitalism and materialism, money has become 
central to human life. However, how we allocate our financial resources reflects 
the priorities of our heart. As Matthew 6:21 states, "For where your treasure is, 
there your heart will be also." CCAH uses a donation basket or online donation 
button as a way for individuals to examine their love for God, gauging it through 
their willingness to support His work. These tools are not for fundraising but 
rather to encourage believers to align their financial priorities with their faith, 
recognizing that where one’s money goes often indicates where their heart lies. 

CCAH follows a Spirit-led approach, relying on God's provision rather than 
human efforts to seek funds. Therefore, donations at CCAH serve as a personal 
testament to one’s love for God, and are gratefully accepted as an act of faith and 
commitment to advancing His kingdom. Note that we do tolerate others’ fund 
raising for Godly things which are in Jesus, because of the supremacy of Agape 
love.
