Today, we’d like to see the title of “The Tabernacle Structure”  in Exodus 26-27. 
To the souls on this Online Word through Podcast or YouTube Channel, on the earth, 
we’d like to suggest the 3 expositional Questions. (Maranatha Worship Songs : Videos;

Q1.  In 26:1-2,  “ Moreover you shall make the tabernacle with ten curtains of fine woven 
linen and blue, purple, and scarlet thread; with artistic designs of cherubim you shall 
weave them. 2 The length of each curtain shall be twenty-eight cubits, and the width of 
each curtain four cubits. And every one of the curtains shall have the same 
measurements,” what do these mean in the context? And what can we learn from here?  

Q2. In 26:33, “And you shall hang the veil from the clasps. Then you shall bring the ark 
of the Testimony in there, behind the veil. The veil shall be a divider for you between the 
holy place and the Most Holy,”  what does it mean in the context?  And how can we 
apply it to our lives? 

Q3. In 27:1-2, “You shall make an altar of acacia wood, five cubits long and five cubits 
wide—the altar shall be square—and its height shall be three cubits. 2 You shall make 
its horns on its four corners; its horns shall be of one piece with it. And you shall overlay 
it with bronze,” what do these mean in the context? And how can we apply these to our 
lives? 

(Background for context of this text on Daily Bible Reading and Studying Weekly Book Basis)  

In the last time, In Exodus 25:31-40, “You shall also make a lampstand of pure gold; the 
lampstand shall be of hammered work. Its shaft, its branches, its bowls, 
its ornamental knobs, and flowers shall be of one piece. 32 And six branches shall come 
out of its sides: three branches of the lampstand out of one side, and three branches of 
the lampstand out of the other side. 33 Three bowls shall be made like 
almond blossoms on one branch, with an ornamental knob and a flower, and three bowls 
made like almond blossoms on the other branch, with an ornamental knob and a flower—
and so for the six branches that come out of the lampstand. 34 On the lampstand itself 
four bowls shall be made like almond blossoms, each with its ornamental knob and 
flower. 35 And there shall be a knob under the first two branches of the same, a knob 
under the second two branches of the same, and a knob under the third two branches of 
the same, according to the six branches that extend from the lampstand. 36 Their knobs 
and their branches shall be of one piece; all of it shall be one hammered piece of pure 
gold. 37 You shall make seven lamps for it, and they shall arrange its lamps so that 
they give light in front of it. 38 And its wick-trimmers and their trays shall be of pure 
gold. 39 It shall be made of a talent of pure gold, with all these utensils. 40 And see to it that 
you make them according to the pattern which was shown you on the mountain.” The 
gold Lampstand: 1 talent is 75 pounds or 34 kg. In the all above these three pieces of 
furniture seem to represent the Trinity. (1) The mercy seat symbolizes the very presence 
of God the Father. (2) The table of showbread represents Jesus Christ, as He declared, 
"I am the bread of life." (3) The lampstand  (called as Menorah, a golden lampstand with 
7 branches) symbolizes the presence of the Holy Spirit. The Spirit is in every believer. 
The group of believers is a church. The Spirit should overflows to the others, i.e., the light

1  “Moreover you shall make the 
tabernacle with ten curtains of fine woven linen 
and blue, purple, and scarlet thread; with 
artistic designs of cherubim you shall weave 
them. 2 The length of each curtain shall 
be twenty-eight cubits, and the width of each 
curtain four cubits. And every one of the 
curtains shall have the same 

26  
 
1-14 (the curtains the wall) 
 
1-2=Q1 The tabernacle measured 30 cubits 
long, 10 cubits wide, and 10 cubits high (about 
45 × 15 × 15 feet / 13.7 × 4.6 × 4.6 meters). Its 
inner covering was made of 10 linen curtains, 
each 28 cubits long and 4 cubits wide, joined 
together to line the entire interior of the tent. 
Over this was an outer covering of 11 goat’s-hair 
curtains, each 30 cubits long and 4 cubits wide, 
slightly larger so the tent was fully covered and 
protected. The colors used throughout carried 
meaning: blue pointed to heaven, purple to 
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measurements. 3 Five curtains shall be 
coupled to one another, and the other five 
curtains shall be coupled to one another. 4 And 
you shall make loops of blue yarn on the edge 
of the curtain on the selvedge of one set, and 
likewise you shall do on the outer edge of the 
other curtain of the second set. 5 Fifty loops 
you shall make in the one curtain, and fifty 
loops you shall make on the edge of the 
curtain that is on the end of the second set, 
that the loops may be clasped to one 
another. 6 And you shall make fifty clasps of 
gold, and couple the curtains together with the 
clasps, so that it may be one tabernacle. 
7 “You shall also make curtains of 
goats’ hair, to be a tent over the tabernacle. 
You shall make eleven curtains. 8 The length of 
each curtain shall be thirty cubits, and the 
width of each curtain four cubits; and the 
eleven curtains shall all have the same 
measurements. 9 And you shall couple five 
curtains by themselves and six curtains by 
themselves, and you shall double over the 
sixth curtain at the forefront of the tent. 10 You 
shall make fifty loops on the edge of the 
curtain that is outermost in one set, and fifty 
loops on the edge of the curtain of the second 
set. 11 And you shall make fifty bronze clasps, 
put the clasps into the loops, and couple the 
tent together, that it may be one. 12 The 
remnant that remains of the curtains of the 
tent, the half curtain that remains, shall hang 
over the back of the tabernacle. 13 And a cubit 
on one side and a cubit on the other side, of 
what remains of the length of the curtains of 
the tent, shall hang over the sides of the 
tabernacle, on this side and on that side, to 
cover it. 14 “You shall also make a covering of 
ram skins dyed red for the tent, and a covering 
of badger skins above that. 

15 “And for the tabernacle you shall make the 
boards of acacia wood, standing 
upright. 16 Ten cubits shall be the length of a 
board, and a cubit and a half shall be the width 
of each board. 17 Two tenons shall be in each 

God’s kingship, scarlet to sacrifice and blood, 
and white linen to purity and righteousness, 
showing that though the tabernacle was simple 
in size, it was rich in spiritual meaning. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
7= Eleven curtains for the purpose of walls or 
outer covering of the tabernacle were to be 
woven from fine linen using blue, purple, and 
scarlet thread --- seen from outside. That was 
the outer tent goat hair covering, placed over the 
beautiful inner linen curtains.   
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
15-30 (the boards) 
 
 
15-29 = God instructed Israel to build the 
tabernacle framework from acacia wood boards, 
each 10 cubits long and 1½ cubits wide (about 
15 ft / 4.57 m by 2.25 ft / 0.69 m), with two 
tenons fitting into silver sockets. The south and 
north sides each had 20 boards with 40 silver 
bases, while the west side had six boards plus 
two reinforced corner boards, all joined with 
gold-overlaid rings and bars, including a central 
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board for binding one to another. Thus you 
shall make for all the boards of the 
tabernacle. 18 And you shall make the boards 
for the tabernacle, twenty boards for the south 
side. 19 You shall make forty sockets of silver 
under the twenty boards: two sockets under 
each of the boards for its two tenons. 20 And for 
the second side of the tabernacle, the north 
side, there shall be twenty boards 21 and their 
forty sockets of silver: two sockets under each 
of the boards. 22 For the far side of the 
tabernacle, westward, you shall make six 
boards. 23 And you shall also make two boards 
for the two back corners of the 
tabernacle. 24 They shall be coupled together 
at the bottom and they shall be coupled 
together at the top by one ring. Thus it shall be 
for both of them. They shall be for the two 
corners. 25 So there shall be eight boards with 
their sockets of silver—sixteen sockets—two 
sockets under each of the boards. 26 “And you 
shall make bars of acacia wood: five for the 
boards on one side of the tabernacle, 27 five 
bars for the boards on the other side of the 
tabernacle, and five bars for the boards of the 
side of the tabernacle, for the far side 
westward. 28 The middle bar shall pass through 
the midst of the boards from end to end. 29 You 
shall overlay the boards with gold, make their 
rings of gold as holders for the bars, and 
overlay the bars with gold.  30 And you shall 
raise up the tabernacle according to its pattern 
which you were shown on the mountain.  

31 “You shall make a veil woven of blue, purple, 
and scarlet thread, and fine woven linen. It 
shall be woven with an artistic design of 
cherubim. 32 You shall hang it upon the four 
pillars of acacia wood overlaid with gold. Their 
hooks shall be gold, upon four sockets of 
silver. 33 And you shall hang the veil from the 
clasps. Then you shall bring the ark of the 
Testimony in there, behind the veil. The veil 
shall be a divider for you between the 
holy place and the Most Holy. 34 You shall put 
the mercy seat upon the ark of the Testimony 

bar for strength. The east side had no boards 
because it was the entrance, closed not by wood 
but by an embroidered linen screen supported by 
five pillars, marking the divinely appointed way of 
access to God. The entire structure was built 
exactly according to the pattern shown to Moses 
on the mountain, ensuring it was both strong and 
holy. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
30= The tabernacle was designed to be entirely 
portable. Its acacia wood boards were quickly 
set into silver sockets, and five horizontal poles 
ran through the boards to hold the structure 
firmly upright. Once the framework was in place, 
the curtains were laid over the top, and the ark 
was carried in and set at the center. Every 
element was made for mobility, allowing the 
tabernacle to be dismantled, transported, and 
reassembled efficiently. When the time came to 
move, the entire structure could be taken down 
and relocated within a matter of hours, and then 
set up again just as quickly at the next location. 
 
31-37 (veils the inner divider) 
 
31= a single veil was made of fine linen with 
blue, purple and scarlet threads to separate the 
Holy Place from the Holy of Holies. It was the 
inner divider between the Holy Place and the 
Most Holy Place. 
 
 
33=Q2 The veils, also called as curtains, 
separated the two sacred rooms of the 
tabernacle, reflecting the heavenly pattern: the 
Holy Place and the Most Holy Place. The priests 
entered the Holy Place daily to commune with 
God and to minister at the altar of incense, the 
lampstand, and the table of showbread. The 
Most Holy Place, however, was where God’s 
presence dwelt, resting upon the mercy seat that 
covered the Ark of the Testimony. Only the high 
priest was permitted to enter this inner sanctuary, 
and even he could do so only once each year on 
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in the Most Holy. 35 You shall set the table 
outside the veil, and the lampstand across 
from the table on the side of the tabernacle 
toward the south; and you shall put the table 
on the north side.36 “You shall make a screen 
for the door of the tabernacle, woven of blue, 
purple, and scarlet thread, and fine woven 
linen, made by a weaver.  

 

 

37 And you shall make for the screen five pillars 
of acacia wood, and overlay them with gold; 
their hooks shall be gold, and you shall cast 
five sockets of bronze for them.

1 “You shall make an altar of acacia wood, five 
cubits long and five cubits wide—the altar shall be 
square—and its height shall be three cubits. 2 You 
shall make its horns on its four corners; its horns 
shall be of one piece with it. And you shall overlay 
it with bronze. 3 Also you shall make its pans to 
receive its ashes, and its shovels and its basins 
and its forks and its firepans; you shall make all its 
utensils of bronze. 4 You shall make a grate for it, a 
network of bronze; and on the network you shall 
make four bronze rings at its four corners. 5 You 
shall put it under the rim of the altar beneath, that 
the network may be midway up the altar. 6 And you 
shall make poles for the altar, poles of acacia 
wood, and overlay them with bronze. 7 The poles 

the Day of Atonement, to make atonement for 
the sins of the entire nation. When Jesus Christ 
died on the cross, the veil of the temple—which 
had replaced the tabernacle—was torn from top 
to bottom (Mark 15:38), symbolizing direct 
access to God through Christ’s sacrifice, no 
longer requiring priests or animal sacrifices. 
Structurally, the tabernacle itself measured 30 
cubits long, 10 cubits wide, and 10 cubits high 
(about 45 feet / ≈13.7 meters long, 15 feet / ≈4.6 
meters wide, and 15 feet / ≈4.6 meters high). It 
was constructed from acacia wood boards, each 
10 cubits long and 1½ cubits wide 
(approximately 15 feet / ≈4.6 meters long and 2 
feet 3 inches / ≈0.69 meters wide). Each board 
was fitted with two tenons at the base, set 
securely into cast silver sockets, forming the 
stable framework of this portable dwelling place 
of God.  Mark 15:381 
 
37= After giving the detailed description of the 
tabernacle itself, God then instructed Israel on the 
arrangement of the furnishings within. The 
entrance of the tabernacle faced east, and upon 
entering the Holy Place, the table of the Bread of 
the Presence was placed on the north side (right-
hand side when facing west), the golden 
lampstand on the south side (left-hand side), and 
the altar of incense stood directly in front of the 
inner veil. Beyond the veil was the Most Holy 
Place, enclosed by gold-overlaid walls, forming a 
perfect cube measuring 10 cubits by 10 cubits by 
10 cubits (about 15 feet × 15 feet × 15 feet, or ≈4.6 
m × 4.6 m × 4.6 m). At the center of this sacred 
space rested the Ark of the Covenant, upon which 
sat the mercy seat (atonement cover) made of 
pure gold, overshadowed by two cherubim. This 
deliberate and orderly arrangement was designed 
to present a clear picture of God dwelling among 
His redeemed people. After describing the interior 
furnishings, Scripture then turns to the items 
located outside the tabernacle, beginning with the 
altar of burnt offerings and the other elements of 
the outer court. 
 
27  
 
 (1-8) The Brass Altar;  
 
1-2=Q3  The altar of burnt offering was the first 
object the Israelites encountered as they entered 
the tabernacle courtyard, where sacrifices were 
continually made, reminding the people that 
access to God was possible only through 
sacrifice and that sin could be forgiven only by 
the shedding of blood. This foundational truth is 
fulfilled in Jesus Christ, who is presented in 
Hebrews 10:1–18 as the final and perfect 
sacrifice. From the beginning, God created 
humanity for fellowship, desiring a close and 
meaningful relationship with His creation, making 
man a spiritual being of spirit, soul, and body, 
with his consciousness oriented toward God in 
reflection of God’s own triune nature—Father, 
Son, and Spirit. In the garden, this communion 
was fully realized, but through disobedience sin 
brought separation from God, a condition 
Scripture describes as spiritual death. In His 
grace, God then initiated a redemptive plan to 

 
1 Mark 15:38 Then the veil of the temple was torn in two from top to bottom. 
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shall be put in the rings, and the poles shall be on 
the two sides of the altar to bear it.  

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

8 You shall make it hollow with boards; as it was 
shown you on the mountain, so shall they make it. 

 

 

9 “You shall also make the court of the tabernacle. 
For the south side there shall be hangings for the 
court made of fine woven linen, one hundred cubits 
long for one side. 10 And its twenty pillars and their 
twenty sockets shall be bronze. The hooks of the 
pillars and their bands shall be silver. 11 Likewise 
along the length of the north side there shall 
be hangings one hundred cubits long, with its 
twenty pillars and their twenty sockets of bronze, 
and the hooks of the pillars and their bands of 
silver. 12 “And along the width of the court on the 
west side shall be hangings of fifty cubits, with their 
ten pillars and their ten sockets. 13 The width of the 
court on the east side shall be fifty cubits. 14 The 
hangings on one side of the gate shall be fifteen 
cubits, with their three pillars and their three 
sockets. 15 And on the other side shall be hangings 
of fifteen cubits, with their three pillars and their 
three sockets. 16 “For the gate of the court there 
shall be a screen twenty cubits long, woven 

restore humanity to fellowship with Himself, 
ultimately fulfilled through the sending of His 
Son, whose atoning work reopened the way to 
God. To teach His people both the reality of His 
presence and the necessity of sacrifice, God 
commanded Moses to build the tabernacle, the 
“place of meeting,” along with its furnishings, 
which served as a divinely designed model of 
heaven and the throne of God. Even the 
materials used carried symbolic meaning: gold, 
used in or overlaying the inner furnishings, 
represented heaven and the divine realm; silver 
consistently symbolized redemption, the price by 
which atonement was made; and bronze 
signified judgment, which is why the outer altar—
where sacrifices were burned—was made of 
bronze. Therefore, to fully understand the 
meaning and depth of Jesus Christ’s work on our 
behalf, one must first understand the Old 
Testament sacrifices, for they form the divine 
framework that points directly to His redemptive 
and finished work on the cross. Heb 10:16-182 
 
8= The altar of burnt offering was made of acacia 
wood, measuring 5 cubits long by 5 cubits wide 
and 3 cubits high (about 7½ feet × 7½ feet, or ≈2.3 
m × 2.3 m, and 4½ feet high / ≈1.4 m). Each of its 
four corners was fitted with a horn of one piece 
with the altar, and the entire structure was overlaid 
with bronze. All utensils associated with the 
altar—including pans for ashes, shovels, basins, 
forks, rings, and carrying poles—were also made 
of bronze. The altar was hollow, constructed with 
boards to allow for portability and proper use. 
Surrounding the altar, the outer court of the 
tabernacle measured 100 cubits long from north 
to south and 50 cubits wide (approximately 150 
feet / ≈45.7 meters by 75 feet / ≈22.9 meters). The 
hangings of the court were 5 cubits high (about 
7½ feet / ≈2.3 meters), with the entrance on the 
east side, forming a clearly defined and sacred 
space set apart for worship and sacrifice. 
. 
 
(9-19) The Court ( in the tabernacle fences) 
The court of the tabernacle was enclosed with 
hangings of fine woven linen and measured 100 
cubits long (about 150 feet / 46 meters), 50 cubits 
wide (about 75 feet / 23 meters), and 5 cubits high 
(about 7.5 feet / 2.3 meters). The north and south 
sides each extended 100 cubits (≈150 ft / 46 m) 
and were supported by 20 pillars set in bronze 
sockets, while the west side measured 50 cubits 
(≈75 ft / 23 m) with 10 pillars. The east side, also 
50 cubits (≈75 ft / 23 m) wide, included a central 
gate. This gate was 20 cubits wide (≈30 ft / 9.2 m) 
and was beautifully woven with blue, purple, and 
scarlet thread along with fine linen, supported by 
four pillars. All the pillars around the court were 
fitted with silver hooks and bands, while the 
sockets, pegs, and all utensils used in the service 
of the tabernacle were made of bronze, forming a 
sacred and orderly enclosure for worship. 
 
 
 
 

 
2 Heb 10:16-18 “This is the covenant that I will make with them after those days, says the Lord: I will put My laws into 
their hearts, and in their minds I will write them,” 17 then He adds, “Their sins and their lawless deeds I will remember 
no more.” 18 Now where there is remission of these, there is no longer an offering for sin. 
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of blue, purple, and scarlet thread, and fine woven 
linen, made by a weaver. It shall have four pillars 
and four sockets. 17 All the pillars around the court 
shall have bands of silver; their hooks shall be of 
silver and their sockets of bronze. 18 The length of 
the court shall be one hundred cubits, the width 
fifty throughout, and the height five cubits, made 
of fine woven linen, and its sockets of bronze. 19 All 
the utensils of the tabernacle for all its service, all 
its pegs, and all the pegs of the court, shall be of 
bronze. 

20 “And you shall command the children of Israel 
that they bring you pure oil of pressed olives for the 
light, to cause the lamp to burn continually. 21 In the 
tabernacle of meeting, outside the veil 
which is before the Testimony, Aaron and his sons 
shall tend it from evening until morning before 
the Lord. It shall be a statute forever to their 
generations on behalf of the children of Israel. 

 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
(20-21) the Oils of Menorah 
 
21= The oil for the lampstand was made by 
pressing pure green olives, producing the finest 
and purest oil, which was used to keep the lamp 
burning continually. The lampstand was to burn 
throughout the night: the priests would fill it with 
oil in the evening, and in the morning they would 
trim the wicks in preparation for the next 
evening. This continual burning symbolized 
God’s perpetual presence and was maintained 
every night within the tent of meeting, or the 
tabernacle.

Over the past years, church representatives have traveled to Europe, Latin America, 
Africa, and Asia. Recently, an online supporter generously donated to sustain the teaching 
of God’s Word, recognizing that CCAH’s 15 ministers provide verse-by-verse inductive 
Bible teaching—unlike most local churches, which focus on brief topical messages—while 
faithfully preaching the gospel of Jesus Christ anytime and anywhere.  
 
Note: The open, connected members of CCAH should not be discouraged by the fact that 
the church neither owns nor possesses a physical building. This actually frees the 
fellowship from the burden of mortgage or rental payments tied to maintaining such a 
property. Instead, we are reminded that we ourselves are the church—not a building—as 
we gather together in Jesus' name. At present, the Lord has graciously provided at least 
seven meeting places among fifteen available each week. And if the Lord desires for 
CCAH to have a permanent building in the future, He will provide it in His time, for CCAH 
belongs wholly to Jesus, who is all in all.

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Q 1. How many members or offerings are at CCAH? 

A 1. People say, "How many people have been saved?" we don’t know, but God knows, although we 
acknowledge that God has arranged over 1,000 units of communities, 7 sober living facilities, over 200 
units of veteran community, KJV English & RVR Spanish Scriptures & 200 lunches per week for the 
homeless, and over a million online visitors (Mat 25:40 “unto one of the least of these”). It doesn’t 
matter. It’s something we leave the numbers with God. He knows those that are His and that’s the 
important thing (e.g. David's motive for census in 1 Chro 21:1). Therefore, we don't worry about the 
numbers of the members and of tithes and offerings because the Lord has given the increase, He has 
added them to CCAH so far (1 Cor 3:7; Acts 2:47; 2 Sam 24:1-3), not as we have done at all, and CCAH is 
His own church (souls), the Lord's church, "Jesus is all in all," purchased with His blood (Mat 16:18; 1 
Cor 6:20; Acts 20:28). Since His foolishness is wiser than men, such as all men's visions/ plans/ 
programs (1 Cor 1:25; Zechariah 4:6), and His thoughts unto each soul are more in number than the sand 
(Psalm 139:17-18), we are just active obedient followers of the Lord, venturing out in faith, "Let CCAH 
go, let God." 

And if you did indeed receive the increase, why do you boast as if you had not received it? (1 Cor 4:7) 
For we are not, as so many, peddling the word of God; but as of sincerity, but as from God, we speak in 
the sight of God in Christ (2 Cor 2:17), CCAH continues faithfully in teaching the entire Scripture simply 
without alteration, fellowship, communion, and prayers, being the witnesses to Christ, powered with the 
Spirit, in Jerusalem, all Judea, Samaria, and to the end of the earth (Acts 1:8; 2:42, 47). The truth the 
Word of God matters wherever - offline, indoor, outdoor, online, at sea, or in sky - and whenever - 
Sunday, Saturday, weekday, every day, this generation time, or the future generation time (John 5:39; 
17:17). The truth shall make us free (John 8:32), from where Christ is named, where commercial 
capitalism is controlling, where territorial boundaries are lined, or where racial, material, or hereditary 
partiality underscores. Every Christian is exhorted to go to church at any convenient place unless she is 
against "the principles of doctrine of Christ" (Heb 6:1) because of "one church (Eklesia) on the earth" 
(Eph 1:22-23). Touchable over 1,000 souls by offline and foreseeable over 1 million souls by online at 
CCAH are being fed by the whole counsel of God throughout the Spirit, living by every His word (1 John 
2:27; Luke 4:4). CCAH does care about each soul because we believe that everybody is impartially created 
by God in His image (Gen 1:26) -- regardless of race, gender, age, wealth, or education such as Caucasian, 
male, youth, rich, Ivy league graduate, or not-- and that the eternal value of each soul is much greater 
than the value of any material/ temporal/ perishable things on the earth (James 3:17; Mat 16:26). 
When God leads, God provides (1 Chronicles 22:11). So, we don't seek money because it follows the faith 
in the almighty Lord by the love of God. Therefore, we never ask people for money, but would offer what 
we have to the Lord and pray Him to handle the issues (like Andrew rather than Philip in John 6:6-9). 
Individually, we can discern our each mind before the Lord, as how much love for Him can be observed 
(1) by the money index to divide willing expenditures to God by total expenditures (Luke 12:34; 21:2-
3), as well as (2) by how much the words of God we love (John 1:1). We know that any offering to God 
without willing mind is not accepted by God (2 Cor 8:12). The public love money especially in capitalism 
society because without money capitalism would not exist. However, we as Christians should not love 
money but should know its nature (1 Timothy 6:10). CCAH has been controlled not by money even in the 
capitalism society but by sovereign almighty God. The foundation of CCAH finance has begun from a 
homeless person's 2 dime offering to the Lord for CCAH at the Rock Fortress facility. The willing mind 
part for an offering should always prevail over its money part. An offering box in a church service or a 
donation button on websites through CCAH is a way to express a donor’s love for God by willing donation, 
the 1st part rather than 2nd money part, according to the Scripture (Mark 12:43; Luke 21:3-4). In fact, 
the fund raising or the fund seeking is not necessary for CCAH but the Lord seeking is sufficient because 
God is continually working through His church, CCAH, in Acts 29 (1 Chronicles 28:9; 2 Chronicles 15:1-
2). We have spent offerings/donations about 40% for external ministries (for missions in Philippians 
4:15-19 & for charity in Matthew 25:40) based upon our faith of "one church (Eklesia) on the earth" -- 
the holy universal church, not unholy ecumenical church -- (e.g. 1st Quarter 2014, 43.15%; 4st Quarter 
2013, 55.6 %; 3rd Quarter 2013, 20.11%; 2nd Quarter 2013, 55.91%; 1st Quarter, 2013 43.26%; 4th 
Quarter, 2012 45.57%, etc.), rather than spent them for additional social/cultural/popular internal 
programs. But about 60% for the internal ministries following the model of the early church in the Book 

of Acts is spent for sheep to be fed with spiritual food (Galatians 6:6) and for staff (1 Timothy 5:17-18). 

CCAH is the poor in material and spirit, but is the rich to give it away for Christ's sake, e.g., about 40% 
of annual offerings, with the poor hearts in spirit. The Lord is the shepherd of CCAH who is "as sorrowful, 
yet always rejoicing; as poor, yet making many rich; as having nothing, and yet possessing all things" (2 
Cor 6:10).
